How one man duped
pax across airports

In a chilling tale of deception
that preyed on the kindness of
hurried travellers, Mumbai
Airport Police have cracked a
sophisticated nationwide
scam. The mastermind? A 25-
year-old BBA graduate who
transformed airport terminals
into his personal hunting
ground.

Modela Vyankta, a resi-
dent of Guntur, Andhra
Pradesh, was arrested on May
28 after allegedly posing as a
distressed engineering student
from VNIT Nagpur. His modus

operandi was deceptively
simple  yet emotionally
manipulative:  approaching

passengers at arrival gates,
spinning a heartbreaking story
of alost flight ticket and empty
pockets, then requesting
urgent financial help.

In one documented case
from March, a passenger at
Terminal 1's arrival gate was
moved by Vyankta’s emotional
plea and transferred 16,000
via QR code. When the victim
later tried to recover the
money, he was promptly
blocked. Realizing he had been
scammed, the complainant

What followed was a

meticulous investigation led by
Senior Police Inspector Suhas
Chavan, with Assistant Police

Inspectors Vaibhav Patil and
Sunil Khaire. Police analyzed
CCTV footage, traced the
linked mobile number (regis-
tered in someone else’s name),
and used technical surveil-
lance to track the accused
across states. Despite his evas-
ive tactics—frequently chang-
ing locations and
switching off his
phones—investiga-
tors discovered he
had recently visited
Nagpur, Bhopal,
Lucknow, Varanasi,
J and Hyderabad.
Acting on precise intelli-
gence that he would return to
Mumbai, officers laid a trap at
Terminals 1 and 2. Vyankta was
finally detained at Terminal 2.

A search of the accused
yielded damning evidence:
three mobile phones, six SIM
cards, three fake Aadhaar
cards, a counterfeit college ID,
and 19,600 in cash. Further
probes revealed at least nine
similar cases registered against
him since 2020 across cities
including Bengaluru, Delhi,
Jaipur, Coonoor, and Mumbai.
Authorities suspect many
more victims never reported
the fraud, often too rushed to
pursue complaints.

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Redvpt row: FIR against ex-office-bearers
of Taxi Men’s Colony over forged signature

The Kurla police have regis-
tered an FIR against former
office-bearers and members
of Taxi Men’s Colony Coo-
perative Housing Society Ltd
for allegedly forging signa-
tures of absent residents to
secure quorum and appoint a
Project Management Cons-
ultant (PMC) for the society’s
redevelopment project.

The case was registered on
May 29 following a complaint

by 70-year-old resident Abdul
Ali Mohammad Kazimali
Azizi, who lives in Bombay
Taximen Colony on L.BS.
Road, Kurla West.

According to the FIR, the
society, which has 686
members, had convened a
Special General Body Meeting
(SGM) on September 22, 2024,
to appoint a PMC for the pro-
posed redevelopment project.

Azizi alleged that neither
he nor his wife, Sharifunnisa
Azizi, attended the meeting as
she was unwell and both

remained at home. However,
after examining the atten-
dance register, he found signa-
tures recorded against their
names despite their absence.
He claimed that when he
raised the issue with society
office-bearers, he received no
satisfactory explanation.
During subsequent inquiries,
he allegedly discovered that
signatures had also been
entered in the names of
deceased members and
others who were out of
Mumbai or abroad on the day

of the meeting.

The complainant alleged
that these forged entries were
used to show the attendance
of 378 members, enabling the
committee to establish the re-
quired quorum and pass a re-
solution appointing a PMC for
the redevelopment project.

Based on the complaint,
police registered a case again-
st the then office-bearers and
members of the society under
relevant provisions of the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita. Of-
ficials said further probe is on.

Survey records nearly 300 holy crosses across the city

A two-year exercise to docu-
ment holy crosses located
across Mumbais streets and
urban villages has recorded
nearly 300 such structures so
far.

The documentation is being
carried out under the Kuruz
programme by the Mobai
Gaothan Panchayat (MGP), an

organisation representing the
East Indian Catholic commu-
nity. The initiative has gained
significance amid scrutiny
over the legality of some relig-
ious structures in the city.
Recently, after allegations
that a chapel near the
Siddhivinayak Temple in
Prabhadevi was illegal,
members of the local Roman
Catholic community clarified
that the shrine had replaced a

50-year-old cross that was
temporarily shifted for the
Metro 3 project.

Britney Dharmai, chief
coordinator of the Kuruz pro-
ject, said Mumbai could have
nearly 1,000 such crosses.

“Many of them date back to
the 1970s, while some are
‘plague crosses’ erected in the
late 19th century as protection
against disease,” Dharmai
said. She said the survey has

been challenging as several
crosses are located on private

properties that are not easily
accessible. Dharmai has
already documented crosses
in Uttan and the gaothans of
Bandra.

“The objective is to create
authentic records and support
conservation efforts. There
are documents available for
many of these crosses. Some,
including those near
Siddhivinayak Temple and on
L.J. Roads in Mahim were

relocated because of Metro
construction work,” she said.

According to Dharmai, sev-
eral crosses have evolved into
multi-faith spaces. One such
cross shares a traffic island
with a Hindu temple near
Antonio Da Silva High School
in Dadar.

MGP founder-trustee
Gleason Barretto said the pro-
ject received an overwhel-
ming response, with 178 regis-

trations against an initial tar-
get of 100. He said the organ-
isation has prepared a 10-
point action plan that includes
restoration of historic crosses,
installation of CCTV cameras
to prevent desecration and
measures to protect shrines
from infrastructure projects.
“A policy draft is also being
prepared for submission to
both the Archdiocese and the
government,” Barretto said.
