tainment(M&E)segmentisgoingto
be“hugelydisrupted”inthecoming
years, in terms of content, produc-
tion, scale,andtalent&skill.

“We were at 2 per cent (India’s
share of the global industry) before
the AI age. It’s a little scary to
imagine where we would be in the
post-AI age (with increasing use of
AIintheindustry).AIistrulyatrans-
formational force. I cannot imagine
whereitisheaded,andonesegment
that is going to behugelydisrupted
isgoingtobethemedia&entertain-
ment segment. There are songs
being made on the fly. There are

videos being generated out of AI,
andit’sverydifficulttoimagineand
fathomwhere it is going to endand
stop.Ifwe(India)don’tbecomepart

of this, ifwedon’tembrace thispar-
ticular technology, millionaire
brands that are present heremight
go down, which we cannot allow,”
Jajusaidhereinhisopeningspeech
at CII Big Picture Summit 2025. He
furtheraddedthatwiththegrowing
prominenceofAI, the industry and
the government are working to
address the skill gap, for which the
IndianInstituteofCreativeTechno-
logies (IICT)hasbeenestablished.

“Like IIT is for technology, and
IIM is for management, IICT will
provide an intersection of technol-
ogy and creativity. Multiple states
have asked for IICT to be present
there,”hesaid.

Inaseparateinteractionwiththe
media, Jaju said that the govern-
ment’s aim is to increase this con-
tribution to at least 5 per cent of the
global media & entertainment
space. This comes at a time when
India’s media & entertainment
industryisvaluedataround$30bil-
lion, andhas the potential to reach

$100 billion by 2030, according to
thewhite paper titledReimagining
India’sM&ESector:ACallforAction
to Build a Future-Ready, Globally
Competitive Industry by 2030.Glo-
bally,theindustryissettotouch$3.5
trillioninrevenueby2029,atacom-
pound annual growth rate (CAGR)
of 3.7 per cent from 2024.
Thewhitepaperfurtherstatedthat

emerging markets, particularly in
Asia, are expected to drive this
growth.Additionally, India’smedia
& entertainment industry is
expected to grow 2.6 times faster
thantheglobalmarketataCAGRof
9.8percent.

Gaurav Banerjee, managing
director and chief executive officer
(MD&CEO),SonyPicturesNetworks
India, highlighted that AI has the
potential to reshapeworkflows and
improveefficiency,scale,andspeed.

“AI will not define creativity.
Human imagination will. India’s
natural strength lies in its people,
not its tools,” saidBanerjee.

Pre-install SancharSaathi :DoTtophonemakers
Directivewarns of action under telecomAct; old phonesmust get app via software updates

The Department of Telecommunica-
tions(DoT)hasaskedallmobilehandset
makers to mandatorily pre-install the
Sanchar Saathi application (app) in all
their newer products, whether manu-
factured or imported for use in the
country, sourcessaid.

In a November 28 letter sent to all
handsetmanufacturersand importers,
theartificialintelligence(AI)anddigital
intelligenceunitofDoTsaidcompanies
mustpre-installtheappandensurethat
itis“readilyvisibleandaccessibletothe
end users at the time of first use or
device setup”, and that its functional-
itiesarenotdisabledorrestricted.Italso
directed that the app “cannot be
removedordisabled”.

“For all such devices that have
alreadybeenmanufactured and are in
sales channels in India, the manufac-
turerandimportersofmobilehandsets

shall make an endeavour to push the
appthroughsoftwareupdates,”accord-
ingtothedirectiveissuedonNovember
28,whichgives120daysforcompliance.
Failure to comply will attract action
under the Telecommunications Act,
2023,theTelecomCyberSecurityRules,
2024,andother laws, itadded.

TheSancharSaathiappallowsusers
tocheckthevalidityofahandset’sInter-
national Mobile Equipment Identity
(IMEI) details, verify device authentic-
ity, report cyberfraud and spam calls,
report stolen mobile phones, and
address other aspects of telecom
cybersecurity.LaunchedinJanuary,the
app also enables users to manage
mobile connections registered in their
name, block stolen phones, and verify
IMEImisuse.

AccordingtoMinistryofCommuni-
cationsdataasofJuly,DoThasblocked
550,000 handsets and deactivated
20,000bulkSMSsenders.

For devices that have already been

manufactured or are with retail
partners, handset makers will have to
pushuserstodownloadtheappthrough
“softwareupdates”.

“Allmanufacturersandimportersof
mobile handsets that are intended for
use in India shall submit
compliance reports toDoT
within 120 days from issue
of these directions,” DoT
said in itsdirective.

The instructions have
drawn criticism from
mobile phone makers and
industry executives, who
said the directions were
“not practically imple-
mentable”andthatDoTdid
not consult handset makers before
issuing them. Telecommunications
serviceprovidershaveseparatelyasked
DoT to mandate that SMS-based one-
timepasswords (OTPs)becomethepri-
mary factor of authentication for
financialtransactions.“Forallfinancial

transactions,theprimaryfactorofauth-
entication should mandatorily be
through SMSOTP,which continues to
remain themost secure, operator-ver-
ifiedchannelwithguaranteedtraceabil-
ity,”saidSPKochhar,directorgeneralof

the Cellular Operators
AssociationofIndia(COAI),
which represents Reliance
Jio,BhartiAirtel,andVoda-
foneIdea.

He added that
strengthening this require-
ment would reduce fraud
and reinforce consumer
trust. The industry body
has asked the department
to engagewith theReserve

Bank of India to ensure implementa-
tion.OnNovember28,theAIanddigital
intelligence unit of DoT also issued
another set of instructions to over-the-
top communication platforms asking
them to complete the SIM-binding-to-
deviceexercisewithinthenext90days.

The tribunal also ruled that
the IL&FS letter dated August 16,
2024,whichenhancedtheconsider-
ation from ~1,080 crore to ~1,481
crore, is valid and cannot
bequashed.
