Sudden dust storm
sweeps across MMR

IMD links the storm to extreme heat, dry conditions

Parts of the Mumbai Metro-
politan Region (MMR), includ-
ing Kalyan, Thane and Mulu-
nd, witnessed unexpected du-
st storms on Thursday after-
noon. According to the India
Meteorological Department
(IMD), the storm was caused
by extreme heat and lack of
moisture in the air, which is
typical during the premonso-
on season. Mumbai and the
MMR continue to remain un-
der a yellow alert for hot and
humid conditions till May 9.

Mumbai also witnessed
mixed weather conditions on
Thursday, with partly cloudy
skies, moderate winds and
high temperatures. The high-
est maximum temperature
was recorded at Ram Mandir
(Oshiwara) at 37.1°C, followed
by Vikhroli at 35.5°C.

For the next 48 hours, the
skies are expected to remain
partly cloudy. The maximum
and minimum temperatures
are likely to hover around
35°C and 28°C respectively.

The IMD has forecast a
gradual rise in maximum te-
mperatures across the Kon-
kan region over the next two
to three days. Hot and humid

conditions are expected to
persist in isolated pockets of
Mumbai, Thane, Palghar, Rai-
gad and Ratnagiri till May 9.
IMD scientist Sushma Nair
said, “The region witnessed
dust storms due to a trough,
high temperature and lack of
moisture in the air. The storm

Drug deaths:
Bail denied
to 3 accused

A special NDPS court on Th-
ursday refused to grant bail to
three accused, including two
employees of NESCO, in con-
nection with the alleged drug
overdose case in which two
MBA students died after atte-
nding a techno music concert
at the NESCO Exhibition
Centre on April 11, 2026.

The court rejected the bail
pleas of Raunak Khandelwal,
a final-year MBA student, and
Pratik Pandey, a second-year
MBA student, both accused of
drug peddling in the case.
Bail pleas of two NESCO
employees were also rejected.

According to the police,
two MBA students died and
several others were hospital-
ised after allegedly consum-
ing MDMA (ecstasy) pills dur-
ing the concert. Preliminary
reports stated that the victims
experienced severe sympto-
ms such as breathlessness
and dizziness during the
event. Police have so far
arrested six people in the
case, including event organ-
isers and security staff.

Meanwhile, the court
granted bail to Akash Samal,
owner of “Inspiring Tie
Production” and one of the
organisers of the event, who
was arrested on April 13.

Water supply disrupted in SoBo after

pipeline leakage

A leakage in a 1650 mm
diameter main water pipe-
line on Dr E Moses Road
near Famous Studio has dis-
rupted water supply in sev-
eral south Mumbai areas
since Wednesday night.
According to the BMC, the
leakage has affected water
supply in parts of D, E and G-
South wards. As the repair
work is extensive and time-
consuming, water supply in
several areas will remain
shut on Friday, while some
localities will receive water
at low pressure.

Court stays Gurbir Singh expulsion

The Mumbai City Civil Court
stayed the expulsion of senior
journalist Gurbir
Singh from the me-
mbership of the
Mumbai Press Club.
The Managing
Committee (MC) had
expelled Singh, a
former president of

the club, for allegedly holding

a dinner meeting on the club
terrace on January 19 with
certain persons accused in the
2018 Bhima Koregaon case.
The club maintained that
the accused persons were out
on bail and that one of the bail
conditions barred them from
interacting with each other.
The MC contended that by
hosting the meeting with the
accused persons, the reputa-
tion of the club had been

damaged. The committee
subsequently ordered an
internal inquiry against Singh
and two others, and the find-
ings went against them.

However, Singh
argued that the club
itself had hosted some
of the accused persons
on two earlier occa-
sions. He further
maintained that the
club was an open plat-
form where all views could be
discussed in the spirit of
democracy. Singh also said he
was unaware of the bail con-
ditions. He alleged that the
move to expel him was aimed
at preventing him from con-
testing the upcoming club
elections. Singh challenged
his expulsion before the
Mumbai City Civil Court,
which stayed the expulsion
and allowed him to contest
the elections.
