Indian Air Force
engaged to transport

New Delhi, June 20

A NATIONWIDE MOCK drill
was underway across the
country on Saturday ahead of
the NEET-UG 2026 re-
examination as part of the
efforts to ensure smooth,
secure and transparent
conduct of the medical
entrance test, officials said.
Security has also been
tightened at the National
Testing Agency (NTA) office in
the national capital.

More than 2.278 million
medical aspirants will appear
for the re-examination on
Sunday, nearly seven weeks
after the original test was
cancelled following allegations
of a paper leak that triggered
nationwide outrage, political
sparring and legal challenges.

According to the NTA, the

re-exam involves close
coordination among multiple
agencies and levels of

administration, with 674 city
coordinators overseeing city-
level operations and 6,669
observers  deployed for
independent oversight at
examination centres. Centre

superintendents and
invigilators  have  been
appointed at every
examination centre. Over

NTA person-
nelimmediatelyinitiated the
change and contacted the
candidate's father...to help
them complete the formal
process,’ the NTA further
said. After the revised allot-
ment, Abdullah's father
Mohammad Talib expressed
relief and thanked the
authorities for addressing
the matter promptly. —ANI

200,000 personnel, including
police and district
administration officials, have
been mobilised to ensure the
smooth and fair conduct of the

re-examination, the NTA said.
In a first, the Indian Air Force is
being engaged to transport the
question papers as part of
enhanced security measures.

"To ensure a fair and
transparent examination, the
NTA has put in place a multi-
layered security framework,
including end-to-end secure

handling of confidential
materials under sealed
protocols, GPS-enabled

vehicles with police escorts for
movement of examination
materials, CCTV surveillance at
all examination centres linked
to centralised control rooms,
and Aadhaar-based biometric
authentication to prevent
impersonation,’ the NTA said.
The NTA has launched a
verified WhatsApp channel to
provide updates directly to
candidates and has cautioned
students against trusting
social media rumours about
"leaked" question papers,
answer keys or paid services.
Delhi Chief Minister Rekha
Gupta said the Delhi
Government has ensured that
no family faces unnecessary
difficulties  related to
transportation, heat or long
waiting hours on the day of the
exam. She said that while
NEET candidates will be
allowed to travel free of cost on
DTC buses, special cooling
zones have also been set up
outside all 97 examination
centres for parents and family
members. The zones will have
clean drinking water, shikanji,
ORS, tea and first-aid support.
Comfortable waiting
arrangements will be available
for them outside the
examination centres.
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The IRGC warned ships not to
approach the waterway, a vital
conduit for global oil and gas
supplies whose closure Iran has
used as leverage, citing what it
called Israeli‘crimes’in Lebanon
and a US violation of commit-
ments to establish a ceasefire. It
said vessels would be at risk if
they approached. Mohammad
Mokhber, an adviser to Iranian
Supreme Leader Ayatollah
Moijtaba Khamenei,accused the
US onX of failing toimplement
the first clause of its 14-point
interim deal with Iran, which
includes a ceasefire “on all
fronts”, including Lebanon. He
said that,as long as the agree-
ment was only on paper, the
flow of West Asia energy would
remain halted.

US Central Command, how-
ever, said that 55 merchant
shipshad transited the Straiton
Saturday, moving large
amounts of cargo and more
than 17 million barrels of oil to
global markets, and that US
?forceswould ensure the flowof
ships continued.

Meanwhile,ahigh-levelIran-
ian team departed for Switzer-
land on Saturday for talks with
the US, Iranian state media
reported, while US Vice-Presi-
dent JD Vance indicated he
would set off soon for meetings
that Pakistan said will begin on
Sunday. The Iranian delegation
was led by chief negotiator
Mohammad Bager Qalibaf and
included Foreign MinisterAbbas
Araqchiaswellasseniorsecurity,
central bank and oil officials,
Iranian media said. Iranian For-
eign Ministry spokesperson
Esmaeil Baghaei said Iranwould

Hezbollah fired more than 50
projectiles at Israeli forces in
southern Lebanon overnight,
and that Israel had attacked
what it described as Hezbollah
targetsinresponse.

Life insurers paid around
360,800 crore in commis-
sions during FY25, while
non-life insurers paid
347,266 crore, with com-
mission growth outpacing
premium growth in both of
the segments.

To strengthen account-
ability, IRDAI has proposed
that every branch of a corpo-
rate agent designate at least
one specified person (SP)
responsible for supervising
solicitation activities at that
location. It has also proposed
mandatory tagging of every
policy sold through an inter-
mediary to the individual
responsible for the sale.
Accordingly, policies will be
linked to the relevant speci-
fied person, broker qualified
person, insurance sales per-
son, authorised verifier,
point of sales person (POSP),
or any other authorised sales
representative involved. The
regulator has also proposed
increasing the penalty to
%10 crore from X1 crore cur-
rently for acts of omission by
the principal officer of a cor-
porate agent. As per IRDAI,
the measures are expected to
strengthen supervisory over-
sight, curb instances of mis-
selling and also improve
service quality across insur-
ance intermediaries.

The draft regulations also
include several measures
aimed at improving ease of
doing business.
