Reliance Industries (RIL), owned
by Mukesh Ambani, is set to
announce its fourth-quarter
(January-March, Q4) results for
2025-26 (FY26) on Friday and is
likely to report a largely flat per-
formance. Weakness in the oil-to-
chemicals (02C) business and
muted retail growth may offset
steady gains in the telecommuni-
cations segment, analysts said.

At the consolidated level,
brokerages estimate revenue in
the 2.7-2.8 trillion range, imply-
ing growth of up to 10 per cent
year-on-year (Y-o-Y). Earnings
before interest, tax, depreciation,
and amortisation (Ebitda) is seen
at ¥44,000-45,000 crore, largely
flat Y-o-Y, while net profit is
pegged between 16,200 crore and
18,470 crore, marking a decline of
up to 17 per cent Y-0-Y. Margins are
expected to contract, mainly due
to pressure in the O2C segment.

Active option for those
scecking alpha and strong
risk management

Kotak Mutual Fund is the latest
player to launch a multi-asset
active fund-of-funds (FoF). The
multi-asset FOF category now has
18 players with combined assets
under management (AUM) of
14,797 crore.

What is amulti-asset FOF?

A multi-asset FoF invests in
underlying funds, usually from
the same fund house, though that
is not mandatory. It does not
invest directly in securities. The
portfolio may include equity
funds, fixed income funds,
exchange-traded funds (ETFS),
and commodity ETFs.

“The FoF fund manager
decides the asset allocation of the
FoF. The respective scheme man-
agers make investment decisions
within the underlying schemes,”
saysJiral Mehta, senior manager -
research, FundsIndia.

A multi-asset allocation fund,
by contrast, invests directly in
securities such as stocks, bonds,
commodity ETFs, and real estate

investment trusts (Reits).

Pros: In a multi-asset FoF, a
single fund gives investors expo-
sure to multiple asset classes.
“Investors seeking a hands-free,
one-stop solution get access to a
readymade portfolio,” says Mehta.

They also offer tax advan-
tages. “Internal shifts across
asset classes do not lead to capi-
tal gains tax for theinvestor,” says
Rahul Jain, president and head,
Nuvama Wealth.

Cons: The fund manager
decides the asset allocation,
which may notsuitevery investor.
Multi-asset FoF's are taxed at the

Steady returns

Returns = 1-year
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investor’s slab rate for holdings
under 24 months and at 12.5 per
cent without indexation there-
after. “This is less favourable than
the equity taxation an investor
would get by holding an equity
fund directly,” says Vaibhav
Porwal, co-founder, Dezerv.

Multi-asset FoFs have two vari-
ants: active and passive.

Multi-asset active FOF

A multi-asset active FoF invests
in actively managed schemes,
barring commodity ETFs. Inves-
tors depend on the FoF manager
to take the right asset-allocation
calls and on the managers of
underlying schemes to choose
the right securities.

Pros: The FoF manager takes
proactive allocation calls across
asset classes and market cap seg-
ments. On the fixed income side,
themanageralsodecides theinter-
est-rateand credit positioning. The
underlying funds then make their
own active calls. “An active man-
ager can underweight an unat-
tractive sector and overweight
another sector that looks more
attractive,” says Vishal Dhawan,
founder and chiefexecutive officer,
Plan Ahead Wealth Advisors.

This flexibility becomes
especially useful during market
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dislocations. Such proactive
fund-management calls can also
generate alpha.

Cons: The broad and varied
allocations of these active FoFs
alsocreaterisks. “Theassetalloca-
tion and exposure decisions are
not under the investor’s control,”
says Kaustubh Belapurkar, direc-
tor — manager research, Morning-
star Investment Research India.

Active funds can underper-
form. “If that happens, the inves-
tor does not control how long
that position is retained,” says
Belapurkar.

The multi-asset FoF has its
own expense ratio while also
bearing the expenses of the
underlying active funds, which
tend to be costlier than passive
funds. “These funds can become
expensive, especially if the multi-
asset FoF itself is small,” says
Belapurkar.

Multi-asset passive FOFs

A multi-asset passive FoF invests
only in passive funds. Some
multi-asset passive FoFs follow a
rules-based, largely static alloca-
tion. In others, the fund manager
retains significant discretion.
Check the degree of discretion
before investing

Pros: These schemes do not
carry fund manager selection
risk. Costisanother advantage. “A
passive FoF is subject to a regula-
tory cap of 1 per cent on total
expense ratio. The underlying
schemes are index funds and
ETFs, which have lower fees,”
says Porwal.

Cons: A passive fund investsin
indexes, and an index includes
both strong and weak names. A
passive manager cannot cut expo-
sure to a sector merely because it
appears overpriced or because its
outlookis negative.

Salary arrcars increasing tax outgo? How Form 39 may help you

Delayed salary arrears —
whether from late increments or
settlements — often push
employees into higher tax
brackets when paid in a subse-
quent financial year. To mitigate
this, the Income Tax Act, 2025
has introduced Form 39, which

“When salary arrears are
received in alater financial year,
the entire amount is taxed
in the year of receipt, not in
the year it was earned, poten-
tially pushing the taxpayer into
