The total expected production is 380
gigawatt-hour (GWh) per year.

In India, Ingka Investments is
working with ib vogt, an integrated
large-scale solar PV developer head-
quartered in Germany with presence
inIndiaand is developing, construc-
ting, and operating various large-
scale RE projects across India. ib vogt
Solar India will also be the partner
for construction and the first three
years of operations, the release said.

The solar project is estimated to
provide local employment to around
450 people during construction and
10 to 15 others during operations.
