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The Perfect Post - India's
Selfie Death Crisis

India has become the
deadliest country for taking
selfies, accounting for 42.1%
of global selfie-related
casualties. According to recent
studies, between March 2014
and May 2025, India recorded
271 selfie-related incidents,
resulting in 214 deaths and 57
injuries. The selfie has
become a huge part of modern
life. It has transformed the
simple self-portrait into
something more immediate
and has grown in cultural
importance - it's been linked
to identity, self-exploration
and narcissism. Millions of
people across the world
everyday hold up their
cameras to snap selfies to
share with their friends. The
number of people who die
each year taking a selfie is on
the rise.

Psychiatrists say there is a
rise in the number of selfies
cases. Doctors have also been
warning that taking too many
selfies could result in "Selfies
," which they describe as a
mental disorder. Recently, the
American Psychiatric
Association actually confirmed
that taking selfies is a mental
disorder, going as far as to
term the condition "selfies ".

Selfies are of two types -
group and individual. The
individual selfie-addiction is a
matter of concern. Alarmed by
the trend, Mumbai has already
declared 16 no-selfie zones
across the city and the
authorities warn people
against taking unnecessary
snaps. The Mumbai police has
also  declared selfies off-limits
in areas perceived as risky -
particularly along the coastline
in spots with no railings or
barrier risk. Clicking selfie is a
magnified way of seeing oneself
in the mirror. Today teenagers
are more concerned about how
they look and how others
perceive them. Generally,
individual selfie-clickers are
seeking identity and meaning in
the world. Despite clear signs
denoting the selfie-free zones
in most of the risky points in
metros, people still continue
clicking away, and often going
to the edges or standing on
ledges to get the most thrilling
shots. One must remember that
live your own life - don't live
before the eyes of others.

The most likely cause of
death was falling from a great
height, with people going to
extreme lengths to take a selfie
on cliffs or the top of buildings
to impress followers on social
media. In India, there are more
selfie deaths related to trains.
Height-related selfie deaths
were the most common, closely
followed by both water-related
and a combination height/
water-related incidents. The
lesson to be learned here is
quite obviously to avoid taking
selfies on the edge of sea cliffs
if you want to stay alive.

Taking selfies is a modern
social phenomenon. Taking
selfies can get out of control,
but there are some strategies
people can follow to avoid being
harmed or becoming extremely
obsessed with the habit. For
those who are taking too
many selfies, they might start

to think of taking less daily.
Also, they ought to consider
sharing them with close
friends only and not with
everyone else. Some people
worry that selfies are helping
to create a superficial
generation who value their
looks above anything else.

While it is usually a lot of
fun, it can feed a young
person's obsession with their
self-image. Selfies may also
lead us to reveal more about
ourselves than we intended.
People often take selfies to
show off certain activities or
places, but rarely consider
how much personal
information they are sharing,
and who they are sharing it
with. Some mental health
professionals believe that
taking selfies can become an
obsession, especially for
people who suffer from body
image disorders. Sometimes
people try to tweak their looks
by downloading mobile
applications for getting the
perfect selfie result.

People suffering from
selfie-mania could also
consider taking pictures of
their work achievements
rather than just focusing on
their physical
appearance.Taking selfies is a
lot of fun. However, it is
important to not obsess over
appearances. This can lead to
overlooking other things that
really matter. By taking selfies,
some people are only looking
for the attention and the
approval of others. It's really
important to remind young
people that comparing
themselves to others on social
media is unhelpful, as they're
comparing themselves to
something impossible and
unattainable - nobody looks
fantastic all the time and
everyone has bad days. (B-

Assam CM launches Bhupen Hazarika’s
birth centenary celebrations

Guwahati, Assam Chief
Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma
on Monday inaugurated the
birth centenary celebrations of
cultural icon Dr. Bhupen
Hazarika at the newly
renamed Dr. Bhupen Hazarika
Samannay Tirtha in Jalukbari,
Guwahati, paying rich tributes
to the Bard of the
Brahmaputra.

