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MONSOON MISERY | Cremations on rooftops, schools shut, thousands displaced in Uttar Pradesh

LUCKNOW 

Torrential monsoon rains 
have unleashed widespread 
flooding across Uttar Pra-
desh, leaving at least 36 
people dead, displacing 
thousands, and paralyzing 
daily life across large swathes 
of the state. With water levels 
rising rapidly and rivers 
breaching danger marks, 17 
districts are currently inun-
dated, and relief operations 
are underway on a war foot-
ing. 

Among the latest casu-
alties are two teenage girls in 
Sitapur who were killed early 
Monday morning when a 
wall collapsed on them amid 
heavy downpours. In Budaun 
district, two brothers — Bhu-
wanesh, 9, and Navneet, 14 — 
drowned after entering a 
waterlogged pit to bathe, un-
aware of its depth. A third 
boy was rescued by villagers. 
These deaths have pushed 
the state’s rain-related toll to 
14 in the last 24 hours. 

In eastern Uttar Pradesh, 
the situation has turned dire 
as the Ganga River continues 
to rise in cities like Varanasi 
and Prayagraj. Over 100,000 
homes have been sub-
merged, and cremation 
grounds — including Vara-
nasi’s sacred Manikarnika 
and Harishchandra ghats — 
have been inundated. In a 
striking image of the city’s 
distress, bodies are now 

being cremated 15 feet above 
the flooded ghats, on roof-
tops converted into make-
shift funeral platforms. 
Families wait for hours with 
corpses as soaked firewood 
delays cremations, and 
multiple pyres are being lit at 
once to manage the growing 
queue. 

Floodwaters have reached 
all 84 ghats in Varanasi, forc-
ing over 10,000 shopkeepers 
to relocate. Narrow lanes 
near Harishchandra Ghat are 
now hosting cremations 
alongside homes. Boats have 
replaced vehicles in many 
parts of the city as water has 
overtaken the streets. 

In the capital, Lucknow, 
heavy rains have battered the 
city for more than 50 straight 
hours. Neighborhoods like 
Gomti Nagar are flooded 
with sewage water, and roads 
have turned into rivers, with 

videos showing dogs swim-
ming in submerged alleys. 
Schools were closed in 12 dis-
tricts Monday, including 
Lucknow, due to safety con-
cerns. 

Across the state, Chief 
Minister Yogi Adityanath has 
mobilized emergency ser-
vices and is personally moni-
toring the situation.  

Ministers from the state's 
emergency response task 
force, Team-11, visited several 
affected districts on Sunday, 
overseeing rescue efforts and 
distributing relief material. 
The Chief Minister has em-
phasized strict oversight, 
warning officials against any 
lapse in relief delivery. 

According to Relief Com-
missioner Bhanu Chandra 
Goswami, 17 districts are cur-
rently flood-affected, span-
ning 37 tehsils and 402 
villages. These include Kan-
pur Nagar, Lakhimpur Kheri, 
Agra, Auraiya, Chitrakoot, 
Ballia, Banda, Ghazipur, Mir-
zapur, Prayagraj, Varanasi, 
Chandauli, Jalaun, Kanpur 
Dehat, Hamirpur, Etawah, 
and Fatehpur.

Himachal Pradesh re-
mains severely af-
fected by the ongoing 

2025 monsoon, with heavy 
rainfall triggering widespread 
damage to life and infrastruc-
ture. On Tuesday, a total of 
309 roads -- including Na-
tional Highway 305 -- were 
blocked due to landslides and 
flash floods. Additionally, 236 
water supply schemes and 113 

distribution transformers 
(DTRs) were reported to be 
non-functional, according to 
the State Disaster Manage-
ment Authority (SDMA). 

The official cumulative re-
port from the State Emerg-
ency Operation Centre 
(SEOC) records 184 fatalities 

so far during the monsoon 
season from June 20 to Au-
gust 3, 2025.  

Of these, 103 deaths were 
directly attributed to rain-re-
lated causes such as land-

slides (17), flash floods (8), 
cloudbursts (17), drowning 
(20), electrocution (7), and 
other weather-triggered inci-
dents (34). Another 81 people 
lost their lives in road acci-
dents, mostly due to treacher-
ous conditions on hilly terrain 
and damaged roads.
