As indicated in Note 5 to the accompanied consolidated financial results where one of the
subsidiary Company, M/s Morton Foods Limited (MFL) (Formerly known as Allahabad Canning
Limited) not audited by us, the other auditor who audited the subsidiary has reported that the
subsidiary MFL has recognized the Deferred Tax Asset (net) of Rs. 450.53 Lakhs for the period
ended March 31,2022, based on the future profitability projections made by the Management. The
subsidiary MFL, however, has not recognized any further DTA during the current year ended March
31,2025 and in the previous year ending March 31, 2024 as a matter of prudence. In their opinion,
in the absence of convincing evidence that sufficient taxable profit will be available in future against
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which the unused losses can be utilized by the entity, as required in terms of Indian Accounting
Standard 12, had the MFL reversed the above DTA, loss before tax for the year ended March 31,
2025 would have been Rs.1941.56 lakhs as against the reported loss of Rs.1491.03 lakhs and
other equity would have been (Rs.193.73) lakhs as against the reported figure of Rs.256.80 lakhs.
This matter was also gualified in our audit report on the accompanied financial results.

We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) specified under
section 143(10) of the Companies Act, 2013, as amended (“the Act"). Our responsibilities under
those Standards are further described in the “Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the
Consolidated Ind AS Financial Results” section of our report. We are independent of the Group in
accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India
together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of Consolidated the Ind AS
financial statements under the provisions of the Act and the Rules thereunder, and we have fulfilled
our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the Code of Ethics.
We believe that the audit evidence obtained by us is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis
for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matter

We draw your attention to Note no. 4 of accompanying financial results where one of the subsidiary
Company, M/s Morton Foods Limited (MFL) (Formerly known as Allahabad Canning Limited)
indicates the fact that the subsidiary MFL has incurred a net loss before tax of Rs.1491.03 lakhs
during the year ended 31st March 2025 and as of that date the Company's net worth has been
substantially eroded. The same has not been audited by us. These events or conditions indicate
the existence of material uncertainty on the Company's ability to continue as a going concern.
However, the financial result of the subsidiary MFL has been prepared on a going concern basis
based on the reason stated in the aforesaid note.

QOur conclusion is not modified in respect of this matter.
Management's Responsibilities for the Consolidated Ind AS Financial Results

The Statement has been prepared on the basis of consolidated Ind AS financial statements. The
Board of Directors of the Holding Company are responsible for the preparation and presentation of
the Statement that gives a true and fair view of the net profit and other comprehensive income of
the Group and other financial information in accordance with the applicable accounting standards
prescribed under Section 133 of the Act read with relevant rules issued thereunder and other
accounting principles generally accepted in India and in compliance with Regulation 33 of the
Listing Regulations. This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records
in accordance with the provisions of the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Group and for
preventing and detecting frauds and other irregularities; selection and application of appropriate
accounting policies; making judgments and estimates that are reasonable and prudent; and the
design, implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial controls, that were
operating effectively for ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records,
relevant to the preparation and presentation of the Statement that give a true and fair view and are
free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the Statement, the Board of Directors are responsible for assessing the Company's
ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern
and using the going concern basis of accounting unless the Board of Directors either intends to
liquidate the Group or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

The Board of Directors are also responsible for overseeing the Group's financial reporting process.
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Auditor’'s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Consolidated Ind AS Financial Results

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the Statement as a whole is free
from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor's report that
includes our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not a guarantee
that an audit conducted in accordance with SAs will always detect a material misstatement when it
exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are considered material if, individually or in
the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users
taken on the basis of the Statement.

As part of an audit in accordance with SAs, we exercise professional judgment and maintain
professional skepticism throughout the audit. We also:

The risk of not
detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from
error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the
override of internal control.

attention in our auditor’s report to the related disclosures in the Consolidated Ind AS financial
results or, if such disclosures are inadequate, to medify our opinion. Our conclusions are based
on the audit evidence obtained up to the date of our auditor's report. However, future events
or conditions may cause the Company to cease to continue as a going concern.
