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FMCG growth slows, but revival L&T scouts foralliances
likely in second half: Numerator

HOUSEHOLD CONSUMPTION
OF daily groceries, home and
personal care items slowed in
the 12 monthsto May 2025 ver-
sus the previous year, market
researcher Numerator (formerly
Kantar) said on Thursday. How-
ever, the agency said a revival
could be seen by the December
quarter or the second half of
FY26, driven by favourable
macro-economic factors.

The combined rural and
urban volume and value
growth (excluding wheat)
slowed to levels of 4% and
7.9%, respectively, in the year
to May 2025; in the year to
May 2024 theywere 6.2% and
8.3%, respectively.

“The last (December) quar-
ter should begin to see arever-
salinthe dropin FMCG growth
rates,” K Ramakrishnan, MD,
South Asia, Worldpanel by
Numerator, said. “For now,
urban areas continue to lead
rural in terms of growth rates,
but the trend could change by
the end of the year,” he said.

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that consumer cohorts or clus-
ters within urban and rural
areas are showing disparate
consumption trends, with the
affluent class gravitating
towards convenience and expe-
rience.While the urban middle
class is upgrading to new for-
mats, the masses including
metro and non-metro con-
sumers are being value-con-

scious. The rural consumer,
whether mass or elite, on the
other hand, is increasingly
becoming aspirational,
Numerator said, with the pen-
etration of categories beyond
essentials such as fabricsoften-
ers, washing liquids, sauces,
ketchups, juice drinks, instant
noodles, insecticides, western
snacks and sanitary napkins

growing sharply (in fouryears),
though consumption remains
in small pack sizes.

Ramakrishnan said that the
preference for brands of large,
listed players remains stronger
in rural areas versus urban
areas, where consumption of
small brands has been on the
rise owing to down trading.

Numerator says the slow-
down is sharper in rural areas
fromavolume growth lens.For
instance, FMCG volume
growth in urban areas has
moderated to 4.5% in MAT
May 2025 from 6.3%, a year
ago. In contrast, rural FMCG
volume growth halved to 3.6%
versus 6.1% reported a year
ago. Value growth for both
rural and urban areas, mean-
while, has declined marginally.
It fell to 8.5% in MAT May
2025 versus 8.7% seen a year
agoinurban areas.

Rural FMCG value growth
fell to 7.3% versus 7.9%
reported in the previous
year.MAT refers to the moving
annual total over 12 months
ending May 2024 and May
2025, respectively.

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Hindalco to invest $10 bn by FY30

Mumbai, August 21

HINDALCO INDUSTRIES,
WHICH houses Aditya Birla
Group’s aluminium and cop-
per operations, will invest $10
billion across its global opera-
tionsbetween FY25and FY30,
chairman Kumar Mangalam
Birla told shareholders at the
company’s 66th annual gen-
eral meeting on Thursday.

Of this, the metals major
has already initiated projects
worth ¥18,000 crore in India
in FY25, marking its highest
annual capital expenditure in
nearlya decade.

The investments will cover
the aluminium, copper and
specialityaluminavalue chain,
both in India and through its
US subsidiary Novelis.

“The next phase (of growth
will be) focused on accelerated
upstream expansion along-
side continued downstream
growth. In India, we are dou-
bling down on upstream
capacities through substan-
tial investments in alu-
minium and copper smelt-
ing,” Birla said.

In aluminium, Hindalco is
expanding its Aditya smelter

In India, we are doubling
down on upstream
capacities, said chairman
Kumar Mangalam Birla

by 180,000 tonne per annum
and planning a further
360,000-tonne addition at
Mahan.A greenfield 850,000-
tonne alumina refinery is also
underway, Birla said.

To secure energy supply, the
company has been allocated
the 12 million-tonne
Meenakshi coal mine, which,
Birla said, will strengthen self-
sufficiency and reinforce Hin-
dalco’s position as one of the
lowest-cost producers globally.

In copper, Hindalco is
undertaking a 300,000-tonne
smelter expansion at Dahej,

Gujarat, which will make it the
largest copper smelting com-
plexintheworld outside China.

On the downstream side,
the company is targeting a
four-fold increase in Ebitda by
FY30fromitsFY24 base,aided
by capacity expansions in
value-added aluminium, cop-
perand recycling.

