F. The e-voting period commenced on Saturday, May 21, 2022 at 9.00 A.M. (IST) and ended on 
Sunday, June 19, 2022 at 5.00 P.M. (IST) for voting through e-voting. 
 

G. The e-voting was blocked at 5:00 P.M. (IST) on Sunday, June 19, 2022 and the e-voting 
summary statement was downloaded from e-voting website of NSDL. 
 

H. The Members holding shares as on the "cut off" date i.e. Friday, May 13, 2022 were entitled 
to vote on the proposed resolutions.
