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Monsoon Likely to Arrive in

Kerala Early on May 26: IMD

Early onset comes amid El
Nino concerns and forecast
of below-normal rainfall

Pune: The monsoon is likely to set over
Kerala on May 26, six days ahead of the
normal onset date of June 1, the India
Meteorological Department (IMD) said
on Friday.

The progress of the monsoon is keenly
watched this year amid concerns over
the emergence of the El Nino weather
phenomenon, which could adversely af-
fect rainfall in India. The IMD has fore-
cast below normal rainfall—92% of the
long-period average—for 2026.

Onset of the monsoon on the mainland
kickstarts sowing operations for key
kharif crops like rice, pulses, oilseeds,
cotton and sugarcane.

The southwest monsoon usually arrives
in Kerala on June1with a standard devia-

tion of aboutseven daysand coverstheen-
tire country by July 15. In India where
mostof thefarmland israin-fed,anormal
southwest monsoon that brings about
70% of the annual rains is crucial for
farm output, ensuring food security and
keeping inflation in check.

State agricultural departments have al-
ready started making seeds and fertili-
sers available, as farmersrush to buy the-
se inputs with the onset of the rainy sea-
son. “The southwest monsoon is likely to
set in over Kerala on 26th May with a mo-
del error of + 4 days,” the IMD said in a
news release. Conditions are favourable
for its progress to parts of the South Bay
of Bengal, Andaman Sea and the Anda-
man & Nicobar Islands in the next 24 ho-
urs. The IMD has since 2005 been issuing
operational forecasts for the date of the
monsoon’s onset over Kerala.

“This is the first time that the charity com-
missioner has issued such a directive to Ta-
taTrustsanditsrolehastilldatebeenlarge-
ly passive. It therefore raises serious con-
cerns on the matter,” said a highly placed
official close to the matter.

Kaloti has also directed the board of trus-
tees not to convene any such meeting until
the inspector’sreport is submitted.

Section 30A(2) of the Act governs the per-
missible number of perpetual trustees on
the board. The recent amendment introdu-
ces a statutory cap on the number of perpe-
tual (or life) trustees allowed on a board.

According to the communication sent by
the charity commissioner’s office, the mat-
ter came under scrutiny after representa-
tions were submitted by advocate Katyaya-
ni Agrawal on April18and by Venu Sriniva-
san, trustee of Sir Ratan Tata Trust, on
April 28. Both complaints sought urgent in-
tervention by the charity commissioner; al-
leging that the trust’s board structure vio-
lated statutory provisions and calling for
corrective action, including the reduction
of perpetual trustees and restoration of le-
gal compliance.

Vijay Singh, vice-chairman of Tata
Trusts, had also written to the charity com-
missioner requesting clarification on the
complaint by Katyayani Agrawal on the
matter of perpetual trustees.

The issue also reached the Bombay High
Court. In its May 13 order, the division
bench noted that the Tata Trusts board

al trustees made prior to its coming into
force on 1st September 2025. This is sub-
stantiated by both opinionsand clarifica-
tions obtained by the Tata Trusts,” the
statement said.

Thestatementsaid Sir Ratan Tata Trust
was not aware of any complaint having
beenfiled by Srinivasan. He had acknow-
ledged the notice of the board meeting
originally scheduled for May 8 and there-
scheduled one for May 16, it said.

The trusts also said the high court on
May 13 had disposed of the writ petition
as withdrawn. That petition had soughta
direction to restrain the board meeting.

SECOND RESCHEDULING

Sir Dorabji Tata Trust and Sir Ratan Tata
Trust, which together holding a majority
stake in Tata Sons, had postponed key bo-
ard meetings scheduled to May 16 amid le-
gal challenges. This now appears to have
been indefinitely postponed until further
notice from the charity commissioner.

Thetrusts were expected toreview their
representation on the Tata Sons board on
May 16, includingreassessing certain no-
minee directors, and to flag remarks by
the two vice-chairmen that were seen as
favouring thelisting of Tata Sons.

This is the second rescheduling of the
board meetings, originally planned for
May 12 and later advanced to May 8.

The trusts were to discuss recent state-
ments by vice-chairmen Vijay Singh and
Venu Srinivasan, in which they explored

themeritsof aTataSonslisting,andrevi-
ew alignment between the trusts’ posi-
tion and that of their nominees.

At the heart of the discord is a debate
over whether Tata Sons should remain
privately held or pursue a public listing.
Amajority of thetrustees, includingcha-
irman Noel Tata, favour retaining the
group’s closely held structure.

Singh’s role as a Tata Sons board mem-
ber wasnot renewed last year.

Any move to replace Srinivasan would
be closely watched, given his standing in
corporate India and his role in Tata
Trusts’leadership.

The Tata Sonsarticles provide for remo-
val and appointment of nominee direc-
tors. This requires the support of the Sir
DorabjiTataTrustand the Sir Ratan Tata
Trust. The trusts were also set to discuss
the complaint to the Maharashtra chari-
ty commissioner on the matter of perpe-
tual trustees by advocate Katyayani Ag-
rawalof SV & Co, arguingthe Tata Trusts
have breached statutory limits introdu-
ced by the statelast year.

Tata Trusts continuestofirmly back Ta-
taSons’sstatusasanunlisted entity, with
the majority of trustees supporting the
existing resolution despite a few dissen-
ting voices, people cited above said.
