Rubio pledges security to sceptical
Gulf allies amid Iran deal doubts

KUWAIT CITY: US Secretary of
State Marco Rubio met the lead-
ers of the UAE and Kuwait on
‘Wednesday, vowing not to under-
mine their security as he sought
toreassure Gulfallies sceptical of
aproposed deal to end the US-Is-
raeli war with Iran. The US-Iran
accord reached last week — the
first signed by American and
Iranian presidents since Iran’s
1979 Islamic Revolution —
includes a proposed $300 bil-
lion fund and the waiver of
some sanctions for Tehran.

Arriving in the UAE capital
Abu Dhabi late on Tuesday for a
three-day tour of the oil-rich Gulf,
Rubio is undertaking his first
high-level diplomatic mission on
the agreement to end the four-
month-old war with Iran.

Rubio held a working lunch in
the UAE capital Abu Dhabi with
President Sheikh Mohammed bin
Zayed Al Nahyan and other sen-
ior figures, including National
Security Adviser Sheikh Tahnoun
bin Zayed Al Nahyan and Foreign
Minister Sheikh Abdullah bin
Zayed Al Nahyan.

The State Department said
Rubio discussed the memoran-
dum of understanding with Iran,
safe transit through the Strait of
Hormuz, and the importance of
peace in the region in a meeting
with the UAE president.

Rubio also reaffirmed the US
commitment to the security of
UAE, a major oil producer.

In Kuwait, Rubio held talks
with Emir Sheikh Meshal al-Ah-
mad al-Sabah on efforts to bolster
security and stability, state news
agency KUNA He also
attended a flag-raising at the US
Embassy, which resumed opera-
tions after Iran-linked drone
attacks forced a suspension, the
State Department said. “The

SINGAPORE: One of the world's
biggest operators of supertankers
has provisionally booked a vessel
to transport oil from the Persian
Gulf toIndia at nearly nine times
benchmark rates, a price that
reflects the shortage of available
shipsinthearea.

South Korean shipowner
Sinokor will supply the vessel at
897 Worldscale (WS) points, or
897% of the freight benchmark,
according to shipbrokers. The fee
ranks as the highest so far this
year, they added, asking not to be
named as discussions are not
public.

Having expanded aggres-
sively in the tanker market since
the end of last year, Sinokor has
been among the more active
players in the Persian Gulf
through the war, and has con-
tinued to market its fleet.

One message, seen by Bloom-
berg and received by brokers on
‘Wednesday, offered Very Large
Crude Carriers (VLCCs) for the
loading of oil from Iraq’s Basrah
terminal by June 24.

Eager to balance continued
risks around Hormuz and market
opportunities emerging after an
interim deal was signed between
Iran and the US, shipowners have
been repositioning their vessels.

Some have already begun to
redirect their tankers to the Guif,
with around 65 empty VLCCs
now able to reach the Gulf of
Oman within a week.

PARIS: France on Wednesday
announced its first confirmed
case of Ebola identified on its ter-
ritory, a doctor who had flown
back from the Democratic
Republic of Congo (DRC), which
is fighting a major outbreak.

Itis the first time France has
detected Ebola. In 2014, during
anoutbreak in west Africa, two
patients were transported to
France, but they had been diag-
nosed abroad.

The patient, who arrived in
Paris on Tuesday, “boarded a
commercial flight from Kin-
shasa and was almost asympto-
matic — except for headaches”,
the health ministry said.

The doctor’s condition
“slightly deteriorated during the
flight”, after which the patient
was immediately isolated and
taken into care upon landing in
Paris, even before the disease
was officially identified, the min-
istry added.
