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‘Agentic’ shopping tool:
Amazon sues Perplexity

Bengaluru: Amazon sued
Perplexity Al on Tuesday over
the start-up’s “agentic”
shopping feature, which uses
automation to place orders for
users, saying it covertly
accessed Amazon customer
accounts and disguised
automated activity as human
browsing. The clash highlights
an emerging debate over
regulation of the growing use
of Al agents and their
interaction with websites.
Perplexity has previously
rejected the US shopping
giant’s claims, saying it was
using its market dominance to
stifle competition. Perplexity’s
system posed security risks to
customer data, Amazon added,
and the start-up had ignored
repeated requests to stop.
“Rather than be transparent,
Perplexity has purposely
configured its CometAl
software to not identify the
CometAl agent’s activities in
the Amazon Store,” it said. PTI

‘New gaming Bill a positive for
India’s video game sector’

The Promotion and Regula-
tion of Online Gaming Act
(PROGA) 2025, which came
as a blow for the real money
gaming (RMG) industry, is a
boon for the country’s video
gaming landscape and is
likely to help the sector
achieve its revenue vision.
Speaking to mediapersons
on the sidelines of the Indian
Game Developer’s Confer-
ence here on Wednesday,
Manish  Agarwal, Board
Member of the Game De-
velopers Association of India
(GDAI), said, “The issue
arose when RMG occupied
so much bandwidth, causing
all games to fall into a single
category. Now that the se-
gregation has happened
through law, it will be a huge
positive for us. The govern-
ment is now seriously think-
ingabout video games for the

first time and is focusing on
IPs, industry collaborations,
cultural content and other
things.”

Agarwal said that post the
RMG ban, India’s gaming
market is estimated at $1.5-2
billion. “The vision is to
achieve $10 billion in annual
gaming content exports and
$100 billion in value creation
by 2035, making India one of
the top gaming exporters in
the world,” he added.

Globally, the gaming mar-
ket’s size is around $189 bil-

lion, and is projected to
reach $270+ billion by 2030.

“We need to put in place
skilled talent through collab-
oration between universities
and industry players, fol-
lowed by providing them
support with patient capital
and strong incubation,” he
said.

Further, he said that for
global companies to come in
and for local entrepreneurs
to succeed, the industry
needs to have stability in
policy. If India fails to de-

velop a robust domestic
gaming ecosystem, our
growing gaming market will
be dominated by foreign
companies, GDAI noted.

IGDC AND TAMIL NADU
With regard to Tamil Nadu’s
gaming ecosystem, Sridhar
Muppidi, Chairperson of
GDAI, said that at least five
studios from Tamil Nadu
feature among India’s top 25
studios.

“Even though the scale is
smaller than other States,
Tamil Nadu has very high-
quality studios like High-
brow Interactive and Ham-
merplay, some of whom have
seen 50-60 million in down-
loads,” he said.

Muppidi mentioned that
GDAI is planning to sign
memoranda of understand-
ing (MoUs) with the Tamil
Nadu government on spe-
cific actions that need to be
taken to grow the industry in
the State.

BEYOND INCENTIVES
Innovation is replacing tra-
ditional skills in the IT sector

and Tamil Nadu stands in a
good place when it comes to
the potential of creative in-
dustries like animation and
gaming, said the Minister.
Unlike other policies,
which are mostly economic
incentive-oriented, this one
addresses skilling and cre-
ation of the right talent pool
for the sector by way of cur-

riculum modifications, he
said. The policy will have
four pillars — educational
skilling, infrastructure de-
velopment, ease of doing
business, and financial in-
centives. Some of the ele-
mentsitaddresses are a facil-
itation cell in Elcot, a B2B
marketplace for AVGC com-
panies and creation of
centres of excellence, among
others.

Talking about the interest
that global companies are
showing in Tamil Nadu, he
pointed out that for the first
time, gaming giant Nintendo
was in Chennai at the IGDC.
“We are trying to work
closely with them to try and
get them to choose Chen-
nai,” he said.

He noted that Tamil Nadu
was a pioneer in releasing
gaming regulations. “Reas-

onable people say that the
Centre’s new law is merely a
copy of Tamil Nadu’s legisla-
tion but with a brute force
kind of blunt hammer ap-
proach,” he added. “If the
Union legislation supersedes
us, then we have to see what
the courts decide,” he added.

Going forward, the com-
pany’s focus will be to ac-
quire studios with original IP
content and grow them both
within India and globally.

The company had, earlier
this year, acquired UK-based
PC and console game pub-
lisher Curve Games, adding
to its 2024 acquisition of
Fusebox Games.

MORE CENTRES
Mittersain added that Naz-
ara will also look to set up
more centres of excellence
across the country that will
focus on gaming and digital
entertainment.

TN forms panels to

revamp syllabus in
line with SEP 2025

THE School Education Depart-
ment on Wednesday issued gov-
ernment orders for the forma-
tion of two committees — a
high-level expert committee
headed by the School Educa-
tion Minister, and a curriculum
design committee — to revamp
the state’s school curriculum
for the academic year 2027-28.

The curriculum design com-
mittee will be chaired by State
Planning Commission member
Sultan Ahmed Ismail, who is
the former Head of the
Department of Zoology;,

The New College.

The high-level expert
committee includes
names of Isro chief V
Narayanan and cricket-
er Ravichandran Ashwin,
among others.

According to the government
order, the curriculum design
committee will draft recom-
mendations for a new curricu-
Ium framework and syllabus
for school education based on
the Tamil Nadu State Educa-
tion Policy (SEP) 2025, and sub-
mit them to the high-level ex-
pert committee for approval.

The curriculum design com-
mittee will conduct a detailed
study of the existing curricu-
Ium, syllabus, teaching meth-
ods, and assessment practices,

with a focus on bridging the
gap between learning objec-
tives and outcomes. It will also
hold consultations with teach-
ers, students, and parents as
part of this process, the order
said.

The high-level expert com-
mittee will deliberate and final-
ise the recommendations for
reforms in school education in
line with the State Education
Policy. The Director of the State
Council of Educational Re-
search and Training (SCERT)
will serve as the member-secre-

tary for both committees,
which will have a three-
year tenure.

According to the
School Education De-
partment, textbooks for
the upcoming academic
year have already gone to
print. Therefore, the decisions
of these committees on revamp-
ing the curriculum will come

into effect from 2027-28.

Based on the principles of
equal opportunity, social jus-
tice, and inclusive education,
the Tamil Nadu State Educa-
tion Policy 2025 emphasises the
need to redesign the school cur-
riculum to integrate key 21st-
century skills such as critical
thinking, creativity, numeracy,
financial literacy, climate edu-
cation, and health and safety
awareness.
