India Moots Slashing Tariﬂ‘ Gap for US Trade Deal

New Delhi: India has offered to
slash its tariff gap with the US toless
than 4% from nearly 13% now, in ex
change for an exemption from Presi-
dent Donald Trump's "current and
potential” tariff hikes, two sources
said, as both nations move fast to
clinchadeal.

This would mean that the average
tarifT differential between India and
the US, calculated across all prod-
uets without weighting for trade vol-
ume, would be reduced by 9 percent-
age points, in one of the most sweep-
ing changes to bring down trade bar-
riers in the worlds fifth largest
economy.
