IN a fresh escalation in the pow-
er struggle in the Pattali Makkal 
Katchi (PMK), three of  the par-
ty’s five MLAs and general sec-
retary of  the party, Vadivel Ra-
vanan, have pledged their 
loyalties with party president 
Anbumani Ramadoss (left) in 
his fight with father and PMK 
founder Dr Ramadoss.

During the second day of  the 
consultative meeting with par-
ty’s office-bearers held in Shol-
inganallur, Anbumani an-
nounced plans for a state-wide 
padayatra to “reclaim the rights 
of  Tamil Nadu”.

As per party sources, MLAs S 
P Venkateshwaran (Dharmapu-
ri) and S Sadhasivam (Mettur) 
met Anbumani along with Vadi-
vel Ravanan to express their 
support on Saturday.

On Friday, MLA C Sivakumar 
(Mailam), who was removed 
from the post by senior Rama-
doss, was reinstated by Anbu-
mani as Villuppuram central 
district secretary, stating that it 

was the prerogative of  the gen-
eral council-elected president 
to make such decisions. 

Sources said the show of  
support has dealt a blow to Dr 
Ramadoss, who is said to be 
consulting legal experts and 
auditors over the party’s inter-
nal crisis. The long-simmering 
conflict came to a head after 
Dr Ramadoss made critical re-

marks about Anbumani dur-
ing a media interaction at his 
Thailapuram residence earlier 
this week.

According to sources in the 
Anbumani camp, 90% of  func-
tionaries from 23 revenue dis-
tricts have expressed their al-
legiance to him. While three of  
PMK’s five MLAs and general 
secretary of  the party, who is a 

powerful functionary as per the 
party’s bylaws, have extended 
support to Anbumani Rama-
doss, the remaining two — par-
ty’s honorary president G K 
Mani and R Arul (Salem West) 
— have so far remained neu-
tral, party sources said.

G K Mani, a veteran leader, is 
alleged to be in a long-standing 
rift with Anbumani, particu-
larly, after he was replaced as 
party president. Furthermore, 
his son G K M Tamil Kumaran, 
who was appointed as youth 
wing secretary by party found-
er Dr S Ramadoss, had to resign 
following pressure from Anbu-
mani. Given this strained equa-
tion, sources say it is highly 
unlikely that Mani will back 
Anbumani in the leadership 
tussle. Instead, he is expected to 
play the role of  mediator be-
tween the father and the son.

Meanwhile, R Arul is also 
said to be making efforts to bro-
ker peace between the two lead-
ers. He was one of  the eight dis-
trict secretaries who recently 
attended a meeting convened 

by Dr Ramadoss. Sources indi-
cate that Arul who had main-
tained that he will work for the 
party’s unity, too, is unlikely to 
side with Anbumani.

During his address at the sec-
ond-day consultative meeting, 
Anbumani said, “This party 
was founded by Ayya (Dr Ram-
adoss), and his ideals of  social 
justice and inclusive develop-
ment would continue to guide 
us. But the party is not any-
one’s personal property. Only 
the general council-elected 
president has the mandate to 
make key decisions.”

He added that while there 
may be confusion now, he would 
bring order and growth through 
‘genuine’ membership. He 
claimed that in constituencies 
like Arcot, the party claimed to 
have 1.5 lakh members but the 
votes polled by the party were 
less than half  that number. 

Saturday’s meeting saw the 
participation of  PMK function-
aries from Dharmapuri, Salem, 
Erode, Namakkal, Kallakurichi 
and other central districts.

‘Smart’ geofence-enabled 
wearable device developed 
to assure women’s security

WITH the rise in crimes against 
women, Karan D, a final-year 
student from the Electronics 
and Communication Engineer-
ing Department at Sri Jayacha-
marajendra College of  Engi-
neering (SJCE), has developed 
an ‘intelligent geofence-en-
abled wearable system’ 
designed to ensure real-
time women’s safety.

