First Kannada title to win the coveted literary award, only second in an Indian language

Writer, activist and lawyer Banu
Mushtaqs short story collection
"Heart Lamp’ (Hridaya Deepa) has
become the first Kannada title towin
the coveled International Booker
Prize in London.

Mushtaq described her win as a
victory for diversity as she collected
the prize on Tuesday night at a cer-
emony at Tate Modern in London
along with her translator Deepa
Bhasthi, who translated the title from
Kannada to English,

Thewinning collectionoli2 short
stories chronicles the resilience,
resistance, wit, and sisterhood of
everyday women in patriarchal com-
munilies in southern India, vividly
brought to life through a rich tradi-
tionof oral storytelling.

“This book was bormn from the
belief that no story is ever small, that
in the tapestry of human experience
every thread holds the weizht of the
whole,” said Mushtag.

A majority of Indian customers
are now evalualing their shop-
ping choices according to price,
value and pack size, leading toa
shift from brand loyalty to pri-
vate label products.

According to the India edi-
tion of the EY Future Consumer
Index, 52 per cent coONSUMETs are
swikching to private labels. This
growing preference is trans-
forming consumer perceptions
and positioning store brands as
the favoured alternative to tradi-
tional branded options.

As many as 70 per cent of
consumers believe that private

labels meet their needs just as
effectively as branded products.
Notably, 47 per cent of the
respondents expressed a will-
ingness o retum Lo a branded
product if it offers
superior taste, quality
or performance,
showing that quality
is the driving factor
for decision-making.

Additionally, 44 ‘I“""IIII ’

per cent of consumers
indicated they would
switch back to branded products
forbetter value formoney, while
the same percentage of respon-
dentsarealso willing lopay apre-
mium for enhancements that
improve product performmance.

“Consumer behaviour has
traditionally evolved in
response Lo changing economic
situations, but the current shifts
dppear Lo be more permaneni.

Retailers are confidently
launching private
labels and allocating
prime shell space to
them while technol-
oy is enhancing the
shopping experience.”
said Angshuman Bhat-
tacharya, partmer and
national leader, consumer prod-
ucts and retail sector, at EY-Par-
thenon. Retailers are responding
tix this shifi, with 74 per cent of
consumers noticing more pri-
vate label options where they

shop and 70 per cent observing
more private label items posi-
tioned at eye level on store
shelves. Further, asignificant 60
per cent of consumers said that
store brands and private labels
help them save money.

Even when brands turn to
innovation and improvements
like changing ingredientsor for-
mulas to create more value, 34
per cent respondents perceive
them as cost-cuiting measures
rather than genuine innovation.

Furthermore, 59 per cent of
consumers indicated that they
only purchase branded prod-
ucts when they are on sale,
prioritising discounts over
brand loyalty.

The minister
called the feature “unethical
and exploitative”, saying that
soch actions fall underunfair
trade practices.

Stating that lippingwas a
voluntary gesture  offered
post the service, rather than
being a pre-service expecta-
tion, the ministerwrote, “The
practice of “advance tip’ is
deeply concerning. Forcing or
nuding users to pay atip in
advance, for faster service, is
unethical and exploitative.
Such actions fall under
unfair trade practices. Tipis
given as a token of appreci-
ation, notasamatterofright.
