Therefore,a
mere three months’time before
thereportisfinalisedisnotonly
inadequate but may result in
improperrecommendations.In

order for proper consultation
and deliberation, the commit-
tee’s tenure must be extended
by a reasonable time,” the letter
read.

The Opposition members
said that if Bills are discussed
without giving a substantive
opportunityto peopleto present
theirviews,itwill affect thelegit-
imacy of the legislative process.
“Thiswill unfortunatelyhavean
adverse impact on the majesty
of Parliament,” theywrote.

The Centre referred Waqf
