Our Company is increasingly dependent on a particular market or geography for its sales, a downturn in it
and/ or constantly changing economic, regulatory, social and political conditions in the jurisdictions in
which we operate and seek to operate including operational exposure of doing business in foreign countries,
could dent our market share and adversely affect our business, financial condition and results of operations.

Our products are sold within Indian markets and International markets like USA, Asia Continental, Africa
Region, Far East Asia, Europe, Australia and Middle East. In Fiscal 2022 and 2021, 68.34% and 91.04%,
respectively of our revenue from operations was from exports and 31.66% and 8.96%, respectively of our
revenue from operations was from domestic sales. Thus, the sales of the Company are widely dispersed
throughout the global and any failure to maintain such dispersion may impact sales, revenues, and consequently,
the financial performance of the Company. Further, any failure in expanding our geographical presence in the
International market will lead to loss of opportunity in earning higher revenue thereby effect our growth and
profit in the Company.

Further, our business is therefore subject to diverse and constantly changing economic, regulatory, social and
political conditions in the jurisdictions in which we operate and seek to operate. Operating in the international
market exposes us to a number of risks, including, but not limited to, compliance with local laws and
regulations, which can be onerous and costly as the magnitude and complexity of, and continual amendments
to, those laws and regulations are difficult to keep abreast with and the liabilities, penalties, costs, obligations
and requirements associated with these laws and regulations can be substantial. Our failure to comply with and
adapt to changing international regulations and/or trends may result in us failing to maintain and/or expand our
international sales operations, which could adversely affect our business, financial condition and results of
operations.

In case of any contingencies in the future, due to which we are unable to operate effectively in these markets,
our results of operations, revenues and profitability may be adversely affected. Due to this, we may not be able
to expand our business effectively in the international market, thereby affecting our business, results of
operations and financial condition.
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The export / import of certain agricultural produce and commodities are subject to seasonal factors. Our
inability to accurately forecast demand for the agro commodities that we trade, may have an adverse effect
on our business, results of operations, cash flows and financial condition.

The business of trading in the agricultural produce and commodities are subject to seasonal factors. Rice, wheat,
corn, sugar and pulses are the major commaodities, in which our company deals and are exposed to seasonal risk.
This is due to the fact that majority of the farmers depend on rain for cultivation. Generally, rainfall occurs
during Kharif season and hence, the timing and seasonality of rainfall impacts the export operations of our
Company. Thus, we are subject to seasonal factors, which make our operating results relatively unpredictable.
Due to dependency on seasonality of agro crops, results of one reporting period (quarter/half year/year) may not
be necessarily comparable with preceding or succeeding reporting periods. We are impacted by seasonal
variations in sales volumes, which may cause our revenues to vary significantly between different quarters in a
Fiscal.

Further, each of the agricultural produce and commodities has a specific shelf life and if not sold prior to expiry,
it may lead to losses. We cannot assure you that we will be able to sell surplus stock in a timely manner, or at
all, which in turn may adversely affect our business, results of operations, future cash flows and financial
condition.

Our business is dependent on the availability/supply and cost of products. Any significant increase in the
prices including the taxes and levies or decrease in the availability of any of the products may adversely
affect our results of operations.

Our major products include Agro based products. The timely availability, cost and quality of these products
being supplied to us plays an important role in building strong foundation and long lasting markets and
customers. If any disruption is there in either of the factors mentioned above which are not under our control,
including general economic conditions, competition, production levels, transportation costs, government taxes
and levies, and import-export duties and if, for any reason, our regular/primary suppliers refuse or delay or
discontinue the delivery of all or certain products to us in the quantities we need and at prices that are
competitive, our ability to meet our order requirements shall come to a temporary standstill and our delivery
schedules could be disrupted, and we may not be able to complete and execute our projects as per schedule or at
estimated costs. Further, we may also not be able to pass on any increase in the prices of these products to our
customers which could affect our results of operations and impact our financial condition.

Further, we currently do not have any long term tie-ups or agreements for supply of any of products. The long
duration of our contracts may expose us to the changes in the prices of key raw material. The increase in prices
of the products increases our expenditure hence our profitability to the extent we are not able to pass the
expenses on to our customers. Any decrease in the availability of these products for whatever reason, could
adversely affect our execution capacity and profitability.

We face foreign exchange risks that could adversely affect our results of operations.

We face foreign exchange rate risk as 100% of our revenues are denominated in a currency other than the
Indian Rupee. Because of our foreign currency exposure, exchange rate fluctuations between the Indian Rupee
and foreign currencies, especially the U.S. dollar, can have a material impact on our results of operations, cash
flows and financial condition. The exchange rate between the Indian Rupee and U.S. dollar has been volatile in
recent periods and may continue to fluctuate in the future. We generally make a substantial advance payment
towards the total purchases to our import suppliers, while the payment for the goods exported is received over a
period of time ranging from 90 days to 120 days of the sale. This gap results in increased risk towards foreign
exchange fluctuation. As we expand our product base and also our geographical markets, we will have greater
exposure to such exchange rate fluctuations. Our company currently does not engage in any kind of hedging
contracts for exchange rate fluctuations, we will enter into the same in future which will adequately cover the
potential loss that may arise as a result of such foreign exchange transactions. Generally, the foreign exchange
fluctuation goes both ways, which average out the sum of losses and profits resulting out of it. Adverse moves
in exchange rates may adversely impact our profitability and financial condition.
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We depend on a few customers of our products, for a significant portion of our revenue, and any decrease in
revenues or sales from any one of our key customers may adversely affect our business and results of
operations.

Our Company is engaged in the business of export and import trade of agricultural produce and commodities
for sale to various merchants and distributors. For the Fiscals 2022 and 2021, 81.75% and 80.52%, respectively,
of our revenue from operations were derived from our top ten customers (in the respective Fiscals). While we
typically have long term relationships with our customers, we have not entered into long terms agreements with
our customers and the success of our business is accordingly significantly dependent on us maintaining good
relationships with our customers and suppliers. The actual sales by our Company may differ from the estimates
of our management due to the absence of long-term agreements. The loss of one or more of these significant
customers or a reduction in the amount of business we obtain from them could have an adverse effect on our
business, results of operations, financial condition and cash flows. We cannot assure you that we will be able to
maintain historic levels of business and/or negotiate and execute long term contracts on terms that are
commercially viable with our significant customers or that we will be able to significantly reduce customer
concentration in the future.

Further, neither do we have any exclusive agents, dealers, distributors nor have we entered into any agreements
with any of the market intermediaries for selling or marketing our products. If there occurs any change in the
market conditions, requirements of our customers, or if we fail to identify and understand evolving industry
trends, preferences or fail to meet our customers’ demands, it might have a direct impact on our revenue and
customer base. The inability to procure new orders on a regular basis or at all may adversely affect our business,
revenues, cash flows and operations.

Some of our Group Companies/ Subsidiaries/ Step Down Subsidiary are engaged in the same line of business
to that of our Company. There are no non-compete agreements between our Company and such entities.
However, we cannot assure that our Promoter and Promoter Group members will not favour the interests of
such entities over our interest or that the said entities will not expand which may increase our competition
and may adversely affect business operations and financial condition of our Company.

Some of our Group Companies/ Subsidiaries, namely /Stepdown subsidiary namely, Sakuma Exim DMCC,
Sakuma Exports PTE Limited, Sakuma Exports (Ghana) Ltd., Sakuma Exports Tanzania Pvt. Ltd., GK Exim
FZE, Sakuma Exports Canada Ltd and C. K. K. Retail Mart Private Limited are engaged in same or similar line
of business as that of our Company. We have not entered into any non- compete agreement with such entities.
We cannot assure that our Promoter/ Promoter Group who has common interest in such entities will not favour
the interest of such entities. As a result, conflicts of interests may arise on account of common suppliers/
customers and in allocating business opportunities amongst our Company and such entities in circumstances
where our respective interests diverge.

Any such present and future conflicts could have a material adverse effect on our reputation, business, results of
operations and financial condition which may adversely affect our profitability and results of operations. We
cannot assure you that these or other conflicts of interest, in the event such conflicts arise, will be resolved in an
impartial manner.

If we are unable to collect our receivables from our clients, our results of operations and cash flows could be
adversely affected.

As of March 2022, we had trade receivables of Rs. 42270.99 Lakhs which were outstanding for a period less
than six months. Our business depends on our ability to successfully obtain payment from our customer(s) for
our products sold to them.

We typically bill and collect on relatively short cycles and maintain provisions against receivables and unbilled
services. Actual losses on client balances could differ from those that we currently anticipate and as a result we
might need to adjust our provisions. Macroeconomic conditions could also result in financial difficulties,
including insolvency or bankruptcy, for our clients, and as a result could cause clients to delay payments to us,
request modifications to their payment arrangements that could increase our receivables balance or working
capital requirements, or default on their payment obligations to us.

Recovery of our receivables and timely collection of client balances also depends on our ability to complete our
contractual commitments and bill and collect our contracted revenues. If we are unable to meet our contractual

requirements, we might experience delays in collection of and/or be unable to collect our client balances, and if
this occurs, our results of operations and cash flows could be adversely affected. In addition, if we experience
an increase in the time to bill and collect for our services, our cash flows could be adversely affected.

We have not received No Objection Certificate from all the lenders of loans to our company.

Our company has made an application with our existing bankers / financial institutions to obtain a “No
Objection Certificate” (NOC) from them. However, we are yet to obtain the same from them.

Our Company had negative cash flow during certain fiscal years; details of which are given below. Sustained
negative cash flow could adversely impact our business, financial condition and results of operations.

The loss incurred by subsidiary company do not have any impact on overall revenue of our company. Except as
stated above, none of the other subsidiary companies have incurred any losses in past. There can be no
assurance that our subsidiary companies will not incur losses in the future, which may have an adverse effect on
our reputation and business.
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The recent outbreak of the novel coronavirus could have a significant effect on our results of operations, and
could negatively impact our business, revenues, financial condition, and results of operations.

An outbreak of COVID-19 was recognised as a pandemic by the WHO on March 11, 2020. In response to the
COVID-19 outbreak, the governments of many countries, including India, have taken preventive or protective
actions such as imposing country-wide lockdowns, as well as restrictions on travel and business operations.
Since May 2020 many of these measures have been lifted. We proactively engaged with our clients to reassure
them and to demonstrate our commitment to restart our operations and to build confidence in the safety
protocols deployed at our office. If we do not respond appropriately to the pandemic, or if customers do not
perceive our response to be adequate, we could suffer damage to our reputation and our brand, which could
adversely affect our business in the future.

Further, the lockdown was again imposed by the government in some parts of India during April 2021, which
was partially relaxed in June 2021, during this lockdown although we have continued with our business, the
execution of our business operations was delayed by few weeks.

We cannot predict the degree to, or the time period over, which our business will be affected by the COVID-19
outbreak. For example, this pandemic could necessitate further lockdowns, resulting in significant additional
effects on our revenue, financial condition and results of operations. There are numerous uncertainties associated
with the COVID-19 outbreak, including the number of individuals who will become infected, availability of a
vaccine or a cure that mitigates the effect of the virus, the extent of the protective and preventative measures
imposed by governments and whether the virus' impact will be seasonal, among others. Consequently, there may
be adverse effects of this pandemic on our short-term business operations and our financial results may be
impacted.

If we are unable to service our debt obligations in a timely manner or to comply with various financial and
other covenants and other terms and conditions of our financing agreements, it may adversely affect our
business, credit rating, reputation, prospects, results of operations, cash flows and financial condition.

