Life Insurance Council
has released updated in-
dustry business numbers
for the month of October
2024. Amongst several
key highlights, new busi-
ness premiums (NBPs)
underwritten by Indian
life insurers has achieved
a robust Y-o-Y growth of
13.16% in the month of
Oct’24, with YTD fig-
ures recording a 18.56%
growth over the same pe-
riod last year. New busi-
ness premiums expanded
from Rs.26819.01 Crs in
Oct 2023 to Indian Life

insurers register record
new business figures In-
dian Life insurers regis-
ter record new business
figures Rs.30347.6 Crs
in Oct 2024, with YTD
collections growing even
more from Rs.185195.81
Crs to Rs.219561.64 Crs
this year.
