Roadmap, Lord Ahmad
will meet senior Indian
Ministers and officials,
including Foreign
Secretary Vinay Mohan
Kwatra, External Affairs

An ambitious,
balanced FTA would
boost our current
trading relationship,
worth ?36 billion in
2022.

Lord Ahmad’s visit
to Rajasthan will be
his first trip to his
mother’s birthplace of
Jodphur as Minister for
South Asia and will
highlight the region’s
rich cultural history.

He will visit the
iconic Mehrangarh
Fort, and discuss
education, sustainability
and gender equality
with emerging women
leaders.

In New Delhi, Lord
Ahmad will launch
the ‘English Skills
for Youth’ programme,
co-developed by
the British Council
and Microsoft India,
which will enhance
global employment
opportunities for Indian
young people, especially
young women.

Concluding his visit
in Hyderabad, Lord
Ahmad will highlight
science and tech
innovations with trips
to T-Hub and T-Works,
the technology start-
up incubator and
prototyping facility
which are part of
the world’s largest
innovation campus, and
space launch vehicle
company Skyroot. He
will also visit the
National Institute of
Animal Biotechnology
and discuss further
potential for science
and technology
collaboration with
Indian alumni of
Chevening, the UK’s
flagship international
scholarship programme.

Historical ‘Sceptre’: TN’s pride

With summer turning
hotter, so also the
deliberations on the
’Sceptre’ (Sengol) which
is to be installed near
the speaker’s chair in
the new Parliament
building on May 28.
The historical ’Sceptre’
that was confined to
Allahabad Museum
after Independence has
now become a topic
for electronic media to
discuss during its prime
time talk shows while
not to speak of print
media’s varied reports.

Meanwhile, diverse
views about ’Sceptre’
have captured the

attention of people across
the nation. Tracing the
history, it was found that

the Sceptre, also spelled
scepter, ornamented rod
or staff borne by rulers
on ceremonial occasions
as an emblem of
authority and sovereignty
related to Greek and
created wayback in 1661.
The practice of using
’Sceptre’ dates back to
the early Greek period.

A quick look into the
history revealed that
Sceptre (Sengol) is a
sign of a shift of power
from the Britishers to
the people of India after
independence which was
accepted by the first
Prime Minister Jawahar
Lal Nehru on Aug 14,
1947. Since the transfer
of power during Chola
times was sanctified
by mnon-Brahmin
Saivite priests, it was
C Rajagopalachari,who

asked the head of
Thiruvavaduthurai
Adheenam in Tamil
Nadu (then Madras
Presidency) to do the
same to symbolise the
power passing on to
Indian hands from the
Britishers.

The highlight of the
historical ’Sceptre’ is that
it was Vummidi Ethirajulu
(96), and Vummidi
Sudhakar (88) from the
Vummidi family, who
were behind the making
of the ornamental Sengol
of five feet in length is
crowned with Nandi and
Mahalakshmi beneath it
with Tamil inscriptions
besides embossed with
leaf image.

It is said that the
>Sengol” symbolises
governance with
righteousness and is

blessed by high Priests
from a leading Saivite
Mutt in Tamil Nadu, as
it upholds the spirit of
justice and fair rule while
representing commitment
towards a more equitable
and inclusive India.

Amarendran Vummidi,
the fourth generation
of Vummidi Jewellers
quoted saying to a channel
that ten persons from
Vummidi family will
attend the new Parliament
building opening which
he said it’s a matter
of great pride for them
in general and Tamil
Nadu in particular as
the historical ’Sceptre’
(Sengol) will adorn near
the Lok Sabha Speaker’s
seat in the new complex.
No doubt, old is always
gold.

Mohit was
unstoppable as he had
Jordan and Piyush Chawla
back in the hut in his
next over and then picked
up his fifth by having
Kumar Kartikeya caught
at long on to bowl MI out
for 171. Mohit finished
with sensational figures
of 5/10, his best in IPL,
as GT cruised to a 62-
run win.

Cambodia King to visit India

New Delhi, May 27:
Cambodian King
Norodom  Sihamoni  will
be on a state visit to
India from May 29-31,
as the two countries mark
the 70th anniversary of
diplomatic ties.

King Norodom Sihamoni
will be accompanied by
a 27-member high level
delegation, including the
Minister of Royal Palace,
Vice President of the
Senate, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, and other senior
officials from the royal
palace and the ministry of
foreign affairs, Secretary
East Saurabh Kumar said
in a special briefing on the

India and Cambodia
