Coimbatore’s IT growth hindered by
infrastructure challenges

Coimbatore, Sep 29:
Coimbatore’s burgeon-
ing IT sector, buoyed by
a skilled workforce and
increasing investments,
faces significant chal-
lenges due to inadequate
infrastructure and limited
international connectivity.
Despite a notable rise
in software exports-from
10,433 crore in 2023-24
to ¥11,986.8 crore in
2024-25-the city’s poten-
tial to surpass Chennai as
Tamil Nadu’s premier IT

hub remains constrained.

Industry leaders high-
light that the city’s in-
frastructure has not kept
pace with its growth.
Key issues include poor
road networks, traffic
congestion, and limited
international flight op-
tions. For instance, the
absence of direct flights
to destinations like the
US and Europe has de-
terred global CEOs from
investing in Coimbatore.
Ashok Bakthavathsalam,
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Managing Director of
KGISL Group, empha-
sized that the airport ex-
pansion should have been
prioritized a decade ago
to facilitate international
business engagements.
Furthermore, the city’s IT
hubs, such as Keeranatham
and Saravanampatti, ex-
perience bottlenecks due
to infrastructure deficits.
