80 yrs no age to fight: SC wants­
Rani, Priya Kapur to mediate

The Supreme Court on Monday sought an 
amicable resolution in the ongoing dispute 
between Rani Kapur. the So-year-old 
mother of late businessmanSunjay Kapur, 
and Prlya Kapur, Sunjay·s widow, over the 
Sona Group family trust. 

The Court Indicated that a protracted 
legal banle, particularly involving an 
elderly litigant. may not be con­
structive. A Bench comprising 
Justices JB Pardiwala and Vi jay 
Bishnol addressed the counsel: 
M\Vhy are you all fighting?This 
is not the ,tge for your client to 
fight ... go for mediation once 
and for all, from A to z. Other­
wise, this is a waste." 

The Bench filrther o~rved that ex­
tending such disputes serves little purpose, 
especially at an advanced stage oflife, ad­
ding, MYou are So. This is not the age for 
your client to fight.~ 

The proceedings stem from a suit insti­
tuted by Rani Kapur questioning the valid­
ity of the Rani Kapur Family Trust. She h::is 
alh:g.:d lhat th~ lrw.l was 5tl up through 
fraudulent means to deprive her of her es­
tate, including control ofSuna Group firms. 

The suit states that after she suffered 
from a stroke in 2017, her late son Sunjay 
Kapur and his wife Priya Kapur took advan­
tage ofherconditionand confidence, trans­
rerring her assets into the trust without 
infom1ed consent. II Is further alleged that 
shewa.<; made to sign documents, includi~ 
blank papers, under the guise of routine for­
malities. The conflict escalated afierSUnjay 
Kapur·s death in June last year. 

Rani Ka~rclaims lhatPriyaKap..ir 
subsequently moved to consolidate 

control over key Sona Group en­
titles, resulting in a substantial 
portion of family assets being 
transferred to Priya Kapur and 
her chiklren, leaving her ex­

cluded. Parallel prOO?eding5con­
ceming control over the estate arc 

pending before the Delhi High court. 
The present plea bcforn the apex 

court seeks maintenance of status quo with 
respect to alienation of trust properties. 

Appearing for Rani Kapur, Senior Advo­
cate Shyam Divan argued that in matters 
involving "vast estates and huge contcsta­
tions," courts typ!cally grant protective re­
lief at t.he outset. The matter ls scheduled 
to be tak:en up again next Wt:t'K.

Delhi HC quashes assault 
case against Bina Modi

Toe Delhi High Court on Monday quashed 
a criminal case against industrialist Bina 
Modi, herpersonal security guard Surendra 
Prasad and senior lawyer Lallt Bhasin In 
connec1ion with the alleged assault or her 
sonSam!r Modi at a board meeting in 2024. 

Godfrey Philips India's (GPl's) former 
executive director, Samir Modi, through 
video conference, told Justice Saurabh Ba­
nerjee that he had withdrawn the com­
plaint against his mother, Bina Modi, and 
two others. 

MQuashed, M the Judge said while dealing 
wilh a pelilion of Bina Modi, Bhasin and 
Prasad. who sought the quashing of the 
case after a settlement was reached with 
SamirModi 

Earlier. Bina Modi. Prasad and Bhasin 
had moved the high court, seeking a slay 
on the trial court's proceedings ln the case. 

The trial court In Sakethad on February 
10 is.sued a summons to three :iccused for 
an appearance on May 7, 

The case stems from an first informa­
tion report (FIR) filed In June 2024, alleging 
that Prasad, acting on Bina Mod i's ins1ruc­
t!ons, assaulted Samit Modi when he was 
t rying lo enter a board meeting at the GP! 
office. Samir Modi claimed that his 
right-hand index fmgerwas broken during 
the incident. 

on March 1, 2025, the police fi led a 
charge sheet and named Prasad as the 
prime accused, while clearing Bina Modi 
and Bhasin, citing the absence of enough 
evidence to prosecute them 

This prompted Samir Modi to file a 
~protest petitionM at the trial court. 

"Further, It Is a matter oftrial and for the 
prosecution to lead evidence and to prove 
the allegations levelled against the accused 
persons and for the defence to counter 
them. The inll(!stigating officer cannot be a 
deciding authority in a case that he Is inves­
tigating, that too (In the basis of the state­
ment of one of the accused that the other 
accused persons ha,•e not committed any 
offence," the court of judicial magistrate 
had said.
