When will Tata Consumer Products
look to expand beyond foods?

®  The day we see growth from the food
category starting to slow down, that is the
day we'll start looking at, where else do we
go. But today we need to drive adouble-
digit top line and drive margins in excess
ofthetop line. Aslong as we are doing
that we are in a good place. Because
remember when we move into the FMCG
space, whether it is marketing, R&D,
manufacturing, [ have to learn new tricks.
The DNA of this organisation is all food
and beverage, but getting into a deodor-
antor a detergent or a perfume is slightly
different to the current categories we are
present in. Iwould say it’s some time off.

What is your margin guidance for the
second half of the year?

m We'll close the year with a close to 15
per cent Ebitda (earnings before inter-
est, tax, depreciation and amortisation)
margin. This quarter also, while we did a
13.6 per cent Ebitda margin, the impact
from the US coffee pricing itself was 110
bps. If I put that back, it is 14.7 per cent
so that’s why we’re quite confident of
hitting close to the 15 per cent plus
number by Q4 (FY26).

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2011 triple blasts case: HC
grants bail to 65-year-old

The Bombay High Court on
Tuesday granted bail to Kafeel
Ahmed Mohammed Ayub, 65,
who was arrested in connec-
tion with the July 13, 2011 triple
blasts case that killed 27
people and injured 127. The
court observed that the possi-
bility of the trial concluding in
the near future was “bleak”
and noted that the senior
citizen was suffering from age-
related ailments.

A bench of Justices Ajey
Gadkari and RR Bhonsale
granted bail to Ayub, observ-
ing: “According to us, the
possibility of concluding the
trial of the present case in the
near future is bleak. The
appellant is aged 65 years as of
today and is suffering from
age-related ailments.”

The court directed his
release on a surety of Rsl lakh
and imposed several condi-
tions. Ayub is currently lodged
at the Mumbai Central Prison.

Ayub had approached the
court after his bail plea was
rejected by the special court in
2022.

A resident of Bihar, Ayub
was arrested in February 2012
and has been in custody since
then.

On July 13, 2011, Mumbai
was rocked by three blasts —
at Zaveri Bazaar, Opera House,

The probe was handed over
to the Anti-Terrorism Squad
(ATS), which alleged that ter-
ror outfit Indian Mujahideen
(IM) had orchestrated the
blasts and that its founder,
Yasin Bhatkal, was the main
conspirator. Eleven accused
are facing trial in the case.

According to the ATS, Ayub
and the other suspects in the
case were indoctrinating
Muslim youths to carry out
terror acts at the behest of the
IM. It further claimed that
Ayub was in close contact with
Yasin Bhatkal, alleged to be the
main conspirator.

Ayub's advocate, Mubin
Solkar, argued that Ayub has
been languishing in jail for

Cash prize for women players

MUMBALI: The Maharashtra
cabinet on Tuesday congratu-
lated the Indian women's
cricket team for securing the
ICC Women's World Cup title
for the first time. The cabinet
also approved a proposal to
award cash prizes to
Maharashtra players Smriti
Mandhana, Jemimah
Rodrigues and Radha Yadav

for their contribution to the
World Cup victory, a state-
ment issued by the Chief
Minister's Office said without
specifying the amount. The
cabinet approved a resolution
to congratulate the team.
Deputy CMs Eknath Shinde
and Ajit Pawar also joined in
acknowledging the team's
achievement, it said.

His plea
claimed that he is innocent
and falsely implicated in the
case. Moreover, the prosecu-
tion has no evidence against
him except for his own confes-
sion, which he said was not
given voluntarily.

In its detailed order, the
court noted that the prosecu-
tion had informed, on October
11, 2024, that it intended to
examine 400 of the total 700
witnesses. Till date, 167 wit-
nesses have been examined.

The court added that, as per
the confessional statements of
Ayub and Yasin Bhatkal alias
Imran recorded under the
MCOC Act, Ayub's prima facie
role was that of “giving shelter
to co-accused either prior to or
after commission of the
alleged offence” After going
through the records, the court
observed that since the fram-
ing of charges on March 5,
2021, the prosecution has
examined only 167 witnesses
in more than four and a half
years and is yet to examine 233
witnesses.

