Khamenei urged regional
governments to distance
themselv m what he de-
scribed as aggressors and to
avoid allowing their territory
to be used for military oper-
ations against Iran.

Another major segment of
the message concerned the
Strait of Hormuz. Khamenei
said the strait should be re-
garded as a strategic tool
available to Iran and could be
used as leverage in the on-
going confrontation. The As-
sociated Press reported that
the comment was widely in-
terpreted as a signal that Iran
might consider restricting or
threatening shipping
through the strait if pressure
on the country continued.

Khamenei said the Islamic
Republic did not seek con-
flict with the people of neigh-
boring countries and that
Iran’s actions were directed
only at what he described as
aggressors and their military
infrastructure. The state-
ment also praised the resil-
ience of the Iranian people
during the ongoing conflict
and called for national unity.
According to Iranian media
reports, Khamenei said the
country would continue to
resist pressure and aggres-
sion until its rights were se-
cured. The brief broadcast
statement, lasting roughly a
minute when read aloud, re-
mains the only direct com-
munication attributed to him
so far,

According to USTR offi-
cials, certain countries may

Key sectors under scrutiny
include steel, aluminium,
automobiles, batteries, elec-
tronics, chemicals, ma-
chinery, semiconductors and
solar modules.

USTR  chief Jamieson
Greer said the investigation
would look closely at persist-
ent trade surpluses with the
United States, subsidised
lending by governments, and
the role of state-owned en-
terprises in shaping global
supply chains.

“Our view is that key trad-
ing partners have developed
production capacity that is
untethered from normal
market incentives,” Greer
told reporters during a brief-
ing. The administration has
also signalled plans for a sep-
arate Section 301 investiga-
tion focused on imports
produced using forced la-
bour. Officials say the aim is

to ensure stronger enforce-
ment of existing US laws that
prohibit such products from
entering the American mar-
ket. Additional issues that
may come under scrutiny in-
clude digital service regula-
tions, data localisation rules,
pharmaceutical pricing pol-
icies and environmental
standards that Washington
believes may disadvantage
US firms.

The move follows a major
setback for the administra-
tion earlier this year when
the Supreme Court of the
United States struck down
Trumps previous tariff
measures imposed under an
economic emergency declar-
ation. Those tariffs had gen-
erated hundreds of billions
of dollars in revenue for the
US government.

The intensifying confron-
tation between Iran, the
United States and Israel has
transformed the energy
markets into a theatre of un-
certainty. Missile strikes,
threats to shipping routes,
and fears of wider regional
conflict have pushed oil
traders into a state of nerv-
ous anticipation.

For India, the implications
are stark. The country re-
mains one of the worlds lar-
gest oil importers.

Nearly nine out of every
ten barrels of crude con-
sumed in India arrive from
abroad. Any sustained rise in
global oil prices therefore
travels swiftly through the
domestic economy.

The first impact would be
visible at petrol pumps. Die-
sel, the backbone of India’s
transportation system,
would  become  costlier.
Trucks carrying food across
the country’s highways
would pass those higher
costs directly to consumers.

Or, the longing for a boy
might have caused a rift be-
tween the couple after which
the woman may have slipped
into  depression,”  Patel
added.

Jamwal, a resident of Pu-
rani Mandi in Jammu, told
investigators he had been
"waiting for 20 years” to
target Abdullah due to a
personal grudge. He has

him from behind and fired a shot. Abdullah, who initially mistook the sound for
firecrackers, felt a “burning sensation” but was unhurt.
A second shot was averted when an alert police officer and an NSG commando over-
powered Jamwal, pinning him to the ground and causing his pistol to misfire.

a s Abdullah walked toward his car, 63-year-old Kamal Singh Jamwal approached

T am fine and God has
saved me," Abdullah told PTL.

Police identified the vietim
as Naina, a Class 1 student.
She slipped through the
damaged floor of the bus and
fell onto the road while the
vehicle was in motion. One of
the wheels ran over her be-
fore the driver could stop.

The accident occurred
near Biharipura under Et-
madpur police station li-
mits. Naina studied at RBS
School in Bhagupur village
and lived in Nagla Lale vil-
lage in Agra district.

They alleged that instead
of proper seats, children

were made to sit on wooden
planks placed over broken
portions of the floor. When
the bus crossed a speed
breaker with a strong jolt,
one of the planks slipped,
causing Naina to lose balance
and fall through the dam-
aged section.

Other children on the bus
raised an alarm, prompting
the driver to stop the vehicle.
She was rushed to Goyal Hos-
pital but doctors declared
her dead on arrival.

Police registered a case
on the complaint of Naina’s
father Brahmajeet. The
body has been sent for post
mortem.

Authorities have initiated
action against the school fol-
lowing the incident.
