Investing starts simple, then gets
complex In the early years, investing
feels clear and structured. Goals are
defined, portfolios are simple, and
SIPs are easy to track. Over time,
however, portfolios expand with
new funds added for diversification
or market opportunities. What once
felt straightforward becomes layered
and harder to monitor. The focus
shifts from choosing investments
to managing adjustments. Investing
then becomes less about returns and
more about handling complexity
over the long term.

Understanding portfolio fatigue
As portfolios grow, investors may
experience “portfolio fatigue” — the
strain of tracking multiple funds,
rebalancing allocations, and making
repeated decisions. This often devel-
ops gradually. SIPs may be paused,
rebalancing delayed, or responses to
market movements become inconsis-
tent. Research shows that portfolios
requiring frequent decisions can lead
to weaker long-term outcomes, not

due to poor products, but inconsis-
tent investor behaviour.

Why fewer decisions improve out-
comes Long-term investing depends
more on consistency than constant
optimisation. Complex portfolios de-
mand attention and frequent choices,
leading to hesitation or second-
guessing, especially during volatile
markets. Over time, maintaining
discipline across many moving parts
becomes difficult. Simpler portfolios,
requiring fewer decisions, are easier
to maintain and more likely to stay
aligned with long-term goals.

How hybrid funds reduce com-
plexity Hybrid funds combine
equity and debt within a single
structure, helping reduce investor-
level decision-making. Built-in
asset allocation: Maintains a
defined equity—debt balance without
requiring investors to manage
separate funds. Lower decision fre-
quency: Allocation adjustments
happen within the fund. Smoother
journey: The debt component

moderates volatility, encouraging
investors to stay  invested. Clear
portfolio role: Can serve as a
core allocation, reducing overlap and
simplifying monitoring.

Supporting long-term discipline

Over 10-15 years, investor behav-
iour often impacts outcomes more
than market timing. Portfolios that
are easier to manage are more likely
to be maintained consistently. By re-
ducing reactive decisions and offer-
ing a steadier investment experience,
hybrid funds can help investors stay
aligned with long-term objectives.

Conclusion Portfolio fatigue is an
overlooked risk in long-term invest-
ing. As complexity grows, consistent
engagement becomes harder. By
simplifying structure and reducing
decision-making, hybrid funds can
support disciplined investing. For
many, staying invested calmly over
time may matter more than con-
stantly chasing optimal allocations.

Rs. 3.6 lakh cr worth defence
projects cleared

In one of the largest capital
procurement clearances in recent
years, the Defence Acquisition
Council (DAC), chaired by
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh,
has approved defence acquisition
proposals worth about Rs.3.60 lakh
crore. The decisions, cleared on
February 12, 2026, are expected
to significantly strengthen India’s
military capabilities while providing
a major push to the domestic
defence manufacturing ecosystem.

Among the headline approvals
is the plan to procure 114 Rafale
fighter jets for the Indian Air
Force and six long-range maritime
reconnaissance aircraft for the
Indian Navy. According to the
Ministry of Defence, the Acceptance
of Necessity (AoN) for the Air
Force also covers advanced combat
missiles and an Air-Ship Based
High Altitude Pseudo Satellite
(AS-HAPS), aimed at strengthening
surveillance, intelligence gathering
and precision strike capabilities.

A significant portion of the
fighter jet production is expected
to take place in India, reinforcing

indigenisation, technology transfer
and job creation within the domestic
aerospace and defence supply chain.

The DAC also granted approvals
for the Indian Army to procure
Vibhav anti-tank mines and to
undertake upgrades of legacy
platforms including Armoured
Recovery Vehicles, T-72 tanks
and BMP-II Infantry Combat
Vehicles. These modernisation
projects are expected to create
sustained opportunities for Indian
defence manufacturers involved in
maintenance, repair and overhaul
(MRO) services.

In the naval segment, approval
for a 4 MW Marine Gas Turbine-
based Electric Power Generator
under the Make-I category of the
Defence Acquisition Procedure
2020 highlights the government’s
emphasis on indigenous research
and development, aiming to reduce
long-term dependence on foreign
suppliers.

The Indian Coast Guard will
receive advanced Electro-Optical/
Infra-Red (EO/IR) systems for its

From a business perspective, the
approvals represent a large pipeline
of defence contracts that could
stimulate domestic manufacturing,
MSME participation and technology
partnerships with global firms. The
procurement cycle is also expected to
strengthen India’s long-term defence
industrial base, drive localisation
of high-value components and
create new opportunities across
aerospace, electronics, shipbuilding
and advanced engineering sectors.

Strategically, the investment
signals India’s continued push
toward military modernisation
while aligning defence spending
with economic development goals
— a trend that analysts say will
reshape both the country’s security
architecture and its industrial
growth trajectory over the coming
decade.

The Tamil Nadu government has signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with KLA India
Limited, a subsidiary of KLA Corporation, to establish a Research and Development and Innovation Centre
in Chennai with an investment commitment of Rs 3,510 crore. The agreement was signed at a function held
at the Secretariat in the presence of Chief Minister M. K. Stalin. The initiative is being facilitated by the
state’s Department of Industry, Investment Promotion and Commerce and is expected to strengthen Tamil
Nadu’s position in the semiconductor and advanced technology ecosystem. Dy CM Udhayanidhi Stalin and
Industries Minister T. R. B. Rajaa were present at the event along with Chief Secretary N. Muruganantham
and Industries Secretary V. Arun Roy. Senior officials and representatives from KL A India, including Bobby
Bell, Sheikh Yeo, Noori Shafei and Dominic David, also attended the MoU signing ceremony.

Full replacement of Russian crude appears
infeasible in near term: Moody’s Analytics

Moody’s Analytics has em-
phasised that turning away
from Russian oil will push up
domestic  energy prices.
However, an immediate halt
of the geopolitically-sensit-
ive commodity by New Delhi
“appears infeasible” in the
near term.

In a commentary on
Sunday, the financial intelli-
gence provider pointed out
that while the interim trade
agreement goes some way to
alleviate stress on Indian ex-
ports, there are plenty of
unknowns.

It also stressed that the
lack of details of the interim
trade deal means that the
US-India relationship is far
from repaired.

India has agreed to phase

ergy needs from Russia, so a
pivot away from Russian
crude will be pricey, Moody’s
Analytics pointed out.

Crude grade differences

While some substitu-
tion is possible, full
replacement of Russian
crude appears infeasible in
the near term,” it stressed.
