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Following a strong show in
manufacturing, India’s ser-
vices sector also performed
well, as S&P Global on Wed-
nesday reported a surge in the
Purchasing Managers’ Index
(PMI) to a 15-year high of 62.9
in August. 

Demand buoyancy, e�-
ciency gains and greater inflow
of new businesses were some
of the reasons firms gave for
the upturn.

The services sector holds the
maximum share in Gross Value
Added at 53 per cent.

“India’s services PMI Busi-
ness Activity Index reached a
fifteen-year high last month,
from 60.5 in July to 62.9 in Au-
gust, on the back of surging
new orders. The broad-based
expansion in international
sales bolstered overall demand,
which prompted Indian ser-
vices firms to hire additional
workers,” said Pranjul
Bhandari, Chief India Econom-
ist at HSBC. 

The PMI is based on the re-
sponses from purchasing man-
agers of 400 companies. An in-
dex above 50 indicates
expansion, while below 50 sig-
nals contraction.

HIRING GROWTH

According to the S&P Global’s
latest report, hiring growth
across India’s service economy
remained moderate in August
despite accelerating since July. 

Anecdotal evidence points
to an increase in part-time re-
cruitment. Sustained job cre-

ation helped service providers
to stay on top of their work-
loads. Amid reports of higher
salaries awarded to workers
and overtime payments, busi-
ness expenses rose further. 

“The rate of inflation
quickened to a nine-month
high. Meanwhile, demand
buoyancy facilitated the steep-
est increase in output charges
since July 2012,” the report
noted.

LABOUR COSTS

Bhandari observed that higher
labour costs and robust de-
mand conditions led to a sub-
stantial increase in both input
and output prices in August. 

In addition, services firms
cited demand strength as the
key determinant of rising
selling prices, though many
also mentioned the pass-
through of increased expenses
to clients. 

The rate of charge inflation
was historically sharp and ac-
celerated notably to its highest
level in over 13 years. Business
expenses increased to the
largest extent since last
November. 

Higher labour costs (salary
hikes and overtime payments)
featured in the qualitative part
of the survey as the main
source of price pressure, with a
few mentions of greater trans-
portation fees and material
costs.

NEW ORDERS

The report mentioned that not
only did new orders expand for
the 49th straight month in Au-
gust, they also increased at the
fastest pace in over 15 years. 

More than three times as
many service providers repor-
ted growth (37 per cent), com-
pared to those that saw a de-
cline (11 per cent).

Services PMI at 15-year

US Congressman Brian
Fitzpatrick, who was recently on
a high-level intelligence mission
to South Asia, has claimed that
there are early signals that India
will reduce Russian crude oil
imports.

The Congressman, who is the
Chairman of the CIA Subcom-
mittee on the House Permanent
Select Committee on Intelli-
gence, met the Indian Foreign
Minister and the National Secur-
ity Advisor for a high-level stra-
tegic dialogue.

“Following these engage-
ments and sustained US pres-
sure, Indian refiners are sig-
nalling plans to reduce imports
of Russian oil, a consequential
shift that directly undermines
Moscow’s ability to finance its
war in Ukraine. This develop-
ment underscores the impact of

principled American leadership
and high-level diplomatic en-
gagement,” said an o�cial state-
ment. 

Fitzpatrick, who is also a
Member of the NATO Parlia-
mentary Assembly, recently re-
turned to the US after the two-
week trip to India, Pakistan and

Nepal, along with House Intelli-
gence Committee Member Con-
gresswoman Chrissy Houlahan.

‘MEETS GOAL’

In his statement, Fitzpatrick
said: “This mission advanced
critical US priorities: cutting o�
Russia’s war financing, strength-
ening intelligence partnerships,
and grounding our leadership in
the values we represent at
home.”

He further said: “In India, our
direct engagement helped cata-
lyse early signals that the gov-
ernment will reduce its imports
of Russian oil – a meaningful
step towards weakening Mo-
scow’s capacity for aggression,
and aligning our partners with
the cause of freedom.”

In Kathmandu and Islamabad,
the Congressman said the US
has advanced counterterrorism
and regional security coopera-
tion while reinforcing the over-
sight and accountability that

sustain America’s credibility on
the world stage.

Congressman Fitzpatrick has
served on the House Permanent
Select Committee on Intelli-
gence since 2021, and was ap-
pointed Chairman of the CIA
Subcommittee in 2024, where he
oversees global operations of the
agency. 

Prior to her departure from
the US for the high-level intelli-
gence mission to South Asia,
Congresswoman Houlahan
highlighted the mission’s im-
portance. 

“I am proud to join my col-
league from Pennsylvania, Rep
Fitzpatrick, in visiting both In-
dia and Pakistan this week. Our
trip comes at a particularly im-
portant moment not only in our
relationship with the region, but
also as both countries are cur-
rently experiencing devastating
flooding and working to main-
tain their ceasefire agreement
from earlier this year.”

Goyal assures help to

FDI in India rose 15 per cent
to $18.62 billion during
April-June this fiscal year,
while the inflow from the US
nearly tripled to $5.61 billion
during the quarter despite
tari� issues, according to
government data released on
Wednesday.

Foreign direct investment
(FDI) during April-June
FY25 stood at $16.17 billion.
In March quarter FY25, the
inflows fell 24.5 per cent
year-on-year to $9.34 billion.

Total FDI, which includes
equity inflows, reinvested
earnings and other capital,
increased to $25.2 billion
during the quarter under re-
view against $22.5 billion in
the same period of FY25.

FDI FROM US

During the period, the US
emerged as the largest
source of FDI with $5.61 bil-
lion against $1.50 billion in
April-June FY25 despite tar-
i� issues.

