Question-1- What is old 
and new pension scheme? 

Ans- In the old pension 
scheme, the pension is paid 
as 50 percent of the basic 
amount at the time of 
retirement and in the new 
pension scheme as the 
interest of the employee's 
fund. Question-2- How much 
will the employees benefit 
from both the pension 
schemes? Ans- In the old 
scheme when an employee 
retires his basic salary is Rs. 
If it is 60 thousand, then 30 
thousand pension will be given 
and in the new pension 
scheme, as the assessment is 
based on interest only, 4 to 5 
thousand pension will be 
given. Question-3- Why is the 
pension less in the new 
pension scheme? 

Answer- In the new 
pension scheme, the fund is 
created by deducting 10 
percent from the salary of the 
employees and adding 10 
percent to the government, 
and then the amount deposited 
at the time of retirement is 
reduced as the pension is 
given as per the prevailing 
interest rate of the amount.
