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The movement of skilled profession-
als, which is an important part of 
India-US ties, benefits both coun-

tries, the Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) 
said on Friday amid a deepening debate 
over H-1B visas, on which US President-
elect Donald Trump and his backer Elon 
Musk have recently commented. 

“India-US economic ties benefit a lot 
from the technical expertise provided by 
skilled professionals, with both sides lever-
aging their strengths and competitive val-
ue. We look forward to further deepening 
India-US economic ties, which are to our 
mutual benefit,” MEA spokesperson 
Randhir Jaiswal said, replying to questions 
about the H-1B visa debate in the US. 

“Both our countries have a strong and 
growing economic and technological part-
nership, and within this ambit, mobility 
of skilled professionals is an important 
component,” he stressed. 

The ongoing debate over the H-1B visa 
broke out last month (December) after two 
of Trump's close confidants — Tesla owner 
Elon Musk and entrepreneur Vivek 
Ramaswamy — came out in support of the 
visa. Both have been tasked to head the 
newly created Department of Government 
Efficiency. On the other side are leading 
MAGA (Make America Great Again) pro-
ponents, who want US tech companies to 
hire more Americans. Late last month, 
Trump said he fully backed the H-1B pro-
gramme for foreign workers after Musk 
vowed to go to "war" to defend it. 

Indians are the main beneficiaries of 
H-1B visas, which bring in the best of the 
talent and brains from across the world. 
Introduced in 1990, the visas were intend-
ed to bring highly skilled foreign workers 
temporarily to the US. Visa-holders could 
apply for green cards and extend their stay 
in the country. 

However, the visas are capped at 
65,000 annually, with an additional 20,000 
for those who received higher education 
from the US. Indian IT companies have 
been a major beneficiary of the scheme, 
and receive visas through a lottery system. 
India remains closely engaged with the US 
government on all issues relating to move-

ment of Indian professionals, including 
those under the H-1B visa programme, 
through the appropriate India-US bilateral 
dialogue mechanism. According to the 
data released by the US Citizenship and 
Immigration Services (USCIS), Indian 
nationals received the highest number of 
H-1B visas, or 72.3 per cent of all the  
H-1B visas issued by the US for the finan-
cial year 2023. 

India is keen to strengthen ties under 
Trump, Jaiswal said. He noted that 
External Affairs Minister (EAM) S 
Jaishankar and the Foreign Secretary 
Vikram Misri visited the US last month 
and held meetings with Trump's transition 
team. Both Musk and Ramaswamy have 
argued that H-1B visas are essential to 
attract the best of the talent, as the US falls 
short in many of the specialised fields. 
They have been joined by Indian 
American Democratic lawmakers, includ-
ing Ro Khanna, Raja Krishnamoorthi, and 
Shri Thanedar, who have come out in sup-
port of H-1B visas, after a sudden backlash 
against it as soon as Trump appointed 
Sriram Krishnan as his senior policy advi-
sor for artificial intelligence (AI).

India on Friday said it has lodged a 
“solemn protest” with China over 
establishment of two new counties 
in Hotan prefecture as parts of 
these regions fall in Indian union 
territory of Ladakh. In a strong 
reaction, New Delhi said creation of 
new counties will neither have a 
bearing on India’s long-standing 
and consistent position regarding 
its sovereignty over the area nor 
lend legitimacy to China’s “illegal 
and forcible” occupation of the 
same.  External Affairs Ministry 
spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said 
India has never accepted  
the "illegal" Chinese occupation of 
Indian territory in the  
area. PTI

Days after China announced its plan 
to build a mega dam on 
Brahmaputra river in Tibet, India on 
Friday said it will continue to 
monitor and take necessary 
measures to protect its interests. 
In its first reaction to the proposed 
dam, New Delhi urged Beijing to 
ensure that the interests of 
downstream states of the 
Brahmaputra are not harmed by 
activities in upstream areas. 
“We will continue to monitor and 
take necessary measures to protect 
our interests,” External Affairs 
Ministry spokesperson Randhir 
Jaiswal said. There have been 
apprehensions that the dam will 
have adverse impact on Arunachal 
Pradesh as well as Assam.  PTI
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From political stalwarts to ordinary admirers, 
thousands united in grief and reverence at 
New Delhi’s Rakab Ganj Sahib Gurudwara, 
on Friday, to pay their tribute to former Prime 
Minister Manmohan Singh, whose quiet 
demeanour belied his transformative impact 
on India’s economy and polity. 

