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Uber to park its first India
data centre with Adani

Uber Chief Executive Officer
Dara Khosrowshahi said the
company will partner Adani
Group to set up its first data
centre in India, deepening its
technology (tech) and infra-
structure investmentsin one of
its fastest-growing markets.
Khosrowshahi, who is on a
five-day visit to India, said the
facility, expected to become
operational later this year, will
help Uber test and deploy tech-
nology at scale from India for
global markets. “As India fast
emergesasaleadinginnovation
hub for Uber, we are setting up
our first data centre in the
country with Adani Group to
test and deploy our tech. Ready
later this year, this investment
will help us build at scale —
fromIndia, forthe world,” Khos-
rowshahi said in a poston X.
During the visit, Khosrow-
shahi met Finance Minister
NirmalaSitharaman todiscuss
the company’s investment
road map forIndiaand therole
mobility platforms could play
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Uber CEO Dara Khosrowshahi and Adani Group Founder
and Chairman Gautam Adani in Ahmedabad on Wednesday

in the country’s long-term
economic ambitions. He also
met Civil Aviation Minister K
Rammohan Naidu to discuss
improving airport last-mile
connectivity and sustainable
urban mobility initiatives.
The partnership adds to
Adani Group’s broader push
into data centre and artificial
intelligence (Al) infrastructure.
In 2025, AdaniConneX part-
nered Google on a planned Al
datacentre campusin Visakha-
patnam, a project expected to

involve investments of about
$15billion over five years.
Uberand Adani Group have
previously partnered on mobil-
ity services. In 2024, the com-
panies had announced a
collaboration to integrate
Uber’s electric vehicle services
into the Adani One platform
and expand mobility offerings
across Adani-operated airports.
The move comesas Uber co-
ntinues to expand its technol-
ogy and engineering footprint
in India, which has emerged as

one ofthe company’s key global
hubs for product development
and innovation. Uberisdeploy-
ing Al across its safety stack —
from Uber for Teens, a service
that allows teenagers to book
rides under parental supervi-
sion, todriver compliance tools.
The company is also shifting
from reactive to predictive saf-
ety measures and expanding
police integrations state by sta-
te, while assessing whether th-
ose investments translate into
measurable business returns.

India has also become
Uber’s third-largest market
globally by trip volume, behind
only the US and Brazil, as the
company sharpensits focuson
one of its fastest-growing
regions. According to sources,
Uber plans to scale its bike taxi
business, expand into smaller
cities where two-wheelers and
three-wheelers dominate, and
build new businesses in busi-
ness-to-business logistics and
transit ticketing. The platform
now facilitates more than 1.2
billion trips annually and has
over 2 million active earners
each month.

Delhi HC asks Google, Apple
to crack down on smut apps

The Delhi High Court on Wed-
nesday directed Google and
Apple to take stringent
measures against mobile
applications hosting porno-
graphic content and facilitat-
ing prostitution accessible
through the Google Play Store
and Apple’s App Store.

A Division Bench compris-
ing Chief Justice Devendra
Kumar Upadhyaya and Justice
Tejas Karia said the courtcould
not allow “the whole gener-
ation of the country to be
ruined” by the unchecked cir-
culation of such content.

The Bench observed that
intermediaries such as Google
and Apple must exercise due
diligence not only after receiv-
ing complaints but also when
applications are uploaded to
their platforms. “Having

regard to the reach of such
applications, we are of the
opinion that in terms of the
Information Technology
(Intermediary Guidelines and
Digital Media Ethics Code)
Rules, 2021, the intermediaries
have to play the most vital role
notonly on receiving any such
complaint, but also have to
exercise due diligence at
the time of permitting
such applications to
be uploaded through
them,” the court said.
The judges
directed the com-
panies to immediately
curb the dissemination of
such applications and ensure
strict compliance with the
Information Technology (Inter-
mediary Guidelines and Digital
Media Ethics Code) Rules, 2021.
“We expect that, having regard
to the averments made in the
writ petition, Respondents 2

(Google), 3 (Apple), as also
Respondent 4 (Indian Com-
puter Emergency Response
Team), shall act strictly to
ensure thatsuch dissemination
of videos is immediately
checked and that the 2021 rules
are followed in letter and spirit,”
the Bench ordered.
The court further asked
Google, Apple, and the
Union government to
submitaction-taken
reports before the
next hearingsched-
uled in July. The
directions came wh-
ile hearing a public
interest litigation filed by
Rubika Thapa, who alleged
that multiple applications ava-
ilable on the Play Store and
App Store enabled pornogra-
phic content, immoral traffick-
ing, prostitution, substance
abuse, illegal arms trade, and
organised criminal activities.

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Vyome, Impetis
ink licensing deal

Nasdag-listed Vyome Hold-
ings has licensed two preclini-
cal selective JAK inhibitor
assets from Impetis Bio-
sciences, a Tata group enter-
prise, in a deal that gives the
US-India biotech company
entry into one of the fastest-
growing segments in immu-
nology. The global JAK
inhibitor market is projected to
approach $57 billion by 2030.
Financial terms of the deal
have not been disclosed,
though the companiessaid the
transaction is structured
around commercialisation-
linked payouts and future
development through “non-

dilutive pathways”.
JAK inhibitors work by
blocking Janus  kinase

enzymesinvolved in triggering
inflammation in the body. The
medicines are increasingly
being used to treat chronic

inflammatory and autoim-
mune diseases. The category
has grown rapidly after appro-
vals for drugs from companies
such as Pfizer, AbbVie and Eli
Lilly and Company.

However, earlier-gener-
ation “pan-JAK” drugs have
faced regulatory scrutiny over
safety concerns, including car-
diovascular and cancer risks,
prompting the industry to
shift toward more selective
next-generation inhibitors.
That is the opportunity Vyome
isbetting on.

“These next-generation
JAK inhibitors are designed
for higher selectivity, with the
potential to improve safety
versus earlier pan-JAK
approaches,” the company
said in its statement.

Under the agreement,
Vyome gets exclusive rights to
develop and commercialise a
selective JAK 1/3 inhibitor and
aselective JAK 1inhibitor from
Impetis’ pipeline.

PV salesin FY27 likely to
hit record 59 million units

India’s passenger vehicle
industry is set to clock record
salesof nearly 5.9 million units
in FY27, riding on last year’s
rate cut in goods and services
tax (GST) and demand for util-
ity vehicles, according to a
report by Crisil Ratings.

The ratings agency expects
sales to grow 5-7 per cent in
FY27, despite rising commodity
prices, higher freight costs and
stricter emission and fuel-effi-
ciency regulations weighing on
automakers’ margins and

investment plans. The industry
sold 4.7 million vehiclesin FY26.

Theindustry turned around
after the GST reduction in Sep-
tember 2025. Domestic passen-
ger vehicle sales grew 16.7 per
cent in the second half of FY26,
reversing a 1.4 per cent decline
inthefirst halfto help theindus-
tryend the year with 7.9 per cent
growth. Crisil estimates utility
vehicle sales will grow 7-9 per
cent in FY27 to continue their
market dominance. The seg-
ment’s share in total passenger
vehicle sales is projected to rise
to 69 per cent in FY27 from 67
per cent last year.
