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CPSEs catching up on corporate
governance, survey reveals

New Delhi, March 11

INDIA'STOP CENTRAL public
sectorenterprises (CPSEs) with
“maharatna” and “navratna”
tags reported a mixed picture
in their efforts to improve cor-
porate governance, going by
thefourth edition of the survey
by Excellence Enablers.

Thesurvey,which coversthe
four years through FY24
reveals these companies
(38 at last count) witnessed
anincreaseinauditcommittee
meetings,and a furtherrise in
directors’attendance at board
meetings.

In FY24, for instance, no
director had zero attendance
at board meetings, while in
FY23, 14 directors did not
turn up at all. As many as 77
directors had 100% atten-
danceinFY24,thesameasin
FY23, but lower than 84 in
FY21.Independent directors
(IDs),meanwhile,sawaslight
improvement in full atten-
dance in FY24,with 89 IDs
reporting 100% attendance
inFY24,up from 87in FY23.
In FY21,95 IDs had shown
full attendance.

The report stresses that
independence is one of the

mostimportant expectations
from statutory auditors. To
ensure this, there has been an
increasing focus on reducing,
if not eliminating, non-audit
functionsbeing performed by
statutory auditors. However,
in FY24,17 companies paid

no non-audit fees, compared
with 22 companies in FY21.
“In all 4 FYs, 13 companies
continued tonot payanynon-
audit fee to the auditors,’ the
report highlighted.

Delhi remains world’s
most polluted capital

©In 2023,India
was the 3rd most
polluted country

NEW DELHI CONTINUES to be
the world’s most polluted capi-
tal while Meghalaya’s Byrnihat
is the world’s most polluted
metropolitan area, according
to the 2024 World Air Quality
Report released on Tuesday.

Withanaverage PM 2.5 con-
centration 0of 91.8 1g/m3,Delhi
remained the most polluted
capital city followed by Chad’s
N’Djamena (91.6) and Dhaka
(78.0). In fact, between 2018
and 2024, Delhi has topped the
list--exceptin 2022 when N’D-
jamena edged past it.

PM (Particulate Matter) 2.5,
a fine matter that remains sus-
pendedintheair,hassignificant
adverse effects on health, caus-
ing and worsening respiratory
illnesses as well. It also leads to
an increased risk of cardiovas-
cular diseases.

While the World Health
Organization (WHO) annual
guideline for PM 2.5 is 5 micro-
grams per cubic metre (ug/m3),
India’s Central Pollution Control
Board has setitat 40 pg/m3.

Major sources of PM 2.5
include combustion engines,
power generation, industrial
activities, crop burning and
agricultural practices,and wood
and coal burning.

According to the latest
report, prepared by Swiss air
quality technology company
IQAir, 13 of theworld’s 20 most
polluted cities are in India, with
Byrnihat topping the chartwith
an annual average PM 2.5 con-
centration of 128.2 ng/m3.

The other cities are Mullan-
pur (Punjab), Faridabad, Loni,
Gurgaon, Ganganagar, Greater
Noida, Bhiwadi,Muzaffarnagar,
Hanumangarh and Noida, New
Delhi (Central Delhi) and Delhi

India is the fifth most pol-
luted country, with an average
Air Quality Index (AQI) of 50.6
pg/m3 — 10 times higher than
the WHO annual PM 2.5 guide-
linevalue of 5 pg/m3.

In 2023, India was the third
most polluted country. The
report has relied on data from
over 40,000 air quality moni-
toring stations at 8,954 loca-
tions in 138 countries, territo-
riesand regions.Itwas analysed
by IQAir’s air quality scientists.

DatashowsthatPM 2.5 con-

centration levels in Delhi have
seen a slight improvement but
the NCR region is still heavily
polluted.“India sawa 7% fall in
PM 2.5 concentrationsin 2024,
averaging 50.6 pg/m com -
pared to 54.4 1g/min 2023.

“India saw a 7% decline in
PM 2.5 concentrations in
2024, averaging 50.6 pg/m
compared to 54.4 pg/min
2023.Yet six of the world’s 10
most polluted cities are in
India. The capital, New Delhi,
maintained consistently high
pollution levels,with anannual
average of 91.6 nug/m nearly
unchanged from 92.7 pg/min
2023, thereport said.

“Air pollution remains a sig-
nificant health burden in India,
reducing life expectancy by an
estimated 5.2 years,’it said.

Only seven countries in the
world met the WHO guidelines
forannual average PM2.5 level.
They are Australia, Bahamas,
Barbados, Estonia, Grenada, Ice-
land,and New Zealand.Oceania
isthe cleanestregion,with 57%
of the regional cities meeting
the WHO guideline value. The
region comprises three coun-
tries -- Australia, French Polyne-
siaand New Zealand.

No city in East Asia, South
East Asia and West Asia met the
WHO guidelines, thereport said.
