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Reduction of
lignite transfer sees 
NLCIL revenue dip

NLC India Limited (NLCIL) has 
announced the fi nancial results 
for year ended 31 March, and an-
nounced that total revenue for the 
year stood at Rs 8,059.27 crore as 
against Rs 9,083.05 crore in the 
corresponding period last year.

The fi rm said in a release that 
the dip in revenue is mainly on 
account of reduction of lignite 
transfer price (Rs 420 crore), 
implementation of Ind As115 (Rs 
658 crore) and non-applicability 
of clean energy cess (Rs 220 crore) 
in the current FY and having no 
impact on bottom line.

The profit for the year is Rs 
1,266.97 crore as against Rs 
1,848.78 crore in the correspond-
ing previous FY.

The fi rm says the dip in profi t 
is mainly on account of lower 
plant availability, decrease in 
lignite stock and implementation 
of VRS. The company achieved 
highest ever CAPEX of Rs 7,111 
crore during the period, it said.

During the current FY 2018-
19 the company commissioned 
404 MW of solar power plants in 
Tamilnadu and Andaman and 
increased its renewable footprint 
from 291 MW to 695 MW, it said.

Chennai, May 31:

Flagship luxury carmaker Rolls-
Royce Motor Cars launched the 
brand’s first and only SUV, the 
Cullinan in Chennai at Rs 6.95 
crore. The car will be made-to-order 
and will be sold in the country as a 
completely built unit (CBU).

With the BMW-owned British 
brand selling 4,107 units globally 
last year, a growth of 22 per cent, 
the brand expects further success 
with the Cullinan, said David Kim, 
regional sales manager, Rolls-
Royce Motor Cars Asia Pacifi c.

Speaking to News Today, he said, 
‘The success (in 2018) was mainly 
driven by the Phantom. This year, 
sales looks positive with the launch 
of the Cullinan. It will be a record 
year for us.’

With global SUV sales soaring, 
the year 2017-18 saw a seven-fold 
increase in sale of such vehicles 
than the industry average, luxury 
carmakers drove in such cars into 
the market. Asked if the Cullinan 
was developed to tackle the compe-

tition, David, said, ‘We talked about 
making an SUV for a long time. It 
was driven by customers. Unlike 
other manufacturers, we talk with 
our customers and based on that we 
develop our new cars.’ The RSM said 
there will be no diesel engine avail-
able with a Rolls-Royce product and 
added that the car’s position under 
the Phantom was ‘strategic’.

David also said BMW, the parent 

company, played its part in the 
engineering process while the car 
itself, including the body-in-white 
is bespoke Rolls-Royce design.

Speaking about the Chennai 
market, David said, ‘The potential 
in southern India is huge for us. 
Chennai is the most important city 
in the region. We have one of our 
two outlets in the country here.’ 

Asked if the firm has plans to 

launch another SUV based on the 
smaller Ghost platform, David 
outright denied the proposition. He 
said the fi rm has ‘no plans for now’.

As per offi cials from the brand, the 
car in standard form will take three 
to four months to be completed, ie.; 
from order to delivery. However, 
David mentioned that the car is sold 
out for this year and waiting period 
at present is nearly 11 months.

David also said Indian customers use 
Rolls-Royce cars frequently and added 
that the Cullinan is suited to Indian 
road conditions and infrastructure.

Regarding reducing the average 
buyer age of the brand, David Kim 
said, ‘It is a plan, but it is more 
customer-driven. Younger custom-
ers want to drive Rolls-Royce as 
well. Reducing the average age of 
the customer is driven by customer 
demand rather than us devising a 
strategy. Customers in general are 
getting younger and younger for us.’

At the event, dealer principal, 
KUN Motor Company, Vasanthi 
Bhupathi and communications 
manager, Rolls-Royce, Rami Joudi, 
were also present.

Tech firms fuel office demand 
in APAC region: Study

� Bengaluru, Gurugram among top 5 preferred locations

Chennai, May 31:

Technology companies continue to fuel offi ce demand in 
the APAC region, despite absence of any principal city or 
cluster of the same status as Silicon Valley, said a report. 
Released by property consultant CBRE, the report said 
the technology sector accounted for 23 per cent of total 
leasing activity in 2018.

Bengaluru and Gurugram are among the top fi ve pre-
ferred destinations in Asia Pacifi c to set up offi ces by tech-
nology companies because of better business conditions 
as well as availability of engineers and real 
estate for growth, it said. The study ranked 
15 cities of Asia Pacifi c in three categories 
based on their performance with regard to 
business conditions, innovation environ-
ment, cost and availability.

Business conditions and innovation en-
vironment were each given a weightage of 40 per cent 
while cost, a relatively less important consideration for 
tech fi rms, was given 20 per cent weightage.

‘Leading cities are Beijing, Bengaluru, Shanghai, 
Singapore and Gurugram. These cities score highly in 
terms of business conditions and innovation environ-
ment, as well as providing costs and availability that 
are supportive for business growth,’ the report said.

These cities are preferred destinations for a wide 
range of traditional and new tech companies seeking 

to establish a base of operations in Asia Pacifi c.
Hyderabad fi gures in the list of fi ve competent cities 

along with Hangzhou, Shenzhen, Tokyo and Seoul. 
These cities already host tech industry sub-sectors and 
demonstrate solid performance across most categories.

Five ‘supplement cities’ are Hong Kong, Hsinchu, Syd-
ney, Taipei and Auckland. These cities rate favourably on 
certain important aspects, 
but their most appropriate 
role is to serve as host for 
specifi c functions to comple-
ment larger hubs elsewhere 

in the region.
‘India is home to an in-

creasing number of tech 
unicorns and Asia Pacif-
ic is increasingly defi ned 
as the region leading in 
the rapid adoption of dis-

ruptive technology. However, 
there is still room for growth 
in terms of identifying loca-
tions where business condi-
tions, innovation and talent 
come together to form a 
globally competitive digital 
hub,’ said chairman and 
CEO, CBRE, Anshuman
