The Central and State govern-
ments should come together and
ensure that no engineering col-
lege in India is closed down, VIT
founder-Chancellor G Viswanath-
an said. Delivering the presiden-
tial address at World Engineering
Education Forum (WEEF 2019)
conference held for the first time
in India here Thursday, he said
the national regulatory body -

All India Council for Technical
Education - wanted to close down
about 800 colleges. Closing down
engineering colleges would not be
a wise move, especially at a time
when the Prime Minister of India
wanted to double the gross enroll-
ment ratio in higher education in
India from 26 per cent currently
to 50 per cent in the next 5 to 6
years, he said.

The VIT Chancellor said WEEF
2019 was much needed especially
at a time when the aspiration for

‘Artificial intelligence,
machine learning, cyber
security and data analytics
should be taught to all
engineering students’

studying engineering was com-
ing down. ‘India produces about 2
million engineers every year, next
only to China, which produces 3
million engineers. Even in Tamil-
nadu, only 72,000 of the 2,50,000
seats were getting filled. There
are 500 engineering colleges (in
Tamilnadu) and we do not know
what the future of engineering
education system will be,” he said.

He said that an important chal-
lenge for students is to update
the engineering syllabus on a par
with the West and also, there
is a need to bring industry and
institutions together. Further,
artificial intelligence, machine
learning, cyber security and data
analytics should be taught to all
engineering students irrespective
of the field of their specialisation,
he said.

The annual conference is being
held since 2010 and is the largest
engineering education gather-
ing as it brings together a large
number of stakeholders, including
engineering educators, leaders,
students, industry, government
and non-governmental institu-
tions to learn, share and build
fruitful and long-term collabora-
tions.

An independent body con-
sisting of human rights advocate,
activist and psychiatrist should
be formed that allows free flow of
discussion,” Sivabalan suggests.

Terming the incident sad, The
Banyan, a mental health NGO in
the city, director, Dr K V Kishore
Kumar states that students should
be taught to cope with pressure.
‘The solution is very simple. Prob-
lems in life are inevitable and
life-skills to overcome them are
necessary.

If not that, people should pro-
actively seek counselling service,’
Kishore, who trains school and
college students, adds.

Delhi: Pollution

New Delhi, Nov 5 (PTI):

Pollution levels in the national
capital are expected to drop today
due to an increase in wind speed
even as air quality remained in the
‘very poor’ category in the morning.

According to the Meteorological
(MeT) department, there is a pos-
sibility of strong winds in the next
24 hours.

At 9.44 am, Delhi’s air quality
index (AQI) was recorded at 365.
The AQI at Vivek Vihar, Anand
Vihar and ITO were registered at
410, 395 and 382 respectively.

On Monday, the city’s average
AQI stood at 370 at 8.30 pm due to
a slight increase in wind.

An AQI between 0-50 is consid-
ered ‘good’, 51-100 ‘satisfactory’,
101-200 ‘moderate’, 201-300 ‘poor’,

Slain Tahsildar’s driver

succumbs to burns

€ He tried to save woman officer set on fire

Hyderabad, Nov 5 (PTI):

A day after a woman tahsildar
was allegedly burnt alive in her
office near here, her driver who
tried to rescue her, succumbed to
injuries today, police said.

Tahsildar Vijaya Reddy, 37, died
on the spot after she was allegedly
set afireat her office in Abdul-
lapurmet by K Suresh over some
land dispute.

Two staff, including Vijaya’s
driver, Gurunatham, who came
to her rescue too were seriously
injured in the incident even as
the assailant, who received 60 per
cent burns, were all admitted to
different hospitals in the city.

‘Gurunatham succumbed to his
injuries at a hospital while un-

dergoing treatment,” Rachakonda
Police Commissioner Mahesh M
Bhagwat told PT1I.

The incident happened at
around 1.30 pm on Monday when
Suresh, a local who came to the
Tahsil office on a bike, poured pet-
rol on her and set her on fire us-
ing a lighter. The Commissioner
said a scientific investigation was
underway and they were prob-
ing from all angles to ascertain
the exact reason that provoked
Suresh to take the extreme step of
setting the Tahsildar on fire.

Police were holding inquiry with
Suresh’s family members, check-
ing his call records and verifying
the land documents.

