FIH (International Hockey
Federation) World Cup Hockey
in the swanky 16,000-capacity
Kalinga Stadium in Bhub-
aneswar on January 13, 2023.
With 16 teams, including
2018 champions Belgium, par-
ticipating in the 17-day sport-
ing event (it ends on January
29) in Bhubaneswar and
Rourkela, the Odisha govern-
ment is expecting a surge of

over 70 per cent in the number
of tourists visiting the state
during the tournament.

In 2021, X356.38 crore was
earmarked for the makeover
of the Kalinga Stadium and
the construction of the brand
new 20,000-capacity hockey
stadium at Rourkela (the
biggest in Asia) for organising
this tournament.

Two days after the World
Cup Kkicks off, the second edi-
tion of Odisha’s .FEST (pro-
nounced Dot Fest) will also
return to Bhubaneswar.

With a budget of 12 crore
earmarked for .FEST this year,
the carnival promises to be
bigger and better as it celebrates
the state’s culture through

and trails” (hence the acronym
FEST).

The state expects 15,000 vis-
itors to turn up daily at the IDCO
Exhibition Ground and other
venues for the .FEST, which will
be held January 15 to 29.

Celebrated chef Hemant
Oberaoi is curating the food fies-
ta that will see global cuisines
from all the 16 participating
countries, along with regional
cuisine from Odisha and other
parts of the country.

2018, which aimed at attract-

“There has been a sea
change in sports culture in
Odisha, especially between
2018 and 2022, with emphasis
not just on hockey but also
football, shooting, badminton,
among other sports,” says a
government source, adding,
“We are expecting many more
sporting institutes to open in
Odisha in the coming year.”

For instance, Dalmia Bharat
Gopichand Odisha Badminton
Academy is all set to open by
early this year in Bhubaneswar.
In the last two-three years,
Naval Tata Hockey Academy
and Abhinav Bindra Targeting
Performance Centre have been
launched, besides other hockey
villages and sporting institutes
getting inaugurated by the
Chief Minister Naveen Patnaik
and other dignitaries.

Given that the hockey tour-
nament and .FEST event are
taking place for the first time
after the pandemic and after
the devastation caused by
Cyclone Fani, it is a homage to
the resilience and the undying
spirit of the state.

Oscarnomination: Can
RRR makethecut?

Not many foreign films have
created the kind of buzz the
way SS Rajamouli’s RRR has
in the US recently. And it could
well be on its way to an Oscar
nomination.

One may even risk saying
that on January 24, when the
US-based Academy of Motion
Picture Arts and Sciences ann-
ounces the Oscar nominees for
2023, it would be a surprise if
RRR doesn’t make the cut.
After all, it does have a lot
going for it.

The Golden Globe win for
its song Naatu Naatu and the
best director award at the New
York Film Critics Circle earlier
this month are significant
stepsin its journey to winning
over the hearts of Academy
voters and audiences in the US.

At screenings across the US,
people have been dancing and
reacting as raucously to the
film and to Naatu Naatu as any
single-screen audience in
India. Granted that the just-
released nomination list of the
Directors Guild of America
(DGA), considered a strong
predictor for an Oscar win,
does not feature RRR, the vot-
ing for the Academy awards
hasn’t ended yet.

“I'm going with RRR win-
ning best pic,” tweeted Jason
Blum, CEO of Blumhouse
Productions, which has pro-
duced films and horror fran-
chises such as Get Out and
Paranormal Activity.

RRR, the story of two myth-
ical freedom fighters, is as
masala as any eighties film.
Rajamouli’s imagination and
some beautifully stylised visu-
al effects raise it to high art.

At an estimated 1,200
crore in global box-office rev-
enues, it is one of the highest
grossing films after Aamir
Khan’s Dangal (2016), which
made over 32,000 crore at

RRR is a quintessentially
Indian film with songs,
dances, lots of drama and
over-the-top action with excel-
lent production values.

And Hollywood seems to
have fallen in love with it.

“I love its exuberance,
friendship... I love the music,
I love the insanity, the fever
dream madness of this movie.
It’s more fun to watch this
movie in a theatre than any

the man himself,” said pro-
ducer JJ Abrams as he
introduced Rajamouli to
the audience members
atasold-out screening
at Los Angeles’
Chinese Theatre this
month. Among the
films Abrams has
produced are some of

Tom Cruise’s Mission
Impossible movies.
Dylan  Marchetti  of

Variance Films, RRR’s US dis-
tributor, has been a driving
force behind getting the movie
into the race for the Oscars,
even though it is not the offi-
cial entry.

India’s official entry is the
Gujarati film Chello Show.
Variance has submitted RRR
for 14 categories, including
Best Picture and Best Director.

Some Indians — Bhanu
Athaiya, A R Rahman, Resul
Pookutty, Gulzar — have won
Oscars. Some films — Lagaan,
Mother India — have been
nominated. But no Indian film
has ever won an Oscar.
