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India's power sector enters ‘value
chain’ reset led by transmission

NEW DELHI (AGENCY)

India's electricity system is
heading into a synchro-
nised reset across genera-
tion, transmission and dis-
tribution, with transmission
capex and energy storage
emerging as the critical
enablers for the next decade,
Macquarie Equity Research
said in a research report.
The brokerage expects
India's installed capacity to
expand from 538GW today
to 900GW by FY32E. The
growth will follow a dual
track path according to the
brokerage. Coal will contin-
ue to anchor baseload sta-
bility with plant load factors
above 65 per cent while
renewables drive the bulk
of incremental capacity.
However, this transition
is contingent on deploying
74GW of energy storage by
the end of 2032 to manage

Adani prosecution legally
flawed, says US justice dept

NEW YORK (AGENCY)

The US Department of
Justice (Do]) has strongly
defended its decision to
drop the criminal case
against Indian billionaire
Gautam Adani and seven
others, telling a federal
judge that the prosecution
was legally flawed, diplo-
matically counterproduc-
tive and inconsistent with
the Trump administration’s
enforcement priorities.

In a sharply worded 10-
page filing, the Do] said the
case “should have been
dropped a year ago or
never brought in the first
place”, arguing that the
court had only a limited role
in reviewing its decision to
dismiss charges with preju-
dice. The filing came after
US District Judge Nicholas
Garaufis asked the depart-
ment to explain why it was
seeking to permanently

dismiss the indictment, call-
ing its earlier motion “terse,
bland and conclusory”. The
DoJ, under the Biden admin-
istration, indicted Adani and
others in 2024 for allegedly
being involved in a scheme
to pay bribes worth $250
million to Indian govern-
ment officials and mislead
investors in order to secure
billions of dollars in addi-
tional investments.

During the alleged
scheme, Adani Green
Energy Ltd is said to have
raised at least $175 million
from US investors. The Do]
said requiring prosecutors
to publicly justify decisions

to drop cases would
discourage future dis-
missals.

Amazon Data Services Leases 4 Acres
In Mumbai To Expand Data Centres

Amazon Data Services India
Pvt, the data centre arm of
Amazon Web Services
(AWS), has pre-leased 4
acres of land in Powai from
Larsen and Toubro (L&T)
Limited, to expand its
under-construction  data
centre campus at a total
rental outgo of over Rs 650
crore for a tenure of 17
years and seven months.
According to the lease-relat-
ed documents on Propstack,
the lease which includes 24
rentfree months spread
across the term, will expire
on February 12, 2044.
Amazon Data Services
India will pay a starting
monthly rent of about Rs
2.76 crore, with a 3 per cent
annual escalation. Amazon
has already paid a lease pre-
mium of Rs 72 crore. This
marks Amazon's third land
lease at the Powai campus,

Centre notifies rules of origin
of goods under lndla UK CETA

NEW DELHI (AGENCY)

The Finance Ministry has
notified the rules for deter-
mining the origin of goods
under the India-United
Kingdom Comprehensive
Economic and Trade
Agreement (CETA), paving
the way for the trade pact to
come into force on July 15.
The rules, issued by the
Central Board of Indirect
Taxes and Customs (CBIC),
establish the framework for
determining whether goods
qualify for preferential tariff
treatment under the agree-
ment and prescribe compli-
ance requirements for
exporters and importers.
According to the notifi-
cation, titled the Customs
Tariff (Determination of
Origin of Goods under the
Comprehensive Economic
and Trade Agreement
between India and the
United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern

Ireland) Rules, 2026, the
provisions will take effect
from July 15, 2026. Under
the notified framework, a
product will qualify as orig-
inating in India or the
United Kingdom if it is
wholly obtained in either
country, produced entirely
from originating materials,
or manufactured using non-
originating inputs while
meeting the productspecif-
ic rules of origin specified
under the agreement.

A certificate of origin
will remain the primary
document for claiming pref-
erential tariff benefits under
CETA. The rules provide
that authorised entities in

both countries will issue
certificates of origin and
origin declarations required
to claiim duty concessions.

