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Asim Munir 'to visit US' again while
Trump-India relations hit a rough patch

NEW YORK : (AGENCY)

Pakistan’s Army Chief Field
Marshal Asim Munir is
scheduled to visit the United
States later this month in
what will be his second visit
in two months. Munir’s visit
underscores a growing
strategic partnership
between Islamabad and
Washington at a time of
heightened tensions
between the US and India.
Munir is expected to
attend the farewell ceremo-
ny of United States Central

Command  (CENTCOM)
Commander General
Michael Kurilla.

A four-star general who
has overseen US military
operations in the Middle
East, Kurilla has praised
Pakistan’s role in counter-
terrorism efforts and has
described the country as a
“phenomenal partner.” On
June 10, General Kurilla
commended Pakistan for
apprehending five ISIS-
Khorasan (ISIS-K) opera-
tives using intelligence pro-
vided by the US. Speaking at
a hearing before the House
Armed Services Committee,

Kurilla said, “Pakistan has
been a phenomenal partner
in the counter-terrorism
world... That's why we need
to have a relationship with
Pakistan and with India”
New Delhi had viewed the
comments as a revival of
the outdated Western
approach of equating India
and Pakistan on strategic
matters. The timing of
Kurilla’s statements, made
while India was engaging
with international partners
to highlight Pakistan’s
alleged role in sponsoring

To a
question on whether he
would give any advice to
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on dealing with
Trump, the Israeli leader
half-jockingly said he would
do so privately. "Modi and
Trump are terrific friends of
mine. Yes [ would give Modi
some advice (on dealing
with Trump), but privately.”
"There is a basic under-
standing in relationship
between India and the US.
The basis of the relation-
ship is very solid. It will be
in the interest of India and
the US to arrive at a com-
mon ground and resolve
the tariff issue," he said.
"Such a resolution will be
good for Israel as well as
both the countries are our
friends,” he added. The
Israeli prime minister also

noted that there is huge
scope for further expand

India-Israel cooperation
including in areas such as
intelligence sharing, coun-
tering terrorism and high-
technology. "I would like to
come to India. I miss India,"
he said. "We have developed
a lot of technology in
screening data and social
networks. We are cooperat-
ing in this domain with
India as well" Without pro-
viding specific details,
Netanyahu said Israel
would like to quickly wrap
up "mutual defence and
economic  agreements".
Asked whether Israel
helped India  during
Operation Sindoor,
Netanyahu said the equip-
ment provided by his coun-
try much before the conflict
to Indian military per-
formed well. "Israel sup-
plied military equipment to
India before (Op Sindoor).
All of them worked well
[sraeli equipment used dur-
ing Operation Sindoor were
battle proven. "We don’t
develop them in labs, but in
battlefield. So they are bat-
tle-tested We have a robust
defence cooperation. It is on
a pretty solid foundation,”
Netanyahu said. The Israeli
prime minister said both
India and Israel are well
placed to combat cross-bor-
der terrorism.

terrorism post Operation
Sindoor, was not well
received by the Indian gov-
ernment. In recognition of
his contributions to US-
Pakistan defense ties,
Pakistan awarded General
Kurilla the Nishan-e-Imtiaz,
one of the country’s highest
civilian honours, during his
visit to Islamabad in July.
Munir’s upcoming visit also
comes against the backdrop
of deteriorating trade rela-
tions between the US and
India. President Donald
Trump on Wednesday

announced an additional 25
per cent tariff on Indian
exports, citing New Delhi’s
continued purchase of
Russian crude oil as the rea-
son. This brings the total US
tariff burden on Indian
exports to 50 per cent. India
called the move as “unfair,
unjustified, and unreason-
able” “We have already
made clear our position on
these issues, including the
fact that our imports are
based on market factors
and done with the objective
of ensuring the energy

security of 1.4 billion peo-
ple... It is therefore extreme-
ly unfortunate the US should
choose to impose additional
tariffs on India... for actions
that several other countries
are also taking in their own
national interest” said the
ministry of external affairs.
During his previous visit in
June, Munir had a private
lunch with former US
President Donald Trump.
The closed-door meeting
took place without any gov-
ernment officials present
and occurred after the
Pahalgam terror attack and
India’s Operation Sindoor. It
was reportedly the first
ever private meeting
between a US President and
a Pakistani military chief.
Trump later commended
Munir’s role in de-escalating
tensions between India and
Pakistan in the aftermath of
the hostilities in May. “The
reason I had him here was
wanted to thank him for not
going into the war and end-
ing it” the US President said.
Munir expressed support
for Trump’s nomination for
the Nobel Peace Prize,
praising.

