KABUL : (AGENCY)

In one of the deadliest
airstrikes on Afghanistan,
Pakistan allegedly carried
out an attack early Tuesday
that killed at least 400 peo-
ple and injured 250 others
at a drug users’ rehabilita-
tion hospital in the Afghan
capital, Kabul, according to a
spokesperson for the
Afghan Taliban govern-
ment. The reported loss of
lives has drawn sharp reac-
tions from Afghanistan
cricketers, who criticised
the deaths “as a result of
Pakistani airstrikes,” partic-
ularly during the holy
month of Ramzan.
However, Pakistan rejected
the claim as false and mis-
leading, stating that its
forces had “precisely target-
ed military installations and
terrorist support infrastruc-
ture” during operations
conducted on Monday night.
Afghanistan spinner Rashid
Khan condemned the civil-
ian casualties, describing
the incident as deeply dis-
turbing. “I am deeply sad-

dened by the latest reports
of civilian casualties as a
result of Pakistani airstrikes
in Kabul. Targeting civilian
homes, educational facili-
ties or medical infrastruc-
ture, either intentional or by
mistake, is a war crime,”
Rashid said in a post on X.
“The sheer disregard for
human lives, especially dur-
ing the holy month of
Ramadan, is sickening and
deeply concerning. It will
only fuel division and
hatred. I call upon the UN
and other human rights
agencies to thoroughly
investigate this latest atroci-
ty and hold the perpetrators
to account. I stand with my
Afghan people in this diffi-
cult time. We shall heal, and
we will rise as a nation. We
always do. Inshallah!,” he

added. Former Afghanistan
captain Mohammad Nabi
also spoke out, sharing his
grief over the civilian deaths
“Tonight in Kabul, hope was
extinguished at a hospital.
Young men seeking treat-
ment were murdered in a
bombing by the Pakistani
military regime. Mothers
waited at the gates, calling
their sons’ names. On the
28th night of Ramadan,
their lives were cut short,”
he said in a post on X.
Afghanistan T20I captain
Ibrahim Zadran also spoke
about the incident. “Tonight
I heard a massive explosion
here in Kabul. Moments
later we saw flames rising
into the sky from a hospital.
Our brothers who intended
to fast tomorrow are now
gone, or wounded. My
thoughts are with every
family grieving tonight.
Kabul is in pain. We pray
for justice,” he said in a post
on X. Hamdullah Fitrat, the
deputy spokesman. for the
Taliban, said the air strike
took place at 9 pm (1630
GMT).

WASHINGTON : (AGENCY)

President Donald Trump
was warned that attacking
Iran could trigger retaliation
against US Gulf allies
despite his claims on
Monday that Tehran's reac-
tion came as a surprise, said
a US official and two
sources familiar with U.S.
intelligence reports. Pre-
war intelligence assess-

ments did not say that
Iran’s response was "a
guarantee, but it certainly
was on the list of potential
outcomes," said one source,
who like the other two
requested anonymity to
discuss the issue. The
President twice on Monday
said that Iran’s retaliatory
strikes against Qatar, Saudi
Arabia, the United Arab
Emirates, Bahrain and
Kuwait were a surprise, the
first time at a Kennedy
Center board meeting in the
Wite House. “They (Iran)
weren’t supposed to go
after all these other coun-
tries in the Middle East,” he
said. “Nobody expected

that. We were shocked.”
Trump’s assertion followed
other administration claims
that have not been backed
by US intelligence report-
ing, such as that Iran would
soon have a missile capable
of hitting the US homeland
and that it would need two
to four weeks to make a
nuclear bomb and would
then use it. Those allega-
tions and an imminent
threat posed by Iran to the
US and its forces in the
region have been among
varying reasons that
Trump and some top aides
have given to justify his
decision to join Israel in
launching their air war
against Iran on February
28. Trump was also briefed

ahead of the operation that
Tehran would likely. seek to
close the economically vital
Strait of Hormuz, according
to two other sources famil-
iar with the matter. Over
the past two weeks, Iranian
drones and missiles have
struck targets in the Gulf
states that have included US
military bases and an
Emirates base hosting
French troops, civilian
structures, including hotels,
airports, and energy facili-
ties. Iran has also halted
almost all shipping through
the Strait of Hormuz,
through which 20% of oil
supplies move, causing
global energy prices.

