WASHINGTON (AGENCY)

US Democratic presidential
candidate Kamala Harris
launched a fierce attack on
her Republican rival Donald
Trump, describing him as
“unstable” and “obsessed
with revenge” while urging
Americans to reject his
chaos and division. Making
a passionate appeal to her
countrymen, Vice President
Harris used the last major
speech of her campaign to
present herself as a fighter
who would usher in a new
generation of leadership.
“Donald Trump intends to
use the United States mili-
fary against American citi-
zens who simply disagree
with him. People he calls —
“the enemy from within".
This is not a candidate for
President who is thinking
about how to make your life
better;" she said. "This is
someone who is unstable,
obsessed with revenge,
consumed with grievance,
and out for unchecked
power;” Harris said. Harris,
60, will take on Trump, 78,
in the November 5 election.
Addressing thousands of
people at the Ellipse in
Washington, DC, where

Trump told his supporters
on January 6,2021, to “fight
like hell” shortly before
they ransacked the US
Capitol, Harris described
the election as an existential
choice between the liberties
and the “chaos and divi-
sion”. "He has an Enemies
List of people he intends to
prosecute. He says one of
his highest priorities is to
set free the violent extrem-
ists who assaulted those law

Trump's social media company
worth now more than Musk's X
after recent surge in stock price

NEW YORK (AGENCY)

Donald Trump's Truth
Social is now worth more
than Elon Musk's X, thanks
to a recent run-up in the
shares of the parent com-
pany of the former presi-
dent's social media plat-
form. Trump Media and
Technology Group is now
valued at over USD 10 bil-
lion after its shares more
than quadrupled since late
September. Meanwhile, X
Holdings is valued at
around USD 9.4 _
billion, based on |
the most recent
value the invest- |
ment group
Fidelity assigned
to its stake in the
company for-
merly known as
Twitter.

The stock of
Trump Media,
or TMTG, tends
to move more with
Trump's re-election odds
than on its own profit
prospects and investors
have seen his chances of
retaking the presidency
improving of late. On
Tuesday, the stock rose
more than 12 per cent to
USD 53.30, on top ofa 21.6
per cent gain Monday. The
stock was moving so
sharply that trading was
briefly halted several times
during the morning. The
stock had dropped to
roughly USD 12 late last
month.

Trump created TMTG
after he was banned from
Twitter and Facebook fol-
lowing the January 6,
2021, Capitol riot. He
owns about 57 per cent of

the company but has no
role in running it. Based in
Sarasota, Florida, TMTG
has been losing money and
struggling to raise rev-
enue. It lost more than
USD 16 million in the
quarter ending in June
while generating only USD
8,37,000 in revenue.

When Musk took
over Twitter in October of
2022, the company was
valued at around USD 44
billion.

Fidelity Investments valued
its stake at USD 19.7 mil-
lion.

When
elected, Harris said she
would walk into the Oval
Office, with a To-Do list.
“Full of priorities on what I
will get done for the
American people. And [ will
work with everyone.

—Democrats,
Republicans, and
Independents—to help
Americans who are work-
ing hard and still struggling
to get ahead," she said. “My
presidency will be different
because the challenges we
face are different. Our top
priority as a nation four
years ago was to end the
pandemic and rescue the
economy. Now our biggest
challenge is to lower costs,
costs that were rising even
before the pandemic, and
that are still too high,

About 475 damaged ballots
were retrieved from a ballot
box that was burned early
Monday in southwest
Washington, a county offi-
cial said Tuesday. Clark
County  Auditor  Greg
Kimsey said workers on
Wednesday will begin
searching through the dam-
aged ballots for voter infor-
mation in order to contact
them about getting a new
ballot. He said officials
believe that although dam-
aged, the workers will be
able to pull voter informa-
tion from the ballots. The
damaged ballots are sepa-
rate from an unknown
number that were
destroyed, Kimsey said.
Incendiary devices dam-
aged and destroyed hun-
dreds of ballots at a drop
box in Vancouver,
Washington, and damaged
three ballots at a box in
Portland, Oregon, in what
federal, state and local offi-
cials have decried as an
attack on democracy before
a heated Election Day.
Authorities have said that

