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Laptops, PC exports
grow 18xin 5 years

EXPORTS OF LAPTOPS and
personal computershave grown
at more than 106% annually in
the past fiveyearstotouch $669
million in April-January of this
financial year, commerce min-
istry data showed.

The 131% year-on-year
expansion in the shipments of
laptops and personal was
recorded in the first ten
months of this financial year.

In April-January of 2025,
the exports of these items
stood at $289 million while in
the same period of FY22
exports of these productswere
amere $37 million.

Exports of personal com-
puters surged to $465 million
in April-January from $229
millionin FY25,accounting for
the bulk of shipments.

Meanwhile, other portable
data-processing machinesalso
expanded sharplyto $205 mil-
lionfrom $61 million,indicat-
ingbroad-based growthacross
product categories.This points
to a clear shift towards value-
added electronics manufac-
turing, rather than low-end
assembly, officials said.

SHARP EXPANSION

India's exports of laptops and portable computers ($ million)
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“Indiais emergingasa fast-
growing exporter of IT hard-
ware, supported by rising
domestic manufacturing,sup-
ply chain realignments, and
strong global demand for com-
puting devices,”theyadded.

A defining feature of this
growth is the dominance of
West Asia as a key export hub.
The United Arab Emirates
(UAE) alone accounts for 55%
of total exports, with ship-
ments skyrocketing to $371
million in April-January FY26,
growing at an impressive
155% Compound Annual

Growth Rate (CAGR).

At the same time, exports to
advanced markets have seen a
breakout expansion.Shipments
to the United States surged to
$156 million, capturing a 23%
share and registeringa 176%
CAGR, highlighting India’s
increasing integration into
global electronics supply chains.

Similarly, exports to Russia
rosesharplyto §75 million,while
regional markets such as Sri
Lankaand Bangladesh recorded
strong triple-digit growth,
reflecting deepening penetra-
tionin neighbouringeconomies.

ruary on the back of a weak
increase in domestic demand,
although international orders
rose byarecord margin.

Manufacturing companies
showed the greatest impact,
with factory output in March
rising at the weakest pace since
August 2021.Sales,meanwhile,
rose at the slowest pace since
November 2022.

The flash PMI is a provisional
number for the current month,
withthefinal printreleasedinthe
first week of the subsequent
month. Data for the current
month’ssurveywas collected dur-
ing March 11-19. Official gov-
ernment data on how the econ-
omyhas performedin Marchwill
onlybeavailable afteramonth.

Data on output of the eight
core sectors (coal,crude oil, nat-
ural gas, refinery products, fer-
tilisers, steel, cement, and elec-
tricity) and  industrial
production will be released on
April 20 and April 28, respec-
tively. Unlike most indicators of
economic activity, the PMI
measures change on a month-
