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India firms’' Q4 recovery has
been strong—but lopsided
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Rural incomes, easing inflation, GST reforms and festive spending aided demand recovery

ndiaInc.'srevenue recovery gath-
ered pace in the March quarter
(Q4FY26) as more companies
broke out of sluggish single-digit
growth and returned to double-
digit expansion. But the rebound was
concentrated in premium consump-
tion, infrastructure and capital-mar-
ket-linked businesses, prompting ana-
lysts to caution that recovery remains
uneven and could come under pressure
if rising inflation starts squeezing
demand and marginsin FY27.
A Mint analysis of 1,234 companies
that have reported earnings showed
the share of firms posting 10-20% year-
on-yearrevenue growthrose to 21%in
Q4-from 20% in QI, while those posting
20-50% growth also rose to 21% from
19%. Companies reporting more than
50% growth climbed to nearly 6% from
Jjust over 4% during the same period.
Besides, the share of firmsreporting
arevenue fall eased to 30% in Q4 from
33% in QI and 36% in Q2, when weak
domestic demand and the US tariff
standoff weighed heavily on toplines.
The sharpest improvement came in
the slow-growth category. The share of
companies reporting 0-10% revenue
growth fell to 23% in Q4-after stead-
ily rising from 24% in Q1 to 27% in
Q3, indicating that more compa-
nies moved into faster growth
brackets by the end of FY26.
The improvement coincided
with stronger rural cashflows after
afavourable monsoon, easing infla-

“Sustaining Q4’s momentum in June
quarter could be challenging as tail-
winds fade.” said Anil Rego, founder
and fund manager at Right Horizons
PMS.

That raises the risk of a tougher
FY27, analysts said, as companies could
lose the cushion of benign input
costsjust as higher fuel pricesand
borrowing costs begin weighing on
demand.
