NEARLY A week after the
Centre cleared their names, 14
lawyers were sworn in as
judges of the Bombay High
Court on Tuesday.

With their appointment,
the HC will now function with
82 judges, the highest in recent
years, against a sanctioned
strength of 94.

Acting Chief Justice Shree
Chandrasekhar administered
the oath of office. The Bombay
HC is the second largest in the
country after the Allahabad
High Court.

“In exercise of the power
conferred by clause (1) of
Article 224 of the Constitution
of India, the President is
pleased to appoint S/Shri (i)
Siddheshwar Sundarrao
Thombre, (ii) Mehroz Ashraf
Khan Pathan, (iii) Ranjitsinha
Raja Bhonsale, (iv) Nandesh
Shankarrao Deshpande, (v)
Amit Satyavan Jamsandekar,
(vi) Ashish Sahadev Chavan,
(vii) Sandesh Dadasaheb Patil,

On August 19, the Supreme
Court Collegium, led by Chief
Justice of India (CJI) Bhushan R
Gavai, recommended 14
lawyers for appointment as ad-
ditional judges of the Bombay
High Court. Sources said CJI
Gavai recused himself from dis-
cussions where he had a direct
or indirect interest.

Among those elevated is
Advocate Wakode, described
by a Nagpur-based lawyer as a
“distant relative” of CJI Gavai.

Advocate Ranjitsinha Raja
Bhonsale, son of the late
Barrister Raja Bhonsale — for-
mer Advocate General of
Maharashtra and judge of the
Bombay HC — has also been ap-
pointed. CJI Gavai had worked
in Barrister Bhonsale’s cham-
bers after completing his law
studies, till 1987.

Advocate Pathan, who was
ajunior to Justice Gavai during
his practice, is among the ap-
pointees as well.

The list further includes
Deputy Solicitor General
Nandesh Deshpande, Chief
Public Prosecutor Hiten
Venegavkar, advocates
Sandesh Patil, Shreeram
Shirsat, Ashish Chavan, all of
whom have represented the
Centre or the state government
in recent years, and Farhan
Dubash, secretary of the
Bombay Bar Association.

Besides the principal seat in
Mumbai, the Bombay HC has
benches in Nagpur, Chhatrapati
Sambhajinagar, Goa, and a re-
cently added circuit bench at
Kolhapur.

IndiGo’s Kolkata flight returns
to Nagpur after suffering bird hit

AN INDIGO aircraft flying from
Nagpur to Kolkata returned back
to its point of origin on Tuesday
morning after it experienced a
bird hit just after taking off, the
airline said in a statement.
Flight 6E 812,an Airbus A320-
251N aircraft, took off from
Nagpur at approximately 7 am
but soon took a U-turn, with pi-
lots choosing precautionary land-
ing procedures. The plane landed
securely at Nagpur airport, where
it was grounded for inspection.
“IndiGo flight 6E 812 flying
from Nagpur to Kolkata on 02
September 2025 had a bird hit

shortly after taking off. As a pre-
cautionary measure, pilots de-
cided toreturn and landed safely
at the Nagpur airport,” the air-
line’s spokesperson said in the
statement.

After the incident, the plane
was inspected by engineers, who
found that there was a need for
additional checks and mainte-
nance. “Due to the necessity of
required inspection and mainte-
nance of the aircraft, the flight
has been cancelled for the day,”
read the IndiGo statement.

The airline further stated that
it helped the passengers on the
flight with various alternatives.

WITH JUST a day left before the
application deadline for Mumbai
University’s LLM entrance test,
students have called for an ex-
tension of the window, which
opened on August 26, by at least
three days, citing the festival
rush associated with Ganesh
Chaturthi.

Since the computer-based
test is scheduled for later this
month, students argue that there
is ample time to accommodate
ashort extension of the short ap-
plication window to ensure no
candidate misses out due to un-
avoidable circumstances.

Despite the university pro-
viding detailed instructions on
its website, several students have
reported difficulties navigating
the process. Many argue that the
ongoing festive season has cre-

One of the candidates said,
“Even as the process is online, it
requires us to submit some doc-
uments. Additionally, there are
some changes to the process, too.
It has not been possible to com-
plete the process amid festival
rush, especially when many of
us are away from home.”

Student activist Sachin
Pawar, who was approached by

aggrieved candidates, said,
“Many students travelled to
their hometowns to celebrate
Ganesh Chaturthi.

Pawar has written to
Mumbai University authorities
requesting them to extend the
September 3 deadline by three
days.

Cidco’s water supply project nears completion

Navi Mumbai: Residents of Navi
Mumbai will now have a more
reliable water supply as the City

BMC reports rise in malaria, dengue
and chikungunya cases in August

THE BRIHANMUMBAI Municipal
Corporation(BMC)hasreporteda
significant increase in cases of
malaria, dengue and chikungunya
last month, continuing the typical
monsoon peak trend.

Between July and August,
malaria cases rose from 4,151 to
5,706, while dengue cases in-
creased from 1,160 to 2,319.
Chikungunya cases more than
doubled from 265 to 485.
Leptospirosis cases also rose from
244 to471.In contrast, gastroen-
teritis cases saw a slight increase
from 5,182 to 5,774, Hepatitis
cases grew from 613 to 810, and
Covid-19 cases decreased mar-

ginally from 1,094 to 1,111.
Year-to-date data from
January to August show malaria
cases at 5,706 compared to 4,021
in the same period in 2024.
Dengue cases increased to
2,319 from 1,979, and chikun-
gunya cases doubled from 210 to
485. Leptospirosis cases declined
from 553 to 471, gastroenteritis
dropped from 6,133 to 5,774,and
hepatitis rose from 662 to 810.
Covid-19 cases decreased from
1,775 to 1,111 over the same pe-
riod. In August, the BMC con-
ducted house-to-house fever
surveys covering over 10.6 lakh
houses and 50.2 lakh individu-
als. Atotal of 1,84,602 blood sam-
ples were collected for contact-
tracing. Vector control measures
included inspection of 57,672

SHEENA BORA MURDER CASE
Indrani’s daughter appears as witness,

claims her statements were forged

VIDHIE MUKERJEA, daughter of
Indrani Mukerjea, who is facing
trial for the murder of elder
daughter Sheena Bora, appeared
as a witness before the special
CBI court Tuesday, claiming that
her statements were forged and
fabricated to falsely implicate
her biological parents Indrani
and Sanjeev Khanna. Khanna,
Indrani and her then husband
Peter Mukerjea, a former Star
India CEO, are facing trial for the
alleged murder which took place
in2012.

Vidhie, who was a minor in
2015 when the alleged murder
came to light, said in her testi-
mony that several bunches of
documents including emails,
blank sheets and documents
were given to her during the
probe by a CBI officer and she
was asked to sign them. She
claimed that the documents re-
ferred to by the CBI as evidence
during her deposition were
forged and fabricated.

“Itis correct to say thatif such
forged statements have been
recorded, there must be an ulte-
rior motive or mala fide inten-
tions. I believe that somebody
had forged and fabricated my

breeding sources, revealing
