WITHOVER8,500 farmershav-
ing so far sold theirmustard to
the government at minimum
support price (MSP) and as the
market price of this oilseed re-
mains depressed, the state has
reopened the registrationwin-
dow to allowmore farmers to
avail the benefit of government
procurement.

Accordingtolatestdataavail-
able with the Gujarat State
CooperativeMarketing Society
Limited (Gujcomasol), 8,629
farmershavesoldtheirmustard
totheUniongovernmentatMSP.

In all, 22,429 farmers have
got themselves registered so far
for selling their mustard to the
government. Among them,
GujcomasolhadsentSMSalerts
to12,832 farmersasofMay8 to
bring theirmustard to procure-
ment centres. Of these 12,832
farmers, 8,629 responded to
alerts and took theirmustard to
procurementcentresopenedby
Gujcomasol.

Accordingtothedata,among
the 8,629who turned upwith
theirharvest,2.46lakhquintalof
mustardbroughtby8,571farm-
erswasprocuredbythegovern-
mentwhilethemustardbelong-
ing to 58 farmers was rejected
for not meeting fair average
quality (FAQ)norms.

“Theresponsetothegovern-
ment procurement operations
has been very good in north
Gujarat. We have already cov-
eredaround58percentof farm-
ers who had registered them-
selves for selling theirmustard.
We will cover the remaining
9,606 farmersby June7, theday

the 90-day procurement win-
dowcloses,”DineshSuthar,chief
executiveofGujcomasol, said.

Mustard is an important
oilseed crop of India with
Gujarat being a significant pro-
ducer. The state had recorded
mustard sowing in 3.05 lakh
hectare (lh), whichwas around
26percenthigher thanthepre-
vious three year’s average 2.42
lh.Thestategovernment’sThird
AdvanceEstimatepegs thepro-
ductionto6.07lakhtonne(lt)or
60.7 lakhquintal.

WhiletheUniongovernment
has fixedRs5,450perquintalas
the MSP for mustard for Rabi
2022-23 season, priceof this oil
seed in the open market has
beenhoveringaroundRs5,000.
Given that government’s inter-
vention has not lifted prices of
mustardintheopenmarket,the
state has decided to reopen the
registration window again to
covermore farmers.

“Despite government inter-
vention, prices of mustard and
gramhaven’t lifted in the open
market. This is quite unusual.
The Central government, how-
ever, has allotted Gujarat 1.5 lt
(15lakhquintal)ofmustardpro-

curement quota. On the one
hand,we are underutilising the
quotaandontheother,pricesof
mustard are low in the open
market. Therefore, the state de-
cidedaroundamonthagotore-
open registrationwindow and
allowfarmersspotregistration,”
Agriculture Minister Raghavji
Patel toldThe IndianExpress.

The Union government has
appointed Nafed (National
Agricultural Cooperative
Marketing Federation Limited)
forprocuringmustardandgram
(chana)inGujarat. Inturn,Nafed
has appointed Gujcomasol, the
apex cooperative marketing
body of the state, as the state-
level agency to open and run
procurement centres across
Gujarat.

Sutharsaid thatanumberof
procurement centres have al-
ready started registering farm-
ers on the spot while some are
likelytoextendthisfacilityonce
theycoverthe farmerswhohad
got themselves registered be-
tween February 1 and 28. “We
willdospotregistrationof farm-
ers tillMay15andprocure their
mustardby June7,” Suthar said.

The2.46lakhquintalofmus-
tardprocuredbytheUniongov-
ernment is worth Rs 134.45
croreandthegovernmenthasal-
ready paid Rs 58.88 crore to
4,500 farmers,data shows.

AsperGujcomasol,2.20lakh
farmers had registered to sell
theirgramtothegovernment.As
of May 8, Gujcomasol had sent
SMS alerts to 2.06 lakh farmers
and procured 2.96 lakh quintal
ofchanafrom1.52lakhfarmers.

TWO CHILDREN have been
killedinseparateincidentsofat-
tacks by a lion and a leopard in
Amreli district, with the forest
departmentmanagingtorescue
both the suspected carnivores
withinhoursof theattacks.

The first incident was re-
ported from Karjala village in
Savarkundla taluka of Amreli
district. A leopard pounced on
three-year-oldBhupatBagadiya,
son of agricultural labourer
Magan Bagadiya, while hewas
sittingwithhisparents andsib-
lings around 8.45 pm on
Monday.

“There is amillet field and a
sugarcane plantation near the
hut in which the family stays.
Theleopardattackedthechildall
of a sudden and fledwith him.
Afterasearchandrescueopera-
tion of around three hours, the
child’sbodywasrecoveredfrom
themillet fieldaround12.30am
on Tuesday,” Rajdeepsinh Zala,
Deputy Conservator of Gorests
(DCF)ofGir(West)wildlifedivi-

sionsaid.
HeaddedthatMaganisana-

tive of Bhabhra in Madhya
Pradesh'sAlirajpurdistrict.

The second incident took

place at Khara village in
Amreli'sLiliatalukaaround5am
on Tuesday when a lioness at-
tacked five-month-old Vishal
Parmar.

“Theboywasasleepwithhis
parents outside their hut on a
wasteland on the outskirts of
Khara villagewhen the lioness
attacked and fledwith him. His
remainswere recovered from a
thicket of a gando baval
(prosopis juliflora), around 1.5
km away from the hut, after a
fewhours,”anofficerofLiliapo-
lice stationsaid.

The remains have been sent
to the Sir Takhtasinhji General
Hospital inBhavnagarforforen-
sicpostmortemandtheLiliapo-
licehaslodgedacaseofacciden-
taldeath.

Forest officers said a male
leopardanda lioness suspected
tohavebeeninvolvedinthetwo
incidentswerecaged justhours
after the attacks. “We placed a
trapcageinthemillet fieldfrom
where remains of the boywere
found. Our rescue teamman-
aged to cage a leopard at 2.50

am,”Zala said.
“Wehaveshiftedtheleopard

to a rescue centre, suspecting
that it had attacked the boy.
Leopardsgenerallyreturntothe
placewheretheyleavetheirkills.
Thefactthatitwasrescuedfrom
where the remains of the boy
werefound,thereisastrongpos-
sibility that the leopardwas the
one which attacked the child.
Nonetheless,wewill analyse its
scat and look for human hair to
ascertainif itindeedattackedthe
boy,”headded.

Meanwhile, the team of
Shetrunji wildlife division also
managed to rescue a lioness
from the thicket of gando baval
in which remains of the infant
were found.

“Our staff managed to track
down a lone lioness in the
thicketaround9am.Thelioness
was tranquilisedandrescued. It
hasbeenshiftedtoarescuecen-
tre for observation and to look
forcluestoestablishif itwasthe
one that had attacked the boy,”
Jayan Patel, DCF of Shetrunji
wildlifedivision, said.

We also
guided themon filingapetition
beforethelabourcommissioner
seeking a solution to their de-
mands,whichwill have a bind-
ingeffect...Atthesametime,we
also advised them to end the
strike."
