The earnings per share on an equity share having face value of Rs. 1/- stands at Rs. (9.78) per share as
compared to Rs. (3.49) per share in the previous year.

The Company is taking effective steps to improve the performance of the Company through growth in
revenue, managing cost, strategic marketing, increasing brand awareness and brand equity through
advertisement campaign etc.

The consolidated Profit and Loss Statement does not include
the financial information of one of the subsidiary alongwith its four subsidiaries while the statement of
consolidated Assets and Liabilities for the year ended March 31, 2023 includes the Consolidated Balance
Sheet of the said subsidiary for the year ended March 31, 2020.

The Auditors who had audited the Consolidated Financial Statement of the aforesaid subsidiaries had
expressed a modified opinion on the Consolidated Financial Statement for the Year Ended March 31, 2023,
in the absence of Audited Financial Statement for the Year ended March 31, 2021, March 31, 2022 and
March 31, 2023, the Board is unable to comment on whether the circumstances which resulted in the
modified opinion still exist.

Further, the Auditors who had audited had expressed a modified opinion on the Standalone Financial
Statement for the Year Ended March 31, 2023

19.1 Statutory Auditors

M/s. JSUS & Associates, (JSUS) Chartered Accountants (ICAI Firm No. 329784E), were re-appointed
as the Statutory Auditors of the Company for a tenure of 5 years commencing from the conclusion of
the 315" AGM of the Company until the conclusion of the 36™ AGM of the Company to be held in the
year 2027.

The Statutory Auditor’s report contains qualifications, reservations, adverse remarks or disclaimers,
which would be required to be dealt with in the Boards’ Report, have been dealt accordingly.

- Independent Auditor’'s Repot

There are no adverse remarks, reservations and/or qualification made by Statutory Auditor
in their Report on the Standalone Financial Statements of the Company, except two qualified
opinion mentioned below. The notes to the financial statement as on March 31, 2023, referred to
in Auditor’s Report are self-explanatory and therefore do not call for any further comments.

During the year under review, the Auditors had not reported any matter under Section 143(12) of the
Companies Act, 2013; therefore no detail is required to be discussed under Section 134(3)(ca) of the
Companies Act, 2013.

- Qualified opinion: Cash and cash equivalents include cheques in hand aggregating to Rs.
221.56 lakhs collected from customers towards advances/booking amount. As stated by the
management, these are yet to be presented for encashment at the request of customers.

- Management’s Reply:- As stated by the management, these are yet to be presented for
encashment at the request of customers. However, the Company has recovered substantial
amount during the year under review.

- Qualified opinion: The Company has taken as well as granted several secured and unsecured
loans and advances during the quarter. The agreements/ documentation in respect of such loans
and advances are in the process of being signed. In the absence of such signed agreements,
interest payable and receivable, as applicable, has been computed on the basis of the details
provided by the Management where available. The impact, if any, will be recognized after the
completion of such documentation.

- Management’s Reply: The agreements are in the process of execution and signing. However, in
Consolidated Financial Statements of the Company for the financial year ended March 31, 2023,
the auditors have made qualified opinion in respect of the Financial Statements of Vipul SEZ
Developers Pvt. Ltd, subsidiary company of Vipul Limited.

Further, the Consolidated Audited Financial Results for the financial year ended March 31, 2023 inter-
alia comprises of financial data as of March 31, 2020 of Vipul SEZ Developers Private Limited & its
subsidiaries. The qualified opinion alongwith the board’s explanations thereon are as follows:

- Qualified Opinion: The Consolidated Statement of Profit and Loss does not include the financial
statements of one subsidiary along with its four subsidiaries while the Consolidated Balance
Sheet and Consolidated Statement of Cash Flow for the year ended 31st March 2023 and 31st
March 2023 includes the consolidated Balance Sheet of the said subsidiary for the year ended
31st March, 2020. The consolidated financial statements for the year ended 31st March, 2023,
31st March 2022 and 31st March 2021 of the said subsidiary is not available with the Parent’s
Management. The auditor who had audited the consolidated financial statements of the said
subsidiary had expressed a modified opinion on the consolidated financial statements for the
year ended March 31, 2020. In the absence of audited consolidated financial statements for the
year ended March 31, 2021, March 31, 2022 and March 31, 2023 we are unable to comment on
whether the circumstances which resulted in the modified opinion still exist.
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- Management Reply: Pending audit, the consolidated financial statement (including its four
subsidiaries) of the said company, the Company has used last audited consolidated assets and
liability of the said company i.e. of 31.03.2020 for the purpose of consolidation.

- Qualified Opinion: Cash and cash equivalents of the Holding Company include cheques in hand
aggregating to Rs. 221.56 lakhs collected from customers towards advances/booking amount.
As stated by the management, these are yet to be presented for encashment at the request
of customers. We are, therefore, unable to comment on the effect of such advances/booking
amount on the revenue recognition under the percentage completion method.

- Management Reply: As stated by the management, these are yet to be presented for encashment
at the request of customers. However, the Company has recovered substantial amount during the
year under review.

- Qualified Opinion: The Holding Company and its subsidiaries have taken as well as granted
several loans and advances during the quarter. The agreements/documentation in respect of
such loans and advances are in the process of being signed. In the absence of such signed
agreements, interest payable and receivable, as applicable, has been computed on the basis of
the details provided by the Management where available. The impact, if any, will be recognized
after the completion of such documentation.

- Management Reply: The agreements are in the process of execution.

- Qualified Opinion: In one of the associates not audited by us and whose audit reports for
financial year ending 31st March 2023 has been provided to us, the concerned auditors have
stated that the said associates have not complied with the requirements of Ind AS 116 in respect
of a leasehold land in the subsidiary.

- Management Reply: The project under the associate company is abandoned since long and
there is no activity in the said project. The company will do the necessary IndAS compliance once
the activity in the said project commences.

19.2 Cost Auditors

As per Section 148 of the Act, the Company is required to have the audit of its cost records conducted by
a Cost Accountant. The Board of Directors on the recommendation of the Audit Committee, appointed
M/s. Vijender Sharma & Co., Cost Accountants, as Cost Auditors of the Company for the financial year
2023-24 at a remuneration of Rs. 80,000/- (Rupees Eighty Thousand Only) p.a. (exclusive of out of
pocket expenses and applicable taxes). The Audit Committee has also received a Certificate from the
Cost Auditors certifying their independence and arm’s length relationship with the Company.

The Cost Audit Report was received by the Board of Directors on August 11, 2022 for the Financial
Year 2021-22. The Cost Audit Report was filed in XBRL mode on September 05, 2022.There are no
qualifications or adverse remarks in the Cost Audit Report which require any explanation from the
Board of Directors.

The Board on recommendations of the Audit Committee have approved the remuneration payable to
the Cost Auditor, subject to ratification of their remuneration by the Members at the forthcoming AGM.

The Board of Directors of the Company shall consider the following external parameters while declaring or
recommending dividend to shareholders:

. Macro-economic environment- Significant changes in Macro economic environment materially affecting the
businesses in which the Company is engaged in the geographies in which the Company operates

. Regulatory changes — Introduction of new regulatory requirements or material changes in existing taxation
or regulatory requirements, which significantly affect the businesses in which the Company is engaged

. Technological changes which necessitate significant new investments in any of the businesses in which the
Company is engaged.
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Utilisation of Retained Earnings

The Company shall endeavour to utilize the retained earnings in a manner which shall be beneficial to the
interests of the Company and also its shareholders.

The Company may utilise the retained earnings for making investments for future growth and expansion plans,
for the purpose of generating higher returns for the shareholders or for any other specific purpose, as approved
by the Board of Directors of the Company.

Parameters that shall be adopted with regard to various classes of shares

The Company has issued only one class of shares viz. equity shares. Parameters for dividend payments in
respect of any other class of shares will be as per the respective terms of issue and in accordance with the
applicable regulations and will be determined, if and when the Company decides to issue other classes of shares.

Conflict in Policy

In the event of any conflict between this Policy and the provisions contained in the Listing Regulations, the
Regulations shall prevail.

Amendments

The Board may, from time to time, make amendments to this Policy to the extent required due to change in
applicable laws and Listing Regulations or as deemed fit on a review.

6. SEBI had initiated adjudication proceedings under Rule 4(3) of SEBI (Procedure for Holding Inquiry and
Imposing Penalties) Rules, 1995 (hereinafter referred to as “SEBI Adjudication Rules”) for alleged non-
compliance of the previous years. The adjudication proceedings concluded as per the Rules and a penalty
was ordered of Rs. 5 lakh, which was duly paid by the company.

7. The company has started the process of amalgamation of five of its subsidiaries with it, which are
M/s Abhipra Trading Private Limited, M/s Graphic Research Consultants India Private Limited, M/s United
Buildwell Private Limited, M/s Vineeta Trading Private Limited, and M/s Vipul Eastern Infracon Private
Limited.

8. The corporate insolvency process initiated against the company by the order of the Hon’ble NCLT, New Delhi
dated 12.07.2021 was set aside by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India through its order in CIVIL APPEAL
NO (S). 4467 /2021 dated 02.08.2021. The order of the Supreme Court was not filed within time and the
status of the company remained as “under the process of corporate insolvency process” stood on the portal
of the MCA.

The Board is responsible for the management, direction, and performance of the Company as well as to
provide as independent view of the Company’s management while discharging its objectives.

The Board meetings are generally held at the Company’s Corporate Office in Gurugram. In accordance with
the provision the Companies Act, 2013, the meetings are held atleast once in a calendar quarter with a
maximum interval of 120 days between any two consecutive meetings.

The agenda for the meetings are planned and structured by the Company Secretary in consultation with the
Managing Director and/or Chairman of the Board. The agenda along with explanatory notes and necessary
supporting documents is circulated to the Directors within the time prescribed under the statutes. The
Company provides a separate platform for meetings of the Independent Directors and also facilitates
independent consultations with the Statutory and Internal Auditors of the Company.

During the financial year 2022-23, information as mentioned in Regulation 17 of SEBI (LODR) Regulations,
2015, was placed before the Board for its consideration. Where it is not practicable to provide the relevant
information as a part of the Agenda Papers, the same is tabled at the Meeting, with the permission of the
present Directors. Presentations are also made to the Board on various issues concerning the Company.
The Directors also have independent access to the Senior Management at all times. Mr. Kapil Dutta elected
to act as Chairman of the Board for a period of one year w.e.f. May 30, 2022.

The Board meets at least once in every quarter to review quarterly results and other items on the agenda.
Additional meetings are held when necessary. Four Board Meetings were held during the financial year
ended the March 31, 2023 through Video Conferencing as permitted by relevant SEBI circulars and MCA
Circulars read with Rule 3 of the Companies (Meetings of Board and its Powers) Rules, 2014 under provisions
of Companies Act, 2013. These were held on March 30, 2022, August 11, 2022, November 11, 2022 and
February 14, 2023. However, in case of a special and urgent business need, the Board’s approval is taken
by passing resolution by circulation, as permitted by law which is noted, ratified and taken on record also
by the Board in the subsequent Board Meeting.

The quorum for the meeting of the Board of Directors is one-third of the Board of Directors or three
Directors, whichever is higher, including at least one ID and during the year, the requisite quorum was
present for all Board meetings.

Keeping in view the underlying objective of Green Initiatives, the Company has adopted a practice of
making electronic presentation of the Agenda of Board Meeting and other Committee Meetings in the
form of a power point presentation, wherever required. The Agenda are mailed to all the Directors well in
advance. However, as and when requests are received from Directors, the Agenda Paper are also circulated
in hard copies well before the Board Meeting and other Committee Meetings.

The Company offered the facility of video conferencing, as prescribed under Section 173(2) of the Act read
together with Rule 3 of the Companies (Meetings of Board and its Powers) Rules, 2014, thereby saving
resources and cost to the Company as well as the valued time of the Directors.
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The Company Secretary attends all meetings of the Board and its Committees and is, inter-alia, responsible
for recording the minutes of such meetings. The draft minutes of the Board and its Committees are sent to
the members for their comments in accordance with the Secretarial Standards and after incorporating their
comments, the minutes are entered in the minutes book within 30 days of the conclusion of the respective
meetings.

