However, it has been observed that the participation by the public non-institutional
shareholders/retail shareholders is at a negligible level.

Company:

Mr. Suresh Juthuga( DIN:08369715) was appointed as an independent director of the
company by the shareholders at the 30™ Annual General Meeting held on 28t September,
2019 for a term of five consecutive years with effect from 28t February, 2019 pursuant to
the provisions of Sections 149, 152 read with Schedule IV and all other applicable provisions
of the Companies Act, 2013 ("the Act") read with Companies (Appointment and
Qualification of Directors) Rules, 2014 and the applicable provisions of the SEBI (Listing
Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, (‘SEBI Listing Regulations’) and
Articles of Association of the Company. The first term of appointment of Mr. Suresh Juthuga
as an Independent Director shall come to an end on February 27, 2024.
