Ishaqg Dar hopes to look to rebuild relations with new trade deals and high-level talks in diplomatic reset unfolding as regional power shifts

DHAKA

PAKISTAN’s foreign minister
flew to Bangladesh on Saturday
as the nations, once bitter ene-
mies after they split in 1971,
seek to rebuild ties with region-
al power balances shifting.

Foreign Minister Ishaq Dar is
the most senior Pakistani offi-
cial to visit Dhaka since 2012,
with Islamabad calling it a “sig-
nificant milestone in Pakistan-
Bangladesh relations”.

The two Muslim-majority na-
tions are expected to sign sev-
eral agreements including on
trade on Sunday. Pakistan’s for-
eign ministry said Dar would

US secures
10% stake in
Intel in $11.1
billion deal

WASHINGTON

PRESIDENT Donald Trump on
Friday announced the US gov-
ernment has secured a 10%
stake in struggling Silicon Val-
ley pioneer Intel in a deal that
was completed just a couple
weeks after he was depicting
the company’s CEO as a con-
flicted leader unfit for the job.

“The United States of Amer-
icanow fully owns and controls
10% of INTEL, a Great Ameri-
can Company that has an even
more incredible future,” Trump
wrote in a post.

The US government is getting
the stake through the conver-
sion of $11.1 billion in previ-
ously issued funds and pledges.
All told, the government is get-
ting 433.3 million shares of non-
voting stock
priced at
$20.47 apiece
— a discount
from Friday’s
closing price
at $24.80.
That spread
means the
US govern-
ment already
has a gain of $1.9 billion, on pa-
per. The remarkable turn of
events makes the U.S. govern-
ment one of Intel’s largest
shareholders at a time that the
Santa Clara, California, com-
pany is i n the process of jetti-
soning more than 20,000 work-
ers as part of its latest attempt
to bounce back from years of
missteps taken under a variety
of CEOs.

Intel’s current CEO, Lip-Bu
Tan, has only been on the job
for slightly more than five
months, an d earlier this month,
it looked like he might be on
shaky ground already after
some lawmakers raised nation-
al security concerns about his
past investments in Chinese
companies while he was a ven-
ture capitalist. AP

Commissioners cited recent
cellphone infractions, gang ties,
and rule-breaking as signs of risk,
while questioning their remorse,
especially over killing their
mother. Family members pleaded
for release, but the brothers
received three-year denials,
though they may seek an
administrative review in a year.

Carney says Canada will
match taritt exemptions

under USMCA trade pact

TORONTO

CANADA is dropping many of
its retaliatory tariffs to match
US tariff exemptions for goods
covered under the United
States-Mexico-Canada trade
pact, Prime Minister Mark Car-
ney announced on Friday.

Carney said Canada will in-
clude the carve-out that the US
has on Canadian goods under
the 2020 free trade deal that
shields the vast majority of
goods from the punishing du-
ties, easing Canada’s previous
stance on holding the line on
punitive tariffs until US Presi-
dent Donald Trump relents
more on those imposed by the
US Some Canadian politicians
and union leaders character-
ised Carney’s move as capitula-
tion, but the prime minister ac-
centuated what he considered
Canada’s favorable position so
far and said that the exemp-
tions would jump-start further
trade talks with Washington.

“Canada currently has the
best trade deal with the United
States. And while it’s different
from what we had before, it’s
still better than that of any oth-
er country,” Carney said.

Carney and Trump spoke on
the phone on Thursday, and
Carney met with his Cabinet
on Friday before making the
announcement.

“We had a very good call,”
Trump said on Friday in the
Oval Office. “We are working
on something. We want to be
very good to Canada. I like Car-
ney a lot. I think he’s a very

12 killed, four
missing in China
as bridge collapses

BELJING

TWELVE people were Kkilled and four are missing
after part of a bridge under construction collapsed
Friday in northwest China, state media

reported.

A video published by state broadcaster CCTV
showed the middle of the bridge’s arch section sud-
denly giving way and plunging into the waters of
the Yellow River below. The cause was a steel cable
failure, state news agency Xinhua said. The Peo-
ple’s Daily newspaper said 15 workers and a project
manager were on-site at the time.

Twelve people have been confirmed dead and
four people are still missing, CCTV reported. The
bridge on the Sichuan-Qinghai Railway is the
world’s largest-span double-track continuous steel
truss arch bridge, according to People’s Daily.

It is also China’s first railway steel truss arch
bridge to span the Yellow River — the country’s
second-longest — the report said. Hundreds of res-

cue workers were mobilised.

Is-
lamabad’s Commerce Minister
Jam Kamal Khan held talks
Thursday in Dhaka, where he
agreed to set up joint commis-
sions to boost trade and invest-
ment. On Friday, top military
commanders from both nations
met in Pakistan. Pakistan’s mili-
tary was accused of widespread
atrocities during the 1971 war,
when East Pakistan broke away
to form Bangladesh. Hundreds
of thousands were killed —
Bangladeshi estimates say mil-
lions — and many in Dhaka still
demand Islamabad apologise for

the killings.After 1971, Bangla-
desh leaned heavily on India,
which almost encircles the coun-
try of 170 million people.

But Bangladesh’s interim gov-
ernment, led by Nobel Peace
Prize winner Yunus, is furious
that India took Hasina in —
where she remains and contin-
ues to refuse to attend her trial
on charges amounting to crimes
against humanity.

