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HASINA REJECTS B’DESH ELECTION AS 
‘FARCE’, CITES NEGLIGIBLE TURNOUT

“We will accept the result, if  people get 
to freely exercise their voting right,” 
said Tarique Rahman, the chairman of  
BNP.  Jamaat chief  Shafiqur Rahman 
said “the country has commenced a new 
journey with free and fair polling.” 
NCP’s Nahid Islam was confident that 
the 11-party alliance would emerge vic-
torious and form the next government.

However, Taslim Zara, who left the 
NCP and entered the poll fray as an inde-
pendent, said the election was not fair.  
Chief  Advisor of  the interim govern-
ment, Prof  Mohammad Yunus said “we 
are starting a new journey for a bright 
future.” Chief  Election Commissioner A 
M M Nasir Uddin said that was robust 
enthusiasm and festivity as the voters 
cast their ballots, and called the exercise 
a grand success. Nearly 18 lakh people 
were involved in the election process, in-
cluding about nine lakh law enforcers.

There were more new and female voters 
this time around. They said they got to 
cast their votes without fear. But a section 
of  the voters was not satisfied as Hasina’s 
mainstream political party, the Awami 
League, was barred from the fray. 

A rickshaw puller said he did not go 
the polling centre because it would 
have cost him at least 5,000 taka. “I 
would have had to travel 300 km by bus, 
spending 3,000 taka, and my loss of  in-
come for three days would worked out 
to another 2,000 taka,” he reasoned. 
People in the low-income group were 
not that interested to cast their votes, 
though there were allegations that 
some of  them were bribed by candi-
dates to cast their votes.

Will accept the

BANGLADESH’s deposed prime 
minister Sheikh Hasina on Thurs-
day called the general elections be-
ing held by the interim government 
“a well-planned farce” and demand-
ed holding of  “free, fair and inclu-
sive elections under a neutral care-
taker government”.

For the first time in 30 years, the 
boat, the Awami League’s electoral 
symbol, did not appear on the ballot 
paper in the election, the first since 
the ouster of  Hasina in massive na-
tionwide protests in August 2024. 
Hasina, 78, who has been staying in 
India after she fled Bangladesh, said 
the elections being held under the 
interim government of  Muhammad 
Yunus was essentially “a well-
planned farce”. “The people’s voting 
rights, democratic values, and the 
spirit of  the Constitution were com-

pletely disregarded in this decep-
tive, voterless election conducted 
without the Awami League,” she 
wrote on her party’s social media.

“From the evening of  11 February, 
this farce began with seizure of  poll-
ing centres, gunfire, vote-buying, dis-
tribution of  money, stamping of  bal-
lots, and agents signing result 
sheets,” she alleged. Hasina claimed 

that by the morning of  February 12, 
“voter turnout was negligible in most 
polling centres nationwide, and in 
many centres across the capital and 
other areas, there were no voters at 
all”. “According to the Election Com-
mission’s briefing, by 11 am - just 
three and a half  hours into voting -  
only 14.96 per cent of  eligible voters 
had participated,” she said.

This extremely low turnout clear-
ly shows that the Awami League-
free election was widely rejected by 
the people, Hasina said. Hasina said 
in the preceding days, “continuous 
attacks, arrests, intimidation, and 
fear were inflicted on Awami League 
voters, supporters, well-wishers, 
and minority communities”. “Even 
so, despite all threats and harass-
ment, people rejected this fraudu-
lent election, leaving most polling 
centres effectively empty,” she 
claimed. PTI
