Several big projects
oflast year shelved
or scaled down

Mumbai, February 24

ASTHE Brihanmumbai Munici-
pal Corporation prepares toun-
veil its 2026-27 budget Wednes-
day, several big ticket promises
from last year’s Rs 74,527- crore
outlay remain stalled, scaled
down or quietly shelved.

The upcoming budget, to be
presented before the standing
committee aftera four year gap,
is expected to reflect the prio-
rities of the Mahayuti regime,
with a renewed push on infra-
structure expansion, revenue
mobilisation and augmentation
of Mumbai’s water resources.
Last year, 58 per cent of the total
allocation was earmarked for
capital expenditure, largely tar-
getinginfrastructure works. This
year, while the outlay is likely to
breach the Rs 80,000 crore
mark, multiple headline projects
announced with fanfare in2025-
26 are yet to see meaningful
progresson the ground.

Orange Gateto Grant
Road elevated road

Amongthe major bridge pro-
jectsallocated funds in the 2025-
26 budget was the proposed
elevated corridor from Orange
Gate near the Eastern Freeway
to Grant Road. Spanning 5.6 km
across fourwards, the project re-
ceived Rs 90 crore.

However, within a year of
awarding the work order, the

BMC floated plans in 2025 to
shelve the corridor, citing over-
lap with the Mumbai Metropoli-
tan Region Development Auth-
ority’s proposed 4.6 km tunnel
between Orange Gate and Mar-
ine Drive.

SWM user fees

To shore up its finances, the
BMC had proposed new Solid
Waste Management user fees
aligned with revised SWM by-
laws of 2026. In March 2025,
draft bylaws proposed charges
ranging from Rs 100 per month
for small residential units to Rs
7,500 for hotels, with an esti-
mated annual revenue potential
of Rs 687 crore. The proposal
triggered sharp political opposi-

tion across party lines, event-
ually forcing the BMC to roll
backthe plan.

Mumbai Eye project

Modelled on the London
Eye, the proposed Mumbai Eye
was pitched as a tourism land-
mark offering panoramic views
of the city. A year later, the pro-
ject remains on paper, with no
concrete roadmap or timelines
announced.

Universal Footpath
Policy

The civic body had ear-
marked Rs 100 crore to imple-
ment its Universal Footpath Pol-
icy aimed at improving
walkability. In November 2025,
tenders were floated to remodel
16.5 km of footpaths at 14 high
footfall locations under a pilot
plan. However,executionon the
ground has yet to begin.

Tiger monument at
GMLR

The BMC had also proposed
a Tiger Monument inside the
twin tunnels of the Goregaon
Mulund Link Road project.

While novisible progress has
been made on the monument,
work on the GMLR tunnels be-
neath the Sanjay Gandhi Na-
tional Parkhasgained pace, with
all components of the tunnel
boring machine on site and in-
stallation expected tobegin from
March 10.