Governor Lakshman
Prasad Acharya also joined
the occasion, where Sarma
described Hazarika as “a
symbol of uniqueness, protest,
deep passion and loyalty”
whose songs transcended
entertainment to become
movements reflecting the
hopes and struggles of
common people.

The Chief Minister said the
year-long celebrations will
feature events in Assam,
Arunachal Pradesh,
Meghalaya, Kolkata, Mumbai
and Delhi. Prime Minister
Narendra Modi is scheduled to

attend the September 13
programme in Guwahati,
where he will release a special
commemorative coin in
Hazarika's honour and unveil
a book on his life and works,
to be distributed to 20 lakh
families in Assam and to
libraries across India.

Sarma also announced
that a museum dedicated to
Hazarika’s dreams and
creations will be completed
within a year at Srimanta
Sankardev Kalakshetra.

He urged the people
across Assam to celebrate
Hazarika’s centenary at

community levels, suggesting
that one day of Bohag Bihu be
dedicated to his immortal
creations. “Dr. Bhupen
Hazarika belongs not just to
the government but to the
people,” Sarma said, calling
upon citizens to uphold
Assamese identity through his
ideals.

Cultural Affairs Minister
Bimal Borah, Education
Minister Ranoj Pegu, GMC
Mayor Mrigen Sarania,
Bhupen Hazarika’s family
members and several
dignitaries were present at
the event.

Trump’s advisor Navarro
escalates war of words,

launches fresh attack on Musk

New Delhi,  US President
Donald Trump’s Trade Advisor
Peter Navarro on Monday
launched a sharp attack on
Elon Musk’s social media
platform X and criticised India
for buying Russian oil, calling
it "blood money".

In a post, Navarro used an
expletive and claimed that
India did not purchase Russian
oil in large quantities before
the Ukraine war.

"Fact: India didn't buy
Russian oil in large quantities
before Russia invaded
Ukraine. It's blood money and
people are dying," he wrote.

This comes after a heated
exchange between Navarro
and Musk on X.

Navarro had earlier
accused India of buying
Russian oil “purely to profit”
and criticised the Indian
government’s stance, saying:
"Stop killing Ukrainians. Stop
taking American jobs."

He also slammed Musk for
allowing what he called “crap
notes” on X after his
comments were flagged by

Community Notes as
misleading.

Responding to the attack,
Musk had said: "On this
platform, the people decide
the narrative… You hear all
sides of an argument.
Community Notes corrects
everyone, no exceptions.
Notes data & code is public
source. Grok provides further
fact-checking."

India’s Ministry of External
Affairs also dismissed
Navarro’s allegations, calling
them "inaccurate and
misleading statements".

Navarro had earlier
criticised India’s foreign policy,
questioning Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s engagements
with Russian and Chinese
leaders at the Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation
(SCO) Summit in Tianjin. He
had said that “India needs to
be with us, not Russia.”

Meanwhile, Trump has
repeatedly praised the India-
US partnership, describing it
as a "very special
relationship".

While he had earlier
remarked about “losing” India
to China, he later clarified, "I’ll
always be friends" with Prime
Minister Modi.

PM Modi too reciprocated
the sentiment, saying he
appreciates and fully
reciprocates President
Trump’s words.

Maha CM on receiving Phoenix Award

Mumbai, Maharashtra
Chief Minister Devendra
Fadnavis on Monday received
the Phoenix Award from
Gurudev Sri Sri Ravi Shankar.

In his speech, he said
receiving the award given by
the Marathi Journalists
Association at the hands of
Gurudev Sri Sri Ravi Shankar
has doubled his strength to
work and handle the
responsibilities of his post.

“Many people thought I
was turning to ashes, but then
I took flight,” he said while
speaking about his political
career and the difficulties that
he faced in politics.

CM Fadnavis said, “In my
entire political life, only two
things have brought me this
far. The first is patience, and
the second is positivity. I will
tell you a secret: if you notice
that I am angry, it means that
I am hungry. I get angry only
when I am hungry. I calm
down when I am given
something to eat. Otherwise,
I do not get angry much.”