“Our new copper tubes
plant is ramping up, and con-
struction is in full swing for
India’s first and the world’s
second-largest dedicated e-
waste and copper recycling
facility at Pakhajan,” Birla
noted.

Novelis is advancing its
$4.1 billion Bay Minette pro-
jectin Alabama,slated for com-
missioning in the second half
of 2026.0nce ongoing expan-
sions are completed, Novelis’
production  capacity is
expected to reach 5 million
tonne annually.

Novelis is also advancing its
3x30vision—aimed at increas-
ingrecycled content from 63%
to 75%, cutting the carbon
footprint of aluminium rolled
products from 4 tonne to 3
tonne of CO2 pertonne,inaddi-
tion to sustaining industry-
leading return on invested cap-

ital through“aresilient balance
sheet, robust cash flows, and
consistent shareholder value
creation,’the chairman said.

“Another key achievement
was the successful launch of a
state-of-the-art automotive
recycling centre in Guthrie,
Kentucky,strategicallylocated
adjacent to our existing finish-
ing plant,”’Birla said.

The firm is scaling its pres-
ence in electric mobility with
aluminium battery enclosures
and plans to introduce alu-
minium cycleand e-cycle com-
ponents globally, he added. A
new batteryfoil plantwill begin
operations this year, while
expanded flatrolled capacityis
being commissioned to tap
premium markets.

The expansions on the anvil
will help enhance Hindalco’s
ability to collaborate with cus-
tomers, co-create high preci-
sion,engineered solutions,and
deliver products, Birla added.

“In line with this vision, we
launched our Masterbrand
this year to deepen customer
engagement and reinforce
Hindalco’s role asa catalyst for
change, a problem-solver, and
a co-creator of transformative
solutions,” he said.

TVS enters electric 3W cargo market

TVS MOTOR COMPANY on
Monday said electric vehicles
will account for 60% of heavy
three-wheeler sales by the end
of the decade.

The firm has entered the
electric three-wheeler cargo
space with the launch of the
TVS King Kargo HD EV,aimed
at urban and semi-urban
logistics.

Initially,the TVS King Kargo
HD EVwill beavailable in select
markets, including Delhi, the
National Capital Region (NCR)
— covering Faridabad, Noida,
Gurgaon, and Ghaziabad — as
well as parts of Rajasthan and
Bengaluru. The ex-showroom
price in Delhi is set at ¥3.85
lakh. TVS also showed its
upcoming King Kargo HD CNG
variant, which the company

plans to introduce before the
end of 2025.

“The overall market will
continue to grow. We expect
60% of the market to be elec-
tric by 2030. The passenger
three-wheeler segment is
expanding faster, while cargo
growth will hinge on logistics
demand,” said Rajat Gupta,
business head for commercial
mobilityat TVS Motor.

In FY25,around 160,000
electric L5 three-wheelers
were sold,out of an estimated
720,000 total three-wheelers,
with passenger vehicles con-
tributing over 80%. EV pene-

tration stood at about 23%
for both passenger and cargo
categories.

Electric three-wheelers
have emerged asa key mode of
urban mobility, particularly in
tier-2 and tier-3 cities, offering
affordable and eco-friendly
last-mile connectivity. India
remains the world’s largest
market for electric three-
wheelers,including L3 models,
with the segment witnessing
the fastest EVadoption.

Mahindra Last Mile Mobil-
ityand BajajAutolead theelec-
tricL5 market.TVS entered the
segmentwith the King EV Max
passenger vehicle in January,
joining rivals Piaggio, Mon-
tara, Omega Seiki, Atul Auto
and Euler.

So far, government incen-
tives under the PM E-Drive
scheme and the production-
linked incentive (PLI) scheme

have played a crucial role in
driving sales. At present, elec-
tric three-wheelers receive a
subsidy of upto ¥25,000 per
vehicle.

Theincentive is expected to
be phased out by the end of this
financial year.

While the total cost of
ownership of EVs is lower,
high upfront cost remains a
deterrent.

“The market at present
depends on subsidy.When it is
phased out, everyone will be
geared up for that,” Gupta said.

Meanwhile, traditional
OEMs are eyeing the L3 cate-
gory, comprising low-speed e-
rickshaws and e-carts that
dominate last-mile connectiv-
ity. This segment remains
largely unorganised, though
Mahindra has entered and
Bajaj is expected to launch its
first model this quarter.