Karan showcased 
his smart wearable 
device during the Open 
Day 2025 held at the 
SJCE campus on Saturday. 
Speaking to this newspaper, he 
explained that the device of-
fers real-time location track-
ing and emergency alert fea-
tures. The system enhances 
safety by allowing users to de-
fine ‘safe zones’ (geofences) 
and receive alerts when enter-
ing or leaving these areas. 
“One of  the key features is a 
geofence-based stranger-fol-

lowing detector,” said Karan. 
“If  a woman is being followed 

by someone for more than three 
minutes, the device detects the 
repeated presence of  the same 
cellphone or Bluetooth MAC ad-
dress. For instance, if  a woman 
is walking home from college 
and the same Bluetooth signal 

follows her across multiple 
geofenced points, the 

ESP32 chip in the device 
sends a vibration alert 
to the user and trans-
mits her live location 
along with the stalker’s 

MAC address to her emer-
gency contacts.” The device 

also includes a geofence-based 
safety timer. This allows users 
to set a time-bound goal for 
reaching a destination. 

Another safety feature is the 
danger zone entry notifier, 
which uses a preloaded list of  
high-risk GPS locations. If  the 
user enters such zones, the 
wearable triggers a buzzer and 
notifies emergency contacts. 

‘Govt striving to improve lives of poor’

ANDHRA Pradesh Chief  Min-
ister N Chandrababu Naidu on 
Saturday said that the TDP-led 
NDA government works for the 
poor, executes all programmes, 
so that they are not put into 
any trouble.  

Addressing a village meet-
ing at Cheyyeru in this dis-
trict, the chief  minister noted 
that over 64 lakh people in the 
state receive pensions akin to 
employees on the first day of  
every month. “This govern-
ment works for the poor. We 
are doing all the programmes 
to avoid any trouble for the 
poor,” said Naidu, adding that 
the NDA government is a 
unique one in history to dis-
bursing pensions. The state 
government has so far spent 
`34,000 crore on welfare pen-
sions, he added.

He said the southern state 
gives welfare pensions more in 
terms of  value and volume 
than richer states such as Ma-
harashtra and Telangana.

Referring to the Deepam-2 
scheme, which offers three free 
cooking gas cylinders to eligi-

ble beneficiaries, the CM noted 
that he will deposit money into 
the bank accounts of  the bene-
ficiaries once in four months to 
make it easy to avail.

Likewise, Naidu called on SC 
and ST communities to avail 
solar power scheme (PM Surya 
Ghar) to generate power on 
their rooftops and stand a 
chance of  avoiding electricity 
bills completely, along with the 
possibility of  selling excess 
power to the grid. Under this 

scheme, the TDP supremo high-
lighted that SC and ST commu-
nities will get 100% subsidy, 
BCs ̀ 98,000 subsidy for 3 kw so-
lar power system and Other 
Castes (OCs) `78,000 subsidy.

Naidu tasked MLAs and of-
ficials to achieve the target of  
installing 10,000 solar power 
systems per constituency.

Further, the CM noted that 
‘Mega DSC’ (District Selection 
Committee) notification has 
been issued for the recruitment 

of  over 16,000 teachers.
Issuing a warning to mari-

juana and drug users and ped-
dlers, the CM vowed that he 
would not spare them, under-
scoring that he set up a sepa-
rate wing (Eagle) to nab them 
using drones.

Naidu reiterated his promise 
to implement ‘Talliki Vandan-
am’ (`15,000 per annum for eve-
ry school going child) before 
schools reopen for the 2025-26 
academic year in June.

Similarly, he also reiterated 
the importance of  population 
management, calling on people 
to have more children to avoid 
problems such as aging and fac-
ing a situation where there 
would be lower number of  
workers and higher number of  
pensioners. When it comes to 
population, Naidu said South 
India is at a disadvantage when 
compared to North India.