As on March 2022, we had a total debt outstanding of Rs. 8553.14 Lakhs comprising of secured working capital
loans and unsecured loans. We have entered into agreements for short term and long-term borrowings with
certain financial institutions. These agreements include restrictive covenants which mandate certain restrictions
in terms of our business operations such as to obtain either the prior written consent of such financial
institutions or require us to give prior written intimation to such lenders, prior to, amongst other circumstances,
giving corporate guarantee/ financial guarantee for the credit facilities availed by group/allied concerns;
declaration or payment of dividend in cases when interest/ overdues are outstanding; undertake any new project
or expansion; entering any borrowing arrangement either secured or unsecured with any other bank or financial
institution or company; invest by way of share capital or lend funds or place deposits with any associate/ allied/
sister/ any other concern; change in capital structure of our Company; revaluation of fixed assets of our
Company; alienate or encumber the property secured with lender; formulation of any scheme of amalgamation
or reconstruction; change in accounting policies with regard to stock valuation, depreciation of fixed assets, etc.;
enter into any hire purchase or lease agreement; withdraw any monies brought in as loans, deposits, capital, etc.
by our Promoters, our Directors or their relatives or friends; and undertake any guarantee obligation on behalf
of any third party or any other company. Our ability to execute business plans, including our ability to obtain
additional financing on terms and conditions acceptable to us, could be negatively impacted as a result of these
restrictions and limitations. In the event of breach of a restrictive covenant, our lender could deem us to be in
default and seek early repayment of loans. An event of default would also affect our ability to raise new funds
or renew borrowings as needed for the smooth conduct of our operations and pursue our growth initiatives.
Although we have received consent from our lender for the Issue, we cannot assure you that we will be able to
receive such consents in future for other growth plans.

We have entered into certain related party transactions and may continue to do so.

We have entered into related party transactions with our Promoters, its group members/ entities, Directors and
other associates. While we believe that all such transactions have been conducted on the arms length basis,
however it is difficult to ascertain whether more favorable terms would have been achieved had such
transactions been entered with unrelated parties. Furthermore, it is likely that we will continue to enter into
related party transactions in the near future. For further details regarding the related party transactions, see the
disclosure on related party transactions contained in the financial statements included in this Draft Letter of
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Offer and, also see the section “Related Party Transactions” beginning on page no. 123 and 173 of this Draft
Letter of Offer.

Any increase in or realisation of our commitments and contingent liabilities could have a material adverse
effect on our business, financial condition, cash flows, results of operations and prospect.

Our ability to pay dividends in the future will depend upon future earnings, financial condition, cash flows,
working capital requirements and capital expenditures.

Our Company has paid dividend for FY 2022 and FY 2021 at the rate of 5 % each year. However, our ability to
pay dividends in the future will depend on number of factors, including our profit after tax for the fiscal year,
utilisation of the profit after tax towards reserves, our future expansion plans and capital requirements, our
financial condition, our cash flows and applicable taxes, including dividend distribution tax payable by our
Company. Any future determination as to the declaration and payment of dividends will be at the discretion of
our Board and subsequent approval of shareholders and will depend on factors that our Board and shareholders
deem relevant. We may decide to retain all our earnings to finance the development and expansion of our
business and, therefore, may not declare dividends on our Equity Shares. We cannot assure you that we will be
able to pay dividends in the future.

Our insurance coverage may not adequately protect us against certain operating risks and this may have an
adverse effect on the results of our business.

We could face liabilities or otherwise suffer losses should any unforeseen incident such as fire, flood, and
accidents affect our factories and distribution centres or in the regions/areas where our stores and distribution
centres are located. Although we maintain insurance coverage in relation to fire and other natural and accidental
risks at our facilities, money and fidelity insurance and stock insurance, there are possible losses, which we may
not have insured against or covered or wherein the insurance cover in relation to the same may not be adequate.
Any damage suffered by us in excess of such limited coverage amounts, or in respect of uninsured events, not
covered by such insurance policies will have to be borne by us. Further, while there has been no past instance of
inadequate insurance coverage for any loss, there can however be no assurance that the terms of our insurance
policies will be adequate to cover any damage or loss suffered by us or that such coverage will continue to be
available on reasonable terms or will be available in sufficient amounts to cover one or more large claims, or
that the insurer will not disclaim coverage as to any future claim. A successful enforcement of one or more
claims against us that exceeds our available insurance coverage or changes in our insurance policies, including
premium increases or the imposition of a larger deductible or co-insurance requirement, could adversely affect
our business, financial condition, cash flows and results of operations.

We benefit from certain export benefits from the Government of India, which if withdrawn or modified may
have a significant impact on results of our operations.

As on the date of this Draft Letter of Offer, our Company receives certain export benefits from the Government
of India. Due to our export activities, our Company enjoys certain benefits of incentives under the
“Merchandise Exports from India Scheme” (MEIS) and “Duty Drawback Scheme” provided by the Central
Government of India. Under the MEIS scheme, a percentage of achieved FOB (Free on Board) value of 2%,
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3%, or 5% of the exports, is paid as incentives. Further, under the Duty Drawback Scheme, the excise duty
suffered on inputs, service tax paid for input service and customs duty paid on imported raw material during
manufacturing of export goods are remitted after export of such goods. The withdrawal or modification of such
export benefits may have an adverse effect on the cost of our imported raw materials, thereby having a
significant impact on our results of operations.

The MEIS scheme has been withdrawn by the Government of India w.e.f. January 1, 2021 and has been
replaced by the Remission of Duties and Taxes on Export Products Scheme. As on date of this Draft Letter of
Offer, our Company is not availing benefits under the Remission of Duties and Taxes on Export Products
Scheme. However, as of March 31, 2021 we are receiving residuary benefits under the MEIS Scheme for our
export operations completed until December 31, 2020.We cannot assure you that we would be eligible to
receive benefits under the Remission of Duties and Taxes on Export Products Scheme or that if we receive
benefits under the said scheme, they would be equivalent to the benefits received under the erstwhile MEIS
Scheme. Any reduction in the export benefits received by our Company may have an adverse impact on our
export operations, business and financial condition.

Any downgrade in the rating of the Company’s long-term bank facility will adversely affect the financials
and cost of borrowings of the Company.

ICRA has reaffirmed “[ICRA] BBB (Stable)/ [ICRA]JA3+” assigned rating on the long-term bank facilities to
our Company. The rating continues to reflect the Company’s established position in the agricultural
commodities trading business, comfortable financial risk profile and adequate risk management policies. We
cannot assure you that we will be able to maintain this rating in future and any downgrade in the rating of the
Company’s longterm bank facility will adversely affect the financials and cost of borrowings of the Company
thereby impacting the profitability of the Company.

Our inability to manage inventory in an effective manner could affect our business.

Our business model requires us to maintain a certain level of inventory of agricultural produce and
commaodities, to meet the present and future orders. If we underestimate the orders that we may receive we may
experience inventory shortages and a loss of opportunity. Similarly, an over estimation of orders may result in
over stocking leading to increased holding costs. Additionally, any over run in holding of such goods may lead
to their decay. Therefore, any mismanagement on our part to determine the optimum inventory levels may
impact our operations and cause us to incur losses.

Our Company operates under several statutory and regulatory permits, licenses and approvals. Our failure to
obtain and/or renew any approvals or licenses in future may have an adverse impact on our business
operations.

Our Company requires several statutory and regulatory permits, licenses and approvals to operate the business.
Many of these approvals are granted for fixed periods of time and need renewal from time to time. There can be
no assurance that the relevant authorities will issue any of such permits or approvals in time or at all. Further,
these permits, licenses and approvals are subject to several conditions, and our Company cannot assure that it
shall be able to continuously meet such conditions or be able to prove compliance with such conditions to
statutory authorities, and this may lead to cancellation, revocation or suspension of relevant permits/ licenses/
approvals. Failure by our Company to renew, maintain or obtain the required permits, licenses or approvals, or
cancellation, suspension or revocation of any of the permits, licenses or approvals which may result in the
interruption of our Company’s operations and may have a material adverse effect on the business.

Our Company doesn’t own the premises Where its registered and corporate office is situated and leave &
license agreement have been executed for the same. Any termination or dispute in relation to these lease/
rental agreement may have an adverse effect on our business operations and results thereof.

Our Registered and Corporate office situated at Aurus Chamber, A 301-302, Near Mahindra Tower, S S
Amrutwar Lane, Worli-400013, Mumbai, Maharashtra, India is a leased/ rented premises. The said property is
owned by 2 of our Promoters- Ms. Kusum Chander Mohan Malhotra and Sakuma Infrastructure And Realty
Private Limited. Our Company has entered into an agreement with them for leasing the same premises for a
period of 5 years w.e.f. 01-07-2022. Our entire business operations are also conducted from the said premises.
As per the leave & license agreement the lease if there are any non-compliance by us in relation to any term of
lease, lease fee and any other terms and conditions, may result in the termination of the leave & license
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agreement and consequently we have to vacate the said premises. We also cannot assure you that lessor will not
terminate the leave & license agreement, which would require us to locate to another premise and may have an
adverse effect on our conducting our business operations.

We are dependent upon the third parties, including our suppliers, for substantially all of our export and
delivery of goods, and if such third parties fail to assist us in a consistent, timely and efficient manner, our
business, results of operations and financial condition may be adversely affected.

To a major extent, the logistical parts of our exports are relied on third parties and on external suppliers for our
products in which we trade. We follow a low regulatory business model and do not have any long-term
agreements or commitments with each other which leaves us at high risk relating to the timely logistic and
increase in pricing of our products.

Further, the third party delivery companies are either an independent logistic company or are part of our
supplier network. We cannot assure you that such third parties will be able to continue with their services in a
timely manner, or will be successful in ensuring the delivery of our products. Further, the delivery cost is
generally included as part of the purchase invoice from our supplier, we cannot assure you that such third
parties will be able to fulfill their obligations entirely, in a manner acceptable to us, or at all. As independent
business operators, the supplier appointed logistic company may, from time to time, disagree with us and our
strategies regarding the business or our interpretation of our respective rights and obligations under applicable
export and custom laws in certain countries. We cannot assure you that such third parties shall not terminate
their arrangements with our supplier or for logistical services to a particular region. Also, our imports or
delivery is not on CIF every time, it depends upon mutual understanding between buyer and supplier, majorly in
CNF, hence we cannot assure that the third party will be able to deliver the goods in a safe and complete
manner. We may have to initiate litigation in respect of any damage, theft or irregularity of the goods during the
shipment process by such third parties, and such litigation could divert the attention of our management from
our operations, which could harm our business, financial condition and results of operation. Further, we cannot
assure you that the outcome of any such litigation will be favorable to us.

Any adverse experience of customers of such third party logistics agents, or negative publicity attracted by such
agents could adversely affect our reputation and business prospects. If we are unable to establish or maintain
our relationship with our suppliers and indirectly with such third parties, our business, results of operations and
financial condition may be materially and adversely affected.

Any failure in our quality control and procurement processes may adversely affect our business, results of
operations and financial condition. We may face product liability claims and legal proceedings if the quality
of our products does not meet our customers’ expectations.

Our agricultural produce and commodities may suffer from certain quality issues due to inadvertent lapses in
procurement leading to purchase of low-quality agricultural commodities. Further the agricultural commodities
may also deteriorate in quality or become decay during transit. We have implemented quality control processes
for our agricultural produce and commodities that we trade in, on the basis of internal and international quality
standards. We are engaged in export operations and have to fulfill the quality conditions and processes
prescribed by the importing jurisdictions. However, we cannot assure you that our quality control processes or
our agricultural produce and commodities will pass the quality tests and inspections conducted by various
international and domestic agencies as per their prescribed standards. It is imperative for us to meet the
international quality standards set by our international customers and agencies as deviation from the same can
cause them to reject our products and can also cause damage to our reputation, market standing and brand value.
There was no failure of quality control in the last three fiscal and no consequent impact on the financials of the
Company.

In the event the quality of our agricultural produce and commodities are sub-standard or the agricultural
produce and commodities suffer from defects and are returned by our customers due to quality complaints, we
might be compelled to take back the sub-standard agricultural produce and commaodities and reimburse the cost
paid by our customers. Such quality lapses could strain our longstanding relationship with our domestic and
international customers and our reputation and brand image may suffer, which in turn may adversely affect our
business, results of operations and financial condition. Our customers may lose faith in the quality of our
agricultural produce and commaodities and could in turn refuse to further deal in our products, which could have
a severe impact on our revenue and business operations. We also face the risk of legal proceedings and product
liability claims being brought against us by our customers for low quality agricultural produce and commodities
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sold. We cannot assure you that we will not experience any material product liability losses in the future or that
we will not incur significant costs to defend any such claims. A product liability claim may adversely affect our
reputation and brand image, as well as entail significant costs.