Hence, the court granted
bail and directed Ayub to
report to the ATS office. He has
also been restrained from tam-
pering with evidence or
threatening or inducing any of
the witnesses. Apart from sur-
rendering his passport, he has
been directed not to leave the
trial court’s jurisdiction.

Resident docs call
off strike after
CM'’s assurance

Seeking justice for the
woman doctor who is said to
have ended her life in Satara,
the central Maharashtra
Association of Resident
Doctors (MARD) and its BMC
chapter have called off their
two-day statewide strike fol-
lowing a meeting with CM
Devendra Fadnavis. The doc-
tors had suspended non-
emergency services.

The decision to call off the
strike came after he provided
an oral assurance addressing
the major concerns. The
high-level meeting was also
attended by medical educa-
tion minister Hasan Mushrif
and Dr Ajay Chandanwale,
vice-chancellor and director
of the directorate of medical
education & research.

As demanded, a special
investigation team, headed by
a retired judge, will be consti-
tuted to conduct the probe.
The attendance of doctors,
who took part in the strike,
will be treated as ‘on duty’
and there will be no financial
deductions.

Additionally, a proposal
will be brought before the
government to include men-
tal harassment under the
Doctors’ Protection Act and a
state-level committee will
also be formed to address
issues of doctor safety.

Child injured by car in Malad soc: CCTV

footage, non-bailable offence, but no arrest

On October 19, accused Shweta Shetty-Rathod allegedly ran over the
seven-year-old boy’s leg when he was playing in the society compound

The Bangur Nagar police have
only issued a notice to the
accused, Shweta Shetty-
Rathod, in connection with
the October 19 incident
wherein a seven-year-old boy
suffered severe leg fractures
after being run over by her
car while playing inside a resi-
dential complex in Malad
West. The boy is currently
undergoing treatment.

The incident, captured on
CCTYV, took place at Interface
Heights, behind Infinity Mall.
On October 20, the police
lodged an FIR against Shetty-
Rathod, an HR consultant, for
alleged rash driving. The
police later added section 110
(attempt to commit culpable
homicide) of Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita (BNS), which is a non-
bailable offence. Senior
inspector Ravindra Avhad
said the probe is still under-
way.

Activist and Advocate Abha
Singh said, “The BNS section
110 defines the offence of
attempt to commit culpable
homicide as any act done
with intention or knowledge
that under such circum-
stances, if that act caused
death, the person would be

court, said Singh, adding that

it is punishable with
imprisonment for three years
or a fine, or both. “As the vic-
tim was a child, there was a
grave risk that the car would
have caused his death. As he
suffered a grievous fracture,
the police are justified in
invoking section 110,” said the
advocate.

According to the FIR, the
complainant, Mahua
Majumdar, 45, is a resident of
Interface Heights. She has
seven-year-old twin sons,
Anvay and Avyan. On the day
of the incident, they went out
to play around 5pm in the
building compound along
with other kids. While they
were playing, Shetty-Rathod
allegedly drove her car rashly
and ran over Anvay’s left leg.

The CCTV footage shows
the horrifying moment when

the boy was  struck.
Majumdar told the police that
around 5.30pm, Avyan, called
her via intercom and said,
“Anvay’s leg has been
crushed” She and her hus-
band rushed to the spot and
found their son sitting on the
ground in pain, with a
severely injured leg. The
accused, Shetty-Rathod, is the
wife of the building’s secre-
tary, Sanjay Rathod. Anvay
was initially taken to a nurs-
ing home in Evershine Nagar,
Malad West, where doctors
advised shifting him to
Kokilaben Hospital. There,
doctors confirmed fractures
in his left ankle and shin,
requiring surgery.

Singh further said, “The
CCTV footage provides clear
and direct evidence, estab-
lishing prima facie proof that
the accused has committed a
cognisable offence under the
BNS section 110 along with
other related offences.” The
advocate continued, “As the
offence is punishable with
imprisonment extending up
to seven years, the police have
full authority under the
Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha
Sanhita section 35(1)(b) to
exercise their powers of
arrest, given the concrete
video evidence.”