It was followed by Singa-
pore ($4.59 billion), Mauri-
tius ($2.08 billion), Cyprus
($1.1 billion), the UAE ($1
billion), Cayman Islands
($676 million), the Nether-
lands ($667 million), Japan
($551 million), and Germany
($191 million).

The US is the third-
biggest investor in India with

investments of $76.26 billion
between April 2000 and June
2025. The top investment
sources are Mauritius at
$182.2 billion and Singapore
at $179.48 billion in the same
period.

Sectorally, inflows rose in
computer software and hard-
ware ($5.4 billion), services
($3.28 billion), trading ($506
million), telecommunica-
tion ($24 million), auto-
mobile ($1.29 billion), con-
struction development ($75
million), non-conventional
energy ($1.14 billion) and
chemicals ($140 million)
during April-June quarter.

The data also showed that
Karnataka received the
highest inflow of $5.69 bil-

lion during the quarter. It
was followed by Maharashtra
($5.36 billion), Tamil Nadu
($2.67 billion), Haryana
($1.03 billion), Gujarat ($1.2
billion), Delhi ($1 billion)
and Telangana ($395
million).

GOVT REFORMS

The government has put in
place an investor-friendly
Foreign Direct Investment
(FDI) policy, under which
most sectors are open for
100 per cent overseas in-
flows through the automatic
route.

The Cabinet on Wednesday
approved a ₹1,500 crore in-
centive scheme to develop
recycling capacity for the
separation and production
of critical minerals from sec-
ondary sources. This scheme
is part of the National Crit-
ical Mineral Mission
(NCMM).

The critical mineral value
chain, comprising explora-
tion, auction, mine opera-
tionalisation and acquisition
of foreign assets has a gesta-
tion period before they could
supply critical minerals to
the industry. 

“A prudent way to ensure
supply chain sustainability in
the near term is through the
recycling of secondary
sources,” said the Mines
Ministry in a statement. 

SIX-YEAR TENURE

The incentive scheme will
have a tenure of six years
from FY26 to FY31. 

Eligible feedstocks in-
clude e-waste, lithium-ion
batteries, scrap, and scrap
other than e-waste, which in-
cludes catalytic convertors
in end-of-life vehicles. Ex-

pected beneficiaries will be
both large and established
recyclers, as well as small,
new recyclers (including
start-ups) for whom one-
third of the scheme outlay
has been earmarked. 

The scheme will be applic-
able to investments in new
units as well as expansion of
capacity, modernisation and
diversification of existing
units. 

“Aligned with the Ministry
of Heavy Industries’ com-
mitment to green mobility
and clean energy, this initiat-
ive will provide sustainable
supply chains for lithium-ion
batteries and other critical
minerals that are essential
for electric vehicles, ad-

vanced storage solutions and
emerging technologies,” said
HD Kumaraswamy, Union
Minister for Heavy Indus-
tries. 

“It complements our
broader push for EV adop-
tion, PLI schemes and in-
vestments in future-ready
industries, creating strong
linkages between recycling,
resource e�ciency and the
green mobility revolution,”
he added. The scheme will
provide incentive for the re-
cycling value chain, which is
involved in actual extraction
of critical minerals. 

CAPEX SUBSIDY

The incentives under the
scheme will comprise 20 per

cent capex subsidy on plant
and machinery, equipment
and associated utilities for
starting production within a
specified timeframe, beyond
which reduced subsidy is ap-
plicable. 

OPEX SUBSIDY

It will also have an opex sub-
sidy, which will be an incent-
ive on incremental sales over
the base year (FY26), that is
40 per cent of eligible opex
subsidy in the 2nd year and
balance 60 per cent in the
fifth year from FY27 to FY31,
on achievement of specified
threshold incremental sales. 

Total incentive (capex
plus opex subsidy) per entity
will be subject to an overall
ceiling of ₹50 crore for large
entities and ₹25 crore for
small entities, within which
there will be a ceiling for
opex subsidy of ₹10 crore
and ₹5 crore, respectively.

According to the Mines
Ministry statement, the in-
centives are expected to de-
velop at least 270 kilotonnes
of annual recycling capacity,
yielding around 40 kilo-
tonnes of critical minerals
every year, bringing in about
₹8,000 crore of investments
and creating close to 70,000
direct and indirect jobs.

The free trade agreement between
India and the four-European nation
bloc EFTA, which will come into
force from October 1, will have leg-
ally binding provisions on trade and
sustainable development, said
Switzerland on Wednesday.

“For the first time, India has laid
down legally binding provisions on
trade and sustainable development
in a free trade agreement,” it said in
a statement.

The European Free Trade Asso-
ciation (EFTA) members are Ice-
land, Liechtenstein, Norway and
Switzerland. The two sides signed
the Trade and Economic Partner-
ship Agreement (TEPA) on March
10, 2024. 

Under the pact, India has re-
ceived an investment commitment
of $100 billion in 15 years from the
grouping while allowing several
products such as Swiss watches,
chocolates, and cut and polished
diamonds at lower or zero duties.

INVESTMENTS

The bloc committed an investment
of $100 billion – $50 billion within
10 years after the implementation
of the agreement and another $50
billion in the next five years – which
will facilitate the creation of one
million direct jobs in India.
Switzerland also said that the
agreement increases legal certainty
and predictability for bilateral eco-
nomic exchanges.

“It also improves access to the
Indian market for Swiss goods and
services. India grants Switzerland
improved market access for 94.7
per cent of existing exports (2018-
2023, excluding gold),” it added.