“Given the stature of Singh Sahab, we had 
made arrangements for over 3,000 people,” 
said a member of the Delhi Sikh Gurdwara 
Management Committee (DSGMC). Among 
those attending were Congress president 
Mallikarjun Kharge, Congress Parliamentary 
Party chairperson Sonia Gandhi, Punjab 
Chief Minister Bhagwant Mann, and former 
chief ministers Bhupinder Singh Hooda and 
Ashok Gehlot, and a roster of other political 
luminaries. 

Solemn shabads and a sea of mourners 
filled the prayer hall. The mood was contem-
plative as the strains of kirtan by Harjinder 
Singh Ji Sri Nagar Wale reverberated in the 
air. The ragi, a family favourite of the Singhs, 
had flown in from the US to pay his respects. 

But political voices stirred outside. “Even 
if a large-sized memorial is not made today, 
we will get one made after getting back into 
power,” declared Sukhjinder Singh 
Randhawa, former deputy chief minister of 
Punjab. His comments found an echo among 
other Congress leaders, who voiced their 
demands for greater recognition of Singh’s 
contributions. “Dr Singh’s contribution is 
beyond the Bharat Ratna; it is upon the gov-
ernment to decide if they want to confer him 
with one,” Randhawa added.  

Pratap Singh Bajwa, the leader of 

Opposition in Punjab, was more pointed. 
“Manmohan ji was the PM for 10 years. His 
cremation arrangements should have at least 
matched his contributions,” he said. 

Delhi Pradesh Congress Committee presi-
dent Devender Yadav, who was among the firsts 
to arrive, summed up Singh’s legacy with quiet 
conviction: “Manmohan ji was an example of 
why silence should not be misunderstood.”  

Inside the hall, however, Singh’s eldest 
daughter, Upinder Singh, gently reminded 
the gathering that this was a moment for 
prayer, not accolades. Gursharan Kaur, his 
wife, greeted mourners with folded hands; 
earlier in the day, she had sung a shabad dur-
ing the Akhand Path at their residence, joined 
by Sonia Gandhi, Kharge, and former vice-
president Hamid Ansari.  

DSGMC  announced a series of initiatives 
to honour Singh’s memory: Scholarships for 
economics students, an institute named after 
him, photographs in all DSGMC-managed 
institutions, and an annual memorial event 
on December 26.

Ahead of the Union Budget, Rural 
Development Minister Shivraj 
Singh Chouhan on Friday called 
upon state ministers to make 2025 
a year of ‘poverty-free villages.’ 

Addressing a virtual review 
meeting with state rural develop-
ment ministers, Chouhan said 
that few villages in every block 
could be identified for ideal imple-
mentation of all the schemes. 

He said ‘poverty-free village’ 
means that no-one should be 
unemployed in that village, and 
everyone should have some 
source of livelihood. He also said 
the Centre has started the survey 
to identify new beneficiaries of 
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana  and 
care should be taken to ensure that 
no-one is left behind. 

Chouhan also called upon the 
states to effectively use technology 
and IT solutions to identify the 
beneficiaries of PM-Awas Yojana, 
and said the work of identifying 
the fresh beneficiaries using the 
Awas plus app should be complet-
ed in the next three months. 

Chouhan also informed the 
ministers that towards the dream 
of Prime Minister Narendra Modi 
of creating 30 million Lakhpati 
Didi’s, 11.5 million Didi’s have 
become Lakhpati Didi’s and 29.1 
million potential Lakhpati Didi’s 
have been identified in states. 

Seats in medical courses cannot remain 
vacant, the Supreme Court on Friday said 
and asked the Centre to hold a meeting 
with the relevant stakeholders, including 
the states, and consider the 
recommendations of a committee 
appointed over the issue. A bench of Justices 
B R Gavai and K V Viswanathan was hearing 
the matter when it observed, "Seats also 
cannot go vacant."

The Centre had then proposed to appoint a 
committee, consisting of all the 
stakeholders including representatives of 
states and private medical colleges, under 
the chairmanship of director general of 
health services to resolve the issue. PTI