New Delhi, Nov 5 (PTI):

The Indian government today said
its ‘timely intervention’ ensured the
release of five Indians and five My-
anmar nationals, including an MP,
who had been taken hostage by an
ethnic rebel group in the country’s
restive Rakhine province,

The Ministry of Home Affairs said
in a statement that the five Indian
nationals, along with a Member of
Myanmar Parliament, two local
transporters and two speedboat
operators, were abducted by the
Arakan Army on Sunday while on
their way from Paletwa in Chin
State to Kyauktaw in Rakhine.

The abducted Indians were en-
gaged in building the Kaladan road
project in Myanmar.

Five policemen,
one civilian
injured in blast

Imphal, Nov 5 (PTI):

At least six persons, including five
police commandos, were injured in a
powerful IED blast at Imphal town
of Manipur today, police said.

The blast occurred at Thangal
Bazaar at 9.30 am.

Among those injured were ad-
ditional superintendent of police
(Operations) of Imphal West dis-
trict, one sub-inspector (SI), two as-
sistant SIs and a rifleman, a police
officer said.

A civilian was injured in the blast
that also caused damage to some
vehicles, he said.

The injured persons were rushed
to a private hospital, the officer
said, adding that the blast site has
been cordoned off. Today’s blast is
the second in four days in Imphal.

On 2 November, an Improvised
Explosive Device (IED) blast trig-
gered by unidentified persons at
Telipati area in Imphal East district
injured three BSF jawans.

‘Timely intervention by the gov-
ernment of India has ensured
release of five abducted Indian
nationals, a Member of Myanmar
Parliament and four other Myan-
mar nationals from Arakan Army
in the Rakhine State of Myanmar,
in the early hours on Monday,” the
statement said.

One Indian national died in the
Arakan Army’s custody due to a
heart attack, it added.

According to information avail-
able, he was a chronic diabetes
patient. The released Indian na-
tionals, along with the body of the
deceased, have reached Sittwe
and will leaving for Yangon today
for their onward journey to India,
it said.

The Arakan Army is a Rakhine

based insurgent group founded
as the armed wing of the United
League of Arakan (ULA).

It has been fighting for almost
a decade for greater autonomy of
ethnic Rakhine Buddhists.

This is the first time the Arakan
Army has captured foreign workers
in the resource-rich area, which
hosts a series of infrastructure
projects linking India and My-
anmar. The rebels confirmed the
Indian worker’s death as the group
were marched up a hill.

‘Unfortunately he suddenly died
from exhaustion... we did not do
anything to him,” Arakan Army
spokesman Khaing Thukha was
quoted as saying by AFP news
agency. ‘We did not target the In-
dians but rather the MP,” he said.

Delhi Assembly polis: EC
reviews preparedness

New Delhi, Nov 5 (PTI):

Senior Election Commission of In-
dia officials held a meeting with poll
panel officials of the city to review
poll preparedness for the upcoming
Delhi Assembly elections.

The meeting on Monday was at-
tended by a team of Election Com-
mission of India led by Sandeep
Saxena, senior deputy Election
Commissioner, Director Generals of
Expenditure and Media, Chief Elec-
toral Officer of Delhi, Delhi Police
officials, civic bodies and other key
departments.

The review meeting was aimed
at sensitising officers to work for
proper planning and proactive ac-
tion to conduct free and fair, in-
clusive and accessible elections of
Delhi Assembly, a statement from
the Delhi poll body said.

In the meeting, the district elec-
tion officers (DEOs) were directed to
ensure error-free electoral rolls by
disposing off all pending forms, re-

moving all logical errors and demo-
graphically similar entries (DSE)/
Repeat entries removing the dead
and permanently shifted electors.
This process has to be completed
before publication of draft roll on
15 November.

Saxena also asked DEOs to appeal
to all eligible citizens to get them-
selves enrolled with qualifying date
1 January, 2020 during the special
summary revision-2020 for which
draft roll will be published on 15
November.

He said the final roll would be
published on 6 January, 2020 and
all necessary preparatory steps to
be taken to conduct the elections
before the expiry of the term of the
current legislative assembly on 22
February, 2020.

“Vulnerability mapping has to be
done to identify anti-social elements
and intimidators and there should
be a plan to mitigate intimidation
and undue influence to vulnerable
voters,” the statement said.