The framework also
incorporates a cumulative
origin provision, allowing
originating materials from
one partner country to be
treated as originating in the
other when used in subse-
quent production. The pro-
vision is expected to facili-
tate integrated supply
chains between India and
the UK and enhance bilater-
al manufacturing coopera-
tion. To prevent misuse of
tariff preferences, the rules
contain safeguards against
goods from third countries
accessing benefits under
the agreement. Goods tran-
siting through non-signato-
ry countries will retain orig-
inating status only if they
remain under customs
supervision and are not
subjected to production or
processing.

The investment
will expand the AWS data
centre capacity in Mumbai
and Hyderabad, giving
startups, enterprises and
government organisations
access to Al chips, man-
aged Al services, secure
cloud technologies and
developer tools. The
announcement came after
Jassy met Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, after which
he said that investments in
artificial intelligence infra-
structure would broaden
access to the technology,
create jobs and support
exports.

Govt raises onion procure-
ment price by 13% to Rs
2,125 /quintal to ensure
better returns for farmers

NEW DELHI (AGENCY)

The Government has
increased the procurement
price of onions for the Price
Stabilisation Buffer by 13
per cent, from Rs 1,875 per
quintal to Rs 2,125 per
quintal. According to the
Ministry of Consumer
Affairs, Food & Public
Distribution, the revised
procurement price is effec-
tive from 4 July 2026.
Procurement of onions
through NAFED and NCCF
for the Government's Price
Stabilisation Buffer is in
progress. The revised pro-
curement price will ensure
better returns for onion
farmers while supporting
buffer procurement efforts.

As per the Second
Advance Estimates of the
Department of Agriculture
& Farmers' Welfare for
2025-26, onion production
is estimated at 307.37 lakh

metric tonnes, which is
comparable to the produc-
tion of 307.67 LMT in
2024-25. Going by the pro-
duction estimates, the over-
all availability of onions is
not a concern at this stage,
though prices may be
expected to inch up in line
with the normal price sea-
sonality, the Ministry said

"Current stock levels in
Maharashtra, Madhya
Pradesh and Gujarat are
adequate. At present,
there are no indications of
any shortage of stored
onions," the Ministry
added. Daily mandi
arrivals at the all-India
level remain robust at
over 50,000 metric
tonnes.

Amid mounting concerns
over the nationwide rollout
of E20 ethanol-blended
petro], the Centre and lead-
ing automobile manufactur-
ers have asserted that while
the fuel may marginally
reduce mileage, there is no
evidence that it damages
vehicle engines, including
older models. Seeking to
allay public apprehensions,
the Ministries of Petroleum
and Natural Gas, Heavy
Industries, and Road
Transport and Highways
brought together major
automobile manufacturers,
who maintained that E20
fuel had undergone rigor-
ous scientific testing before
its nationwide introduction.
Maruti  Suzuki, India’s
largest carmaker, said
extensive field data showed
no E20-related engine
issues even in vehicles that
were not originally certified
for the fuel Rahul Bharti,
Senior Executive Officer
(Corporate Affairs), Maruti
Suzuki, said that of the 2.84
crore vehicles serviced by

the company during 2025-
26, more than 1.5 crore
were over three years old
and not E20-certified.

No cases of corrosion,
abnormal wear and tear or
reduction in component life
attributable to E20 have
been reported” he said
Bharti acknowledged that
E20 petrol has a lower
calorific value than E10,
resulting in a 3-3.5 per cent
reduction in mileage about
0.6 km per litre for a vehicle
delivering 20 kmpl
However, he said the
impact was often out-
weighed by factors such as
tyre pressure, driving
habits and vehicle mainte-
nance. He added that
ethanol offered better
acceleration, improved anti-
knocking characteristics and
lower emissions. Toyota
Kirloskar Motor’s Country
Head and Executive Vice-

President Vikram Gulati said
E20 was introduced only after
extensive testing, including on
older vehicles, and that certifi-
cation followed internationally
accepted UNECE protocols.
Describing ethanol as a “clean,
high-performance fuel”, he
said it had been used globally
for decades, including in
motorsports.