Displaced 70 years ago, Korean war vet-
erans hope for unification of two Koreas

GYODONG ISLAND : (AGENCY)

Kim Cheong San and his
wife Min Ok Sun, both in
their 90s, never thought
their temporary tin-roof
shelter built over 70 years
ago in Gyodong Island in
South Korea would become
their permanent home after
being displaced in the
Korean War.

Gyodong-do (do means
island in Korean) is situated
along the border between
North and South Korea.
Like the nonagenarian cou-
ple Kim and Min, it has
scores of displaced North
Koreans who were engaged
in the Korean War in the
1950s. A bridge connecting
Gyodong-do to Ganghwa-do,
where the Demilitarised
Zone (DMZ) Peace Trail is
located, was built in 2014,
allowing tourists to visit the
area. Tourists have been
visiting the area to see
Daeryong village and the
Daeryong Market, which
has a nostalgic charm remi-
niscent of the 1970s. Kim,
born in 1930 in Hwanghae-
do (now in North Korea),
was a member of the
UN8240 Eulji Tiger Brigade
Association, a guerrilla unit.
This unit helped US Army
soldiers in rescue opera-
tions for US Air Force pilots
across the northern side,
their familiar territory, after
the Korean War broke out
on June 25, 1950. Min, born
in the same village as her
husband, came to Gyodong-
do when she was only 17.
But the country was divided
after the war and they
never had a chance to go
back. Many North Koreans,

including this couple, settled
temporarily in Gyodong
Island when the war ended
on July 27, 1953. “The vil-

lagers here helped us
refugees to settle in by
building tin-roof shelters.
Now, over the years, our
temporary abodes have
turned into forever homes,’
Kim says. “I never thought I
would marry and live my
whole life here. [ was just
longing for peace and want-
ed to return to my home-
town to my parents and get
married there, in front of
them,” Min said. The couple
has three sons - all well set-
tled in different cities of
South Korea. The couple's
sons and grandchildren visit
them quite often. Like them,
there are a few more
Korean War veterans in the
island for whom the memo-
ries of the bygone era and
the pain of Korea's division
are still fresh. Chae Ja Eok,
born in 1931 in Hwanghae-
do, was also a member of
the UN8240 Eulji Tiger
Brigade Veterans
Association. He recalls how
their job was to help in res-
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cuing the US Air Force per-
sonnel stuck in North Korea
after the American jets
were shot down. After
becoming an official unit,
they were armed with
artillery and also given US
Army uniforms. He was
only 19 when he came to
Gyodong-do. On August 15,
1945, Korea was finally lib-
erated from Japanese colo-
nial rule. However, this hap-
piness was shortlived as in
the same month, the Soviet
Army entered North Korea
and then came the 38th
Paralle], Chae says. The 38th
Parallel was initially estab-
lished as a temporary bor-
der by the US and the Soviet
Union after World War II to
divide the areas of the
Japanese surrender. It led to
the formation of North and
South Korea and now the
Demilitarised Zone (DMZ),
a heavily fortified buffer
zone separating the two

countries. “And so, in less
than a month since libera-
tion, the Korean peninsula
had to go into another suf-
fering,” Chae says. “The pain
that we, the displaced peo-
ple, have gone through is
unfathomable.” His guerrilla
unit was helping the United
Nations Command (UNC) to
proceed to North Korea.
They succeeded in occupy-
ing Kaesong, also spelt
Gaeseong (a city in North
Korea), and waited for the
UNC to take over. “When
the UNC couldn't be there
on time, we had no choice
but to retreat to South
Korea,” he recalls the
events, known as the
January 4th Retreat, in
1951. A ot of people were
displaced  during this
process. There were many
refugees and young people
who were engaged in the
war but didn't have a place
to go after the end of the
war. They took refuge in the
islands of South Korea,” the
veteran informs. Gyodong-
do was one of them.

North Korea's scenic
Songak Mountain lies right
across Uidu Dondae, a mili-

tary-controlled area, on
Ganghwa-do, where the
Ganghwa Peace
Observatory is located.

Apart from watching that
side through binoculars,
Chae says that in the past
70 years, he has learnt
about life in North Korea
only through the media.

India’s abject refusal to stop
buying Russian oil” he said,

and added that “every
American needs to under-
stand the math of this
because it is related to the
trade situation”. “You start
with the fact that India is

the ‘maharaja’ of tariffs, it’s
the highest tariffs in the
world charging on
American products and it’s
got a high non-tariff barrier
So we can’t get our products
in,” he said. The US sends a
lot of dollars overseas to
India to buy their products
in an “unfair trade environ-
ment”, he claimed “India
then uses American dollars
to buy Russian oil Russia
then uses those American
dollars that come from
India to finance its arma-
ments, to Kkill Ukrainians,
and American.