KYIV : (AGENCY)

Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy has
addressed recent warnings
from Tehran, stating that
the nation remains unde-
terred by the "Iranian
regime's threats to Ukraine
over our support for the
Gulf countries". In a state-
ment shared via social
media, Zelenskyy dismissed
the rhetoric as a recurring
theme in regional diploma-
cy. "This is nothing new. I
have heard many different
messages over the last four
years," the President
remarked, according to an
interview with i24NEWS
and the Jerusalem Post. He
highlighted that the focus of
Ukraine's involvement
remains purely protective,
noting that "the United
States and leaders of Middle
Eastern countries asked for
help with drone intercep-
tors." He further explained
that these nations "sought
our expertise in air defence"
to counter aerial threats.
Zelenskyy emphasised the
non-aggressive nature of
the collaboration, asserting
that "air defence is not
about offensive capabili-
ties." He reaffirmed the
country's commitment to
regional security, stating,
"That's why I said that we
were ready to help with this
expertise and defensive sys-
tems. Reflecting on the his-

tory of such warnings, the
President reiterated that
Kyiv would not be intimidat-
ed. "We are not afraid of any
messages of the kind. We
have heard such messages
every day for the last four
years, for 12 years, to be
precise. It's not new for us,"
he stated. Beyond the diplo-
matic friction, Ukraine is
seeking financial compen-
sation and technological
partnerships as reciprocity
for deploying specialists to
the Middle East. These
teams were sent to assist in
neutralising Iranian drones
during the ongoing conflict
involving Israel, the United
States, and Iran. According
to a report by Al Jazeera,
President Zelenskyy
informed reporters on
Sunday that three specialist
teams were dispatched to
the region to conduct
expert assessments and
provide demonstrations on

the functionality of drone
defences. This move comes
as Middle Eastern nations
face continued targeting by
Iran due to their hosting of
US military installations.

Clarifying the nature of
the mission, Zelenskyy
emphasised that the deploy-
ment does not signal direct
military participation. "This
is not about being involved
in operations. We are not at
war with Iran," he stated.
Last week, the Ukrainian
leader announced that mili-
tary personnel had been
sent to various locations,
including Qatar, the United
Arab Emirates, Saudi
Arabia, and a US military
base in Jordan. Al Jazeera
noted that Zelenskyy is
looking toward the negotia-
tion of long-term drone
agreements with Gulf
nations, although the spe-
cific terms of what Kyiv will
receive in exchange for its

expertise are yet to be
finalised. Highlighting
Ukraine's primary require-
ments, the President
remarked, "For us today,
both the technology and the
funding are important."
Throughout the four-year
conflict between Russia and
Ukraine, Moscow has fre-
quently deployed Iranian
Shahed-136 "suicide"
drones. As highlighted by Al
Jazeera, this has provided
Kyiv with extensive experi-
ence in intercepting
unmanned aerial vehicles
using cost-effective inter-
ceptors, electronic jamming
equipment, and anti-air-
craft systems. Despite this
expertise, US President
Donald Trump has indicat-
ed that Washington does
not require Ukrainian assis-
tance to counter Iranian
drone strikes against
American interests.
Zelenskyy expressed uncer-
tainty regarding why a
drone agreement with
Washington, a deal Kyiv has
advocated for over several
months, has not yet been
secured. "I wanted to sign a
deal worth about $35bn-
50bn," he revealed. As
reported by Al Jazeera, the
Ukrainian President also
voiced concerns that the
escalating Middle Eastern
crisis could affect the supply
of air defence missiles to
Kyiv. "We would very much
not like the United States.

"This is a cowardly and
unconscionable act of vio-
lence that has claimed the
lives of a large number of

civilians in a facility which
can by no means be justi-
fied as a military target.
Pakistan is now trying to
dress up a massacre as a
military operation", the
statement said.

It called the heinous act
of aggression by Pakistan a
blatant assault on
Afghanistan's sovereignty
and a direct threat to
regional peace and stability
and said that it reflects

Pakistan's persistent pat-
tern of reckless behaviour
and its repeated attempts to
externalise internal failures
through increasingly des-
perate acts of violence
beyond its borders. "That
this attack was carried out
during the holy month of
Ramzan, a time of peace,
reflection, and mercy
among Muslim communi-
ties across the world, makes
it all the more reprehensi-

ble. There is no faith, no law,
and no morality that can
justify the deliberate target-
ing of a hospital and its
patients", the statement
added. It urged the interna-
tional community to hold
the perpetrators of this
criminal act accountable
and ensure that the wanton
targeting by Pakistan of
civilians in Afghanistan
ceases without delay. "India
extends its deepest condo-

lences to the bereaved fami-
lies, wishes a swift recovery
to those injured, and stands
in solidarity with the people
of Afghanistan in this tragic
moment. We also reiterate
our unwavering support for
the sovereignty and territo-
rial integrity of
Afghanistan", the statement
concluded.