New York rally marked by crude and racist
insults was 'an absolute lovefest' : Trump

ALLENTOWN (AGENCY)

Urged by some allies to
apologise for racist com-
ments made by speakers at
his weekend rally, Donald
Trump took the opposite
approach on Tuesday, say-
ing it was an “honour to be
involved” in such an event
and calling the scene a
“lovefest” - the same term
he has used to describe the
Jan. 6 insurrection at the US
Capitol Trump gathered
supporters and reporters to
his Mar-a-Lago resort two
days after a massive rally at
Madison Square Garden fea-
tured a number of crude
remarks by various speak-
ers, including a set by come-
dian Tony Hinchcliffe in
which he joked that Puerto
Rico was a “floating island of
garbage.” Some of Trump's
top Republican allies have
condemned the remarks,
and his campaign took the
rare step of publicly dis-
tancing itself from
Hinchcliffe's joke, though
not the other comments.
But given the opportunity to
apologize at multiple events
and in interviews Tuesday,
Trump instead leaned in.
Speaking at his Florida
resort, he said that “there's
never been an event so
beautiful” as his Sunday
rally in his hometown of
New York. “The love in that
room. It was breathtaking,”
he said “It was like a love-
fest, an absolute lovefest.
And it was my honor to be
involved” On Tuesday night,
he told Fox News' Sean
Hannity that he knows
nothing about Hinchcliffe
but said, "I can't imagine it's
a big deal” With just a week

before Election Day, some
Trump allies have voiced
alarm that the rally, which
was supposed to highlight
the Republican presidential
nominee's closing message
in grand New York fashion,

has instead served as a dis-
traction and even a liability,
given the electoral impor-
tance of Puerto Ricans who
live in Pennsylvania and
other key swing states.
“This is not a time to have
anyone criticize Puerto Rico
or Latinos,” former U.N.
Ambassador Nikki Haley,
who challenged Trump for
the GOP presidential nomi-
nation and later endorsed
him, said in an interview
with Fox News Channel
Trump later held a rally in
Allentown, Pennsylvania, a
city with a large Hispanic
population, where Puerto
Rico's shadow U.S. senator,
Zoraida Buxo, joined him
and defended the former
president's record. “We
need this man to be our
commander in chief” said
Buxo, who cannot vote in
the Senate because Puerto
Rico is not a state. “He will
make us feel safe and he
will protect us.” Still, there
was anger in Allentown. Ivet

Figueroa, 61, stood outside
the rally venue holding a
trash can with the words
“Trash Trump” on it. She
said of the insult and
Trump:: “The person who
said it was vetted by him. So

that's what he allowed, so
he has to take responsibility
for what he said Now it's
too late for saying sorry.' I
don't want an apology, I
want justice, and justice is
on Nov. 5" The fallout from
the Madison Square Garden
event risked highlighting
voters' concerns about
Trump's rhetoric and pen-
chant for controversy in the
closing stretch as both cam-
paigns are scrambling for
votes. Speakers at the rally
also made racist comments
targeting Latinos, Black peo-
ple, Jews and Palestinians,
along with sexist insults
directed at  Trump's
Democratic rival, Vice
President Kamala Harris,
and former Secretary of
State Hillary Clinton. In an
interview with ABC News
earlier Tuesday, Trump
claimed to not know
Hinchcliffe but did not
denounce what he said “I
don't know him.