The Company has an effective post meeting follow-up, review and reporting process of decisions taken by
the Board and its Committees. The action taken reports on decisions of the previous meeting(s) are placed
at the immediate succeeding meeting for review by the Board and the Committees.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION & ANALYSIS REPORT

OUTLOOK & OVERVIEW OF THE ECONOMY

It has been a near-normal year after two years of pandemic induced challenges but the global economy
continues to face head winds of rising inflation and tapered growth. According to The World Economic Outlook
(WEO) update, the world economic output growth slowed down to 3.4% in CY2022, after growing by 6.0%
in CY2021. The rise incentral bank rates to fight inflation and Russia’s war in Ukraine continue to weigh on
economic activity with it's impact likely to spill over to CY2023 as well. The rapid spread of COVID-19 in China
also dampened growth in CY2022, but the reopening has paved the way for are covery. Stronger-than-expected
private consumptionand investment amid tight labor markets and greater-than anticipated fiscal support helped
the major economies.

The IMF expects growth in CY2023 to be 2.8% with a gradual pick-up in CY2024. The economic activity is
expected to remain sluggish mainly due to slow down in advanced economies. For advanced economies, growth
is projected to decline sharply from 2.7% in CY2022 to 1.2%in CY2023 amid financial sector turmoil, high
inflation, ongoing effects of Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, and three years of COVID. For emerging market and
developing economies, growthis projected to rise modestly, from 3.9% in CY2022 to 4.0% in 2023. Growth in
emerging and developing Asiais expected to rise in CY2023 to 5.3% after the deeper-than-expected slowdown
in CY2022 to 4.3% attributable to China’s economy. Growth in China is projected to rise reflecting rapidly
improving mobility and full reopening.

India’s economy on the other hand, will slow down from 6.8% in CY2022 to 5.9% in CY2023 as per world
economic outlook, impacted by rising global inflation and the resultant interest rate hikes.

The Indian economy continued to exhibit a resilient performance despite global uncertainties. The Reserve Bank
of India (RBI) expects the Indian economy to be amongst the fastest growing economies in FY 2023-24 led by
improving macro economic fundamentals and sustained momentum in domestic economy.

As per IMF reports, the GDP forecast for India has been revised to 6.3% for FY 2023-24 from 6.6% earlier. The
primary reason was attributed to slower consumption growth and challenging external conditions.

The Indian economy continues to remain fairly resilient in the last year despite the global headwinds. However,
it will see a moderation in growth in FY24 to 5.9-6.3% as per various estimates as against 6.9% in FY23.
Rising borrowing costs and slower income growth will weigh on private consumption growth, and government
consumption is projected to grow at a slower pace due to the withdrawal of pandemic-related fiscal support
measures. Despite this, India will remain one of the fastest growing economies in a challenging global environment.

India’s GDP grew by 6.9% in FY23 due to stead fast domestic demand, government’s unwavering focus on
infrastructure spending and low base effect. Volatile commodity prices have impacted profitability, particularly of
MSMEs, while export-oriented sectors face headwinds from a slowdown in their major markets. The headwinds
of higher input cost and challenging global environment will continue in FY24 also.

The increase in reporate by RBI by 250 bps since the beginning of FY2023 to contain inflation is expected to slow
down the growth rate as the full effect of rate hikes will be felt in FY2024. RBI though is expected to continue its
accommodative stance to growth as seen in its April 2023 Monetary Policy Committee meeting where rates were
maintained. India’s banking system has been largely insulated from recent failures of certain banks globally.
Interest rate risk, the root cause of stress at some banks in the US, is relatively lower for Indian banks. Loans
which form about 70% of asset book of banks in India are largely floating in nature. Also, the base interest rates
in India are higher than global peers, making the sensitivity of investments to mark-to-market losses relatively
lower.

Consumer inflation is expected to moderate from 6.8% in FY23 to 5.2% in FY24, owing to a high-base effect. A
good rabi harvest would help cool food inflation and a slowing economy to moderate core inflation.

The World Bank expects the government to meet its fiscal deficit target of 5.9% of GDP in FY24 and narrow the
current account deficit to 2.1% from an estimated 3% in FY23 on the back of robust service exports and an
arrowing merchandise trade deficit.

While the short-term outlook seems to be challenging given the rising interest rates, external supply shocks
and geopolitical tension, we do believe the government is doing the right things to ensure a sustainable growth
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path for the country. The union budget presented this year was very supportive of the long-term growth of the
real estate sector in India through its focus on urban infrastructure and the digital economy. The government’s
sharply expanded capital expenditure target for the year is expected to createjob opportunities and higher
economic activity.

INDUSTRY STRUCTURE AND DEVELOPMENTS

The post-pandemic picture for real estate sector is aparadigm shift from before. The pandemic has reinstated
the importance of home ownership and the attitude of customers towards residential properties has seen a
substantial shift. Preference for larger sized apartments, inclination towards reputed developers and a rising
demand for townships projects are just some of the emerging trends.

Fiscal 2023 was a milestone year for the Indian Real estate sector with all-time high sales. The sector showed
healthy growth on the back of a high base achieved in fiscal 2022.The demand pick-up seen in the second half
of fiscal 2021 has continued into fiscal 2023 and is expected to continue in fiscal 2024.

While the residential segment witnessed strong performance, commercial office sector continues to remain
sluggish with demand not yet reaching the pre-pandemic levels. The challenges to office space demand has
been the work from home trend and slowdown in global economic growth. The global slowdown directly impacts
sectors like IT/ITeS which is the major occupier of office space in India. Retail real estate sector though, is back
to full swing with consumption recovering beyond pre-pandemic levels and should continue the momentum.

The residential market has sustained the momentum seen in the latter half of fiscal 2022. The robust performance
of the sector during last year signifies the strength of the underlying demand for property. The demand is
driven by healthy economic recovery post pandemic, healthy affordability compared to historic levels and other
favorable macro economic factors. The industry though faced head winds of steep rise in raw material costs,
consumer inflation and a sharp increase in borrowing costs.

Heightened savings during the lockdowns, relatively little income disruption in the mid and high-income categories
and a comparatively strong economic growth outlook have sustained demand in the Indian residential market.

BUDGET 2023 - TAKEAWAYS

The union budget presented this year was supportive of the long-term growth of the real estate sector in India
through its focus on urban infrastructure and the digital economy.The Government’s rising focus on infrastructure
capex will create a backdrop of opportunity for the real estate sector. Some of the key measures include:

Housing for All

Your Company’s well accepted brand,
contemporary architecture,well designed projects in strategic locations, strong balance sheet and stable financial
performance even in testing times make it a preferred choice for customers and shareholders. Your Company is
ideally placed to further strengthen its development potential by acquiring new land parcels.

Housing Demand

The pandemic has nudged a lot of fence-sitters to convert into first-time home buyers and existing ones to
upgrade to larger homes by re-establishing the security that home ownership offers, resulting in rising housing
demand across segments. An expected economic recovery alongwith the belief of housing prices bottoming out
amongst consumers and rising income levels are some of the factors which will drive the housing demand going
a head. Hybrid working models will also continue to drive demand for larger homes. Employers are expected to
continue to offer flexibility to their employees in order to attract and retaintalent.

Sector Consolidation

The highly fragmented Indian real estate sector has been in a prolonged consolidation phase from the past few
years and the pandemic has been one important factor pushing weaker players out of business. The disruptions
in the real estate sector have ensured that no new player has an easy entry into the sector. As the sector moves
towards fewer big players in each region, the consolidation presents alucrative opportunity for the existing real
estate developers to cater to the rising housing demand.

Affordable housing

Affordable housing continues to remain a significant opportunity for developers and key focus area of the
government. While the tax benefit for first-time home buyers and tax holiday for developers in affordable housing
segment was rolled back in Budget 2022, we believe it will not deter home buyer’s decision of purchasing homes
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and demand will continue to be strong in affordable housing segment. Interestingly, the share of launches in
the affordable segment across the top 7 cities of India,has dropped from 26% in CY2021 to 20% in CY2022,
according to ANAROCK Research. The affordable housing segment could see a meaningful uptick in demand with
an expected economic recovery and rising income levels.

Digital Real Estate Sales

Digital marketing has emerged as an important tool for real estate developers for their sales and customer
outreach. Post-pandemic, the marketing activities are not just limited to tap new customers or brand recognition,
but establishing a personal touch through digital means.With the tech-enabled tools to close real estate purchases
online, developers have been able to record healthy sales even during the lockdown. Digital collaboration tools
can be leveraged by the developers to interact with potential customers, show case project brochures, facilitate
virtualsite tours, and focus on NRIs to propel the sales. Emerging tools such as virtual reality, augmented reality,
Al-powered chatbots are being extensively used to establish personalized services with prospective customers.
Going ahead, it will be imperative for the developers to adapt to a tech-savvy future and the proportion of real
estate business generated online is expected to only rise further.

THREAT: Even as the demand in the Real Estate Sector is increasing gradually, the squeezed financial scenario
and NBFC issue has let to major liquidity challenges and increased borrowing costs.

Huge inventory pile up and delayed projects have affected the confidence of residential end use customers as
well as the investor community.

Regulatory Hurdles

The real estate sector is a highly regulated sector and any unfavorable changes in government policies and the
regulatory environment can adversely impact the performance of the sector. There are substantial procedural
delays with regards to land acquisition, land use, project launches and construction approvals. Retrospective
policy changes and regulatory bottlenecks may impact profitability and affect the attractiveness of the sector
and companies operating within the sector.

Monetary Tightening and Funding Issues

There has been a contrasting trend in real estate lending over the past few years wherein reputed, low leveraged
developers continued to enjoy easy access to liquidityas lenders remained selective and weaker developers
struggled with limited sources of capital. Real estate sector performance is closely linked to economic recovery
and its monetary policies. The Reserve Bank of India has so far maintained accommodative stance as it tries to
support economic recovery. However, going ahead we expect to see monetary tightening as the central bank
tries to control inflation in the country. A nascent economic recovery along with rising interest rates could impact
the real estate sector in the near term as cost of housing loans shoots upwith rise in the cost of funding for the
developers, who are already facing margin pressure due to commodity cost inflation.

Shortage of Manpower & Technology

As the second largest employer in the country, the real estate sector is heavily dependent on manual labour.
During the pandemic, the sector was badly hit due to labour availability issues which affected project completion
timelines. Hence, there is a need for development of technologically less labour intensive alternative methods
of construction.

RISKS AND CONCERNS

Vipul’ s risk management approach focuses on mitigating the adverse impact of external risks on its business
objectives. The framework comprises a combination of centrally issued policies and divisionally-evolved
procedures that are regularly reviewed for their alignment with sectoral dynamics and evolving trends.

The Company has a Risk Management Committee which is entrusted with the responsibility of establishing
polices to monitor and evaluate the risk management systems of the Company.

The Company aims at continuous improvement of the processes which inter-alia include, reporting methodology
of the legal matters, efficient engagement of high quality panel of third party lawyers, standardization of key
documents and strengthening internal guidelines and processes on documentation, legal matters and their
reporting.

The Company is exposed to a number of risks suchas economic, regulatory, taxation and environmental risks
as well as sectoral investment outlook. Some risks that may arise in the normal course of business and could
impact their ability to address future developments, comprise credit risk, liquidity risk, counter party risk,
regulatory risk, commodity inflation risk and market risk. . The Company’s strategy of focusing on key products
and geographical segments is exposed to economic and market conditions.
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The Company continues to implement robust risk management policies that set-out the tolerance for risk
management and the requisite mitigation plans.

Industry Cyclicality

The real estate market is in herently a cyclical market and is affected by macro economic conditions, changes
in applicable governmental schemes, changes in supply and demand for projects, availability of consumer
financing and illiquidity. Your Company has attempted to hedge against the inherent risks through a business
model comprising owned projects, joint ventures, residential platforms, and development management through
a pan-India presence. However, any future significant downturn in the industry and the overall investment
climate may adversely impact business.

Statutory Approvals

The real estate sector in India is heavily regulated by the central, state and local governments. Real estate
developers are required to comply with a number of laws and regulations, including policies and procedures
established and implemented by local authorities in relation to land acquisition, transfer of property, registration
and use of land. These laws often vary from state to state. Several of your Company’s projects are in preliminary
stages of planning and any delay in obtaining approvals could warrant revised scheduling of project timelines.