“The toppling of Hasina was
a strategic setback for India, and
the improved relations between
Bangladesh and Pakistan are a
consequence of her ouster”, said
Thomas Kean of the Interna-
tional Crisis Group. AFP

Israeli strikes kill 33 in Gaza
as famine and pressure grows

ISRAELI strikes and gunfire
killed at least 33 Palestinians in
Gaza on Saturday, including
people sheltering in tents or
seeking scarce food, local hospi-
tals said as a famine in Gaza’s
largest city sparks new pressure
on Israel over its 22-month of-
fensive. Israel’s defense minis-
ter has warned that Gaza City
could be destroyed in a new mil-
itary operation perhaps just
days away, even as famine
spreads there. Aid groups have
long warned that the war,
sparked by Hamas’ October 7,
2023, attack, and months of Is-
raeli restrictions on food and
medical supplies entering Gaza
are causing starvation.

Israel has rejected the data-
based famine declaration as “an
outright lie.” Ceasefire efforts
are on hold as mediators await

Taiwan opposition lawmakers
survive recall; nuke vote fails

TAIPEI: Opposition lawmakers easily survived
recall votes in Taiwan on Saturday, but an
opposition-backed referendum to bring back
nuclear power failed. The recall votes, the
second in a month, were an attempt to
restore ruling party control of the legislature
after the Democratic Progressive Party lost its
majority in a 2024 election. The recall results
were a second straight setback for the ruling
DPP. The seven lawmakers from the
opposition Nationalist Party all held onto
their seats, as did 24 members of other
parties in a first round of recall votes on July
26. The Democratic Progressive Party won the
presidency in 2024 but neither main party
took a majority in the 113-seat legislature. The
Nationalists, also known as the Kuomintang

Israeli strikes killed at least
17 people in southern Gaza,
more than half of them women
and children, according to
morgue records and health of-
ficials at Nasser Hospital. The
officials said the strikes target-
ed tents sheltering displaced
people in Khan Younis.

“Awad, why did you leave
me?” a small boy asked his

brother’s plastlc wrapped body.
Another grieving relative, Hek-
mat Foujo, pleaded for a truce.
“We want to rest,” Foujo said
through her tears. “Have some
mercy on us.” In northern Gaza,
Israeli gunfire killed at least
five aid-seekers near the Zikim
crossing with Israel, where U.N.
and other truck convoys enter
the territory, health officials at
Sheikh Radwan field hospital
told the AP. Eleven people were
killed in attacks elsewhere, ac-
cording to hospitals and the Pal-
estinian Red Crescent.

Israel’s military said it was
not aware of a strike in Khan
Younis at that location and was
looking into the other incidents.
With ground troops already ac-
tive in strategic areas, the mili-
tary operation in Gaza City
could start within days in an
area that has hundreds of thou-
sands of civilians.

COLOMBO

SRI LANKA'’s former president
Ranil Wickremesinghe was on
Saturday shifted to the inten-
sive care unit of the Colombo
National Hospital, a day after
he was arrested and refused
bail over alleged misuse of
state funds during his tenure.

Wickremesinghe, 76, was tak-
en to the main Magazine Re-
mand prison close to midnight
on Friday after the Colombo
Fort magistrate’s court re-
manded him till August 26. He
was admitted to the prison hos-
pital as his blood sugar and
blood pressure levels were
high, prison spokesman Jagath
Weerasinghe said.

By afternoon, there was no
improvement and the prison
doctors opined that he should
be transferred to the Colombo
National Hospital.

Wickremesinghe was kept in
the emergency care unit first
but was later transferred to the
intensive care unit of the Co-
lombo National Hospital, direc-
tor of the hospital Dr Rukshan
Bellana told reporters.

The former president was ar-
rested at the Criminal Investi-
gation Department (CID) head-
quarters on Friday, where he
was summoned to record a
statement in connection with
an investigation into the al-
leged misuse of government
funds amounting to Sri Lankan
rupees 16.6 million. The veter-
an opposition leader was subse-
quently brought before the Co-
lombo Fort magistrate’s court.

The CID charged him under
Section 386 and 388 of the penal
code and under Section 5(1) of
the Public Properties Act. The
charges carry a punishment of
not less than one year but not
exceeding 20 years in jail.

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Israel kills top Hamas voice, no plan to discuss ceasefire

Security cabinet meets on Gaza offensive as at least 43 Palestinians killed in fresh strikes; Hamas silent on Abu Obeida’s reported death

DEIR AL-BALAH

The Israeli military announced
on Sunday that it killed a long-
time spokesperson for Hamas’
armed wing, as the country’s
seeurity cabinet met to discuss
the expanding offensive in
some of Gaza ‘s most populated
areas. There were no plans to
discuss negotiations for a cease-
fire at the meeting, according
to an official who spoke on con-
dition of anonymity because
they were not authorised to
speak with the media.

Tsraeli Defense Minister Ts-
rael Katz identified the spokes-
person as Abu Obeida, the nam
de guerre for the official who
represented Hamas’ Qassam
Brigades. He was killed over
the weekend. Hamas has not
commented on the claim.

QObeida’s last statement was
issued Friday as Israel hegan
the initial stages of the new
offensive and declared Gaza
City a combat zone, His state-
ment said the militants would
do their best to protect living
hostages but warned that they
would be in areas of fighting.
He said the remains of dead
hostages would “disappear
forever.” Israel’s military said
the spokesperson, whom it
identified as Hudahaifa Kahl-
out, had been behind the re-
lease of videos showing hos-
tages as well as footage of the
Hamas-led attack that sparked
the war.

At least 43 Palestinians were
killed sinee Saturday, most of
them in (Gaza City, according to
local hospitals.