He further said, “I try to

see something good in every
person I meet. And whatever
work comes to me, I try to do
it with positivity. You have
named this award ‘Phoenix’.
But I did not rise from the
ashes. But many times, people
thought that I was turning into
ashes, then I took flight. Why
was I able to take this flight?
Whenever the moment of
ashes came, I faced it with
positivity. I never ran away
from challenges. I faced
challenges and faced them. I
did not fight people, I did not
hate them, and I did not do
extreme politics. That is why
I kept moving forward step by
step in this difficult situation.”

“The Jalyukt Shivar
Yojana, initiatives to remove
the frustration of farmers,
were possible due to the
inspiration of Gurudev. Art of
Living activists worked
shoulder to shoulder with the
government and contributed
to water conservation work.
Sri Sri Ravi Shankar has made
a great contribution in getting
Indian yoga, Ayurveda,
medicine and traditions
recognised at the global level.
He worked to spread Indian
thoughts around the world and
teach the religion of humanity.
This award received from him
is a matter of special pride for
me,” he expressed.

BJP trying to destabilise Mamata govt
through violence, but failing: Shiv Sena-UBT

Mumbai, Amid a political
storm triggered by
controversial remarks from
Trinamool Congress leader
Abdur Rahim Boxi, the Shiv
Sena-UBT on Monday has
come out in strong support of
West Bengal Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee, accusing
the BJP of attempting to
destabilise the state
government by orchestrating
violence and unrest.

Shiv Sena-UBT
spokesperson Anand Dubey
alleged that the BJP has
consistently tried to create
turmoil in West Bengal but has
failed each time, thanks to the
people's unwavering support
for Banerjee’s leadership.

This comes in the wake of
a viral video in which Boxi, the
Trinamool's Malda district
President, is seen threatening
to "pour acid" down the throat
of anyone speaking against
migrant workers from Bengal.
The remarks were reportedly
made during a public meeting
in Malatipur on Saturday
night.

"I strongly resent the
abominable comments made
by a BJP MLA," Boxi is heard
saying in the clip.

"How dare he insult our
Bengali citizens who leave the
state in search of work? I
caution him—I will pour acid
into the throat of anyone
making such statements to
silence them."

Responding to the
controversy, Dubey told IANS:
"In West Bengal, the BJP
repeatedly tries to destabilise
Mamata Banerjee's
government by instigating
violence and clashes. But they
always fail. BJP sends their top
leaders, makes tall promises,
and creates chaos, but the
people of Bengal are politically
aware and stand firmly with
Mamata Banerjee."

He further said that
Banerjee has consistently
worked to preserve Bengali
identity, promote culture, and
drive development in the
state.

"In contrast, the BJP is
identified with acid attacks,
bombings, and firing. The
public will not be affected by
their drama and will defeat
them in the elections. The
government is capable of

handling law and order," he
added.

Commenting on the
upcoming Vice Presidential
election scheduled for
September 9, Dubey noted
that while the NDA has
numerical strength, the
Opposition remains hopeful.

"The election will see MPs
from the Lok Sabha and Rajya
Sabha casting their votes. NDA
candidate C.P. Radhakrishnan
appears to have the numbers,

but opposition candidate B.
Sudarshan Reddy is in a good
position. Many MPs are being
reached out to. Politics is the
game of possibility.
Remember the 2022 election?
This time, things may not go
exactly as predicted. It’s
important to contest
elections—victory or defeat is
part of democracy," he said.

Dubey also took a swipe at
Maharashtra Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavis over the
full-page 'Deva Bhau'
advertisements published
across major newspapers,
featuring him paying tribute to
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj.
The opposition has alleged
misuse of funds and
questioned the source of the
money.

NCBC reviews OBC reservation
implementation in Gujarat

Ahmedabad, The
National Commission for
Backward Classes (NCBC)
visited Gujarat to review
measures taken to safeguard
reservation for OBCs in the
state.

A high-level meeting,
chaired by NCBC chairman
Hansraj Ahir at Ahmedabad
Annexy, was attended by
member Bhuvan Kamal,
Gujarat Chief Secretary Pankaj
Joshi, Commission Secretary
Mita Rajivlochan, and senior
state officials.