The CM also promised to im-
plement ‘Annadata Sukhibha-
va’ (`20,000 financial aid to 
farmers per annum) in three 
installments soon.

Besides, he also assured im-
plementation of  free bus travel 
for women from August 15.

Faster fix for festering injuries with 
first-aid for tribals in T’gana hamlets

UNTIL recently, a neglected 
thorn prick or minor cut in the 
remote hamlets across the dis-
trict could fester, forcing farm-
ers to embark on arduous jour-
neys to distant health centres 
or rely on the traditional ‘Natu 
Vaidyam’ (herbal medicine). 
However, a simple solution in 
the form of  first-aid kits — 
filled with bandages, cotton 
and iodine — to ryots, paired 
with practical lessons on their 
use, is now offering relief  
where injuries happen, right 
in the field. 

Typically, for minor injuries 
sustained during fieldwork or 
under the Mahatma Gandhi 
National Rural Employment 
Guarantee Scheme (MGN-
REGS), tribals have relied on 
herbal treatments. However, 
with awareness campaigns be-
ing carried out in tribal areas, 
many are now opting for mod-
ern first aid methods. Kits are 
being distributed to tribal farm-
ers along with demonstrations 
on how to use them effectively.

While continuing to uphold 
their traditions and culture, 
tribal communities are gradu-
ally changing their approach 
to treatment.

Thodasam Jalimshah and Se-
demaki Lakku, tribal farmers 
from Umapathikunta village in 
Utnoor mandal, say the kits 
have been particularly useful 
for minor injuries. “We no long-
er need to go to the primary 
health centre for every small 
cut or bruise. We open the kit, 
apply the bandage or ointment 
and get relief,” they add.

Farmers are being taught 

how to properly use the kits, 
and many say they now feel 
confident in treating them-
selves. “We are happy to use 
these kits instead of  depending 
on local treatments,” one farm-
er adds. “Even small injuries, 
if  neglected, can turn serious. 
So we now prefer using proper 
medical supplies.”

Speaking to this newspaper, 
G Ravi Kumar, programme in-
charge with the Rama Prasad 
Goenka Foundation, says the 
initiative began three months 
ago in Umapathikunta and 
Gondguda villages in Utnoor 
mandal. “We are focusing on 
creating awareness among trib-
al farmers about the impor-
tance of  using first aid kits for 
minor injuries, to gradually 
move them away from local 
herbal remedies,” he adds.

So far,  awareness pro-
grammes have been conducted 
in around 30 villages in the 
mandal. Small medical kits — 
each containing nine items in-
cluding bandages, iodine and 
cotton — are being distributed 
to tribal families.

Army colonel 
accused of rape 
acquitted by HC 
T G  N A I D U  @ Hyderabad

IN a dramatic turn, the Telan-
gana High Court has acquitted 
Colonel Rishi Sharma, over-
turning his conviction in a 2017 
rape case that had drawn wide 
attention. The bench delivered 
a sharply worded judgment, 
pointing to critical flaws in the 
prosecution’s case, including 
contradictory witness accounts 
and a complete lack of  medical 
substantiation.

Colonel Sharma had been 
sentenced to life imprisonment 
by a special fast-track court, ac-
cused of  raping the daughter of  
a close friend, then a minor un-
der his guardianship, while her 
mother was reportedly away on 
official travel in January 2017. 
The case came to light months 
later, when the girl’s pregnancy 
was allegedly discovered.

The high court, however, was 
unconvinced. “The prosecution 
has failed to establish guilt be-
yond reasonable doubt,” the 
bench declared, underscoring 
glaring inconsistencies in the 
victim’s narrative, particularly 
around the timeline of  her 
mother’s travel, details which 
the judges pointed out, were 
central to the accusation but 
never properly corroborated. 

More damaging to the prose-
cution was the absence of  proof  
regarding the alleged pregnancy 
and abortion, the bench said.