If we do not maintain and increase the number of our arrangements for the distribution of our products, our
business, results of operations and financial condition could be adversely affected.

In most of the markets in which we have a presence, we generally appoint a local third party entity who imports,
registers and distributes our products. We have limited control over the operations and businesses of such local
third party entities. Our reliance on, and inability to control, local sale, marketing and distribution agents could
adversely affect our business, financial condition and results of operations.

We may not be able to find suitable partners or successfully enter into arrangements on commercially
reasonable terms or at all. Additionally, our distribution partners may make important marketing and other
commercial decisions concerning our products without our input. As a result of these arrangements, many of the
variables that may affect our business, are not exclusively within our control.

Moreover, we retain some of our partners and distributors on a non-exclusive basis, which allows them to
engage with our competitors. We also compete for partners with other leading Import-Export and Commaodity
Supplier companies that may have more visibility, greater brand recognition and financial resources, and a
broader product portfolio than we do. If our competitors provide greater incentives to our partners, our partners
may choose to promote the products of our competitors instead of our products. Our dependence on distribution
partnerships to market some of our products may subject us to a number of risks, including:

e not being able to control the amount and timing of resources that our partners may devote to the marketing
of our products;

e our partner’s marketing our products outside their designated territory, possibly in violation of the

exclusive distribution rights of other distributors;

Ascertaining the creditworthiness of our partners and maintaining credit terms with the same;

Obtaining necessary Government and other approvals in time or at all;

Failure to realize expected synergies and cost savings;

Attracting potential customers in a market in which we do not have significant experience;

financial difficulties; and

e significant changes in a partner’s business strategy that may adversely affect its willingness or ability to
fulfill its obligations under any arrangement.

Orders placed by customers may be delayed, modified, cancelled or not fully paid for by our customers,
which may have an adverse effect on our business, financial condition and results of operations.

We may encounter problems in executing the orders in relation to our imported and exported products, or
executing it on a timely basis. Moreover, factors beyond our control or the control of our customers, including
delays or failure to obtain necessary permits, authorizations, permissions and other types of difficulties or
obstructions, may result in the postponement of the delivery of products or cause its cancellation. Further, even
though we execute orders with our customers, the order could be cancelled or there could be changes in scope
and / or scheduled delivery of the products. Accordingly, it is difficult to predict with certainty if, when, and to
what extent the delivery of the orders placed will be made. Failure to deliver products on time could lead to
customers delaying or refusing to pay the amount, in part or full, which may adversely affect our business.

Delays or defaults in client payments could result in reduction of profits.

The Company regularly commits resources to slew of orders prior to receiving advances or other payments from
clients in amounts sufficient to cover expenditures on orders place as it has incurred. It may be subject to
working capital shortages due to delays or defaults in client payments. If clients default in their payments on a
orders placed to which the Company has devoted significant resources or if a purchase order in which it has
invested significant resources is delayed, cancelled or does not proceed to successful completion/sale of order, it
could have an adverse effect on the Company’s business, financial condition and results of operations.
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We operate in a competitive business environment and our inability to compete effectively may adversely
affect our business, results of operations, financial condition and cash flows.

We may be unable to compete with the prices and products offered by our competitors (local as well as
international). We may have to compete with new players in India and abroad who enter the market and are able
to offer better quality agricultural commodities. Our competitors may have access to greater financial,
marketing, distribution and other resources and more experience in obtaining the relevant regulatory approvals.
Increasing competition may result in pricing pressures and decreasing profit margins or loss of market share or
failure to improve our market position, any of which could substantially harm our business and results of
operations. We cannot assure you that we will be able to compete with our existing as well as future competitors
as well as the agricultural commodities prices and payment terms offered by them.

Negative Publicity with respect to our products or the industry in which we operate could adversely affect our
business, financial condition and results of operations.

Our business is dependent on the trust that our customers have in the quality and authenticity of the products we
sell to them. Any negative publicity regarding quality of agro commodities traded, our Company could
adversely affect our reputation and our results of operations. Customer preferences could be affected by a
variety of issues including non-acceptance of commodity from specific regions and a decrease in the perceived
value and customer satisfaction of the agro commodity compared to its price.

Our inability to effectively manage our growth or to successfully implement our business plan and growth
strategy could adversely affect our business, results of operations and financial condition.

Our ability to achieve our financial objectives and results of operations will depend on our ability to identify
and evaluate suitable markets within India and internationally and thereby accomplishing our business
opportunities. To grow our business, we need to evaluate of suitable markets for our products, the willingness to
purchase, purchasing power and demand for agro commodities, the ability to tie up with the local distributors,
need to hire, train, supervise and manage new employees and to implement systems capable of effectively
accommodating our growth, the availability and cost of financing, government directives on import-export, and
the obtaining of permits and approvals for logistic is a must. If we fail to execute any of the above and our
order(s) in a timely and effective manner, it may cause us to modify, delay or abandon entire order, which in
turn could cause our business to suffer.

Further, our failure to source business opportunities effectively could have a material adverse effect on our
business, financial condition and results of operations. It also is possible that the strategies used by us in the
future may be different from those presently in use. No assurance can be given that our analyses of market and
other data or the strategies we use or plans in future to use will be successful under various market conditions.

We are dependent on our Promoter, our senior management, directors and key personnel of our Company
for success whose loss could seriously impair the ability to continue to manage and expand business
efficiently.

Our Promoter, Directors, senior management and key managerial personnel collectively have vast years of
experience in the industry and are difficult to replace. They provide expertise which enables us to make well
informed decisions in relation to our business and our future prospects. For further details of our Directors and
key managerial personnel, please refer to Section “Our Management” on page 82 of this Draft Letter of Offer.
Our success largely depends on the continued services and performance of our management and other key
personnel. The loss of service of the Promoters and other senior management could seriously impair the ability
to continue to manage and expand the business efficiently.

Further, the loss of any of the senior management or other key personnel may adversely affect the operations,
finances and profitability of our Company. Any failure or inability of our Company to efficiently retain and
manage its human resources would adversely affect our ability to implement new projects and expand our
business.

Our Company may require additional capital resources to achieve our expansion plans.

The rate of our expansion will depend to an extent on the availability of adequate debt and equity capital.
Further, the actual expenditure incurred may be higher than current estimates owing to but not limited to,
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implementation delays or cost overruns. We may, therefore, primarily try to meet such cost overruns through
our internal generations and in case if the same is not adequate, we may have to raise additional funds by way of
additional term debt from banks/ financial institutions and unsecured loans, which may have an adverse effect
on our business and results of operations.

Our Promoter and members of the Promoter Group have significant control over the Company and have the
ability to direct our business and affairs; their interests may conflict with your interests as a shareholder.

After the completion of the Issue, our Promoter and the members of the Promoter Group will hold
approximately [e] % of the paid-up equity share capital of our Company assuming full subscription to the
Rights Entitlement in the Issue. Our Promoter and the members of the Promoter Group holding Equity Shares in
our Company, have undertaken to fully subscribe for their Rights Entitlement. They reserve the right to
subscribe for their Rights Entitlement pursuant to any renunciation made by any member of the Promoter Group
to another member of the Promoter Group. Such subscription for Equity Shares over and above their Rights
Entitlement, if allotted, may result in an increase in their percentage shareholding above their current percentage
shareholding. So long as the Promoter has a majority holding, he will be able to elect the entire Board and
control most matters affecting us, including the appointment and removal of the officers of our Company, our
business strategy and policies and financing. Further, the extent of the Promoter’s shareholding in our Company
may result in the delay or prevention of a change of management or control of our Company, even if such a
transaction may be beneficial to the other shareholders of our Company.

Our funding requirements and deployment of the issue proceeds are based on management estimates and
have not been independently appraised by any bank or financial institution.

Our funding requirements and the deployment of the proceeds of the Issue are based on management estimates
and our current business plan. The fund requirements and intended use of proceeds have not been appraised by
bank or financial institution and are based on our estimates. In view of the competitive and dynamic nature of
our business, we may have to revise our expenditure and fund requirements as a result of variations including in
the cost structure, changes in estimates and other external factors, which may not be within the control of our
management. This may entail rescheduling, revising or cancelling the planned expenditure and fund
requirement and increasing or decreasing the expenditure for a particular purpose from its planned expenditure
at the discretion of our Board. In addition, schedule of implementation as described herein are based on
management’s current expectations and are subject to change due to various factors some of which may not be
in our control.

Any variation in the utilization of the Net Proceeds as disclosed in this Draft Letter of Offer shall be subject
to certain compliance requirements, including prior Shareholders’ approval.

In accordance with Section 27 of the Companies Act, 2013, we cannot undertake any variation in the utilization
of the Net Proceeds as disclosed in this Draft Letter of Offer without obtaining the shareholders’ approval
through a special resolution. In the event of any such circumstances that requires us to undertake variation in the
disclosed utilisation of the Net Proceeds, we may not be able to obtain the Shareholders’ approval in a timely
manner, or at all. Any delay or inability in obtaining such Shareholders’ approval may adversely affect our
business or operations. Further, our Promoters or controlling shareholders would be required to provide an exit
opportunity to the shareholders who do not agree with our proposal to modify the objects of the Issue as
prescribed in the SEBI (ICDR) Regulations. If our shareholders exercise such exit option, our business and
financial condition could be adversely affected. Therefore, we may not be able to undertake variation of objects
of the Issue to use any unutilized proceeds of the Issue, if any, even if such variation is in the interest of our
Company, which may restrict our ability to respond to any change in our business or financial condition, and
may adversely affect our business and results of operations.

Certain data mentioned in this Draft Letter of Offer has not been independently verified.

We have not independently verified data from industry publications contained herein and although we believe
these sources to be reliable, we cannot assure that they are complete or reliable. Such data may also be produced
on a different basis from comparable information compiled with regard to other countries. Therefore,
discussions of matters relating to India and its economy are subject to the limitation that the statistical and other
data upon which such discussions are based have not been verified by us and may be incomplete or unreliable.
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Failure to exercise or sell the Rights Entitlements will cause the Rights Entitlements to lapse without
compensation and result in a dilution of shareholding.

The Rights Entitlements that are not exercised prior to the end of the Issue Closing Date will expire and become
null and void, and Eligible Equity Shareholders will not receive any consideration for them. The proportionate
ownership and voting interest in our Company of Eligible Equity Shareholders who fail (or are not able) to
exercise their Rights Entitlements will be diluted. Even if you elect to sell your unexercised Rights
Entitlements, the consideration you receive for them may not be sufficient to fully compensate you for the
dilution of your percentage ownership of the equity share capital of our Company that may be caused as a result
of the Issue.

Any future issuance of the Equity Shares, or convertible securities by our Company may dilute your future
shareholding and sales of the Equity Shares by our Promoters or other major shareholders of our Company
may adversely affect the trading price of the Equity Shares.

Any future issuance of the Equity Shares, or convertible securities by our Company, including through exercise
of employee stock options or restricted stock units may lead to dilution of your shareholding in our Company,
adversely affect the trading price of the Equity Shares and our ability to raise capital through an issue of our
securities. Further, any future sales of the Equity Shares by the Promoters and members of our Promoter Group,
or other major shareholders of our Company may adversely affect the trading price of the Equity Shares.

You may be subject to Indian taxes arising out of capital gains on the sale of the Equity Shares.

Under current Indian tax laws, unless specifically exempted, capital gains arising from the sale of equity shares
of an Indian company are generally taxable in India. Any gain realized on the sale of listed equity shares on a
stock exchange held for more than 12 months will not be subject to long-term capital gains tax in India if
Securities Transaction Tax (STT) is paid on the sale transaction and additionally, as stipulated by the Finance
Act, 2017, STT had been paid at the time of acquisition of such equity shares, except in the case of such
acquisitions where STT could not have been paid, as notified by the Gol under notification no. 43/2017/F. No.
370142/09/2017-TPL on June 5, 2017. However, Finance Act, 2018, taxes such long term capital gains
exceeding 1 lakh arising from sale of equity shares on or after April 1, 2018. Accordingly, you may be subject
to payment of long-term capital gains tax in India, in addition to payment of STT, on the sale of any Equity
Shares held for more than 12 months. STT will be levied on and collected by a domestic stock exchange on
which the Equity Shares are sold. Further, any gain realized on the sale of listed equity shares held for a period
of 12 months or less will be subject to short-term capital gains tax in India. Capital gains arising from the sale of
the Equity Shares may be partially or completely exempt from taxation in India in cases where such exemption
is provided under a treaty between India and the country of which the seller is a resident. Generally, Indian tax
treaties do not limit India’s ability to impose tax on capital gains. As a result, residents of other countries may
be liable for tax in India as well as in their own jurisdiction on gains made upon the sale of the Equity Shares.