With the toot of a horn, the
ring of a bell and the hiss of
air brakes, an unusual rail
vehicle pulls out of a depot
in Budapest to serve the
Hungarian capital's public
transit system, a job it has
done for a century. The so-
called freight trams, known
as mukis, run on electricity
provided by overhead
wires and travel on
Budapest's vast tram rail
network, one of the busiest
in the world. But unlike the
hundreds of iconic yellow
trams in the passenger
fleet, they don't carry com-
muters. Acquired by the
city in 1926, the wood-
sided trams were initially
products of necessity: They
brought goods and raw
materials to and from
Budapest's factories after
much of the local freight
infrastructure had been
destroyed during World
War I. "Engineers at the
time designed an electric
drive system mainly using
parts from vehicles dam-
aged in the war, as well as
parts from vehicles that
had already been designat-
ed for scrapping," said
Adam Zadravecz, the head
of tram vehicle develop-

ment and technology at
Budapest's public transit
company BKV. "Their pri-
mary purpose was freight
transport, but after World
War II, these vehicles were
also used for the removal of
the war ruins," he said.
Over time, the mukis' func-
tion changed as Hungary
recovered. In the 1960s,
some of the original 40
trams were equipped with
a snowplough, enabling
them to clear the city's tram
tracks in winter, as they do
today. They also perform
nighttime maintenance
runs and transport broken-
down trams into depots for
repairs. Various parts of

the trams were gradually
replaced, resulting in a
mishmash of components.
By 2018, the mukis were
due for a more comprehen-
sive refurbishment.

"When they were man-
ufactured in the 1920s,
they were extremely sim-
ple, extremely puritanical
devices," said Nandor
Meixner, head of vehicle
maintenance at Budapest's
Ferencvaros depot. "During
the refurbishment, we
strove to make our col-
leagues' work easier. That
is why, for example, a seat
was added to the vehicle, so
that the driver can at least
sit down." Another addi-

tion: The trams were
equipped with heating in
the cabin. Despite the
changes over the last 100
years, Zadravecz said the
trams' overall nature
remained the same. Their
maintenance costs are
almost zero because these
trams. are very easy to
maintain. Compared to the
complex electronics of
today's vehicles, there is
very little in them that can
break down," he said.
"People say that it can be
repaired with a hammer
and a file, and that's
absolutely true." Driving
them requires special
training, however, as well
as what Meixner called a
certain "feel" for the vehi-
cle. "It is not enough to just
drive, to know the signs
and instructions, you also
need to know the vehicle
itself. We used to say that
the driver has to drive this
vehicle with his butt," he
said. Of the original fleet of
40 mukis, only six have
survived the last 100 years
in Budapest, with three in
active use. "The value of
these vehicles lies precisely
in their simplicity, in the
pure fact that they exist
and are available to us,"
Zadravecz said.

SINGAPORE. (AGENCY)

A Singapore court on
Tuesday charged an Indian
national for allegedly
molesting and harassing an
air stewardess on a flight
from Bangkok to Singapore
last month, a local media
reported. Akash Tiwari, 35,

was charged with using
criminal force to outrage
the modesty of the victim on
a Singapore Airlines flight
after he allegedly initiated
non-consensual physical
contact with her.

The accused was also
charged with causing dis-
tress by using threatening
behaviour on the air stew-
ardess, The Straits Times
reported.

According to court
records, Tiwari has indicat-
ed that to plead not guilty to
the charges. His alleged
offences took place on
February 9 this year. The

police said they were alert-
ed to the incident at around
4.30 pm on the day of the
incident. Preliminary inves-
tigations revealed that the
air stewardess was serving
the man near his seat when
he allegedly touched her
inappropriately.

She immediately
warned the man to
stop touching her
and went to the
galley to prepare
for landing, police
said. The accused
was arrested after
the plane landed,
and officers from
the Airport Police
Division conducted
follow-up investi-

gations. He is expected to
return to court for a hearing
on March 26 for a pre-trial
conference, reported The
Straits Times. “Such offend-
ers will be dealt with stern-
ly in accordance with the
law,” police said. 

Those who use criminal
force with the intent to out-
rage modesty can be jailed
for up to three years, fined,
caned, or receive any com-
bination of these punish-
ments. Offenders who inten-
tionally cause harassment
can be jailed for up to six
months, fined up to SGD
5,000.