Three Chinese astronauts enter space station after
successful launch of Shenzhou-19 mission

BEIJING (AGENCY)

Three Chinese astronauts,
including a woman, made a
smooth entry into the orbit-
ing space station after the
successful launch of their
spaceship on Wednesday to
man the station for the next
six months. The three astro-
nauts of China's Shenzhou-
19 spaceflight mission have
entered the Tiangong space
station and met with anoth-
er astronaut trio starting a
new round of in-orbit crew
handover, the China
Manned Space Agency
(CMSA) announced here.
Earlier, the spaceship
Shenzhou-19 carrying the
three astronauts successful-
ly docked with the space
station combination. The
spaceship made a fast, auto-
mated rendezvous and
docking with the front port
of the space station's core
module Tianhe at 11 am
(Beijing Time) after which

the three astronauts

entered it, the CMSA said.
They were welcomed by the
three-member crew which
manned the station for the
past six months. In the early

hours of Wednesday, the
Shenzhou-19  spaceship
was successfully launched
by a Long March-2F carrier
rocket from the Jiuquan
Satellite Launch Centre in
northwest China. About 10
minutes after the launch,
the Shenzhou-19 spaceship

separated from the rocket
and entered its designated
orbit. China built its space
station after it was report-
edly excluded from the
International Space Station

(ISS) over concerns that
China's space programme
is manned by its military,

the People's Liberation
Army (PLA). It is currently
the only country to have a
space station. The ISS is a
collaborative project of sev-
eral countries. Observers

say China's space station
may become the only one of
its kind in orbit once the ISS
retires in the coming years.
The two robotic arms of the
station, especially the long
one which has the ability to
grab objects including satel-
lites from space, drew inter-
national concerns. Earlier
this month, China
announced its plans for the
further development of
space programmes which
included launching a
manned lunar mission, con-
struction of a lunar space
station, exploration of habit-
able plnets and extra-ter-
restrial life to expand its
space programme in the
next few decades. Besides
building its space station,
China has launched several
space missions, including a
lunar probe that collected
samples for the first time
from the far side of the
Moon and brought them
back to Earth for scientific

studies. The Shenzhou-19
crew consists of mission
commander Cai Xuzhe, and
astronauts Song Lingdong
and Wang Haoze. Wang is
currently China's only
female space engineer and
the third Chinese woman
participating in a crewed
spaceflight mission, the
CMSA said. The tasks for the
new crew included conduct-
ing space science and appli-
cation tests, performing
extravehicular activities,
installing protective devices
against space debris, and
managing the installation
and recycling of extravehic-
ular payloads. and equip-
ment. Lin Xiqiang, the
CMSA spokesperson, told a
press  conference  on
Tuesday that the crew will
carry out 86 space science
research and technology
experiments, covering vari-
ous fields including space
life science, microgravity
fundamental physics.

India, China troops disengagement in
eastern Ladakh taking place in 'orderly’
manner : Chinese foreign ministry

BEIJING (AGENCY)

China on Wednesday said
the Chinese and Indian mil-
itaries are implementing the
“resolutions” concerning
the disengagement in east-
ern Ladakh along the Line
of Actual Control (LAC) in
an “orderly" manner. China
and India have reached
resolutions on issues con-
cerning the border, the
Chinese Foreign Ministry
spokesman Lin Jian told a
media briefing here reply-
ing to a question on the
progress of the disengage-
ment. “At the moment, the
Chinese and Indian frontier
troops are implementing
the resolutions in an orderly
way," he said and declined
to provide any details.
Following the key agree-
ment firmed up between
India and China, the two
countries began troop dis-
engagement at the two fric-

tion points at Demchok and
Depsang Phins in eastern
Ladakh on October 2. The
ties between the two Asian
giants had nosedived fol-
lowing a fierce clash in the
Galwan Valley in June 2020

that marked the most seri-

ous military  conflict
between the two sides in
decades. Foreign Secretary
Vikram Misri on October 21
had said in New Delhi that
the agreement  was
finalised following negotia-
tions over the past several
weeks and that it would lead
to a resolution of the issues
that arose in 2020.