Climate Change- Threats and Challenges forReal Estate Sector

The sector faces some pertinent challenges on the front of climate change. These challenges or risks can be
classified broadly into two categories, physical and transitional. The former is on account of acute and chronic
physical effects of climate change such as damage to infrastructure at construction sites or building projects,
damages to logistics routes, reduced efficiency of work force due to heat waves, etc. The latter i.e., transitional
risks arise on account of transitioning to a low-carbon economy. Such risks can be broadly classified into four
categories namely, reputational,market, technology and policy.

In addition to the risks, climate change also offers some opportunities for the real estate sector.

¢ Reduced water usage and consumption: Water isa critical component in the construction and use
phase. Erratic and reduced precipitation compounded with unsustainable extraction of ground water has
a significant impact construction activities and customer preference. Incorporating rain water harvesting,
and encouraging the useof curing compound instead of water saves large volumes of water and reduces its
procurement cost. Moreover, reduction in water usage alsoreduces waste water treatment and corresponding
energy usage.

e Local energy generation and storage: Real-estate firmscan use their premises to generate and store
energy. For example, property developers have been outfitting buildings with solar arrays and batteries,
helping to stabilize energy grids and reduce the costs associated with clean energy.

e Green buildings to attract more customers: Developers and property managers can invest in developing
green buildings or retro fitting older buildings to make them green to meet the growing appetite for
sustainable workplaces and homes. Energy efficient solutions both in the design and use phase can help
save large quantity of energy for customers. The efficiency measures help mitigate climate impacts

e Extra services on-site: Firms can introduce newrevenue streams, including vehicle charging, green
facilities management, and other on-site services that enable occupants’ sustainable preferences.

o Differentiated capital attraction: Given the volume of capital that has already been committed to
achievingnet zero, real-estate firms that are able to decarbonizes will have an advantage in attracting
capital.

INTERNAL CONTROL SYSTEMS AND THEIR ADEQUACY

The Company’s internal control systems are commensurate with the nature of its business and the size and
complexity of its operations. These are routinely tested and verified by Statutory as well as Internal Auditors.
The Company’s internal control system is commensurate with the nature, size and complexities of operations.
The internal control system ensures compliance with all applicable laws, regulations and facilitates optimum
utilisation of available resourcesand protects the interests of all stakeholders.

The Company has a robust and well embedded system of internal financial controls. This ensures that all assets are
safe guarded and protected against loss from unauthorized use or disposition and all transactions are authorised,
recorded and reported correctly. An extensiverisk based programme of internal audit and management reviews
provides assurance on the effectiveness of internal financial controls, which are continuously monitored through
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management reviews, self-assessment, functional experts as well as by the Statutory/Internal Auditors during
the course of their audits.

The internal control is supplemented by extensive programme of internal audits, review by Audit Committee and
Board of the Company. The system has been designed to ensure that financial and other records are reliable
for preparing financial information and for maintaining accountability of assets. All financial and audit control
systems are also reviewed by the Audit Committee of the Board of Directors of the Company.

Significant audit observations, if any and follow up actions thereon are reported to the Audit Committee.

ii. The Company has taken as well as granted several secured and unsecured loans and advances during
the year. The agreements/ documentation in respect of such loans and advances are in the process of
being signed. In the absence of such signed agreements, interest payable and receivable, as applicable,
has been computed on the basis of the details provided by the Management where available. The
impact, if any, will be recognized after the completion of such documentation.

We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) specified under section 143(10)
of the Act. Our responsibilities under those Standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities
for the Audit of the Standalone Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the
Company in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India
together with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the financial statements under the
provisions of the Act and the Rules thereunder, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in
accordance with these requirements and the Code of Ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matters

The net worth of some of the underlying
entities has significantly eroded and does not have
projects under development. The estimated recov-
erable amount is subjective due to the inherent
uncertainty involved in forecasting and discount-
ing future cash flows.

Corporate Information

Vipul Limited (the Company) is a public limited company domiciled and incorporated in India and its
shares are publicly traded on the Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE) and the National Stock Exchange
(NSE). The registered office of the Company is situated at Unit No. 201, C 50, Malviya Nagar, New
Delhi -110017 and the corporate office is situated at Vipul Techsquare, Golf Course Road, Sector-43,
Gurugram-122009 (Haryana).

The principle business activity of the company is Real Estate Development. The Company has its
presence in the states of Haryana, Odisha and Punjab.

Significant Accounting Policies
Basis of preparation of financial statements

The Standalone Financial Statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with the
Indian Accounting Standards (IND AS) as per the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules,
2015 notified under the Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the Act”) and the relevant provisions
and amendments, as applicable.

The Standalone Financial Statements of the Company for the year ended March 31, 2023 were
authorised for issue by the Board of Directors on June 06, 2023.

The financial statements have been prepared on historical cost basis, except for certain financial assets
and liabilities which have been measured atfair value (refer accounting policy regarding financial
instruments).

The Ind AS financial statements are presented in INR which is the Company's functional and presentation
currency and all values are rounded to the nearest lakhs, except when otherwise indicated. Accounting
policies have been consistently applied except where a newly issued accounting standard is initially
adopted or a revision to an existing accounting standard requires a change in the accounting policy
hitherto in use.

Use of estimates and management judgements

The preparation of financial statement in conformity with the recognition and measurement principles
of Ind AS requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the
reported balances of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities and the accompanying disclosures, and
the disclosure of contingent liabilities. Uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could result
in outcomes that require a material adjustment to the carrying amount of assets or liabilities affected
in future periods.

Key estimates and assumptions :

The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the
reporting date, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts
of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, are described below. The Company based its
assumptions and estimates on parameters available when the financial statements were prepared.
Existing circumstances and assumptions about future developments, however, may change due to
market changes or circumstances arising that are beyond the control of the Company. Such changes
are reflected in the assumptions when they occur.

i) Revenue recognition, contract costs and valuation of trade receivables

Revenue from contract with customer of its real estate projects is recognized, when control of the
goods or services are transferred to the customer, at an amount that reflects the consideration
to which the Company is expected to be entitled in exchange for those goods or services. The
Company transfer control of a good and service over time. Accordingly, revenue is measured
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3.

132

by reference to the stage of the projects and contracts determined based on the proportion of
contract costs incurred for work performed to date bear to the estimated total contract costs.
Hence method requires the Company to estimate the costs expended to date as a proportion of
the total costs to be expended. Significant assumptions are required in determining the stage
of completion, the extent of the contract cost incurred the estimated total contract revenue
and contract cost and the recoverability of the contracts. These estimates are based on events
existing at the end of each reporting date.

ii) Estimation of net realizable value for inventory
Inventory is stated at the lower of cost and net realizable value (NRV).

NRV for completed inventory is assessed by reference to market conditions and prices existing
at the reporting date and is determined by the Company, based on comparable transactions
identified by the Company for inventories in the same geographical market serving the same real
estate segment.

NRV in respect of inventory under construction is assessed with reference to market prices at the
reporting date for similar completed property, less estimated costs to complete construction and
an estimate of the time value of money to the date of completion.

ifi) Useful lives of property, plant and equipment

As described in the significant accounting policies, the Company reviews the estimated useful
lives of property, plant and equipment at the end of each reporting period.

iv) Actuarial Valuation

The determination of Company’s liability towards defined benefit obligation to employees is made
through independent actuarial valuation including determination of amounts to be recognised in
the Statement of Profit and Loss and in other comprehensive income. Such valuation depends
upon assumptions determined after taking into account inflation, seniority, promotion and other
relevant factors such as supply and demand factors in the employment market. Information
about such valuation is provided in notes to the financial statements.

Summary of significant accounting policies

Property, Plant and Equipment

The cost of an item of property, plant and equipment comprises of its purchase price, any costs
directly attributable to its acquisition and an initial estimate of the costs of dismantling and removing
the item and restoring the site on which it is located, the obligation for which the company incurs when
the item is acquired. Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognized as a
separate asset, as appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with
the item will flow to the company and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. All other repairs
and maintenance are charged to profit or loss during the reporting period in which they are incurred.
Each part of an item of property, plant and equipment with a cost that is significant in relation to the
total cost of the item is depreciated separately.

An item of property, plant and equipment and any significant part initially recognized is de-recognized
upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain
or loss arising on de-recognition of the asset (calculated as the difference between the net disposal
proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is included in the income statement when the Property,
plant and equipment is derecognized.

Intangible Assets

Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on initial recognition at cost. Following initial
recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortization and accumulated
impairment loss.
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The amortization period and the amortization method for an intangible asset with a finite useful life
are reviewed at least at the end of each reporting period.

Revenue Recognition-
Revenue is recognized as follows:

I. The Company recognises revenue, on execution of agreement or letter of allotment and when
control of the goods or services are transferred to the customer, at an amount that reflects the
consideration (i.e. the transaction price) to which the Company is expected to be entitled in
exchange for those goods or services excluding any amount received on behalf of third party
(such as indirect taxes). An asset created by the Company’s performance does not have an
alternate use and as per the terms of the contract, the Company has an enforceable right to
payment for performance completed till date. Hence the Company transfers control of a good or
service over time and, therefore, satisfies a performance obligation and recognises revenue over
time. The Company recognises revenue at the transaction price which is determined on the basis
of agreement or letter of allotment entered into with the customer. The Company recognises
revenue for performance obligation satisfied over time only if it can reasonably measure its
progress towards complete satisfaction of the performance obligation. The Company uses cost
based input method for measuring progress for performance obligation satisfied over time.
Under this method, the Company recognises revenue in proportion to the actual project cost
incurred (excluding land cost) as against the total estimated project cost (excluding land cost).
The management reviews and revises its measure of progress periodically and are considered
as change in estimates and accordingly, the effect of such changes in estimates is recognised
prospectively in the period in which such changes are determined.

A contract asset is the right to consideration in exchange for goods or services transferred to
the customer. If the Company performs by transferring goods or services to a customer before
the customer pays consideration or before payment is due, a contract asset is recognised for the
earned consideration that is conditional.

A contract liability is the obligation to transfer goods or services to a customer for which the
Company has received consideration (or an amount of consideration is due) from the customer. If
a customer pays consideration before the Company transfers goods or services to the customer,
a contract liability is recognised when the payment is made or the payment is due (whichever
is earlier). Contract liabilities are recognised as revenue when the Company performs under
the contract. A receivable represents the Company’s right to an amount of consideration that is
unconditional (i.e., only the passage of time is required before payment of the consideration is
due).

II. Claims, interest and transfer fees from customers are recognized on acceptance of the same.

ITII. Income from interest is accounted for on time proportion basis taking into account the amount
outstanding and the applicable rate of interest.

IV. Revenue from operation includes various charges recovered from the customers which is
recognized on accrual basis having regard to timing and nature of service provided.

Borrowing Costs

Borrowing costs attributable to the acquisition or construction of a qualifying asset are carried as part
of the cost of such asset. A qualifying asset is one that necessarily takes substantial period of time to
get ready for its intended use. All other borrowing costs are expensed in the year they are incurred.

Depreciation and amortization

Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is calculated using thewritten down value method
to allocate their cost, net of their residual values, over the useful lives of assets estimated by the
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management and as given in schedule II of The Companies Act, 2013 except, life of furniture and
fixtures has been estimated as 15 years against 10 years as per Schedule II of the Companies Act,
2013. Depreciation for assets purchased / sold during a period is proportionately charged.

Softwares are amortized over the estimated useful life of 5 years.

The residual values, useful lives and methods of depreciation of property, plant and equipmentare
reviewed at each financial year end and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

Inventories

i. Constructed properties, shown as work in progress, includes the cost of land (including
development rights and land under agreements to purchase), internal development costs, external
development costs, construction costs, overheads, borrowing costs, construction materials and is
valued at lower of cost/ estimated cost and net realizable value.

ii.  On completion of projects, unsold stocks are transferred to project finished stock under the head
“Inventory” and the same is carried at cost or net realizable value, whichever is less.

iii. Finished Goods - Plots: Valued at lower of cost and net realizable value.