The Commission reviewed
the implementation of OBC
reservations covering 146
communities in Gujarat,
including the 27 per cent
quota, issuance of caste and
non-creamy layer certificates,
and maintenance of roster
registers.

It also examined
educational, social, and
economic welfare schemes for
backward classes and
stressed the need to ensure
their benefits reach grassroots

beneficiaries.
In Gujarat, Other

Backward Classes (OBCs)
comprise nearly 49.2 per cent
of the state’s population - 52
per cent in rural areas and
46.43 per cent in urban
regions - a demographic
figure based on data from the
Justice Jhaveri Commission.

The state officially
recognises over 160 OBC
communities (some sources
cite more than 146).

In response to this
representation, Gujarat’s
Assembly passed legislation
providing 27% reservation for
OBCs in local self-governing
bodies—including municipal
corporations, municipalities,
district, taluka, and gram
panchayats—up from the prior
10%.

Furthermore, budgetary
allocations targeting welfare
for OBC communities have
steadily increased: from
approximately Rs 2,241 crore
in 2022-23 to Rs 2,599 crore
in 2023-24, with a proposed
rise to Rs 2,928 crore for fiscal
year 2024-25.

The NCBC praised the state
government’s welfare
initiatives for OBCs and sought
strict adherence to reservation
policies in premier institutions
and public sector
organisations. Separate
discussions were also held
with officials from IIT
Gandhinagar and Bank of
Baroda on ensuring
compliance with reservation
norms.

MoS Nityanand Rai hits back at Tejashwi Yadav,
cites NDA’s 20-year development record

Patna, Union Minister of
State (MoS) for Home Affairs,
Nityanand Rai, on Monday,
countered Rashtriya Janata
Dal (RJD) leader Tejashwi
Yadav's criticism of the NDA
government, saying the Bihar
Opposition leader does not
understand the difference
between development and
anarchy.

Speaking to the media, the
Union Minister said, "If
Tejashwi understood the
difference, he would not have
questioned Bihar's
transformation over the last 20
years. The NDA government
under the leadership of PM
Narendra Modi has provided
more than Rs 14 lakh crore for
Bihar's progress in the last 10
years alone. He should first
explain how much Bihar got
during the UPA era (2004–14)

when his father's party (Lalu
Prasad Yadav's RJD) was in
power at the Centre."

Highlighting achievements
under Nitish Kumar's 20-year
tenure and Narendra Modi's
11 years at the Centre, Union
Minister Rai presented a
detailed report card, including
more than 10,000 processing
units set up for makhana,
litchi, banana, mango, rice,
etc.

"With investments of Rs

2,000 crore, Bihar is the
number one state in
implementing the Pradhan
Mantr i  Micro Food
Processing Scheme,
achieving 158 per cent of its
2023-24 target."

"Cold storage and
warehouse facil ities are
being developed at 89
locations across Bihar. The
NDA government created 50
lakh jobs in the last five
years; the target of 1 crore
jobs in the next five years. In
education and recruitment,
3.5 lakh teachers, 30,000
medical staff, and 40,000
police personnel have been
appointed transparently via
online Bihar Public Service
Commission/Bihar Staff
Selection Commission
exams," the Union Minister
said.

BRS demands
apology from
Telangana CM
for ‘defaming
Kaleshwaram’
Hyderabad, Bharat

Rashtra Samithi (BRS)
Working President K.T. Rama
Rao, on Monday, demanded
Telangana Chief Minister A.
Revanth Reddy and the
Congress to apologise to the
people of the state for
spreading falsehoods about the
Kaleshwaram project while
simultaneously using its waters
for new schemes. Addressing
a press conference, he
described the Congress
government's actions as
"shameful and hypocritical",
accusing it of looting public
money, colluding with
blacklisted contractors, and
betraying the farming
community. K.T. Rama Rao, also
known as KTR, said that the very
Congress leaders, who called
Kaleshwaram a failed project,
are today laying foundation
stones for projects that depend
entirely on its waters.