You may not receive the Equity Shares that you subscribe in the Issue until fifteen days after the date on
which this Issue closes, which will subject you to market risk.

The Equity Shares that you subscribe in the Issue may not be credited to your demat account with the
depository participants until approximately 15 days from the Issue Closing Date.

Political instability or changes in the government or government policies could impact the liberalization of
the Indian economy.

The performance and growth of our Company is dependent on the health of the Indian economy and more
generally the global economy. The economy could be adversely affected by various factors such as political or
regulatory action, including adverse changes in liberalization policies, social disturbances, terrorist attacks and
other acts of violence or war, natural calamities, interest rates, commodity and energy prices and various other
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factors. The rate of economic liberalization could change, and specific laws and policies affecting foreign
investment, currency exchange rates and other matters affecting investment in India could change as well. As a
result, our business and the market price and liquidity of the Equity Shares may be affected by such economic
and / or political changes. While the current government is expected to continue the liberalization of India’s
economic and financial sectors and deregulation policies, there can be no absolute assurance that such policies
will be continued. A significant change in India’s economic liberalization and deregulation policies could
disrupt business and economic conditions in India generally and specifically have an adverse effect on the
operations of our Company.

The occurrence of natural or man-made disasters could adversely affect our results of operations, cash flows
and financial condition. Hostilities, terrorist attacks, civil unrest and other acts of violence could adversely
affect the financial markets and our business.

The occurrence of natural disasters, including cyclones, storms, floods, earthquakes, tsunamis, fires, explosions,
pandemic disease and man-made disasters, including acts of terrorism and military actions, could adversely
affect our results of operations, cash flows or financial condition.

In addition, India has witnessed local civil
disturbances in recent years, and it is possible that future civil unrest as well as other adverse social, economic
or political events in India could have an adverse effect on our business. Such incidents could also create a
greater perception that investment in Indian companies involves a higher degree of risk and could have an
adverse effect on our business and the market price of the Equity Shares.

Financial instability, economic developments and volatility in securities markets in other countries may also
cause the price of the Equity Shares to decline.

The Indian economy and its securities markets are influenced by economic developments and volatility in
securities markets in other countries. Investors’ reactions to developments in one country may have adverse
effects on the market price of securities of companies located in other countries, including India. Negative
economic developments, such as rising fiscal or trade deficits, or a default on national debt, in other emerging
market countries may also affect investor confidence and cause increased volatility in Indian securities markets
and indirectly affect the Indian economy in general. Currently, the Russia- Ukraine conflict has resulted in
significant increase in a global oil prices which could have a significant impact on inflation and cost of
production. Additionally, essential raw materials for the manufacture of various products could be affected
globally due to the aforementioned European crisis which could have cascading effect on the Indian economy
and the trading price of our Equity Shares.

A loss of investor confidence in the financial systems of other emerging markets may cause increased volatility
in Indian financial markets and the Indian economy in general. Any worldwide financial instability could also
have a negative impact on the Indian economy, including the movement of exchange rates and interest rates in
India. Any financial disruption could have an adverse effect on our business, future financial performance,
shareholders’ equity and the price of the Equity Shares.

Changing laws, rules and regulations and legal uncertainties, including adverse application of tax laws and
regulations, may adversely affect our business and financial condition.

Our business and financial performance could be adversely affected by unfavorable changes in or
interpretations of existing, or the promulgation of new laws, rules and regulations applicable to us and our
business. There can be no assurance that the Government of India may not implement new regulations and
policies which will require us to obtain approvals and licenses from the Government of India and other
regulatory bodies or impose onerous requirements and conditions on our operations. Any such changes and the
related uncertainties with respect to the applicability, interpretation and implementation of any amendment to,
or change to governing laws, regulation or policy in the jurisdictions in which we operate may have a material
adverse effect on our business, financial condition and results of operations.

Our business, prospects, results of operations and financial condition depend significantly on worldwide
economic conditions and the health of the Indian economy.

In the past, the
Indian economy has been affected by global economic uncertainties, liquidity crisis, domestic policies, global
political environment, volatility in interest rates, volatility in currency exchange rates, volatility in commodity
and electricity prices, volatility in inflation rates and various other factors.

Economic outlook
Global Economy

Global growth is expected to moderate from 5.9 in 2021 to 4.4 percent in 2022—half a percentage point lower for
2022 than in the October World Economic Outlook (WEQ), largely reflecting forecast markdowns in the two largest
economies. A revised assumption removing the Build Back Better fiscal policy package from the baseline, earlier
withdrawal of monetary accommodation, and continued supply shortages produced a downward 1.2 percentage-
points revision for the United States. In China, pandemic-induced disruptions related to the zero-tolerance COVID-
19 policy and protracted financial stress among property developers have induced a 0.8 percentage-point
downgrade. Global growth is expected to slow to 3.8 percent in 2023. Although this is 0.2 percentage point higher
than in the previous forecast, the upgrade largely reflects a mechanical pickup after current drags on growth
dissipate in the second half of 2022. The forecast is conditional on adverse health outcomes declining to low levels
in most countries by end-2022, assuming vaccination rates improve worldwide and therapies become more effective.

Indian Economy

Right when the global economy seemed to be at the cusp of witnessing green shoots of recovery after leaving the
worst of the COVID-19 pandemic behind the Russia-Ukraine crisis escalated. Consequently, prices of crude oil and
gas, food grains such as wheat and corn, and several other commaodities have shot up. It is, therefore, no surprise that
the war in Ukraine and its potential economic impact have forced several economic forecasters to go back to their
drawing boards and revise their growth projections for this year—most now point to less-than-expected growth in
2022. Understandably, the crisis has clouded India’s growth outlook as well. Crude oil prices are lingering above
US$100 per barrel, wheat has gone up by 50% in the last two weeks, and edible oil prices are up 20%—all of which
are critical imports from the two warring nations. which has been battling inflation for a while now, this situation is
making matters worse. Higher fuel and fertilizer prices will reduce government revenues and increase subsidy costs.
Furthermore, capital outflows and rising import bills will weigh on the current account balance and currency
valuation. We, however, believe that India’s underlying economic fundamentals are strong and despite the short-
term turbulence, the impact on the long-term outlook will be marginal. The results of growth-enhancing policies and
schemes (such as production-linked incentives and government’s push toward self-reliance) and increased
infrastructure spending will start kicking in from 2023, leading to a stronger multiplier effect on jobs and income,
higher productivity, and more efficiency—all leading to accelerated economic growth. various government
incentives such as lower taxes, and rising services exports on the back of stronger digitization and technology
transformation drive across the world will aid in growth. On the health front, a large, vaccinated population will
likely help contain the impact of subsequent infections waves, if any. On the back of these factors, we expect India
to grow at 8.3-8.8% during FY2021-22, followed by equally strong growth of more than 7.5% and 6.5% in the next
two fiscal years, respectively

The Impact of the War in Ukraine on Commodity Markets

The Russian invasion of Ukraine has been a major shock to commodity markets. The war has led to significant
disruptions to the production and trade of commaodities for which Russia and Ukraine are key exporters. Prices have
risen sharply for all energy commaodities and some food commaodities, including wheat and oilseeds. This, in turn,
has raised energy and food security concerns, especially for the poorest households. In response to price hikes,
policymakers have often sought to provide relief to consumers via subsidies or lower taxes; however, these are
generally ineffective remedies and may exacerbate supply shortages. Policymakers can better mitigate the impact of
higher prices on low-income households through targeted measures, including cash transfers. Past commodity price
shocks induced policy and market responses that led to increased sources of supply and, for oil price shocks, greater
consumption efficiency and substitution away from oil. Over time, the recent spike in prices will likely once again
spur more efficient energy consumption and a faster transition away from fossil fuels, particularly if supported by
appropriate policy responses. Food production, at the global level, will also respond to changes in relative prices.
However, the uncertainties for food supply availability stemming from the war are high, and low-income countries
may have urgent needs for international assistance for a prolonged period.

Commodity market

In general, a commodity may be defined as a product or material that it bought and sold. It can be classified as every
kind of movable property, except actionable claims, money and Securities. Commodities are split into two types:
hard and soft commodities. Hard Commodities are typically Natural resources that must be mined and extracted
(Gold, Oil, Petrol, Rubber etc) whereas soft commodities are agricultural products and livestock (Wheat, Sugar,
Cotton, Corn, Pork, etc)

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History of commodity Market

India has a long-standing, enriching history in commodity markets. However, years of foreign rule, droughts,
famines, and poor government policies reduced the importance and popularity of commodity markets in India. But
with India becoming stronger in the global economy, the Indian commodity markets have witnessed substantial
growth. Commodity derivatives trading began in India way before financial derivatives trading. Commodity
derivatives trading began around the same time as that of the U.K and U.S.A.

In India, commaodity trading began with the set-up of the first organised commodity trading centre, i.e the Bombay
Cotton Trade Association in 1875 which laid the foundation of futures trading in India. Gradually, derivatives were
developed for a broad basket of commodities. After the establishment of the Bombay Cotton trade association, many
cotton merchants and mill owners were not happy with the functioning of the association. This led to the
establishment of the Bombay Cotton Exchange Itd in 1893 by a group of unsatisfied cotton merchants and mill
owners. This was later followed by the establishment of futures markets in edible oilseeds complex, raw jute and
jute products and bullion.

The Gujarati Vyapari Mandli was created in 1900 to conduct futures trading in groundnut, castor seed and cotton.
Calcutta Hessian Exchange was created in 1919 for futures trading in raw jute and jute products. However,
organised trading in jute started only with the set-up of East India Jute Association Ltd in 1927. These two
associations merged to establish East Indian Jute and Hessian Ltd in 1945.

However, futures trading in Raw Jute was suspended in 1964 by the insistence of the West Bengal government.

In 1920, futures trading began in gold and silver in Bombay, and later it spread to Kanpur, Jaipur, etc. The Bombay
commodity exchange was established and registered on October 12, 1938 for trading in oil seed complex. Before the
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second world war broke in 1939, there were several future markets trading oil seeds in Gujarat and Punjab. The most
exemplary of them was the Chamber of Commerce at Hapur, established in 1913.

In 1939, the government banned the trading of cotton derivatives. Further, Forward trading was disallowed or
prohibited in oilseed, and many other commaodities including food grains, spices, vegetable oils, sugar and cloth in
1943.

However, commodities trading again picked up steam, after India’s independence in the early 1960s. But future
trading was limited only to minor commodities such as pepper and turmeric.

The commodity future market remained dismantled, and dormant for almost four decades. With the turn of the new
millennium, the Government started actively encouraging commodities markets in India. In 1992, futures trading in
hessian was allowed. In April 1999, future trading in various edible oilseed complexes was permitted. In May 2001,
futures trading in sugar was allowed. Since April 2003, future trading has been allowed in all commodities by the
Government of India.

Structure of Commaodity Market in India

Commodity market is a place where trading in commodities takes place. These are the markets where raw and
primary products are exchanged. These raw commodities are traded on regulated commodity exchanges, in which
they are bought and sold in standardized contracts. It is similar to an equity market, but instead of buying or selling
shares one buys or sells commaodities.

a) Spot market: The regulation of spot markets for agricultural commodities is decentralized, with state
governments independently regulating these markets through Agricultural Produce Market Committee (APMCs)
(which are mostly physical yards) for primary sale by farmers while the secondary sales between parties other than
farmers operate in unregulated domain. Central Government and some

state governments have initiated steps for developing electronic recording systems at APMCs.