Retirement Benefits

a. Short Term employee benefit

The employees of the company are entitled to compensate absences which are non-accumulating
in nature. Expenses of such compensated absences are recognized in the period in which such
absences occur.

b. Long Term and Post-employment benefit

a) The employees’ gratuity fund scheme managed by Life Insurance Corporation of India is
a defined benefit plan. The present value of obligation is determined based on actuarial
valuation using the Projected Unit Credit Method.

b) Retirement benefits in the form of Provident Fund and Superannuation/ Pension schemes are
charged to the Profit & Loss Statement in the year when the contributions to the respective
funds are due.

Remeasurements, comprising of actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the asset ceiling,
excluding amounts included in net interest on the net defined benefit liability and the return on
plan assets (excluding amounts included in net interest on the net defined benefit liability), are
recognized immediately in the balance sheet with a corresponding debit or credit to retained
earnings through OCI in the period in which they occur. Remeasurements are not reclassified to
profit or loss in subsequent periods.

Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

Provisions are recognized for liabilities that can be measured only by using a substantial degree
of estimation if the company has a present obligation as a result of past event and the amount of
obligation can be reliably estimated.

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre-tax
rate that reflects, when appropriate, the risks specific to the liability. When discounting is used, the
increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognized as a finance cost.

Possible future or present obligations that may but will probably not require outflow of resources
or where the same cannot be reliably estimated is disclosed as contingent liability in the financial
statement.
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Where an inflow of economic benefits is probable, a brief description of the nature of the contingent
assets at the end of reporting period, and, where practicable, an estimate of their financial effect is
disclosed.

Taxes on Income

Tax expense comprises both current and deferred tax. Current tax is determined in respect of taxable
income for the year based on applicable tax rates and laws.

Deferred tax Asset/liability is recognized, subject to consideration of prudence, on timing differences
being the differences between taxable incomes and accounting income that originates in one year and
is capable of reversal in one or more subsequent year and measured using tax rates and laws that
have been enacted or substantively enacted by the Balance Sheet date.

Deferred tax assets for carry forward business loss are recognized only if there is virtual certainty
supported by convincing evidence that future taxable income will be available against which such
deferred tax asset can be realized.

Deferred tax assets/liabilities are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date to reassess their reliability.
Foreign Currency Transactions

Foreign currency denominated monetary assets and liabilities are translated at exchange rates in
effect at Balance Sheet date. The gains or losses resulting from such translation are included in the
Statement of Profit and Loss. Non-monetary assets and non-monetary liabilities denominated in a
foreign currency are translated at the exchange rate prevalent at the date of transactions.

Revenue, expense and cash flow items denominated in foreign currencies are translated using the
exchange rate in effect on the date of transaction.

Segment Reporting

The company has identified that its operating activity is a single primary business segment viz. Real
Estate Development & Services carried out in India. Accordingly, whole of India has been considered
as one geographical segment.

Earnings Per Share

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the year attributable to
equity shareholders by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the year.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the year attributable
to equity shareholders and the weighted average number of shares outstanding during the year are
adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential equity shares.

Cash & Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash & cash on deposit with banks and corporations. The
Company considers all highly liquid investments with a remaining maturity at the date of purchase of
three months or less, which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value and that are readily
convertible to known amounts of cash to be cash equivalents.

Financial Instruments
. Financial Instruments - Initial recognition and measurement

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognized in the company’s statement of financial
position when the company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument. The
company determines the classification of its financial assets and liabilities at initial recognition.
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All financial assets are recognized initially at fair value plus, in the case of financial assets
not recorded at fair value through profit or loss, transaction costs that are attributable to the
acquisition of the financial asset.

Financial assets —Subsequent measurement

The Subsequent measurement of financial assets depends on their classification which is as
follows:

- Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss: Financial assets at fair value through
profit and loss include financial assets held for sale in the near term and those designated

upon initial recognition at fair value through profit or loss.

- Financial assets measured at amortized cost: Loans and receivables are non-derivative
financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active
market. Trade receivables do not carry any interest and are stated at their nominal value
as reduced by appropriate allowance for estimated irrecoverable amounts based on the
ageing of the receivables balance and historical experience. Additionally, a large number
of minor receivables are grouped into homogenous groups and assessed for impairment
collectively. Individual trade receivables are written off when management deems them not
to be collectible.

- Financial assets at fair value through OCI

All equity investments, except investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates,
falling within the scope of Ind AS 109, are measured at fair value through Other Comprehensive
Income (OCI). The company makes an irrevocable election on an instrument by instrument
basis to present in other comprehensive income subsequent changes in the fair value. The
classification is made on initial recognition and is irrevocable. If the company decides to
designate an equity instrument at fair value through OCI, then all fair value changes on the
instrument, excluding dividends, are recognized in the OCI.

Financial assets —Derecognition

The company derecognizes a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from
the assets expire or it transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards
of ownership of the asset. Upon derecognition of equity instruments designated at fair value
through OCI, the associated fair value changes of that equity instrument is transferred from OCI
to Retained Earnings.

Investment in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates

Investments made by the company in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates are measured
at Cost. Impairment recognized, if any is reduced from the carrying value.

Financial liabilities -

Initial recognition and measurement

Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities at fair value through
profit or loss, loans and borrowings, or as payables, as appropriate.

The Group’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings including
bank overdrafts.

The Subsequent measurement of financial liabilities depends on their classification which is as follows:

Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss
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Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss include financial liabilities held for trading,
if any.

Financial liabilities measured at amortized cost

Interest bearing loans and borrowings including debentures issued by the company are
subsequently measured at amortized cost using the effective interest rate method (EIR).
Amortized cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and
fee or costs that are integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortized is included in finance costs in the
statement of profit and loss.

Financial liabilities —Derecognition
A financial liability is derecognized when the obligation under the liability is discharged or expires.
Fair Value measurement

The company measures certain financial instruments at fair value at each reporting date. Fair
value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly
transaction between market participants at the measurement date. The fair value measurement
is based on presumption that the transaction to sell the asset or transfer the liability takes place
either:

In the principal market for the assets or liability or
In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability.

The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible to the company. The company
uses valuation technique that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient
data are available to measure fair value, maximizing the use of relevant observable inputs and
minimizing the use of unobservable inputs.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial statements
are categorized within the fair value hierarchy, described as follows, based on the lowest level
input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole:

Level 1 — Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities;

Level 2 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value
measurement is directly or indirectly observable, or

Level 3 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value
measurement is unobservable.

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis,
the Company determines whether transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by
re-assessing categorization (based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value
measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.

Impairment of non financial assets

The Company assesses, at each reporting date, whether there is an indication that an asset may be
impaired. If any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the
Company estimates the asset’s recoverable amount. An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher
of an asset’s or cash-generating unit’s (CGU) fair value less costs of disposal and its value in use.
Recoverable amount is determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash
inflows that are largely independent of those from other assets or groups of assets. When the carrying
amount of an asset or CG exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired and is
written down to its recoverable amount.
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In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using
a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the
risks specific to the asset. In determining fair value less costs of disposal, recent market transactions
are taken into account. If no such transactions can be identified, an appropriate valuation model is
used. These calculations are corroborated by valuation multiples, quoted share prices for publicly
traded companies or other available fair value indicators.

Impairment losses, including impairment on inventories, are recognized in the statement of profit and
loss. After impairment, depreciation is provided on the revised carrying amount of the asset over its
remaining useful life.

Impairment of financial assets

The Company assesses at each date of balance sheet whether a financial asset or a group of financial
assets is impaired. Ind AS 109 requires expected credit losses to be measured through a loss allowance.
The Company recognizes lifetime expected losses for all contract assets and / or all trade receivables
that do not constitute a financing transaction. For all other financial assets, expected credit losses are
measured at an amount equal to the 12-month expected credit losses or at an amount equal to the
life time expected credit losses, if the credit risk on the financial asset has increased significantly since
initial recognition.

Current versus non-current classification

The Company presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ non-current
classification. An asset is treated as current when it is:

- Expected to be realized or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle;
- Held primarily for the purpose of trading;
- Expected to be realized within twelve months after the reporting period, or

- Cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at
least twelve months after the reporting period. All other assets are classified as non-current.

A liability is current when:

- It is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle;-

- It is held primarily for the purpose of trading;

- It is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or

- There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months
after the reporting period.

The Company classifies all other liabilities as non-current.

The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their realization
in cash and cash equivalents. The real estate development projects undertaken by the Company
generally run over a period ranging upto 5 years. Operating assets and liabilities relating to such
projects are classified as current based on an operating cycle of upto 5 years. Borrowings in connection
with such projects are classified as short term (i.e. current) since they are payable over the term of
the respective projects. Assets and liabilities, other than those discussed above, are classified as
current to the extent they are expected to be realized / are contractually repayable within 12 months
from the Balance sheet date and as non-current, in other cases. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are
classified as non-current assets and liabilities.
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s. Loans and borrowings

After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured at amortized
cost using the EIR method. Gains and losses are recognized in profit or loss when the liabilities are
de-recognised as well as through the EIR amortization process. Amortized cost is calculated by taking
into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the
EIR. The EIR amortization is included as finance costs in the statement of profit and loss.

t. Trade and other payables

These amounts represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the Company prior to the end
of financial year which are unpaid. Trade and other payables are presented as current liabilities unless
payment is due within 12 months after reporting period. For trade and other payables maturing within
one year from the balance sheet date, the carrying amounts approximate fair value due to the short
maturity of these instruments.

u. Events after reporting date

Where events occurring after the balance sheet date provide evidence of conditions that existed at
the end of the reporting period, the impact of such events is adjusted in the Financial Statements.
Otherwise, events after the balance sheet date of material size or nature are only disclosed.

Financial risk management objectives and policies

The Company’s principal financial liabilities comprise loans and borrowings, trade and other payables. The
main purpose of these financial liabilities is to finance and support Company's operations. The Company’s
principal financial assets include trade and other receivables, cash and cash equivalents and loans and
advances and refundable deposits that derive directly from its operations.

The Company is exposed to market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk. The Company’s senior management
oversees the management of these risks. The Company’s senior management is supported by a financial
risk committee that advises on financial risks and the appropriate financial risk governance framework
for the Company. The financial risk committee provides assurance to the Company’s senior management
that the Company’s financial risk activities are governed by appropriate policies and procedures and that
financial risks are identified, measured and managed in accordance with the Company’s policies and risk
objectives. The Board of Directors reviews and agrees policies for managing each of these risks, which are
summarized below.

A. Market risk:

Market risk is the risk that the fair value of future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate
because of changes in market prices. Market risk comprises two types of risk: interest rate risk and
other price risk, such as equity price risk and commodity/ real estate risk. Financial instruments
affected by market risk include loans and borrowings and refundable deposits.

The sensitivity analysis in the following sections relate to the position as at March 31, 2023 and March
31, 2022. The sensitivity analyses have been prepared on the basis that the amount of net debt and the
ratio of fixed to floating interest rates of the debt. The analysis excludes the impact of movements in
market variables on: the carrying values of gratuity and other post retirement obligations; provisions.

The below assumption has been made in calculating the sensitivity analysis:

The sensitivity of the relevant profit or loss item is the effect of the assumed changes in respective
market risks. This is based on the financial assets and financial liabilities held at March 31, 2023 and
March 31, 2022.

a Currency Risk

Currency risk is not material, as the Company’s primary business activities are within India and does
not have significant exposure in foreign currency.
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b. Interest rate risk
Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will
fluctuate because of changes in market interest rates. The Company's exposure to the risk of
changes in market interest rates relates primarily to the Company's long-term debt obligations
with floating interest rates.
The Company manages its interest rate risk by having a balanced portfolio of fixed and variable
rate loans and borrowings. The Company does not enter into any interest rate swaps.
c. Interest rate sensitivity
The following table demonstrates the sensitivity to a reasonably possible change in interest
rates on that portion of loans and borrowings affected. With all other variables held constant,
the Company’s profit before tax is affected through the impact on floating rate borrowings, as
follows:

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that counterparty will not meet its obligations under a financial instrumentor
customer contract, leading to a financial loss. The Company is exposed to credit risk from its operating
activities (primarily trade receivables) and from its financing activities, including refundable joint
development deposits, security deposits, loans to employees and other financial instruments.