Unlike APMCs for the agricultural markets, there is no organized physical market for non-agricultural commaodities.
There are also no specific laws with respect to the trading of the non-agricultural commodities. There are humerous
laws governing various activities involved in the primary production of these commodities. The secondary market,
which represents mostly the recycled or scrap market, is highly unorganized and is dispersed amongst large number
of tiny units spread across the country which are generally not amenable to enforcement of any laws/regulations
applicable to such commodities.

b) Derivatives Market: The derivatives market is governed by a central legislation, viz., Securities Contracts
Regulation Act, 1956 (SCRA), which provides for the legal framework for organized derivatives trading. The
derivatives market for the commaodities is regulated by SEBI. The pricing of the derivatives contracts of agricultural
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commodities is anchored on domestic spot prices while the pricing of non-agricultural commodities, except for gold
and silver derivatives, are mostly aligned with the global pricing of such contracts.

There are two kinds of participation in Derivatives market. Hedgers and Speculators. Hedgers do not usually seek a
profit by trading commodities future but rather to seek to stabilize revenues or cost of their business operations.
Speculators are usually not interested in taking possession of the underlying assets. They essentially place bets on
the future price of certain commaodities. Speculators are often blamed for big price swing in Derivatives Markets, but
they also provide lot of liquidity to the Derivatives Market.

Commodity Exchange

The development of the commodity derivatives market is one of the SEBI’s main agendas. In Fiscal 2019 as well,
SEBI took various measures for integration and harmonious development of this segment with an aim to build a
regulatory ecosystem as advanced as the securities market. Additionally, during Fiscal 2019, the Government of
India raised the Minimum Support Price (“MSP”) to provide 50% return over the cost of production. To support the
agricultural sector, the Government also launched PM-KISAN scheme during the year, which aims to provide direct
monetary support to farmers.

At the regulatory front, SEBI permitted eligible foreign entities having actual exposure to Indian commodity
markets to hedge their price risk by participating in commodity derivatives trading. The market was further
broadened by permitting mutual funds to participate in commodity derivatives market. During the year, the universal
exchange principle was operationalized when BSE and NSE commenced their commodity derivatives trading
platform. On the other hand, NMCE which had presence in agricultural space was merged with ICEX on September
24, 2018. Another notable development was introduction of new products, such as, steel long (ICEX) and Oman
Crude Oil (BSE).

MCX Comdex and the Exchange Nkrishi, are the two benchmark indices in Indian commaodities derivatives market,
which reflect the broad movement in the commodity prices, recorded an uptrend in Fiscal 2019. While MCX
Comdex is a composite index of three sub- indices such as MCX Metal (6 commodities), MCX Energy (2
commodities), and MCX Agriculture (4 commodities), the Exchange Nkrishi is represented by 10 agricultural
commodities. During Fiscal 2019, MCX COMDEX increased by 2.1%, while, NKrishi - the agricultural commodity
index, moved up by 12.4%. During Fiscal 2019, NKrishi Index increased as seven out of 10 constituent
commodities, being, Chana, Guar Seed, Castor Seed, Cotton Seed Oilcake Coriander and Barley, recorded rise in
futures prices.

Apart from numerous regional exchanges, India had Six national commodity exchanges namely, Multi
Commodity Exchange (MCX), National Commodity and Derivatives Exchange (NCDEX), Indian Commodity
Exchange (ICEX), National Multi Commodity Exchange (NMCE), ACE Derivatives Exchange (ACE) and
Universal Commodity.

Crude Oil: One of the most important commodities in the world, crude oil is an unrefined petroleum product that
occurs naturally. It is used to produce different products including gasoline and petrochemicals. The price for crude
oil generally reported in the U.S. is based on the NYMEX futures price. Contracts are based on 1,000 barrels and
trade in U.S. dollars per barrel. The third business day before the 25th calendar day of the month preceding the
delivery month is the last trading day for crude oil.

Gold: This is one of the world's most widely-traded precious metals. While investors can buy and sell the physical
commodities, traders typically trade gold futures contracts on commodities exchanges. Contracts are generally
sized at 100 troy ounces, and are priced in U.S. dollars per troy ounce. The last trading day for gold is the third last
business day of the delivery month.

Lumber: This industry has two main products for the end user—softwood and hardwood. Softwood is used
primarily in construction, while hardwood is used in flooring and furniture construction, and to make panels and
cabinets. Contract sizes for lumber are generally 110,000 nominal board feet and are traded in U.S. dollars per
pound. The business day immediately preceding the 16™ calendar day of the contract month is the last trading day
for lumber.

Natural Gas: This commodity is used to heat homes, help generate electricity, and also has other uses in the
commercial and industrial industries. Natural gas contracts are sold by 10,000 million British thermal units
(mmBtu). All contracts are traded in U.S. dollars per mmBtu. The final trading day of the month for natural gas is
three business days prior to the first day of the delivery month.

Cotton: Cotton is the most widely-used fiber in the world. Cotton fibers are collected and made into yarn and other
textiles for clothing and other household goods. Cotton contracts are sized at 50,000 pounds, and trade in U.S.
dollars per pound. The very last day of trading for cotton is 17 business days from end of spot month. Other
commodities that trade on commodities exchanges include silver, platinum, rice, sugar, orange juice, oats, cattle,
corn, copper, cocoa, soybeans, and coffee.

+« Maintaining buffer stock and better allocation of resources as it augments reduction in inventory requirement
and thus the exposure to risks related with price fluctuation declines. Resources can thus be diversified for
investments.
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¢+ Price stabilization along with balancing demand and supply position. Futures trading leads to predictability in
assessing the domestic prices, which maintains stability, thus safeguarding against any short-term adverse price
movements. Liquidity in Contracts of the commodities traded also ensures in maintaining the equilibrium
between demand and supply.

+« Flexibility, certainty and transparency in purchasing commodities facilitate bank financing. Predictability in
prices of commodity would lead to stability, which in turn would eliminate the risks associated with running
the business of trading commodities. This would make funding easier and less stringent for banks to
commodity market players.

Benefits of Commodity Futures Markets

The primary objectives of any futures exchange are authentic price discovery and an efficient price risk
management. The beneficiaries include those who trade in the commodities being offered in the exchange as well as
those who have nothing to do with futures trading. It is because of price discovery and risk management through the
existence of futures exchanges that a lot of businesses and services are able to function smoothly.

Price Discovery: Based on inputs regarding specific market information, the demand and supply equilibrium,
weather forecasts, expert views and comments, inflation rates, Government policies, market dynamics, hopes and
fears, buyers and sellers conduct trading at futures exchanges. This transforms in to continuous price discovery
mechanism. The execution of trade between buyers and sellers leads to assessment of fair value of a particular
commodity that is immediately disseminated on the trading terminal.

Price Risk Management: Hedging is the most common method of price risk management. It is strategy of offering
price risk that is inherent in spot market by taking an equal but opposite position in the futures market. Futures
markets are used as a mode by hedgers to protect their business from adverse price change. This could dent the
profitability of their business. Hedging benefits who are involved in trading of commodities like farmers, processors,
merchandisers, manufacturers, exporters, importers etc.

Import- Export competitiveness: The exporters can hedge their price risk and improve their competitiveness by
making use of futures market. A majority of traders which are involved in physical trade internationally intend to
buy forwards. The purchases made from the physical market might expose them to the risk of price risk resulting to
losses. The existence of futures market would allow the exporters to hedge their proposed purchase by temporarily
substituting for actual purchase till the time is ripe to buy in physical market. In the absence of futures market, it will
be meticulous, time consuming and costly physical transactions.

Predictable Pricing: The demand for certain commaodities is highly price elastic. The manufacturers have to ensure
that the prices should be stable in order to protect their market share with the free entry of imports. Futures contracts
will enable predictability in domestic prices. The manufacturers can, as a result, smooth out the influence of changes
in their input prices very easily. With no futures market, the manufacturer can be caught between severe short-term
price movements of oils and necessity to maintain price stability, which could only be possible through sufficient
financial reserves that could otherwise be utilized for making other profitable investments.

Benefits for farmers/Agriculturalists: Price instability has a direct bearing on farmers in the absence of futures
market. There would be no need to have large reserves to cover against unfavorable price fluctuations. This would
reduce the risk premiums associated with the marketing or processing margins enabling more returns on produce.
Storing more and being more active in the markets. The price information accessible to the farmers determines the
extent to which traders/processors increase price to them. Since one of the objectives of futures exchange is to make
available these prices as far as possible, it is very likely to benefit the farmers. Also, due to the time lag between
planning and production, the market-determined price information disseminated by futures exchanges would be
crucial for their production decisions.

Credit accessibility: The absence of proper risk management tools would attract the marketing and processing of
commodities to high-risk exposure making it risky business activity to fund. Even a small movement in prices can
eat up a huge proportion of capital owned by traders, at times making it virtually impossible to pay back the loan.
There is a high degree of reluctance among banks to fund commaodity traders, especially those who do not manage
price risks. If in case they do, the interest rate is likely to be high and terms and conditions very stringent. This
possesses a huge obstacle in the smooth functioning and competition of commodities market. Hedging, which is
possible through futures markets, would cut down the discount rate in commodity lending.
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Improved product quality: The existence of warehouses for facilitating delivery with grading facilities along with
other related benefits provides a very strong reason to upgrade and enhance the quality of the commaodity to grade
that is acceptable by the exchange. It ensures uniform standardization of commodity trade, including the terms of
quality standard: the quality certificates that are issued by the exchange-certified warehouses have the potential to

become the norm for physical trade.

You should read the following discussion of our financial condition and results of operations together with our
audited financial statements as of and for the Fiscal 2022 and 2021 included in this Draft Letter of Offer. Our
audited financial statements for Fiscal 2022 and 2021 are prepared in accordance with Ind AS. Unless otherwise
stated, the financial information used in this chapter is derived from the Audited Consolidated Financial
Statements of our Company.

This discussion contains forward looking statements and reflects our current views with respect to future events and
financial performance. Actual results may differ materially from those anticipated in these forward looking
statements as a result of certain factors such as those set forth in the sections titled “Risk Factors” and “Forward-

Our financial year ends on March 31 of each year, so all references to a particular “financial year” and “Fiscal”
are to the twelve (12) month period ended March 31 of that year. References to the “Company”, “we”, “us” and
“our” in this chapter refer to Sakuma Exports Limited on a consolidated basis, as applicable in the relevant period,

unless otherwise stated.
Overview of the Company

Sakuma Exports Limited (SEL) is based out of Mumbai and was established as a partnership firm in 1998 and
subsequently reconstituted as a public limited company in August 2005 and a fresh certificate of incorporation was
issued by RoC. The Company is involved in business of trading of agro-commodities like sugar, pulses, maize,
cotton and rice and other agricultural commodities. Trading of Sugar by our Company contributes to the major part
of Company’s revenue. SEL majorly imports and exports to USA, Asia Continental, Africa Region, Far East Asia,
Europe, Australia and Middle East. However, since the last 3 years, SEL has not imported any agro commodities.
SEL conducts its business activities and operations from a number of ports like Mundra, Nhava Sheva, Kandla,
Mumbai, Haldia, Chennai, Kakinada and Vizag.

The company has established its presence in agro commodity trading business under the leadership of Late Mr.
Chander Mohan Malhotra and current operations are managed by his son Mr. Saurabh Malhotra. Sakuma Group
consist of SEL along with its six subsidiaries located at Dubai, Singapore, Ghana, Tanzania, Canada and Bahrain.

SEL is a GOI recognized Trading House and its share are listed in NSE & BSE stock exchanges in India. The
Company was conferred with the Certificate of Recognition as an Export House in 2002 by the Joint Director
General of Foreign Trade, Ministry of Commerce, GOIl. The company is also awarded with Certificate for
Excellence in Export of Castor Oil and Groundnut Kernels for FY 2005-2006 and ECGC-D & B Indian Exporters
Excellence award in 2012. SEL is also known to have an established track record of operations and longstanding
relationships with its customers. We have multinational import clients namely Tate & Lyle, Cargill, Louis Dreysus,
Czarnikow, ED & F Man importing sugar from them. The Company’s promoters have rich experience of two decade
in this industry.