Receivables resulting from sale of properties: Customer credit risk is managed by requiring
customers to pay advances before transfer of ownership, therefore, substantially eliminating the
Company’s credit risk in this respect.

Receivables resulting from other than sale of properties: Credit risk is managed by each business
unit subject to the Company’s established policy, procedures and control relating to customer
credit risk management. Outstanding customer receivables are regularly monitored.The
impairment analysis is performed at each reporting date on an individual basis for major clients.
In addition, a large number of minor receivables are grouped into homogeneous groups and
assessed for impairment collectively. The maximum exposure to credit risk at the reporting date
is the carrying value of each class of financial assets. The Company does not hold collateralas
security. The Company’s credit period generally ranges from 30-60 days.

Financial Instrument and cash deposits

Credit risk from balances with banks and financial institutions is managed by the Company’s treasury
department in accordance with the Company’s policy. Investments of surplus funds are made only
with approved counterparties and within credit limits assigned to each counterparty.
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Counterparty credit limits are reviewed by the Company’s Board of Directors on an annual basis, and
may be updated throughout the year subject to approval of the Company’s Finance Committee. The
limits are set to minimize the concentration of risks and therefore mitigate financial loss through a
counterparty’s potential failure to make payments. The Company’s maximum exposure to credit risk
for the components of the statement of financial position at 31 March 2023 and 2022 is the carrying
amounts.

Liquidity risk

The Company's objective is to maintain a balance between continuity of funding and flexibility through
the use of bank deposits and loans. The table below summarizes the maturity profile of the Company’s
financial liabilities based on Contractual undiscounted payments:

With reference to the Joint Development Agreement (JDA) with M/s Tulip Infratech Private Limited (Tulip)
wherein all development rights of the project "Aarohan” at Golf Course Road had been assigned to Tulip.
The necessary approvals had been received by PNB Housing Finance Limited (PNBHFL), the Director of Town
& Country Planning (DTCP) and the Haryana Real Estate Regulatory Authority (HRERA) and other concern
authorities. By virtue of the aforesaid JDA, Tulip has taken over entire up-to-date liability of PNBHFL.
The same is acknowledged by the PNBHFL vide its NOC issued in this context. Tulip has also undertaken
the pending liability of EDC being payable to the DTCP and pending liability of Project creditors. Besides,
Tulip has undertaken to develop and handover agreed areas to Vipul alongwith all existing customers. In
accordance with the said Joint Development Agreement (JDA) and upon receipt of requisite approvals, the
transfer of project “Aarohan” has been accounted for during the year and resultant effect of such transfer
has been disclosed as “exceptional items”.

The delays caused in the financial covenants in payment of principal as well as interest to lenders due
to overall sluggishness in the Indian economy and slump in the Real Estate Industry in the recent past,
continued in the current period. The Company is in the process of regularizing such delays.

During the year under review, the Company has written off the unsecured loans provided to one of its
wholly owned subsidiary from time to time. The said loans were provided for operations of a club maintained
under that subsidiary and that club was making continuous operating losses since inception and was badly
affected during the Covid pandemic. Further, the subsidiary has also taken a term loan from a financial
institution for which the Company has given the corporate guarantee which was invoked earlier this year
on account of defaults in payments of loan by the subsidiary company. In view of the above reasons and as
per the request received from the board of directors of the subsidiary company, the Company felt it prudent
to waive off the financial assistance provided to the wholly owned subsidiary.

The Company has filed and submitted the Scheme of Amalgamation ("Scheme”) before NCLT, Delhi for
amalgamation of Abhipra Trading Private Limited; Graphic Research Consultants India Private Limited;
United Buildwell Private Limited; Vineeta Trading Private Limited; and Vipul Eastern Infracon Private
Limited (hereinafter together the “Transferor Companies” or "Amalgamating Companies”) with Vipul Ltd.
(“Transferee Company” or "Amalgamated Company”), pursuant to provisions of Sections 230 to Section 232
read with Section 233 and all other applicable provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 read with applicable
provisions of Companies (Compromise, Arrangement and Amalgamation) Rules, 2016 (as amended). The
Transferor Companies or Amalgamating Companies are wholly owned subsidiary of Vipul Limited.
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51. Solitaire Capital India, a shareholder of Vipul SEZ Developers Pvt. Ltd., a subsidiary company of the
Company along with Solitaire Ventures Pte. Ltd moved the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India in terms of
Section 11(5) and (6) of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and accordingly the Arbitral Tribunal
stood constituted. The Parties namely Solitaire Ventures Pte. Ltd and Solitaire Capital India are treated to
be Claimants therein and Vipul Group consisting of eight companies Vipul Ltd., Vipul SEZ Developers Pvt.
Ltd., PKB Buildcon Pvt. Ltd., PKBK Buildwell Pvt. Ltd., KST Buildwell Pvt. Ltd., Entrepreneurs (Calcutta) Pvt.
Ltd., URR Housing and Construction Pvt. Ltd. &Ritwiz Builders & Developers Pvt. Ltd. as well as Silverstone
Developers Pvt. Ltd. and Karamchand Realtech Pvt. Ltd. are treated to be Respondents.

All the Parties have filed their respective Claims/Counter Claims against each other. The Arbitral Proceedings
are continuing.

Solitaire Capital India, along with Solitaire Ventures Pte. Ltd have filed a petition before the Hon'ble High
court of Delhi at New Delhi and also Silverstone Developers Pvt Ltd have filed three petitions in Hon'ble
Delhi High court for seeking interim relief and the Hon'ble High court vide its order dated 10th March 2015
has disposed of all three petitions as under:

Under these circumstances, all the three petitions are accordingly disposed of, with the direction that the
interim order passed on 3rd December,2012 and modification order dated 27th September, 2013 in OMP
NO 1123/2012 shall continue during the pendency of arbitral proceedings unless the said order is modified
by the Arbitral Tribunal in respect of 132.568 acres (as 6 acres of land already sold with the consent of the
parties) as per revised Project Land as per the MOU/Agreement dated 13th September, 2008.

Effect, if any, required to be made in the financial statement of the company in this respect shall be made
on finality of the matter.

Solitaire Capital India & Anr. (Appellant) filed a Company Petition N0.94/2019 under Section 241 and 242
of the Companies Act, 2013 against Vipul Sez Developers Pvt. Ltd. & Anr before Hon'ble NCLT, New Delhi
Bench, again seeking the same interim prayers which were rejected earlier on three occasions. Respondents
namely Vipul Limited & others responded to the said Company Petition by filing Application being C.A. No.
-422/C-II1I/ND/201 u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act questioning the Jurisdiction of Hon'ble NCLT as
the Parties are before Arbitral Tribunal and seized of the dispute/matter. Hon'ble NCLT despite observing
and recording that the parties are before the Arbitral Tribunal passed a conditional order dated 09.08.2019
granting injunction on the piece of land admeasuring 7 acres purchased vide sale deed no. 3543 dated
12.05.2006 till the decision on the application filed by the Appellant u/s 17 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act
or Decision of Hon'ble NCLT in relation to Application being C.A. No. -422/C-III/ND/201 u/s 8 of Arbitration
& Conciliation Act WHICHEVER IS EARLIER. Arbitral Tribunal rejected the application of Appellant u/s 17 of
Arbitration Act vide its order dated 12.12.2019. The Appellant (Claimants before Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal)
have challenged the said rejection order of Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal before Hon'ble Delhi High Court
and The said Appeal has been dismissed as withdrawn vide Order dated 18.04.2022 passed by Hon'ble
High Court of Delhi, New Delhi. Appellant approached the Hon'ble Supreme Court & the Hon'ble Supreme
Court vide its order dated 09.01.2020 directed the Hon'ble NCLT to dispose off the application C.A. No.
-422/C-III/ND/201 u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act questioning the Jurisdiction of Hon'ble NCLT
within 10 days. Vipul Ltd. informed the Hon'ble NCLT of Hon'ble Supreme Court Order dated 09.01.2020 on
15.01.2020. Matter was listed on 22.01.2020 & adjourned to 24.01.2020 for arguments on the application
u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act. Arguments on the application u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act
were concluded and Hon’ble NCLT dismissed the application u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act. The
Company had filed Appeal no 11 of 2021 against the order dated 04.01.2021 passed by NCLT, had been
dismissed by Hon’ble NCLAT vide their order dated 20.01.2022. The Company had also filed Appeal No 60
of 2020 against which the Hon’ble NCLT granted a stay on 7 acres of land purchased vide sale deed 3543
dated 12.05.2006 which has been dismissed vide order dated 20.01.2022. The Company inter-alia has
preferred a Civil Appeal being C.A. No. 2580 of 2022 and C. A. No. 2648 of 2022 before Hon'ble Supreme
Court and the same are pending for adjudication.
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All the parties to the Arbitration in the Arbitral Tribunal comprising Justice A. K. Sikri (Presiding Arbitrator),
Justice R. C. Chopra and Justice Reva Khetrapal, in the matter of Arbitration between M/s. Solitaire Ventures
Pte Ltd. & Ors as claimants versus Vipul Limited & Ors. as respondents made a joint application dated 7th
April, 2023 under Section 30 of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 before the Arbitral Tribunal on
14th April, 2023. As per the application, all the parties to the dispute have agreed to settle all their inter-
se disputes and sought passing of the "Consent Award" by the Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal in terms of the
settlement arrived at between the parties in the form and manner (and only in the form and manner) as
detailed in Section II of the said joint application and any deviation therefrom will not constitute a valid
settlement (unless consented by all Parties in writing), and any such action shall be void ab initio and
unenforceable.

The Consent Award dated 12th May, 2023 has been pronounced by the Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal on 14th
May, 2023 . As set out in the joint application, all claims / counter claims, which are subject matter of the
Arbitration, between the parties in arbitration (or even amongst certain parties inter-se) have been stand
withdrawn on passing of the Consent award and "Consent Award" of the Arbitral Tribunal is be binding on
the parties in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996. The Company is
in the process of complying with the conditions specified in the Arbitration Order to receive the Award. The
Award will be accounted for upon receipt.

The consolidated
financial statements for the year ended 31st March, 2023, 31st March 2022 and 31st March 2021 of
the said subsidiary is not available with the Parent’s Management. The auditor who had audited the
consolidated financial statements of the said subsidiary had expressed a modified opinion on the
consolidated financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2020. In the absence of audited
consolidated financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2023 March 31, 2022 and March 31,
2021 we are unable to comment on whether the circumstances which resulted in the modified opinion
still exist.

ii. Cash and cash equivalents of the Holding Company include cheques in hand aggregating to Rs. 221.56
lakhs collected from customers towards advances/booking amount. As stated by the management,
these are yet to be presented for encashment at the request of customers.

iii. The Holding Company and its subsidiaries have taken as well as granted several loans and advances
during the quarter. The agreements/ documentation in respect of such loans and advances are in the
process of being signed. In the absence of such signed agreements, interest payable and receivable,
as applicable, has been computed on the basis of the details provided by the Management where
available. The impact, if any, will be recognized after the completion of such documentation.

iv. In a subsidiary audited by us, we have reported that the subsidiary is reporting its receivables net of
advances received from customers resulting in underreporting of its assets and liabilities.
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v. In an associate not audited by us and whose audit report for the financial year ended 31st March
2023 has been provided to us, the concerned auditor who has audited the associate has reported
that Capital Work-in-progress includes a leasehold property. As a result of disruptions and adverse
market conditions, there has been no development activity on the leasehold land and consequently,
the Company has not recognized Right-of-use assets and Lease Obligations in accordance with the
provisions of Ind AS-116 "Leases". The impact of such deviation on the profits for the year and the
year end shareholders fund is currently not ascertainable.

We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) specified under section

143(10) of the Companies Act, 2013. Our responsibilities under those Standards are further described

in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of theConsolidated Financial Statements section of our

report. We are independent of the Group in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the Institute of

Chartered Accountants of India and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with

the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013.