COVID 19 Pandemic:

The current outbreak of COVID-19 pandemic has adversely impacted the global economy. The World Health
Organization declared the outbreak of COVID-19 as a public health emergency of international concern on January
30, 2020 and a pandemic on March 11, 2020. The Government of India announced a nation-wide lockdown on
March 24, 2020 and imposed several restrictions. Subsequently in view of the second wave of COVID-19, various
state governments had imposed a complete lockdown on or about the beginning of May, 2021. However, as we are
engaged in import/export and trading of agricultural produce and commodities which are ‘essential goods’, our
operations were not shut down during this pandemic. However, due to limited availability of labour, logistics and
supply chain constraints, our business was impacted during the initial period of the lockdown. We continued our
operations and business activities after making arrangements to meet the government’s requirements on santization,
people movement and social distancing.

0.05/-
per equity share) for the financial year ended 31st March, 2022 subject to approval of the shareholders at the
17" Annual General Meeting and Board has approved that Company can tie-up / enter in JV or to sign MOU
forethanol business.

Our ability to purchase the agro commaodities and the availability of the same at reasonable prices;
Our ability to attract and retain clients;

Changes in government regulations, tax regimes, laws and regulations that apply to the industry;
Changes in fiscal, economic or political conditions in India;

Changes in the SEBI and RBI regulations, interest rates and tax laws in India.

Except as mentioned in chapter “Financial Information” on page 85 of this Draft Letter of Offer, there has
been no change in accounting policies for the period which has been included in this Draft Letter of Offer.

Revenue and Expenses

Our revenue and expenses are reported in the following manner:

Total Revenue

Our Total Revenue comprises of revenue from operations and other income.

- Revenue from operations - Our revenue from operations consists of sale of agro- commaodities in domestic and
export markets, and other operating revenue. Sale of agro- commodities primarily consists of sale of sugar and

other agro commodities and renewable energy. Other operating revenue mainly comprises of export incentives
and miscellaneous income. For detailed breakup, see chapter titled “Our Business” on page 76 of this Draft Letter
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of Offer.

- Other Income - Other income primarily comprises forex earning and income from duty draw back Remission of
Duties and Taxes on Export Products (RODTEP).

Expenses

Our expenses comprise of cost of materials purchase of stock-in-trade, changes in inventories of Finished Goods,
Stock-in-Trade, employee benefit expenses, finance costs, power and fuel expenses, depreciation & amortization
expenses and other expenses.

- Cost of materials consumed — Cost of materials consumed comprises of purchase of Agro Commaodities.

- Purchase of stock-in-trade - Purchase of stock-in- trade primarily comprises of Agro Commodities.

- Changes in inventories of Finished Goods, Stock-in-Trade and Work-in-Progress - Changes in inventories of

Finished Goods, Stock-in-Trade includes increase / decrease in the Finished Goods, Stock-in- Trade and Work-in-
Progress during the year.

- Employee benefit expenses - Our employee benefit expenses mainly include salaries & wages expense,
managerial remuneration, contribution to provident fund and other funds, and staff welfare expenses.

- Finance costs - Our finance costs mainly include interest cost on term loans, working capital limits and other
facilities availed by the company in addition to the bank charges.

- Depreciation and amortization expenses - Our depreciation and amortization expenses comprise of depreciation
on tangible fixed assets and Right of Use Assets.

- Power & Fuel expenses — Power and fuel expenses comprise of consumption of gas and fuel and power expense.

- Other expenses - Other expenses mainly include expenses towards Freight & Forwarding Charges, Consumption
of Stores & Spares, Other Manufacturing Expense, Selling & Distribution Expenses, Travelling & Conveyance
costs, Advertisement Expenses, Rent, Rates & Taxes, Legal & Professional fees, Repairs & Maintenance costs
and other miscellaneous administrative expenses.

- Tax expenses

Tax expense comprises of current tax and deferred tax. Current tax is the amount of tax payable on the taxable
income for the year as determined in accordance with applicable tax rates and the provisions of applicable tax
laws.

Deferred tax liability or asset is recognized based on the difference between taxable profit and book profit due to
the effect of timing differences. Our deferred tax is measured based on the applicable tax rates and tax laws that
have been enacted or substantively enacted by the relevant balance sheet date.

COMPARISON OF FY 2022 WITH FY 2021

Revenue from Operations

Our total revenue increased by 114.50% from X133347.99 Lakh in Fiscal 2021 to ¥286032.21 lakh in Fiscal 2022.
The increase d primarily due lifting of covid restriction all over the world which were imposed during earlier years
on account of Pandemic Covid 19.

Other income

Our other income increased by 35.78% from X 507.02 lakh in Fiscal 2021 to 3688.41 lakh in Fiscal 2022 primarily
due to an increase in gain on foreign currency transactions.

Expenses
Our total expenses increase d by 114.21 % from ¥131942.85 lakh in Fiscal 2021 to ¥282638.32 lakh in Fiscal 2022.
This increase was primarily due to increase in total value of business in comparison for previous year which was

half the value of current year turnover. as in line with reduction of the turnover of the company.

Change in inventories of Stock in Trade
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Our inventories of finished goods changed from I4649.441akh in Fiscal 2021 to X 8132.06 lakh in Fiscal 2022.
Employee benefit expense

Our employees benefit expense decreased by 2.06% from X580.99 lakh in Fiscal 2021 to ¥569.031akh in Fiscal
2022. The decrease was primarily on account of layoff of some employees.

Finance cost
Our finance cost decreased by 27.9% from ¥2474.89 lakh in Fiscal 2021 to ¥371.30 lakh in Fiscal 2022 in the year

2021 Company had incurred expenses on avlastion of bills which has been discontinued during current year which
led to reduction in finance cost.

Depreciation and amortisation expense

Our depreciation and amortisation expenses has decreased 20.97% from 3240.90lakh in Fiscal 2021 to 20190.38
lakhs in Fiscal 2022. The decrease is on account of depreciation being charged on WDV basis.

Other expenses

Our other expenses increased from I14555.83 lakh in Fiscal 2021to ¥29537.30lakh in Fiscal 2022.Primarily due to
increase in Freight and Forwarding expenses, Transportation expenses as the company revenue has increased i.e
doubled in comparison to previous year turnover volume.

Tax expenses

Our total tax expenses increased by 3347.50 lakh from %302.06lakh in Fiscal 2021 to X 649.56 lakh Fiscal 2022
mainly due to an increase in: (i) current tax by ¥450.66 lakh from X 347.58 lakh Fiscal 2021 to ¥798.24 lakh in
Fiscal 2022 and; decrease in (ii) deferred tax charge by ¥81.67 lakh from ¥45.52 lakh in Fiscal 2021 to ¥127.12lakh
in Fiscal 2022, and a decrease in Prior Period Tax by 321.57 lakh from % NIL in Fiscal 2021 to ¥21.57 in Fiscal
2022.

Profit/(Loss) for the year

For the foregoing factors, our profit for the year increased from ¥1110.69.lakh in Fiscal 2021 to 22758.22 lakh in
Fiscal 2022.

COMPARISON OF FY 2021 WITH FY 2020

Revenue from Operations

Our total revenue decreased by 47.84% from ¥255644.12 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to 1,33,347.99 lakh in Fiscal 2021.
The decrease was primarily due to Pandemic COVID-19 which affected global economy across the world and
simultaneously it has affected the operation of the company on mico level. Although COVID 19 has affected the
operations but company has been able to achieve the 50% turnover in comparison to pervious year 2020 due to
countries liberal restriction during the covid 19 for essential commodities.

Other income

Our other income decreased by 51.27% from % 1040.04 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to ¥507.02 lakh in Fiscal 2021 primarily
due to a decrease in gain on foreign currency transactions.

Expenses
Our total expenses decreased by 47.89 % from ¥253199.76 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to ¥131942.85 lakh in Fiscal 2021.

This decrease was primarily due to decrease in purchase of goods which was in line with reduction of the turnover
of the company.
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Change in inventories of Stock in Trade
Our inventories of finished goods changed from X3408.75 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to X 4649.44 lakh in Fiscal 2021.
Employee benefit expense

Our employees benefit expense decreased by 19.53% from ¥721.99 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to ¥580.991akh in Fiscal
2021. The decrease was primarily on account of management deci sion on reduction of salaries by 20% approx.

Finance cost

Our finance cost increased by 96.32% from 241.90lakh in Fiscal 2020 to ¥474.89 lakh in Fiscal 2021 due to
Increased LC Discounting Charges as the company has sold good to parties on Letter of Credits. Also, company has
exported good to Sri Lanka where in the Avalization bills was executed as the country Sri Lanka was short of dollar
henceforth avalisation of bill for 180 days led to increase in finance cost.

Depreciation and amortisation expense

Our depreciation and amortisation expenses increased 82.56% from X131.96 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to ¥240.90 lakhs in
Fiscal 2021. The increase is in line with the capex cost incurred for Rs 462.09 which has been incurred at the end of
the year 2020 out of which Rs 453.60 lakhs has been incurred on motor vehicle purchase at the end of the year 2020
due to which the depreciation for full year has been incurred in comparison for the previous year 2020 which was
for 1 and half month approx.

Other expenses

Our other expenses increased from ¥11257.80 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to ¥14,555.83 lakh in Fiscal 2021.Primarily due to
increase in Freight and Forwarding expenses as the company had to pay high rate of transportation charges due to
non-availability of vehicle as well labor for movement of cargo. Also, during the year 2021 company has purchase
good from UP where in the transportation charges were double the rate in comparison to year 2020.0Other expenses
like Insurance, Warehouse charges , CSR expenses has been increased in comparison to previous year 2020.

Tax expenses

Our total tax expenses decreased by ¥313.54 lakh from %615.60 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to X 302.06lakh Fiscal 2021
mainly due to an decrease in: (i) current tax by ¥123.16 lakh from ¥470.74 lakh Fiscal 2020 to ¥347.58 lakh in
Fiscal 2021 and; (ii) deferred tax charge by ¥21.51 lakh from %24.01 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to X45.52 lakh in Fiscal
2021, and a decrease in Prior Period Tax by X168.87 lakh from ¥168.87 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to INil in Fiscal 2021.
Profit/(Loss) for the year

For the foregoing factors, our profit for the year decreased from X1823,67 lakh in Fiscal 2020 to ¥1110.69 lakh in
Fiscal 2021.

1. Criminal proceedings

(i) Rai Bahadur Narain Singh Sugar Mills Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited and another - Complaint no.
1337 of 2020

Rai Bahadur Narain Singh Sugar Mill Limited ("RBNS") had filed a complaint bearing Complaint no. 1337 of
2020 before the Hon’ble Additional Chief Judicial Magistrate, Haridwar ("ACJM, Haridwar") against our
Company under section 138 of the Negotiable Instruments Act, 1881. Our Company entered into an agreement
with RBNS to procure 12,500 MT Indian white sugar of certain requisite quality preferable with slight moisture
content for the purpose of export. Our Company has paid the entire consideration amount of ¥2,200.39 Lakhs to
RBNS in advance for supply of the 12,500 MT Indian white sugar along with a postdated cheque amounting to
$1,306.00 Lakhs dated March 12, 2020 ("PDC") to RBNS as security. However, as per a surveyor report RBNS
has supplied approximately 8,000 MT Indian white sugar with high moisture content which was not in
accordance with specification agreed between our Company and RBNS. The Indian white sugar with high
moisture content was ultimately rejected by foreign buyer's surveyor while RBNS had assured our Company
that it will provide our Company with monetary compensation. However, once the export was of the Indian
white sugar was completed, RBNS backed out on its assurance of monetary compensation. Furthermore, due to
ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, the foreign buyer refused to pay the export sales proceeds. This resulted in our
Company incurring losses surmounting to the tune of “450 Lakhs. Furthermore, RBNS presented the PDC to the
bank where it was returned to them with the reason being 'Funds Insufficient'. Hence, RBNS has filed this
complaint which is presently pending. Our Company and Saurabh Malhotra then approached the Hon’ble High
Court of Uttarakhand and filed a Criminal Miscellaneous Application bearing number; C482 No. 813 of 2020
under section 482 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 on the grounds that the PDC was presented to the

bank by RBNS after the expiry of 3 months from the date of the PDC and hence was returned to RBNS as a
stale cheque. Our Company has prayed for the complaint bearing Complaint no. 1337 of 2020 before the
Hon’ble Additional Chief Judicial Magistrate, Haridwar to be set aside pending disposal of this petition filed
before the Hon’ble High Court of Uttarakhand which is presently pending. Our Company and Saurabh Malhotra
also filed a Criminal Revision before the Hon'ble Court of the Ld. District and Sessions Judge, Haridwar
bearing number 49 of 2021 assailing the summoning order passed by ACIJM, Haridwar in the Complaint no.
1337 of 2020 on the grounds that the ACJM, Haridwar had passed the summoning order without first inquiring
into the case itself or directing an investigation for the purpose of deciding whether or not there was enough
sufficient ground for proceedings against our Company and Saurabh Malhotra who are situated in Mumbai,
Maharashtra. Our Company and Saurabh Malhotra have prayed for the setting aside of the summoning order
passed by ACJM, Haridwar. The matter is presently pending.