A. Group Overview

Vipul Limited (“the Company”) including its subsidiaries and interests in its Associates (collectively
referred to as “the Group”) is a public limited company domiciled and incorporated in India and its
shares are publicly traded on the Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE) and the National Stock Exchange
(NSE). The registered office of the Company is situated at Unit No. 201, C 50, Malviya Nagar, New
Delhi -110017and the corporate office is situated at Vipul Techsquare, Golf Course Road, Sector-43,
Gurugram-122009 (Haryana).

The principle business activity of the company is Real Estate Development. The Company has its presence
in the states of Haryana, Odisha and Punjab.

Significant Accounting Policies

1.

Basis of preparation of financial statements

The Financial Statements of the subsidiaries used in the consolidation are drawn upto the same
reporting date as that of the company, i.e. March 31, 2023.

The Consolidated Financial Statements of the Group have been prepared on accrual basis in
accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) notified under the Companies (Indian
Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 and the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013. The financial
statements have been prepared on historical cost basis, except for certain financial assets and
liabilities which have been measured at fair value (refer accounting policy regarding financial
instruments).

The Ind AS financial statements are presented in INR which is the group's functional and
presentation currency and all values are rounded to the nearest lakhs, except when otherwise
indicated. Accounting policies have been consistently applied except where a newly issued
accounting standard is initially adopted or a revision to an existing accounting standard requires
a change in the accounting policy hitherto in use.

Use of estimates and management judgements

The preparation of financial statement in conformity with the recognition and measurement
principles of Ind AS requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported balances of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities and the accompanying
disclosures, and the disclosure of contingent liabilities. Uncertainty about these assumptions and
estimates could result in outcomes that require a material adjustment to the carrying amount of
assets or liabilities affected in future periods.

a. Key estimates and assumptions

The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty
at the reporting date, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the
carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year, are described
below. The Group based its assumptions and estimates on parameters available when the
financial statements were prepared. Existing circumstances and assumptions about future
developments, however, may change due to market changes or circumstances arising that
are beyond the control of the Group. Such changes are reflected in the assumptions when
they occur.

Revenue recognition, contract costs and valuation of trade receivables

The group recognized revenue from contract with customer of its real estate projects i,
when control of the goods or services are transferred to the customer, at an amount that
reflects the consideration to which the group is expected to be entitled in exchange for those
goods or services. The group transfer control of a good and service over time. Accordingly is
measured by reference to the stage of the projects and contracts determined based on the
proportion of contract costs incurred for work performed to date bear to the estimated total
contract costs. Hence method requires the group to estimate the costs expended to date
as a proportion of the total costs to be expended. Significant assumptions are required in
determining the stage of completion, the extent of the contract cost incurred, the estimated
total contract revenue and contract cost and the recoverability of the contracts. These
estimates are based on events existing at the end of each reporting date.

Estimation of net realizable value for inventory
Inventory is stated at the lower of cost and net realizable value (NRV).

NRV for completed inventory is assessed by reference to market conditions and prices
existing at the reporting date and is determined, based on comparable transactions identified
by the Group for inventories in the same geographical market serving the same real estate
segment.

NRV in respect of inventory under construction is assessed with reference to market prices
at the reporting date for similar completed property, less estimated costs to complete
construction and an estimate of the time value of money to the date of completion.

Useful lives of property, plant and equipment

As described in the significant accounting policies, the Group reviews the estimated useful
lives of property, plant and equipment at the end of each reporting period.

Actuarial Valuation

The determination of Group’s liability towards defined benefit obligation to employees is
made through independent actuarial valuation including determination of amounts to be
recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss and in other comprehensive income. Such
valuation depend upon assumptions determined after taking into account inflation, seniority,
promotion and other relevant factors such as supply and demand factors in the employment
market. Information about such valuation is provided in notes to the financial statements.

Summary of significant accounting policies

a.

Principles of consolidation

The Consolidated Financial Statements have been prepared on the basis of Indian Accounting
Standard-110 on “Consolidated Financial Statements” read with the following assumptions:

The financial statements of the parent company and its subsidiaries have been combined
on a line-by-line basis by adding together the book values of like items of assets, liabilities,
income and expenses, after fully eliminating intra-Group balances and inter Group
transactions.

The consolidated financial statement are prepared by adopting uniform accounting policies
for like transactions and other events in similar circumstances and are presented to the
extent possible, in the same manner as the parent company’s separate financial statement
unless stated otherwise.
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The difference between the costs of investments in the subsidiaries, over the net assets at
the time of acquisition of shares in the subsidiaries is recognized in the Financial Statements
as Goodwill or Capital Reserve as the case may be.

Goodwill arising, if any, out of consolidation is not being amortized.

Minority Interest share of Net Profit/Loss of Consolidated Subsidiaries for the year is
identified and adjusted against the income of the Group in order to arrive at the net income
attributable to the shareholders of the Company.

Minority Interest’s share of Net Assets of Consolidated Subsidiaries is identified and
presented in the Consolidated Balance Sheet separately from liabilities and the equity of the
Company’s Shareholders.

Investment in associate are accounted for using equity method as per Ind AS 28 - Investment
in Associates and Joint Ventures. Accordingly, the post-acquisition share of profit / loss of
the associate company (the loss being restricted to the cost of investment) has been
added to / deducted from the cost of investments. The excess of cost to the Company of
its investment in the associates, over and above the Company’s share of net assets in the
associate, at the time of acquisition of share, is described as goodwill. On the other hand,
where the share of net assets in the associate as on the date of investment, is in excess of
cost of investments of the Company, it is described as Capital Reserve. Goodwill or Capital
Reserve, as the case may be, is included in the carrying amount of investment.

Property, Plant and Equipment

The cost of an item of property, plant and equipment comprises of its purchase price, any
costs directly attributable to its acquisition and an initial estimate of the costs of dismantling
and removing the item and restoring the site on which it is located, the obligation for which
the Group incurs when the item is acquired. Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s
carrying amount or recognized as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when it is probable
that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the Group and the cost
of the item can be measured reliably. All other repairs and maintenance are charged to
profit or loss during the reporting period in which they are incurred. Each part of an item of
property, plant and equipment with a cost that is significant in relation to the total cost of
the item is depreciated separately.

An item of property, plant and equipment and any significant part initially recognized is de-
recognized upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use or
disposal. Any gain or loss arising on de-recognition of the asset (calculated as the difference
between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset) is included in the
income statement when the Property, plant and equipment is derecognized.

Intangible Assets

Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on initial recognition at cost. Following
initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated amortization
and accumulated impairment loss.

The amortization period and the amortization method for an intangible asset with a finite
useful life are reviewed at least at the end of each reporting period.

Revenue Recognition-
Revenue is recognized as follows:

The Group recognises revenue, on execution of agreement or letter of allotment and when
control of the goods or services are transferred to the customer, at an amount that reflects
the consideration (i.e. the transaction price) to which the Group is expected to be entitled
in exchange for those goods or services excluding any amount received on behalf of third
party (such as indirect taxes). An asset created by the Group’s performance does not have
an alternate use and as per the terms of the contract, the Group has an enforceable right to
payment for performance completed till date. Hence the Group transfers control of a good or
service over time and, therefore, satisfies a performance obligation and recognises revenue
over time. The Group recognises revenue at the transaction price which is determined on
the basis of agreement or letter of allotment entered into with the customer. The Group
recognises revenue for performance obligation satisfied over time only if it can reasonably
measure its progress towards complete satisfaction of the performance obligation. The
Group uses cost based input method for measuring progress for performance obligation
satisfied over time. Under this method, the Group recognises revenue in proportion to the
actual project cost incurred (excluding land cost) as against the total estimated project
cost (excluding land cost). The management reviews and revises its measure of progress
periodically and are considered as change in estimates and accordingly, the effect of such
changes in estimates is recognised prospectively in the period in which such changes are
determined.

A contract asset is the right to consideration in exchange for goods or services transferred to
the customer. If the Group performs by transferring goods or services to a customer before
the customer pays consideration or before payment is due, a contract asset is recognised
for the earned consideration that is conditional.

A contract liability is the obligation to transfer goods or services to a customer for which
the Group has received consideration (or an amount of consideration is due) from the
customer. If a customer pays consideration before the Group transfers goods or services to
the customer, a contract liability is recognised when the payment is made or the payment
is due (whichever is earlier). Contract liabilities are recognised as revenue when the Group
performs under the contract. A receivable represents the Group’s right to an amount of
consideration that is unconditional (i.e., only the passage of time is required before payment
of the consideration is due).

Claims, interest and transfer fees from customers are recognized on acceptance of the
same.

Income from interest is accounted for on time proportion basis taking into account the
amount outstanding and the applicable rate of interest.

Revenue from operation includes various charges recovered from the customers which is
recognized on accrual basis having regard to timing and nature of service provided.

Borrowing Costs

Borrowing costs attributable to the acquisition or construction of a qualifying asset are
carried as part of the cost of such asset. A qualifying asset is one that necessarily takes
substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use. All other borrowing costs are
expensed in the year they are incurred.

Depreciation and amortization

Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is calculated using the written down value
method to allocate their cost, net of their residual values, over the useful lives of assets
estimated by the management and as given in schedule II of The Companies Act, 2013
except, life of furniture and fixtures has been estimated as 15 years against 10 years as per
Schedule II of the Companies Act, 2013. Depreciation for assets purchased / sold during a
period is proportionately charged.

Softwares are amortized over the estimated useful life of 5 years.

The residual values, useful lives and methods of depreciation of property, plant and equipment
are reviewed at each financial year end and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a
current pre-tax rate that reflects, when appropriate, the risks specific to the liability. When
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discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognized
as a finance cost.

Possible future or present obligations that may but will probably not require outflow of
resources or where the same cannot be reliably estimated is disclosed as contingent liability
in the financial statement.

Where an inflow of economic benefits is probable, a brief description of the nature of the
contingent assets at the end of reporting period, and, where practicable, an estimate of their
financial effect is disclosed.

Taxes on Income

Tax expense comprises both current and deferred tax. Current tax is determined in respect
of taxable income for the year based on applicable tax rates and laws.

Deferred tax Asset/liability is recognized, subject to consideration of prudence, on timing
differences being the differences between taxable incomes and accounting income that
originates in one year and is capable of reversal in one or more subsequent year and
measured using tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the
Balance Sheet date.

Deferred tax assets for carry forward business loss are recognized only if there is virtual
certainty supported by convincing evidence that future taxable income will be available
against which such deferred tax asset can be realized.

Deferred tax assets/liabilities are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date to reassess their
reliability.

Foreign Currency Transactions

Foreign currency denominated monetary assets and liabilities are translated at exchange
rates in effect at Balance Sheet date. The gains or losses resulting from such translation
are included in the Statement of Profit and Loss. Non-monetary assets and non-monetary
liabilities denominated in a foreign currency are translated at the exchange rate prevalent
at the date of transactions.

Revenue, expense and cash flow items denominated in foreign currencies are translated
using the exchange rate in effect on the date of transaction.

Segment Reporting

The Group has identified that its operating activity is a single primary business segment viz.
Real Estate Development & Services carried out in India. Accordingly, whole of India has
been considered as one geographical segment.

Earnings Per Share

Basic earnings per share are calculated by dividing the net profit or loss for the year
attributable to equity shareholders by the weighted average number of equity shares
outstanding during the year.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, the net profit or loss for the year
attributable to equity shareholders and the weighted average number of shares outstanding
during the year are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential equity shares.

Cash & Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash & cash on deposit with banks and corporations.
The Group considers all highly liquid investments with a remaining maturity at the date of
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purchase of three months or less, which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in
value and that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash to be cash equivalents.

Financial Instruments
1. Financial Assets
Classification

The Group classifies financial assets as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair
value through other comprehensive income or fair value through profit and loss on the
basis of its business model for managing the financial assets and the contractual cash flow
characteristics of the financial asset.

Initial recognition and measurement

Financial assets are recognized in the Group’s statement of financial position when the Group
becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument. The Group determines the
classification of its financial assets at initial recognition. All financial assets are recognized
initially at fair value plus, in the case of financial assets not recorded at fair value through
profit or loss, transaction costs that are attributable to the acquisition of the financial asset.