Material civil proceedings

S. H. Prakash vs. Sakuma Exports Limited and others - O. S. No. 09 of 2010 and Execution Application no.
115 of 2017 in O. S. No. 09 of 2010

S. H. Prakash ("SHP™), plaintiff herein, has filed an application for execution under Order XXI Rule 11(2) of
the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 against our Company and its Directors before the Hon’ble City Civil Court
of Bombay. SHP had filed a recovery suit of ¥10.22 Lakhs ("Recovery Suit") against our Company and its
Directors before the Hon'ble Court of Senior Civil Judge, Civil Court, Harihar bearing humber O. S. No. 09 of
2010 ("Harihar Civil Court™) whereby SHP claimed that our Company had purchased 12,584 bags of maize
weighing 1228 MTS valued at ¥85.23 Lakhs from SHP against which our Company only made a part payment
of ¥75.00 Lakhs while the balance of ¥10.22 Lakhs was never paid to SHP by our Company. Through the
Recovery Suit, SHP had sought a payment of ¥17.59 Lakhs (inclusive of interest and court fee). The Harihar
Civil Court had passed an exparte decreed laying down that our Company and its Directors were duly served
upon in connection with the case however, chosen not to file the written statement and directed the Company to
pay ¥17.59 Lakhs to SHP. In order to seek execution of the decree passed by the Harihar Civil Court and
seeking attachment of properties of our Company and its Directors, SHP has initiated this execution application
before the Hon’ble City Civil Court, Mumbai for Order execution amount of ¥36 Lakhs (inclusive of interest).
Our Company has filed a miscellaneous petition bearing Miscellaneous Petition number 09/2019 under Order
IX Rule 13 of Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 to set aside ex-partite decree of O. S. No. 09 of 2010 passed by the
Harihar Civil Court and its restoration on the grounds that our Company and its Directors were never served the
notice of summons and the Directors became aware of being placed ex-parte from a third party and did not
receive a just and proper opportunity to file the written statement and that the balance amount due to SHP was
paid to M/s L.V. Corporation on the instructions of SHP and M/s L.V. Corporation and hence there was no
amount due to SHP and the dues were fully settled. The matter is presently pending.

Sarda Agro Oils Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited — Original Suit No. 274/2015

Sarda Agro Oils Limited ("SAOL") has filed a suit bearing number 274/2015 before the Hon’ble Court of the
VI Additional District Judge, Kakinada against our Company of the delivery of 192.996 MT of RBD Palm oil
allegedly liable to be delivered by our Company to SAOL. Our Company had entered into a sale agreement for
the sale of 1,999.926 MT of imported RBD Palm oil to SAOL. Out of the agreed upon 1,999.926 MT of the
imported RBD Palm oil, 192.996 MT of the imported RBP Palm oil was pending to be delivered to SAOL. Our
Company, in order to release the pending 192.996 MT of the imported RBP Palm oil, sought from SAOL
certain demurrage charges as agreed upon between the parties in their sale agreement which was not received
from SAOL. However, SAOL, in this suit alleges that it had made the payment of ¥32.62 Lakhs which SAOL
also sought a refund of. SAOL has further sought an amount of ¥115.81 Lakhs along with interest from the
Company. The matter is presently pending. SAOL has also filed an FIR referred by the Chief Metropolitan
Magistrate at Nampally, Hyderabad at the Charminar police station in connection with the above matter
whereby in addition to the above stated allegations, they have also alleged that 2 employees of our Company
have threatened a director of SAOL. The matter is presently pending.

SAOL had filed insolvency proceedings bearing Company Petition (IB) no. 4428/NCLT/MB/2018 before the
Hon’ble National Company Law Tribunal, Mumbai Bench ("NCLT Mumbai") against our Company on the
grounds of defaults committed by our Company for a total amount of ¥1,089.00 Lakhs. The insolvency
proceedings had been rejected by the NCLT Mumbai on the grounds of being barred by limitation and that the
claim amount cannot be treated as operational debt. SAOL then preferred this appeal bearing number Company
Appeal No. 1036 of 2020 before the Hon’ble National Company Law Appellate Tribunal, New Delhi for setting
aside of the order passed by NCLT Mumbai. The matter is presently pending.

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Sahakari Sakhar Karkhana Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited — Special Suit
no. 200036/2015

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Sahakari Sakhar Karkhana Limited ("BASSKL") has instituted a suit for recovery
before the Court of the Hon’ble Civil Judge, Senior Division, at Osmanabad ("Suit") bearing special suit
number 200036/2015 against our Company. BASSKL entered into an agreement with our Company for the sale
of raw sugar to our Company to the extent of 10,000 MT at the rate of 325,000 per MT. In terms of the
agreement, our Company deposited 1,000 per MT with BASSKL as advance.

Our Company to the delivery of 5,291.400 MT raw sugar till November 28, 2013. With regards to the delivery
for the rest of the quantity of the raw sugar, the parties through their conduct had waived of the conditions
pertaining to the time of delivery of goods and BASSKL vide their letter dated February 6, 2014 had allowed
our Company 15 days to lift the raw sugar from BASSKL. Our Company then entered into negotiations with
BASSKL for the contract price and our Company agreed to take the delivery of the pending 4,708.600 MT of
raw sugar at the contracted price of 25,000 per MT and our Company assured BASSKL vide a letter dated
March 8, 2014 that the remaining 4,708.600 MT raw sugar will be lifted by our Company by March 23, 2014
which was accepted and acknowledged by BASSKL. However, BASSKL repudiated the contract and sold the
balance 4,708.600 MT raw sugar at the rate of 23,150 per MT to a third party. BASSKL claimed that due to
the delay in taking the delivery of the balance 4,708.600 MT raw sugar and having to sell it to a third party at
the lower rate compared to what was agreed between our Company and BASSKL, BASSKL has suffered losses
and hence filed this recovery suit praying for recovery of ¥51.43 Lakhs along with a future interest of 18% of
the decreetal amount. Further, our Company has filed a counter claim of ¥49.15 lakhs for recovery of balance
security deposit against BASSKL. The matter is currently pending. Our Company subsequently filed a counter
claim against BASSKL for arbitrarily repudiating the agreement entered between BASSKL and our Company
along with the grounds set out above, for the recovery of an amount of ¥49.15 Lakhs from BASSKL before the
Court of the Hon’ble Civil Judge, Senior Division, at Osmanabad. The counter claim is presently pending.

M/s Sharda Roadlines vs. Sakuma Exports Limited - Spl. C.S. No. 200046/2015 and Spl.Dkst/4/2022

M/s Sharda Roadlines ("Sharda™) has filed a petition bearing number Spl. C.S. No. 200046/2015 against our
Company before the Court of the Hon'ble Civil Judge (Senior Division), Latur ("Latur Court") for recovery of
%19.22 Lakhs from our Company. Our Company had placed a work order of 26,000 Qtl. of sugar transport
through railway wagons from Unja to Latur to Ssharda which is a transportation company. Sharda raised bill of
$16.60 Lakhs for transportation and a debit note of ¥17.53 Lakhs for amount paid by Sharda on behalf of the
Company to the railway authorities for transportation, both the amounts aggregating to ¥34.13 Lakhs. Sharda
alleged that out of the ¥34.13 Lakhs receivable from our Company, and after deducting an advance of "20.00
Lakhs paid by our Company against the above bill, the amount payable to Sharda is ¥14.13 Lakh by the
Company, along with interest. However, our Company had paid an excess of ¥1.22 Lakh to Sharda for which
our Company had sent a legal notice to Sharda for the recovery of the excess payment. However, Sharda filed
this suit against our Company for the recovery of ¥14.13 Lakhs along with interest. In the said suit, Latur Court
passed an ex-partite order directing our Company to pay ¥20.30 Lakhs including interest to Sharda. Sharda
subsequently filed an order execution petition bearing number Spl.Dkst/4/2022. Our Company has filed a
Miscellaneous Application bearing number Misc. Civil Application no. 17/2019 for setting aside the decree
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before the Latur Court on the grounds of ‘audi alteram partem'. The miscellaneous petition and the execution
petition are presently pending.

(vi) Udagiri Sugar and Power Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited - Spl. C.S. 117/2016 and Commercial Suit
02/2020

Udagiri Sugar and Power Limited ("USPL") had filed a suit bearing number Spl. C.S. 117/2016 before the
Court of Hon’ble Civil Judge, Senior Division at Sangli against our Company. Our Company had entered into
an agreement with USPL for the purchase of 7,800 MT raw sugar at the rate of 322,750 aggregating to a total
order value of 1,774.50 Lakhs from USPL for export. USPL, in its plaint, alleged that our Company delayed
the exporting of the raw sugar and once they had been exported, our Company provide the necessary documents
of pertaining to the exports on time to USPL. As a result, USPL were not able to avail export subsidies provided
by the Government on the export of raw sugar at the time. USPL alleged that USPL could have availed a
subsidy of ¥3,300 per MT of raw sugar if the raw sugar had been exported within the Government stipulated
timelines by our Company. USPL further alleged that since our Company was unable to export the sugar within
the Government stipulated timelines, USPL was unable to procure the above mentioned subsidy from the
Government and were only able to claim a subsidy of 2,277 per MT of raw sugar resulting in a loss of 31,023
per MT of raw sugar to USPL. Hence, USPL instituted this suit and had prayed for an amount of ¥99.02 lakhs
(along with further interest at 12% per cent per annum) for the alleged losses suffered by USPL. The Court of
Hon’ble Civil Judge, Senior Division at Sangli passed and ex-parte order for "No Written Statement" against
our Company. Our Company then filed an application under Order 9 Rule 7 of the Civil Procedure Code 1872
read with section 151 of the Civil Procedure Code for vacating the ex-parte order. The suit has now been
transferred to the Hon’ble Commercial Court Civil Judge Senior Division, Sangli. The matter is presently
pending.

(vii) Sahyadri Sahakari Sakhar Karkhana Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited and others - Spl. C.S. 17/2020

Sahyadri Sahakari Sakhar Karkhana Limited ("SSSKL") has instituted a suit for recovery before the Court of
the Hon’ble District Judge-2, Karad (" Karad Suit") bearing Spl. C.S. 17/2020 against our Company and
certain of our Directors. SSSKL entered into an agreement with our Company for the sale of Indian white
crystal sugar to our Company to the extent of 3,310.5 MT at the rate of ¥3,400 per quintal aggregating to
$1,125.57 Lakhs and it was agreed between the parties and in terms of the agreement that the 3,310.5 MT
Indian white crystal sugar will be lifted by our Company within 30 days of the agreement. However, our
Company found out through an independent surveyor report that the specifications of the Indian white crystal
sugar did not meet the specifications set out in the agreement between SSSKL and our Company and as such,
our Company informed SSSKL that it will be unable to lift the Indian white crystal sugar as SSSKL was in
breach of their agreements on the grounds of not meeting the specifications of the Indian white crystal sugar set
out in the agreement. Hence, SSSKL has instituted this suit and prayed for recovery of ¥237.41 Lakhs along
with an interest of 12% per annum from our Company. Our Company has contended that it was SSSKL, and not
our Company, who was in breach of contract by not providing the agreed upon specifications for the Indian
white crystal sugar. Furthermore, our Company has also contended that the suit is barred by the Limitation Act,
1963. The matter is presently pending.