Subsequent measurement

The Subsequent measurement of financial assets depends on their classification which is as
follows:

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss

Financial assets at fair value through profit and loss include financial assets held for sale in
the near term and those designated upon initial recognition at fair value through profit or
loss.

Financial assets measured at amortized cost

Loans and receivables are non derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable
payments that are not quoted in an active market. Trade receivables do not carry any
interest and are stated at their nominal value as reduced by appropriate allowance for
estimated irrecoverable amounts based on the ageing of the receivables balance and
historical experience. Additionally, a large number of minor receivables are grouped into
homogenous groups and assessed for impairment collectively. Individual trade receivables
are written off when management deems them not to be collectible.

Financial assets at fair value through OCI

All equity investments, except investments in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates,
falling within the scope of Ind AS 109, are measured at fair value through Other Comprehensive
Income (OCI). The group makes an irrevocable election on an instrument by instrument
basis to present in other comprehensive income subsequent changes in the fair value.
The classification is made on initial recognition and is irrevocable. If the group decides to
designate an equity instrument at fair value through OCI, then all fair value changes on the
instrument, excluding dividends, are recognized in the OCI.

Derecognition

The group derecognizes a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from
the assets expire or it transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards
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of ownership of the asset. Upon derecognition of equity instruments designated at fair value
through OCI, the associated fair value changes of that equity instrument is transferred from
OCI to Retained Earnings.

Investment in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates

Investments made by the company in subsidiaries, joint ventures and associates are
measured at Cost.

Financial liabilities

Classification

The Group classifies all financial liabilities as subsequently measured at amortised cost.

Initial recognition and measurement

Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities at fair value
through profit or loss, loans and borrowings, or as payables, as appropriate.

The Group’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and borrowings
including bank overdrafts.
Subsequent measurement

The Subsequent measurement of financial liabilities depends on their classification  which
is as follows:

e Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss

Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss include financial liabilities held for
trading, if any.

e Financial liabilities measured at amortized cost

Interest bearing loans and borrowings including debentures issued by the Group are
subsequently measured at amortized cost using the effective interest rate method (EIR).
Amortized cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition
and fee or costs that are integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortized is included in finance
costs in the statement of profit and loss.

Derecognition

A financial liability is derecognized when the obligation under the liability is discharged or
expires.

Fair Value measurement

The Group measures certain financial instruments at fair value at each reporting date. Fair
value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an
orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. The fair value
measurement is based on presumption that the transaction to sell the asset or transfer the
liability takes place either:

. In the principal market for the assets or liability or

. In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the
asset or liability.
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The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible to the Group. The Group
uses valuation technique that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient
data are available to measure fair value, maximizing the use of relevant observable inputs
and minimizing the use of unobservable inputs.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial
statements are categorised within the fair value hierarchy, described as follows, based on
the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole:

e Level 1 — Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or
liabilities;

e Level 2 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the
fair value measurement is directly or indirectly observable, or

e Level 3 — Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the
fair value measurement is unobservable.

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis,
the Group determines whether transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by
re-assessing categorization (based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair
value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.

Impairment of non financial assets

The Group assesses, at each reporting date, whether there is an indication that an asset
may be impaired. If any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset
is required, the Group estimates the asset’s recoverable amount. An asset’s recoverable
amount is the higher of an asset’s or cash-generating unit’s (CGU) fair value less costs of
disposal and its value in use. Recoverable amount is determined for an individual asset,
unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent of those from
other assets or groups of assets. When the carrying amount of an asset or CG exceeds its
recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable
amount.

In assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present
value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time
value of money and the risks specific to the asset. In determining fair value less costs of
disposal, recent market transactions are taken into account. If no such transactions can be
identified, an appropriate valuation model is used. These calculations are corroborated by
valuation multiples, quoted share prices for publicly traded companies or other available fair
value indicators.

Impairment losses, including impairment on inventories, are recognized in the statement of
profit and loss. After impairment, depreciation is provided on the revised carrying amount
of the asset over its remaining useful life.

Impairment of financial assets

The Group assesses at each date of balance sheet whether a financial asset or a Group of
financial assets is impaired. Ind AS 109 requires expected credit losses to be measured
through a loss allowance. The Group recognizes lifetime expected losses for all contract
assets and / or all trade receivables that do not constitute a financing transaction. For all other
financial assets, expected credit losses are measured at an amount equal to the 12-month
expected credit losses or at an amount equal to the life time expected credit losses, if the
credit risk on the financial asset has increased significantly since initial recognition.

Events after reporting date

Where events occurring after the balance sheet date provide evidence of conditions that
existed at the end of the reporting period, the impact of such events is adjusted in the
Financial Statements. Otherwise, events after the balance sheet date of material size or
nature are only disclosed.

Current versus non-current classification

The Group presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ non-current
classification. An asset is treated as current when it is:

o« Expected to be realized or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle;
o Held primarily for the purpose of trading;
e Expected to be realized within twelve months after the reporting period, or

e Cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a
liability for at least twelve months after the reporting period All other assets are classified
as non-current.

A liability is current when:

o It is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle; -
e Itis held primarily for the purpose of trading;
o Itis due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or

e« There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve
months after the reporting period.

The Group classifies all other liabilities as non-current.

The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their
realization in cash and cash equivalents. The real estate development projects undertaken by
the Group generally run over a period ranging up to 5 years. Operating assets and liabilities
relating to such projects are classified as current based on an operating cycle of up to 5
years. Borrowings in connection with such projects are classified as short term (i.e. current)
since they are payable over the term of the respective projects. Assets and liabilities, other
than those discussed above, are classified as current to the extent they are expected to be
realized / are contractually repayable within 12 months from the Balance sheet date and as
non-current, in other cases. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current
assets and liabilities.

Loans and borrowings

After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured
at amortized cost using the EIR method. Gains and losses are recognized in profit or loss
when the liabilities are de-recognised as well as through the EIR amortization process.
Amortized cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition
and fees or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR amortization is included as
finance costs in the statement of profit and loss.

Trade and other payables

These amounts represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the Group prior to the
end of financial year which are unpaid. Trade and other payables are presented as current
liabilities unless payment is due within 12 months after reporting period. For trade and
other payables maturing within one year from the balance sheet date, the carrying amounts
approximate fair value due to the short maturity of these instruments.

V. Investments

Investments that are readily realizable and intended to be held for not more than a year
are classified as current investments. All other investments are classified as Long term
investments.

Investments in Equity (other than in subsidiaries and associates) are carried at fair value
through OCI while Investments in Mutual Funds are carried at fair value through profit and
loss account.

Profit / loss on sale of on investments is recognized with reference to the carrying value of
the investment.

Financial risk management objectives and policies

The Group’s principal financial liabilities comprise loans and borrowings, trade and other payables.
The main purpose of these financial liabilities is to finance and support Group's operations. The
Group’s principal financial assets include trade and other receivables, cash and cash equivalents
and loans and advances and refundable deposits that derive directly from its operations.

The Group is exposed to market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk. The Group’s senior management
oversees the management of these risks. The Group’s senior management is supported by a
financial risk committee that advises on financial risks and the appropriate financial risk governance
framework for the Group. The financial risk committee provides assurance to the Group’s senior
management that the Group’s financial risk activities are governed by appropriate policies and
procedures and that financial risks are identified, measured and managed in accordance with
the Group’s policies and risk objectives. The Board of Directors reviews and agrees policies for
managing each of these risks, which are summarised below.

a. Market risk:

Market risk is the risk that the fair value of future cash flows of a financial instrument
will fluctuate because of changes in market prices. Market risk comprises two types of
risk: interest rate risk and other price risk, such as equity price risk and commodity/ real
estate risk. Financial instruments affected by market risk include loans and borrowings and
refundable deposits.

The sensitivity analysis in the following sections relate to the position as at March 31, 2023
and March 31, 2022. The sensitivity analyses have been prepared on the basis that the
amount of net debt and the ratio of fixed to floating interest rates of the debt. The analysis
excludes the impact of movements in market variables on: the carrying values of gratuity
and other post retirement obligations; provisions.

The below assumption has been made in calculating the sensitivity analysis:

The sensitivity of the relevant profit or loss item is the effect of the assumed changes in
respective market risks. This is based on the financial assets and financial liabilities held at
March 31, 2023 and March 31, 2022.

i Currency risk

Currency risk is not material, as the Company’s primary business, activities are within India
and does not have significant exposure in foreign currency.

ii. Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument
will fluctuate because of changes in market interest rates. The Group's exposure to the
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risk of changes in market interest rates relates primarily to the Group's long-term debt
obligations with floating interest rates.

The Group manages its interest rate risk by having a balanced portfolio of fixed and variable
rate loans and borrowings. The Group does not enter into any interest rate swaps.

iii. Interest rate sensitivity

The following table demonstrates the sensitivity to a reasonably possible change in interest
rates on that portion of loans and borrowings affected. With all other variables held constant,
the Group’s profit before tax is affected through the impact on floating rate borrowings, as

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that counterparty will not meet its obligations under a financial instrument
or customer contract, leading to a financial loss. The Group is exposed to credit risk from its
operating activities (primarily trade receivables) and from its financing activities, including
refundable joint development deposits, security deposits, loans to employees and other financial
instruments.

Trade receivables

(a) Receivables resulting from sale of properties: Customer credit risk is managed by requiring
customers to pay advances before transfer of ownership, therefore, substantially eliminating
the Group’s credit risk in this respect.

(b) Receivables resulting from other than sale of properties: Credit risk is managed by each
business unit subject to the Group’s established policy, procedures and control relating
to customer credit risk management. Outstanding customer receivables are regularly
monitored. The impairment analysis is performed at each reporting date on an individual
basis for major clients. In addition, a large number of minor receivables are grouped into
homogeneous groups and assessed for impairment collectively. The maximum exposure to
credit risk at the reporting date is the carrying value of each class of financial assets. The
Group does not hold collateral as security. The Group’s credit period generally ranges from
30-60 days.

Financial Instrument and cash deposits

Credit risk from balances with banks and financial institutions is managed by the Group’s treasury
department in accordance with the Group’s policy. Investments of surplus funds are made only
with approved counterparties and within credit limits assigned to each counterparty.

Counterparty credit limits are reviewed by the Group’s Board of Directors on an annual basis, and
may be updated throughout the year subject to approval of the Group’s Finance Committee. The
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limits are set to minimize the concentration of risks and therefore mitigate financial loss through
a counterparty’s potential failure to make payments. The Group’s maximum exposure to credit
risk for the components of the statement of financial position at 31 March 2023 and 2022 is the
carrying amounts.

c. Liquidity risk
The Group's objective is to maintain a balance between continuity of funding and flexibility

through the use of bank deposits and loans. The table below summarizes the maturity profile of
the Group’s financial liabilities based on Contractual undiscounted payments:

The Parent Company has signed and registered into a Joint Development Agreement (JDA) with M/s Tulip
Infratech Private Limited (Tulip) wherein all development rights of the project “Aarohan” at Golf Course
Road have been assigned to Tulip. With reference to the Joint Development Agreement (JDA) with M/s Tulip
Infratech Private Limited (Tulip) wherein all development rights of the project “Aarohan” at Golf Course
Road had been assigned to Tulip. The necessary approvals had been received by PNB Housing Finance
Limited (PNBHFL), the Director of Town & Country Planning (DTCP) and the Haryana Real Estate Regulatory
Authority (HRERA) and other concern authorities. By virtue of the aforesaid JDA, Tulip has taken over
entire up-to-date liability of PNBHFL. The same is acknowledged by the PNBHFL vide its NOC issued in
this context. Tulip has also undertaken the pending liability of EDC being payable to the DTCP and pending
liability of Project creditors. Besides, Tulip has undertaken to develop and handover agreed areas to Vipul
alongwith all existing customers. In accordance with the said Joint Development Agreement (JDA) and
upon receipt of requisite approvals, the transfer of project “"Aarohan” has been accounted for during the
year and resultant effect of such transfer has been disclosed as “exceptional items”.

Based on the information received the group has not received information from all their vendors regarding
their status under the Micro Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act 2006 (Act), there are no dues
outstanding as on 31.03.2023 (Previous Year-Nil) in respect of Micro and Small Enterprises as provided
in the Act. The parties have been identified based on the information available with the company and the
same has been relied upon by the auditor.