(viii) M/s Sanghar Exports vs. Sakuma Exports Limited and Saurabh Malhotra - Spl. C.S. 1526/2019

M/s Sanghar Exports ("Sanghar") has filed an special civil suit bearing number Spl. C.S. 1526/2019 against
our Company and its Director Saurabh Malhotra before the Court of the Hon'ble Civil Judge, Senior Division,
Pune. Sanghar acted as an intermediary between our Company and certain buyers for the purchase of our
Company's goods introducing the buyers Vietnam to our Company. Despite their being no agreement to the
effect, Sanghar demanded a brokerage/commission from our Company on the sale of goods to the Vietnam
buyers aggregating to I30.86 Lakhs. Our Company informed Sanghar that the commission shall only be paid
upon the receipt of all the dues from the buyers. However, Sanghar instituted this suit before Court of the
Hon'ble Civil Judge, Senior Division, Pune for the recovery of the disputed amount of ¥30.86 Lakhs along with
an interest of ¥6.61 Lakhs (being 18% of ¥30.86 Lakhs). The matter is presently pending.

(ix) Sri Gajanan Agro Mills (India) Private Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited - Commercial Suit No. 100600
of 2021
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)

Sri Gajanan Agro Mills (India) Private Limited ("SGAM") has filed a plaint bearing number Commercial
Suit No. 100600 of 2021 before the Court of the Hon'ble City Civil Court, Bombay for recovery of money. Our
Company entered into a purchase contract with SGAM for the purchase of 500 MT broken rice at a
consideration of I77.90 Lakhs within a stipulated time period. Our Company had an obligation to export the
said broken rice to a foreign buyer. Of the agreed upon consideration, our Company had made a payment of
%70.11 Lakhs while an amount of ¥7.79 Lakhs was outstanding. However, SGAM did not supply the broken
rice in the stipulated time. As our Company was unable to procure the broken rice from SGAM, our Company,
to meet its obligation to the foreign buyer, ended up having to purchase the broken rice at higher rate from a
third party and supplied the same to the foreign buyer at a discounted rate resulting in a loss amounting to ¥9.40
Lakhs. Our Company withheld/adjusted payment of the party of ¥7.79 Lakhs. Hence, SAGM instituted this
plaint against our Company praying for the recovery of I7.79 Lakhs with a future interest at the rate of 24% per
annum for withholding the due amount from SAGM. The matter is presently pending.

Avida Pte Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited and another - Suit No. 202 of 2021

Avida Pte Limited ("Avida") has filed a suit before Hon’ble High Court of Judicature at Bombay bearing
number 202 of 2021 against our Company and another for recovery of USD 150,000. Our Company entered
into a sale contract with Avida to purchase 2700 MT Indian long grain white raw rice. As per the agreement,
Avida deposited US 150,000 with our Company. Subsequently, a dispute arose amongst Avida and our
Company whereby it was settled that our Company shall refund the deposit amount of USD 150,000 to Avida.
Subsequently, our Company made the payment to Avida. However, upon sharing the details of the payment
with Avida, both parties learned that the payment was made into a wrong bank account. While our Company
claimed that they have made the payment and the dues have been settled as per the details shared by Avida (the
payment details were shared by Avida twice vide two email communications wherein the payment details of the
second communication received by the Company differed from the first.) Avida then alleged that our Company
had fabricated the second email communication with an intent to defraud Avida. Hence, Avida has filed this suit
for the recovery of claim amount of USD 160,500 (inclusive of interest on the principle amount of USD
150,000) along with a further interest at the rate of 12% from the date of this suit on the principle amount. The
matter is presently pending.

(xi) DCM Shriram Limited vs. Sakuma Exports Limited - Arbitration Case

DCM Shriram Limited ("DCM") has filed an arbitration case before the Hon'ble A.P.S. Ahluwalia, Senior
Advocate, Sole Arbitrator against our Company for recovery of loss/ damages due to unilateral termination of
an agreement between DCM and our Company. DCM entered into an agreement with our Company for supply
of 7,950 MT Indian white sugar which our Company intended lift from DCM between March 2, 2020 and April
4, 2020 to export to its buyer from Afghanistan. However, in wake of the Covid-19 pandemic, on February 29,
2020, the Pakistan Government declared a complete closure of the Pakistan-Afghanistan border at Chaman for 2
weeks which was further extended on time to time basis. As our Company was purchasing Indian white sugar
for export to Afghanistan, the complete closure of Pakistan-Afghanistan border made it impossible for our
Company to perform the contract and thus our Company cancelled the agreement immediately i.e. on March 2,
2022 on the grounds of force majeure. DCM filed this arbitration case for the recovery of loss/damages of
%318.00 Lakhs along with a future interest at the rate of 18% per annum due to alleged unilateral termination of
the agreement. The Arbitration proceeding is presently pending.

(xii) Indian Sugar Exim Corporation vs. Sakuma Exports Limited - Arbitration Petition no. 489/2020 and

490/2020

Indian Sugar Exim Corporation ("ISEC") has filed an Arbitration Case bearing number 489/2020 and 490/2020
before the before Justice Pradeep Nandarog, Former Chief Justice of the High Court of Judicature at Bombay,
Sole Arbitrator against our Company for the recovery dues and payables from foreign sale proceeds towards the
export of sugar facilitated by our Company. ISEC entered into certain facilitation agreements with our
Company whereby our Company agreed to act as a facilitator for the export of sugar by ISEC. ISEC claimed
that our Company was obligated to ensure timely acceptance of export shipments by third party buyers and to
also ensure timely payments towards such export shipments from the third party buyers (and subsidiaries of our
Company) arranged by our Company in terms of the facilitation agreement. Subsequently, certain amounts
became overdue from third party buyers and our Company’s foreign subsidiaries and ISEC alleged that the
parties had defaulted on their payments. ISEC alleged that in terms of the facilitation agreement, our Company
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is responsible for the alleged outstanding dues from foreign subsidiaries. Our Company informed ISEC that all
the dues from the foreign buyers had been paid and nothing is pending to be payable to ISEC. Hence, ISEC
filed the two arbitration proceedings bearing numbers 489/2020 and 490/2020 for the recovery of USD
10,69,220 along with interest at the rate of 18% per annum and USD 4,82,360 along with interest at the rate of
18% per annum, respectively. The Arbitration proceedings are presently pending.

(xiii) Pinakin Super Industries vs. Sakuma Exports Limited and others - Special Civil Suit No. 57 of 2006

Pinakin Super Industries ("Pinakin™) had filed a suit to recovery suit before the Court of Principal Senior Civil
Judge, Mahesana against our Company for recovery of an outstanding amount of ¥8,24,958.

Our Company has filed a Commercial Suit bearing number 18963 of 2021 before the Hon’ble High Court of
Judicature at Bombay against Shree Ganesh Khand Udyog Sahkari Mandli Limited ("SGK") for recovery of
179.07 Lakhs. SGK entered into an agreement with our Company for supply of 12,000 MT of sugar to our
Company for the purpose export. Our Company had obligations to export the said sugar and supply export
related documents to SGK for availing export subsidy from the Government of India. Our Company has duly
paid value of 12000 MT sugar to SGK amounting to ¥3,202.97 Lakhs in advance. However, SGK failed to
supply 721 MT sugar to our Company. Our Company then filed this suit for recovery of 721 MT sugar from
SGK or in the alternative, recovery of ¥179.07 Lakhs paid in advance against the undelivered 721 MT sugar by
SGK to our Company. The matter is presently pending.

(iii) Sakuma Exports Limited vs. Varamin Sugar Refinery - Suit No. 6368/ 2020

Our Company has filed a suit before the Hon’ble City Civil Court at Bombay against Varamin Sugar Refinery
("VSR") for the recovery of ¥81.31 Lakhs. VSR entered into an agreement with our Company to procure
400,000 MT of Indian raw sugar from our Company. Our Company supplied VSR with the first shipment of
83,790 MT Indian raw sugar against which VSR defaulted in making payment towards the consideration for the
shipment in terms of the agreement. Despite several reminders and requests, VSR failed to adhere to their
obligation under the agreement to make full payments towards the cargo. Accordingly, our Company in its
notice dated September 3, 2020 informed VSR of being in default due to non-payment resulting in a breach of
agreement. Due to the aforementioned default, the balance 316,000 MT Indian raw sugar had to be disposed of/
settled for the said quantity causing our Company losses to the tune of ¥81.31 Lakhs after adjusting advance
deposit received from VSR. Hence, our Company has filed this suit for the recovery of ¥81.31 Lakhs along with
an interest at the rate of 24% till the date of realization. The matter is presently pending.

However, Exim Corp did not deliver the 8,600 MT sugar to our Company in time
causing a default on the part of our Company to meet its obligation to export the 8,600 MT sugar to the
aforementioned foreign buyer who then in turn withheld payments to be made to our Company by the foreign
buyer for other transactions amounting to USD 4,98,800 as a penalty for the losses caused to the foreign buyer
due to the non-receipt of the obligated 8,600 MT sugar. Hence, our Company instituted this arbitration petition
for the recovery of loss of profit caused to our Company due to the breach of contract by Exim Corp amounting
to ¥380.79 Lakhs and ¥344.17 along with applicable GST towards the penalty levied to our Company by the
foreign buyer. The Arbitration proceeding is presently pending.

Sakuma Exports Limited vs. Rai Bahadur Narain Singh Sugar Mills Limited - C.S. (COMM) 288/2021
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Our Company filed a commercial suit bearing number C.S. (COMM) 288/2021 before the Hon’ble High Court
at New Delhi against RBNS for recovery of ¥450.00 Lakhs as loss/damages incurred by our Company. Our
Company entered into an agreement with RBNS to procure 12,500 MT Indian white sugar of certain requisite
quality preferable with slight moisture content for the purpose of export. Our Company has paid the entire
consideration amount of ¥2,200.39 Lakhs to RBNS in advance for supply of the 12,500 MT Indian white sugar.
However, as per a surveyor report RBNS has supplied approximately 8,000 MT Indian white sugar with high
moisture content which was not in accordance with specification agreed between our Company and RBNS. The
Indian white sugar with high moisture content was ultimately rejected by foreign buyer's surveyor while RBNS
had assured our Company that it will provide our Company with monetary compensation. However, once the
export was of the Indian white sugar was completed, RBNS backed out on its assurance of monetary
compensation. Furthermore, due to ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, the foreign buyer refused to pay the export
sales proceeds. This resulted in our Company incurring losses surmounting to the tune of 450 Lakhs which our
Company has prayed for in this commercial suit along with interest at the rate of 24% per annum. The matter is
presently pending.

However, RBNS alleged that our Company did not export the sugar, which was
purchased solely for the purpose of exports in terms of the agreement between our Company and RBNS, but our
Company instead sold the sugar so procured in the open market as our company failed to produce the requisite
documents relating to the export to RBNS. RBNS further alleged in the FIR that they had incurred a loss of
more than ¥1,600.00 Lakhs. Saurabh Malhotra and the others named in the FIR subsequently filed a writ
petition with the Hon’ble High Court of Uttarakhand at Nainital bearing writ petition (Criminal) No. 1430/2020
for the quashing of the FIR on the grounds that our Company had exported the sugar so purchased from RBNS
in terms of their agreement and that that the requisite documents relating to the export were duly provided to
the investigating officer under the FIR except the bank realization certificate which could not have been
produced due to the fact that certain payments were yet to be realized from foreign buyers (delayed due to the
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(i)

restrictions imposed due to COVID-19). However, the Hon’ble High Court of Uttarakhand at Nainital passed an
interim order for interim stay granted against coercive action or measures against Saurabh Malhotra and the
others named in the FIR which it later vacated. Saurabh Malhotra and the others named in the FIR then
preferred a Special Leave to Appeal (Crl.) bearing No. 7724/2021 under Article 136 of the Constitution of India
before the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India challenging the interim order passed by the Hon’ble High Court of
Uttarakhand at Nainital vacating the interim stay granting against coercive action or measures.