Solitaire Capital India, A shareholder of Vipul SEZ Developers Pvt. Ltd. along with Solitaire Ventures Pte.
Ltd moved the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India in terms of Section 11(5) and (6) of the Arbitration and
Conciliation Act, 1996 and accordingly the Arbitral Tribunal stood constituted. The Parties namely Solitaire
Ventures Pte. Ltd and Solitaire Capital India are treated to be Claimants therein and Vipul Group consisting
of eight companies Vipul Ltd., Vipul SEZ Developers Pvt. Ltd., PKB Buildcon Pvt. Ltd., PKBK Buildwell Pvt.
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Ltd., KST Buildwell Pvt. Ltd., Entrepreneurs (Calcutta) Pvt. Ltd., URR Housing and Construction Pvt. Ltd.
& Ritwiz Builders & Developers Pvt. Ltd. as well as Silverstone Developers Pvt. Ltd. and Karamchand
Developers Pvt. Ltd. are treated to be Respondents.

All the Parties have filed their respective Claims/Counter Claims against each other. The Arbitral Proceedings
are continuing.

Solitaire Capital India, A shareholder of the company, along with Solitaire Ventures Pte. Ltd have filed a
petition before the Hon'ble High court of Delhi at New Delhi and also Silverstone Developers Pvt Ltd have
filed three petitions in Hon'ble Delhi High court for seeking interim relief and the Hon'ble High court vide its
order dated 10th March 2015 has disposed of all three petitions as under:

Under these circumstances all three petitions are accordingly disposed off with the direction that the
interim order passed on 3rd December 2012 and modification order dated 27th September 2013 in OMP
NO 1123/2012 shall continue during the pendency of arbitral proceedings, unless the said order is modified
by the Arbitral Tribunal in respect of 132.568 acres (as 6 acres of land already sold with the consent of the
parties) as per revised Project land as per the MOU/Agreement dated 13th September 2008. And as per
ex-parte order dated 3rd December, 2012 has directed the company to maintain status qua its assets, land,
licenses, receivables etc. resulting in restraint on the operations of the company.

Effect, if any, required to be made in the financial statement of the company in this respect shall be made
on finality of the matter.

Solitaire Capital India & Anr. ( Appellant) filed a Company Petition N0.94/2019 under Section 241 and 242
of the Companies Act, 2013 against Vipul Sez Developers Pvt. Ltd. & Anr before Hon'ble NCLT, New Delhi
Bench, again seeking the same interim prayers which were rejected earlier on three occasions. Respondents
namely Vipul Limited & others responded to the said Company Petition by filing Application being C.A. No.
-422/C-II1I/ND/201 u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act questioning the Jurisdiction of Hon'ble NCLT as
the Parties are before Arbitral Tribunal and seized of the dispute/matter. Hon'ble NCLT despite observing
and recording that the parties are before the Arbitral Tribunal passed a conditional order dated 09.08.2019
granting injunction on the piece of land admeasuring 7 acres purchased vide sale deed no. 3543 dated
12.05.2006 till the decision on the application filed by the Appellant u/s 17 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act
or Decision of Hon'ble NCLT in relation to Application being C.A. No. -422/C-11I/ND/201 u/s 8 of Arbitration
& Conciliation Act WHICHEVER IS EARLIER. Arbitral Tribunal rejected the application of Appellant u/s 17 of
Arbitration Act vide its order dated 12.12.2019. The Appellant (Claimants before Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal)
have challenged the said rejection order of Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal before Hon'ble Delhi High Court and
The said Appeal has been dismissed as withdrawn vide Order dated 18.04.2022 passed by Hon'ble High
Court of Delhi, New Delhi. Appellant approached the Hon'ble Supreme Court & the Hon'ble Supreme Court
vide its order dated 09.01.2020 directed the Hon'ble NCLT to dispose off the application C.A. No. -422/C-I11/
ND/201 u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act questioning the Jurisdiction of Hon'ble NCLT within 10 days.
Vipul Ltd. informed the Hon'ble NCLT of Hon'ble Supreme Court Order dated 09.01.2020 on 15.01.2020.
Arguments on the application u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act were concluded and Hon'ble NCLT
dismissed the application u/s 8 of Arbitration & Conciliation Act. The Company had filed Appeal no 11 of
2021 against the order dated 04.01.2021 passed by NCLT, had been dismissed by Hon’ble NCLAT vide
their order dated 20.01.2022. The Company had also filed Appeal No 60 of 2020 against which the Hon’ble
NCLT granted a stay on 7 acres of land purchased vide sale deed 3543 dated 12.05.2006 which has been
dismissed vide order dated 20.01.2022. The Company inter-alia has preferred a Civil Appeal being C.A.
No. 2580 of 2022 and C. A. No. 2648 of 2022 before Hon'ble Supreme Court and the same are pending for
adjudication.

All the parties to the Arbitration in the Arbitral Tribunal comprising Justice A. K. Sikri (Presiding Arbitrator),
Justice R. C. Chopra and Justice Reva Khetrapal, in the matter of Arbitration between M/s. Solitaire Ventures
Pte Ltd. & Ors as claimants versus Vipul Limited & Ors. as respondents made a joint application dated 7th

April, 2023 under Section 30 of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 before the Arbitral Tribunal on
14th April, 2023. As per the application, all the parties to the dispute have agreed to settle all their inter-
se disputes and sought passing of the "Consent Award" by the Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal in terms of the
settlement arrived at between the parties in the form and manner (and only in the form and manner) as
detailed in Section II of the said joint application and any deviation therefrom will not constitute a valid
settlement (unless consented by all Parties in writing), and any such action shall be void ab initio and
unenforceable.

The Consent Award dated 12th May, 2023 has been pronounced by the Hon'ble Arbitral Tribunal on 14th
May, 2023 . As set out in the joint application, all claims / counter claims, which are subject matter of the
Arbitration, between the parties in arbitration (or even amongst certain parties inter-se) have been stand
withdrawn on passing of the Consent award and "Consent Award" of the Arbitral Tribunal is be binding on
the parties in accordance with the provisions of the Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996. The Company is
in the process of complying with the conditions specified in the Arbitration Order to receive the Award. The
Award will be accounted for upon receipt.

One of the subsidiary Compay has been provided with the orders of the Hon’ble High court of Punjab &
Haryana for appeals RSA No 2111, 2147 and 1852 of 2016 (O & M) issued on 04.11.2016 read with order
for appeals RSA No. 22394 of 2016(0O & M) issued on 20.12.2016 in Agreement to sell of Raghbir for
2.507813 acres and order dated 16.07.2016 of the Ld Gurugram Court against appeal bearing no 79 of
2014 for Agreement to sell of Bhupan for 5.015625 acres totaling to 10.031252 acres in respect of which
total amount of Rs. 2,15,34,376/-(being advance standing in the name of Raghbir Rs. 117,58,594/-,
Advance standing in the name of Matadin Rs. 42,58,594/- and Advance standing in the name of Bhupan
Rs. 55,17,188/-)were paid by Vipul Ltd and Rs. 2,15,34,376/- was debited to the Landowners and credited
to Vipul Ltd by the Company in its books of accounts on 31.12.2006.

One of the subsidiary Compay has also been provided with the Order dated 27.07.2017 of the Hon'ble
Tribunal of consisting of Mr. Justice S. B. Sinha (Former Judge Supreme Court of India), Mr. Justice R.C.
Chopra (Former Judge High Court of India), Ms. Justice Reva Khetrapal (Former Judge High Court of
Delhi) where it is inter-alia stated that "The Tribunal, upon consideration of the respective submissions of
the Ld. counsel, is however, of the view that interest of Justice shall be sub-served in the peculiar facts
and circumstances of the case, in the event, the Respondent no 2 (the subsidiary Company vis-a-vis
Respondent no 4 (Entrepreneurs (Calcutta) Pvt. Ltd.), the statutory auditor shall prepare note containing
the respective dates of making the entry and reversal thereof and the same shall be without prejudice to
the rights and contentions of the parties and subject to the ultimate decision of this Tribunal.

In terms of the aforesaid order, the subsidiary Company has reversed these entries by crediting the respective
advances and debiting Vipul limited by Rs. 2,15,34,376/- and the same shall be without prejudice to the
rights and contentions of the parties and subject to the ultimate decision of this Tribunal.

The Holding Company has filed and submitted the Scheme of Amalgamation (“"Scheme”) before NCLT,
Delhi for amalgamation of Abhipra Trading Private Limited; Graphic Research Consultants India Private
Limited; United Buildwell Private Limited; Vineeta Trading Private Limited; and Vipul Eastern Infracon
Private Limited (hereinafter together the “Transferor Companies” or “Amalgamating Companies”) with
Vipul Ltd. ("Transferee Company” or “Amalgamated Company”), pursuant to provisions of Sections 230
to Section 232 read with Section 233 and all other applicable provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 read
with applicable provisions of Companies (Compromise, Arrangement and Amalgamation) Rules, 2016 (as
amended). The Transferor Companies or Amalgamating Companies are wholly owned subsidiary of Vipul
Limited.

The Holding Company has not provided interest on advance received from customers as negotiations for
settlement of the same in under progress.
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Vipul Limited

49. Shares held by the Holding company in M/s High Class Projects Limited, a wholly owned subsidiary company,
have been pledged in favor of a financial institution against financial assistance taken by the said company.

50. Due to overall sluggishness in the Indian economy and slump in the Real Estate Industry, there have been
delays in the financial covenants in payment of principal and interest to lenders as well as statutory dues
in the current period. The Company is in the process of regularizing such delays.

51. Regarding Consolidating Financial Statements of Vipul SEZ Developers Private Limited:

The consolidated financial statement (including its four subsidiaries) of the said company, the Company has
used last audited consolidated assets and liability of the said company i.e. of 31.03.2020 for the purpose
of consolidation.

52. Reserves shown in the Consolidated Balance Sheet represent the Group’s share in the respective reserves
of the Group Companies. Retained earnings comprise general reserve and Profit & Loss Statement.

53. The respective Management of two subsidiaries are in the process of registering the respective companies
under Goods and Services Tax.

54, Eight subsidiaries have a Capital Work-in-Progress and / or project advances relating to projects under
implementation. Further, three associate companies also have Capital Work-in-Progress / Project Advances
relating to projects under implementation. Due to overall sluggishness in Indian economy and more
particularly in real estate sector, these projects have been kept on hold. The aforesaid subsidiaries and
associates will start developing these projects once the overall scenario improves and accordingly the
management of the respective entities are of the opinion that there is no impairment in the said projects
and the project advances given are considered good and fully recoverable.

55. One of the wholly owned subsidiary company has incurred net cash losses during the current year and the
previous year. Consequently, the Company has not recognised Deferred Tax Assets for the financial year
2022-2023. However, the management is of the opinion that the Company will have sufficient amount of
profit in the future years to recover the Deferred Tax Asset amounting to Rs. 1031.10 lakhs, which have
been recognized up to 31.03.2019.

56. Seven subsidiary companies have incurred regular losses and their net worth have been significantly
eroded. The Management is exploring alternative business propositions and opportunities for subsidiaries.
In view of this, the management has prepared the financial statements on going concern basis.

57. No proceedings have been initiated or pending against the company for holding any benami property under
the Benami Transactions (Prohibition) Act, 1988 (45 of 1988) and the rules made thereunder.

58. The Company has not traded or invested in Crypto currency or Virtual Currency during the financial year.
59. Certain balances under Loans and Advances and Trade Receivables are subject to confirmation.

60. The consolidated financial statements also includes the financial statements, in respect of two associates
and one subsidiary, which are unaudited and have been prepared by the Management of the respective
companies. Any adjustment upon audit by the respective auditors to the unaudited financial information
could have consequential effects on the Consolidated Financial Statements. These financial statements are
however not material to the Group.

61. The details pertaining to related parties’ transactions are shown in a separate sheet.

62. Additional information as required under schedule III of the Companies Act, 2013 of enterprises consolidated
as subsidiaries are shown in a separate sheet.

63. Previous year's figures have been regrouped, rearranged and recasted wherever considered necessary.
