Prime Minister Narendra
Modi arrived in Tianjin on
Saturday for a two-day visit to
attend the Shanghai Cooper-
ation Organisation (SCO)
summit, marking his first trip
to China since the Galwan Val-
ley clashes of 2020. Modi was
received at Binhai Inter-
national Airport with a warm
welcome, including a cultural
dance performance, by senior
Chinese and Indian officials.

The SCO summit comes at
a delicate moment in India’s
external relations, following
the United States’ recent im-
position of 50 per cent tariffs
on Indian exports, including a
25 per cent duty for impor-
ting Russian crude oil. The
gathering, hosted by Chinese
President Xi Jinping, will also
see the participation of Rus-
sian President Vladimir Putin
and leaders of other member
states.

India, which joined the SCO
as a full member in 2017, has
actively contributed to the
bloc’s agenda, having chaired
the Council of Heads of Gov-
ernment in 2020 and the
Council of Heads of State in
2022-23. Besides India, the
SCO includes China, Russia,
Pakistan, Kazakhstan, Kyr-
gyzstan, Tajikistan, Uzbekis-

The telephonic conversation
between the two leaders came just a day before PM Modi is
scheduled to hold talks with Zelenskyy's adversary, Russian
President Vladimir Putin, in Tianjin, where they have gathered to
attend the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) summit.
"Prime Minister Narendra Modi had a telephone conversation
today with the President of Ukraine, H.E. Mr Volodymyr Zelen-
skyy. President Zelenskyy shared his perspective on the recent
developments related to Ukraine,” a PMO statement said.

Measures have included re-
opening trade routes through
Lipulekh Pass, Shipki La, and
Nathu La, as well as steps to
restore direct air connectivity
and ease visa processes.

Court deals blow to Trump over tariffs

US appeals court
lets tariffs
remain until
mid-October

Donald Trump has lashed out
ata US appeals court ruling that
declared many of his global tar-
iffs illegal, vowing to fight the
decision in the Supreme Court.
Writing on his Truth Social plat-

form, Trump said the
appeals court “incor-
rectly said that our
Tariffs should be re-
moved, but they know
the United States of
America will win in
the end” He added
that he would fight back “with
the help of the United States Su-
preme Court,” insisting that re-
moving tariffs would be “a total
disaster for the Country””

The 7-4 decision from the US
Court of Appeals for the Federal

Circuit said Trump
had exceeded his auth-
ority when imposing
sweeping tariffs by
using the International
Emergency Economic
Powers Act (IEEPA).
The court upheld an
earlier May ruling from the
Court of International Trade
that also rejected Trump’s argu-
ments. However, the judges
allowed the tariffs to remain in
effect until October 14, giving the
administration time to appeal to

the Supreme Court.

Trump first introduced the
tariffs as “reciprocal” duties on
nearly every country the United
States trades with, imposing a 10
per cent baseline rate with
higher levels on dozens of econ-
omies. He also invoked emerg-
ency powers to impose tariffs on
Mexico, Canada, and China,
claiming they were not doing
enough to stop the flow of deadly
drugs into the United States.

Explain, SC tells state as
convict spends 8 yrs in
jail against 7-yr term

The Supreme Court (SC) has
demanded an explanation
from the Madhya Pradesh
government regarding a
convict who remained in
jail for over eight years
beyond his seven-year sen-
tence. Terming the lapse as
“quite shocking,” the SC
granted the State two weeks
to respond to the serious
error.

Sohan Singh, convicted
for rape, was originally sen-
tenced to life im-
prisonment by a
Sessions Court in
2004. However, the
Madhya  Pradesh
High Court later re-
duced the sentence
to seven years, citing
factors like the victim being
a married woman, delay in
lodging the FIR and lack of
corroborative medical evi-
dence for rape charge.

Despite the High Court's
order, Singh remained in-
carcerated for over eight
years beyond the stipulated
sentence. He was finally re-
leased on June 6, 2025, after
completing the entirety of
his reduced sentence.

Ll
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Singh was originally
sentenced to life
term by a Sessions
Courtin 2004. HC
later reduced
sentence to 7 years
e
The bench, led by Jus-
tices J.B. Pardiwala and K.V.
Viswanathan,  expressed
concern over the prolonged
incarceration of Singh, urg-
ing the state government to
clarify how such an over-
sight occurred. The SC em-
phasised that such
serious lapses can-
not be ignored and
must be rectified

promptly.
Sohan Singh was
convicted  under

Sections 376(1), 450,
and 506-B of the IPC for
rape of a married woman.
The original trial court in
Khurai, District Sagar, had
imposed life imprisonment
along with a Rs. 2,000 fine.
However, in 2017, the Mad-
hya Pradesh High Court re-
duced the sentence to seven
years of rigorous imprison-
ment while maintaining the
conviction under the same
sections of the IPC.

The city witnessed a dramatic
turn of the weather on Satur-
day afternoon when heavy
rain lashed the city, flooding
large areas and sweeping
away vehicles. Residents
battled severe waterlogging
throughout the day, with one
of the most alarming inci-
dents reported from Prajapat
Nagar where three people, in-
cluding two children, nar-
rowly escaped death after
their car was swept away by
gushing rainwater.

Local residents braved the
strong current and pulled
them to safety. Videos of cars
drifting  helplessly  on
flooded streets quickly went
viral, drawing sharp criti-
cism over the city’s fragile
drainage system.

What began as a partially
cloudy morning soon turned
into chaos by the afternoon.
By 2 PM, torrential rain
pounded the city, with 77.7
mm rainfall recorded at the
Airport Station and 48 mm at
Regal Square in just a couple
of hours. With this, Indore’s
seasonal rainfall reached
614.7 mm (24.2 inches). The
intensity left drains overflow-
ing and streets resembling
rivers.

Several low-lying colonies,
including Dwarkapuri, Raj
Mahal Colony, Mahalaxmi
Nagar, Narmada Square, and
Robot Square were inun-
dated. Water entered many
houses, damaging furniture,
appliances and valuables as
residents spent hours drain-
ing out knee-deep water.

Road traffic was thrown
into disarray as the Bus Rapid
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Nandbagh col

Transit System (BRTS) cor-
ridor was inundated. Long
traffic snarls were reported at
Radisson Square, Lasudiya
and stretches of Ring Road.

Banganga police station in
charge Siyaram Singh Gurjar
said Qadri’s second wife, Far-
hana, also stayed with him in
Nepal during his on-the-run
period. She later returned to

card in Nepal under his own
name, which he used to stay in
contact with Farhana and
Ayesha.

Meet to decide ‘Simhastha Land
Pooling Scheme’ fate tomorrow

TO BE HELD
IN BHOPAL

The ambitious plan of the MP
government to build a Spiri-
tual City on about 1200 hec-
tares of land of traditional
Simhastha camp sites seems
to be in trouble. The kind of
questions raised on this plan
in the class of the state gov-
ernment in front of Home
Minister Amit Shah in New
Delhi on August 26 shocked
the advocates of the plan. The
future of this plan will be de-
cided in a meeting to be held
on September 1in Bhopal be-
tween the top leaders of BJP,
central officials of Bharatiya
Kisan Sangh (BKS) and the
government.

The farmers of Ujjain have
been strongly opposing the
land pooling scheme of Ujjain
Development Authority

(UDA) from the very begin-
ning, in which about 2400
hectares of land of Simhastha
camp sites is to be acquired.
They have all the arguments
and facts of their own, but the
‘Simhastha Kisan Sangharsh
Samiti, which launched its
phased agitation in the month
of March, got strength in that
difficult period when the af-
filiate organisation of Rash-
triya Swayamsevak Sangh
(RSS), ‘Bharatiya Kisan Sangh’
opened a front. In a letter
written to Chief Minister
Mohan Yadav on August 8,
National General Secretary of
BKS Mohini Mohan Mishra
out rightly rejected the land
pooling scheme. He wrote
that instead of unnecessary
acquisition of the land of the
farmers, temporary acquisi-
tion of land should be done
like the Simhastha Mahaparva
of the past.

This letter of BKS Sangh
created tremors from Bhopal

to Delhi. According to reports,
on August 18, the CM himself
reached the Delhi with a del-
egation and gave a detailed
presentation of the Simhastha
Land Pooling Scheme there.
Apart from Chief Sec-
retary Anurag Jain,
ACS Rajesh Rajora,
Sanjay Dubey and
Neeraj Mandloi,
Ujjain  Collector
Raushan  Kumar
Singh, Simhastha Mela
Officer Asheesh Singh,
UDA CEO Sandeep Kumar
Soni, etc, were also present. It
is said that BKS Organising
General Secretary Dinesh
Kulkarni, General Secretary
Mishra, etc, fired sharp ques-
tions about the land pooling
scheme and the intentions
hidden behind it and they
could not be given a satisfac-
tory answer.

Immediately after the Delhi
meeting, the central office-
bearers of the BKS reached

Ujjain and met the concerned
farmers, top officials who had
worked in 2016 and non-gov-
ernment people associated
with the arrangements of pre-
vious Simhastha. They went to
the spot and saw and as-
sessed the reality. Be-
fore returning to
Delhi after finishing
their two-day stay,
they also went to In-
dore and Bhopal and
consulted the concerned
people. It is learned that after
reaching Delhi, the central of-
fice-bearers of the BKS sub-
mitted their ground report to
the top leadership of the RSS.
After this, the CM along with
his top officials reached Delhi
on August 26 and gave a pres-
entation of the Simhastha
Land Pooling Scheme in front
of Home Minister Amit Shah.
During that time, BJP’s Or-
ganising General Secretary BL
Santosh and BJP President JP
Nadda were also present.

Gambhir Dam, the main
source of the city’s water
supply system, had its full ca-
pacity on Saturday due to
good rains in Mhow-Indore.
On Friday, there was 761 Mc
Ft water in the dam. On Satur-
day morning, it became 1162.
One gate of Yashwant Sagar in
Indore is open. The inflow
from there continues. The
dam level will soon cross 1500.
Last year on this day (August
30, 2024), there was 1900 Mc
Ft water. The dam has a ca-
pacity of 2250 Mc Ft. Water
has now accumulated in
Gambhir Dam for drinking
water supply in the city for
seven months and the de-
pendence on Narmada water
has been removed. If the pro-

cess of releasing water from
Yashwant Sagar Dam con-
tinues, then the dam can once
again be filled to its full capac-
ity. The water storage in the
dam reached to 1304 Mc Ft till
afternoon.

This time, there has been
less rainfall in Ujjain. Due to
this, Gambhir Dam was on
the verge of drying up com-
pletely. Narmada water was
released into Gambhir Dam
for drinking water supply.
However, due to good rainfall
in Ujjain and its surrounding
areas for the last few days,
water has started increasing
in the dam for the last three
days. At 12 am between Friday
and Saturday, a gate of Yash-
want Sagar Dam in Indore
was opened with a siren. This
has increased the flow of
water towards Gambhir Dam.

Temple Committee to give 3kg bhaang
for Mahakal's evening decoration

For the evening decoration of
Mahakaleshwar Jyotirlingam,
the priests will now be given 3
kg of cannabis after weighing it
so that more cannabis cannot
be applied on the Shivling. This
decision has been taken due to
the falling of cannabis decora-
tions in the past few days. For
this, electronic weighing scales
have also been called in the
temple committee. On August
18, on the day of the shahi sa-
wari, the Bhang decoration
done for Lord Mahakal fell. The
allegation was that the decora-
tion fell due to the decoration
being of more weight than the

The temple
committee had issued a notice
for this to the Pradeep Pujari
who did the decoration. He
says that only the prescribed 3
kg of Bhaang was used in the
decoration, but this occurred
due to the greasiness of the
Panchamrit on the idol and the
high humidity in the sanctum-
sanctorum due to the weather
that day.

After this incident, the
temple committee has decided
that as per the court guidelines,
3 kg of Bhang will be made
available to the priests for dec-
oration. For this, electronic
weighing scales have also been
called in the temple committee
office.

With 575 mm rainfall, Mhow
water bodies almost full

Timely rainfall over the past
fortnight has brought signifi-
cant relief to farmers in Mhow
tehsil, as ponds and other
water bodies are now nearly
full. However, despite the re-
cent downpour, the region
continues to face a substantial
monsoon deficit, with officials
noting a need for approxi-
mately 500 mm more rain to
reach the average annual
mark. Local ponds like Choral
and Nakheri dams, Jamli pond
and Yashwantnagar pond have
got sufficiently filled.

Mhow has so far received
575 mm of rainfall this mon-
soon season. The recent
showers have been a boon for
the agricultural community,

particularly for crops that
were struggling due to the dry
spell. The replenished water
reservoirs have also eased con-
cerns about drinking water
supply in the coming months.
According to the local me-
teorological department, fore-
casts indicate a strong
possibility of more rain in the
coming days, which could help
reduce the existing shortfall.
However, the current situation
remains a stark reminder of
the erratic nature of monsoon
this year. Local authorities are
closely monitoring the situ-
ation and have urged residents
to continue with water conser-
vation efforts. While the filled
water bodies have brought
cheer, the monsoon's success
for the year hinges on the
forthcoming spell of rainfall.

statement, recently issued by a former chief
minister of the Congress over the fall of the

party’s government in the state, has caused

ripples in the water lying stagnant for five years.

The politician blamed a former chief minister

and his friend for the government’s fall. He also

said a dinner party was held in the house of an
industrialist where the issue of saving the gov-
ernment was discussed. This statement also
stirred up a hornet’s nest in the Congress,
whose leaders are trying to find the name of the
industrialist in whose house the meeting was

held. There are reports that the industrialist, a

resident of Delhi, owns a media house. He has a

good relationship with the Congress leaders

who defected to the BJP as well as with the two
former chief ministers of the party. This was the
reason that the meeting was held in his house.

Another Congress leader was also present at

the meeting, but his name was not disclosed.

The former chief minister’s disclosure also

startled the leader whose name was kept secret.

Using opportunity

he BJP has the expertise of using the organisa-

tion and the government. An example of it was
recently seen. The BJP’s national president was
coming to Jabalpur to participate in a family func-
tion. When the BJP leaders got the information
about his trip to Jabalpur, the government and the
organisation fixed their programmes. The party
organisation arranged for the meetings of its four
divisions. The leaders of the four divisions were
asked to reach Jabalpur. The government, too, or-
ganised a function in which the members of the
organisation and the government were present.
The important leaders of the party in the state
also held discussions with the party’s national
president. Because the in-laws of the national
leader live in Jabalpur, he often visits the place,
and the state BJP leaders get an opportunity to
organise the party’s programmes during his trip.
But the leaders, who came to Jabalpur from far-
off places to attend the event, were slightly upset.

In limelight

minister of the state cabinet has again drawn

the media attention. But the minister who al-
ways courts controversies has stolen the media
headlines this time for positive reasons. The min-
ister has penned a book that the RSS chief will
release. The RSS chief does not generally release
a book written by a politician, but keeping in
mind the content of the book, he has agreed to
release it. The topic of the book has nothing to do
with politics. The book discusses the minister’s
experience with Narmada Parikrama. Several
RSS and BJP leaders are likely to be present at
the function where the book will be released.
Another aspect of the book release is that the
RSS head speaks a few things at book release
functions, which become media headlines. Just
three days before the function, the RSS head will
be 75 years old. He may say something impor-
tant. This is the reason that many senior politi-
cians have kept their eyes on the event.

Growing troubles
here seems to be no let-up in troubles for the
legislators in the state. The name of another
legislator has been added to the list of worried
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lawmakers. The district administration has
tightened the noose around a BJP legislator, who
is considered a top-rank leader of the ruling
party. In the old regime, the legislator was very in-
fluential. He was so important that everything
used to happen in the district only with his con-
sent. But now, the situation has come to such a
pass that the police raided the farmhouse be-
longing to a close relative of the legislator. There
are reports that tension between a minister and
the legislator was the reason behind the raid on
the farmhouse. The minister came to know that
some unlawful activities were going on in the
farmhouse of the legislator’s relative. The min-
ister swung into action and got a raid conducted
at the farmhouse. It is, however, difficult to digest
the fact that the agencies took such an action
against the MLA’s relative without the state gov-
ernment’s consent. The people in the corridors of
power are trying to discover the reasons behind
such a sudden action against the relative of the
legislator. Some of them are trying to connect the
incident with the upcoming state cabinet expan-
sion. But after the raid, the relationship between
the government and the legislator has soured.

Seeking relief

former minister of the state who has lost the

assembly election is in trouble. When he was a
minister, he had a huge government bungalow in
the state capital, where his daughter and son-in-
law were also living with him. Even after losing the
election, the minister kept the bungalow with him
for a long time. Nobody said anything to him about
it. But a notice was recently sent to him. A huge
amount was sought from him by imposing rent
and penalty for the number of days he stayed in
the bungalow after his defeat in the election. Now,
the former minister is cursing the officials who
gave him permission to stay in the house, for the
officials never told him that he would have to pay a
penalty as well as the rent for not vacating the
house. Now, he is moving from the home depart-
ment to the CM office to get relief from paying
such a huge amount. Several months have passed
since he began to seek relief, but there is none to
listen to him. The former minister does not want
to pay the money and does not want the issue to
go to the media, fearing defamation in the public.

Headless chicken!

ruling party legislator from Bhind bran-

dishing a fist at the collector has muddied the
political waters. But the Congress is in a dilemma
over whether it should stand by the legislator or
back the collector who remains unruffled in the
face-off with the politician. The state Congress
president has thrown his lot with the ruling party
legislator, for the latter was concerned about the
shortage of fertiliser. On the contrary, the Leader
of the Opposition had no slant towards anyone. A

Flawed logic behind online gaming ban

he digital era has opened
Timmense possibilities for

India, but serious dangers
lurk behind its allure. Smart-
phones and the internet have
revolutionized education, com-
munication, and entertainment,
yet addiction to online gaming
and the easy spread of por-
nographic content put the
younger generation at risk. Viol-
ent games like PUBG and Free
Fire, along with unregulated
websites, are harming mental
health and eroding societal
values. This is no longer mere en-
tertainment—it is a growing so-
cial crisis. Implementing the
Online Gaming Bill 2025 with
stringent controls on violent and
pornographic content is crucial
to safeguard our youth and en-
sure a bright future for Digital
India.

India’s online gaming industry
has grown into a Rs 32,000-crore
market by 2025, engaging 45
crore people. However, violent
games foster aggression and de-
sensitization among children.
The World Health Organization
has classified gaming addiction
as a mental health disorder.
Tragic incidents, such as the 2021
suicide of a teenager in Uttar Pra-
desh due to gaming failure, high-

light the severity of the problem.
Economically, gaming addiction
is equally alarming—players col-
lectively lose Rs 20,000 crore an-
nually in money games,
devastating middle-class savings
and fueling crimes like money
laundering and terrorist financ-
ing. Union Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw has warned that such
games threaten economic stabil-
ity. While the Bill promotes e-
sports, violent games must face
strict bans.

Pornography is another press-
ing concern. Among India’s 90+
crore internet users, youth and
teenagers form a large portion.
Affordable smartphones have
made such content easily access-
ible. Studies reveal that 30% of
children aged 13-17 view pornog-
raphy, which negatively affects
their mindset. NCRB's 2023 data
shows a 24% rise in cybercrimes,
with pornography-related of-
fenses prominent, destabilizing
individuals emotionally and so-
cially.

The Online Gaming Bill must
include robust provisions to curb
violent games and pornography.
A National Gaming Authority
should classify and regulate
games. Cyber cells must be em-
powered to block pornographic
websites instantly, with violators
facing up to three years in prison
and fines up to Rs 1 crore. Gam-
ing companies must implement
parental controls and age-based
restrictions.

Social awareness is equally
vital. Parents should monitor
their children’s digital activities.

he Lok Sabha has passed
a Bill imposing a blanket
ban on online gaming

with monetary aspects, citing
rising suicides among those

trapped in gaming addiction.
The concern is genuine, but
the logic appears selective. If
suicides linked to gaming
losses justify a ban, then why
not extend the same reasoning
to smoking and alcohol—in-
dustries responsible for lakhs
of deaths annually? Heart and
lung ailments caused by these
products cost the nation thou-
sands of crores in healthcare,
yet the government continues
to permit them, since they fall

in the highest tax bracket and
contribute massive revenue.
Online gaming companies,
by contrast, add far less to tax
collections and are convenient
targets. A complete ban will
only push activity under-
ground, strengthening illegal
gaming machine operators
and bookies—already active
during IPL and other matches.
Meanwhile, listed companies
like Nazara, granted licenses
by the same government, are

now left stranded, with inves-
tors facing steep losses. Who
bears responsibility if some of
them take extreme steps?

Even stock markets have
seen investors end lives after
massive losses, but no one de-
mands their closure. Instead of
outright bans, regulation and
monitoring are the only sus-
tainable solutions. Bans fuel
crime; laws should balance
risk with reality.

Schools must run campaigns on
digital literacy and safe internet
use, while the National Digital
Literacy Mission should be accel-
erated. Children should be en-
couraged toward creative
pursuits like coding and e-learn-
ing instead of violent games. In
2023, the National Cyber Crime
Portal recorded 15 lakh com-
plaints, underscoring the gravity
of cybercrimes. Cyber cells must
receive additional resources to
become more effective.

With 65% of India’s population
under 35, the nation’s future dep-
ends on protecting its youth. Vi-
olent games and pornography
threaten this generation, but
their harmful effects can be con-
trolled. Strong laws, empowered
cyber cells, and widespread
awareness can create a safe digi-
tal society. The Gaming Bill 2025
is not merely legal enforce-
ment—it is a commitment to se-
curing our future.

Governing the game, not hanning the hoard

ne summer evening in
O Lucknow, a 17-year-old

pawned his father’s
scooter to fuel a desperate on-
line rummy streak. Within
days, losses exceeded Rs 1.8
lakh, leaving behind only a
note of apology. In Kerala, a
mother pawned her wedding
jewellery to cover her son’s
online betting debts. Across
India, such stories quietly
mark the human cost of an
unregulated digital gold rush.

Yet, online gaming is no
longer a simple pastime—it
has become a fast-moving,
borderless ~ phenomenon.
Youngsters, lured by the illu-
sion of easy money, often pay
with their savings, or worse,
their lives. The Rajya Sabha’s
Promotion and Regulation of
Online Gaming Bill, 2025, re-
flects this anxiety. But a blan-
ket ban on real-money games
swings an axe where a scalpel
is needed: it risks pushing
players underground, en-
couraging illegal offshore
platforms, and stifling innova-
tion.

Look at Dreamll, once a
modest fantasy sports startup,
now valued at over $8 billion,
employing thousands and
contributing significantly to
GST revenues. Its success

stems from skill-based recog-
nition, legal oversight, and in-
vestor confidence.
Internationally, frameworks
in the UK, US, and Australia
balance regulation with
growth—employing licen-
sing, real-time safeguards,
spending caps, and self-exclu-
sion tools to protect players.

India’s Rs 60,000-crore on-
line gaming industry sup-
ports over 50,000 jobs, drives
GST collections, and attracts
foreign investment. Outright
bans will harm both innova-
tion and consumers. The chal-
lenge is not to outlaw the
game but to govern it wisely—
to protect the vulnerable
while nurturing a promising
industry. Regulation, not re-
treat, must be India’s next
move.

ramparts of the Red
Fort, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi outlined a bold new vi-
sion for the nation’s defence.

Operation Sindoor, carried
out in May 2025, marked a deci-
sive shift in India’s counter-ter-
ror strategy.

on April 22, which claimed 26
civilian lives, India struck nine
terror infrastructure sites in
Pakistan and Pakistan-occu-
pied Kashmir. Using Rafale jets,
SCALP missiles, and loitering
munitions, the operation de-
livered a clear message: terror
attacks would now be treated
as acts of war—while carefully
avoiding civilian and military
casualties.

Pakistan’s retaliatory at-
tempts—including drone
swarms and missile strikes—
were swiftly neutralised by
India’s integrated air defence
systems, with platforms like the
S-400 and Akashteer success-
fully defending multi-domain

targets. A notable achievement
was the destruction of a Pakis-
tani aircraft, possibly an elec-
tronic intelligence platform,
from a distance of 300 km—the
longest recorded surface-to-air
kill in India’s history.

Building on this momentum,
Mission Sudarshan Chakra was
unveiled as a multi-layered na-
tional defence shield, inspired
by Lord Krishna’s Sudarshan
Chakra. Its goal is to protect
strategic and civilian sites—
hospitals, railways, centres of
faith—through Al-powered ra-
dars, interceptor missiles, and
cyber defence systems. A “plus-
one” strategic doctrine ensures
India’s response to threats is an-

ticipatory, not merely reactive.

Indigenous innovation lies at
its core, with systems like
DRDO’s Kusha missile, capable
of 150-350 km interception,
and five squadrons set for in-
duction by 2030. Together, Op-
eration Sindoor and Mission
Sudarshan Chakra signal a shift
from tactical retaliation to stra-
tegic deterrence, blending
technology, culture, and geo-
political clarity. As Modi said,
“This protective shield must
keep expanding so that every
citizen feels secure.”

India has been reduced to a

After
retirement, Justice Reddy was
appointed Lokayukta in Goa by a
BJP government itself, valued for
his neutrality and integrity.
Today, the same man is vilified,
merely because he contests
against a ruling party candidate.
Such statements, especially from
a high office, send a chilling
message to serving officials: toe
the political line or risk vilifica-
tion.

Equally disturbing is the 130th
Amendment Bill, tabled on the
last day of Parliament’s session. It
mandates the automatic removal
of a minister, chief minister, or
even prime minister, if im-
prisoned for over 30 days—even
without conviction. In a climate
where agencies like the ED selec-
tively target opposition leaders,
such provisions appear designed
to weaken dissent and pave the
way for one-party dominance.
Meanwhile, crucial bills are
being passed without debate,
eroding public trust in democ-
racy.

These trends reflect not
strength but strain on demo-
cratic values. Politics is being
weaponized against institutions
and individuals alike. For
democracy to survive, it must re-
claim its legitimacy and honour-
able space—free from vendetta,
hypocrisy, and fear.

Can floor price formalise e-waste recycling

duced the third amend-

ment to its E-waste
(Management) Rules 2022, ad-
ding a mechanism to fix floor
and ceiling prices for recyc-
ling. The aim is to standardize
rates and provide financial sta-
bility to authorized recyclers.

In March 2024, India intro-

Reuters reported that the floor
price for consumer electronics
recycling has been set at

22/kg—almost triple past
costs.

Though technically linked
to the exchange of Extended
Producer Responsibility (EPR)
certificates, the mechanism
works in practice as follows:
producers buy certificates
from authorized recyclers to
meet legally mandated recyc-
ling targets. The floor price is,
in effect, the minimum pay-
ment recyclers receive for pro-
cessing e-waste.

For producers, this raises
the cost of compliance. Some

have raised objections, and
others even filed legal chal-
lenges. But for authorized re-
cyclers, the change guarantees
minimum returns and shields
them from a destructive price
race against the informal sec-
tor.

The informal sector, which
handles nearly 90% of India’s e-
waste, recycles cheaply but
unsafely—using crude
methods to extract metals at
heavy environmental and
health costs. Informal oper-
ators also attract consumers
by paying more for obsolete
devices. With higher floor
prices, authorized recyclers

may now match such incen-
tives, helping divert e-waste
into cleaner, formal channels.
Research supports this: finan-
cial incentives significantly in-
crease people’s willingness to
recycle formally.

Still, higher prices alone
won' solve the problem. Inves-
tigations have exposed “ghost”
recycling units—firms regis-
tered on paper but non-exist-
ent in reality. Without strict
monitoring and auditing,
higher mandated prices risk
being siphoned off by non-
compliant actors rather than
improving recycling out-
comes.

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ED issues first ‘Purple Notice’ from Interpol in money laundering case

The Enforcement Director-
ate (ED) on Friday said it has
secured the publication of its
first Interpol-issued 'Purple
Notice' in a trade-based
money laundering case.

the Lyon-based global police
body on August 21, the fed-
eral probe agency said in a
statement.

The ‘Purple Notice’ is one
of eight types of notices pub-
lished by Interpol. It pro-
vides its 196 member
countries with information
on modus operandi, objects,

methods used by criminals.

"The publishing of the
Purple Notice is an attempt
of Enforcement Directorate
at generating awareness and
sensitising its global
counterparts to these new
emerging money laundering
trends," it said.

The probe, in which the

entities engaged in "large-
scale” laundering of funds
under the guise of inter-
national trade.

He
said that it was the right of
Dalits, minorities and
women to exercise franchise,
and alleged that the Nar-
endra Modi government was
stealing votes to win polls.

The right to vote has been
guaranteed by the Constitu-
tion of India, he said, and
claimed that BJP was attack-
ing the constitution by
snatching people’s voting
rights.

The Uttar Pradesh govern-
ment has cancelled admis-
sions of 71 students in medical
colleges after an inquiry re-
vealed that they had secured
seats under the freedom
fighter quota by using forged
certificates.

The investigation was initi-
ated following complaints that
ineligible candidates were
misusing the quota meant for
descendants of freedom
fighters. A three-member
probe committee, set up by
the Directorate of Medical
Education and Training
(DMET), verified the docu-
ments submitted by students
over the last three academic
sessions. The panel found that
the certificates used by at least
71 students were either fake or
obtained without proper
authorisation.

Officials said the admissions
of these students have been
cancelled with immediate ef-
fect and their seats will now be
allotted to deserving candi-
dates through counselling.
The government has also di-
rected district administrations
to lodge FIRs against those in-
volved in preparing and sub-
mitting fraudulent
documents.

The freedom fighter quota
in professional courses was in-
troduced decades ago as a
mark of respect for those who
fought for India’s indepen-

dence. However, authorities
admitted that the verification
process remained lax, allow-
ing fraudulent claims to go un-
noticed.

A senior health department
official said, “This is a clear
case of cheating the system
and depriving genuine candi-
dates of their right. Strict ac-
tion will be taken not only
against the students but also
against officials who failed to
scrutinise the certificates.”

Opposition parties were
quick to seize on the issue. The
Samajwadi Party alleged that
the government’s negligence
allowed the racket to thrive.
“This is yet another example
of the system’s failure. The gov-
ernment must explain how
such large-scale fraud went
unchecked for years,” Rajen-
dra Chaudhry, an SP spokes-
person said.

Political analysts noted that
the move to cancel admissions
was necessary but also high-
lighted gaps in governance.
“The incident exposes sys-
temic weaknesses. The quota
was meant as a symbolic hon-
our for freedom fighters’
families, but it has now be-
come a tool for misuse. Unless
digital verification is made
mandatory, such scams will
continue,” said Lucknow-
based analyst Rakesh Tripathi.

The state government has
now decided to digitise and
centralise the verification of
such certificates to prevent
misuse in future.

"We will not allow BJP to
further steal votes in any
other parts of the country.
Now, people have started cal-
ling BJP leaders 'vote chor',"
Gandbhi claimed.

He completed the third leg
of the 'Voter Adhikar Yatra'
on Saturday. The yatra, which
was flagged off from the Con-
gress stronghold Sasaram on
August 17, will conclude on
Monday with a "huge proces-
sion" in the state capital.

Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi’s recent visit to New Delhi
laid the groundwork for this engagement, with both sides
stressing the importance of multilateralism, strengthening
the WTO-led trading system, and safeguarding the interests
of developing nations. During his two-day visit to Japan,
Prime Minister Narendra Modi and his counterpart Shigeru
Ishiba unveiled 13 key agreements to strengthen the India-
Japan Special Strategic and Global Partnership.

Hostel ...

Following arrangements made by the ITI Institute and the
Social Justice Department, she was placed in Kritarth Boys

The appeals court, however, ruled that the IEEPA does not
grant the president the power to impose tariffs, duties, or
taxes, and said those powers remain with Congress.

11 dead as cloudburst,
landslide hit J&K

At least 11 people, including
seven of a family, died in two
incidents of cloudburst and
landslide triggered by heavy
rains in remote villages of
Reasi and Ramban districts,
as Jammu and Kashmir,
beset by a series of natural
calamities in the past fort-
night, labours to bring life
back on track.

The Union Territory has
been reeling under a series of
cloudbursts and landslides
since August 14. With the la-
test incidents, 130 people
have lost their lives and 140
were injured in Jammu,
while 32 pilgrims are still
missing.

The pilgrimage to the
Mata Vaishno Devi shrine
atop Trikuta hills in Reasi dis-
trict remained suspended for
the fifth day on Saturday. As

Excerpts from the interview:

How and when did you begin to ohserve the Ganpati
festival in your home?

The tradition dates back to my father’s times. We are a
very broadminded family. In Indore, where my father
was the DSP (Deputy Superintendent of Police), we lived
in a neighborhood in which my father had built many
small houses, and all the tenants were Hindus. We lived
in complete harmony where we addressed each other’s
needs and even exchanged food. Such was our bond—
Hindu mussalman ka masla hi nahin tha. Dosti thi, sab
insaan the!

I had assumed that it was only
after your marriage to a Hindu.
Nahin, nahin. You see, I have

My family had no objection to my marriage (Salma
Khan, nee Sushila Charak) either. There was some
objection from one of her family members because I
was from a different religion.

In those days, we never even thought about such
things as religions. In my class, there would hardly be
two or three Muslims, and none were my close friends.
Today, of the hundred people on our payroll, like my
driver and gardener, only three are Muslims! Yes, inter-
religious weddings were not favoured, though! My
father-in-law, a dentist, was from the Dogra community.
He had investigated my background when the matter of
my wedding came about and respected the fact that I
came from a good family and was well-educated. He
candidly told me that my religion was his only objection.
Iassured him that even if we had disagreements or
fights, my wife and I would certainly not have them
because of our religions! We have been wedded now for
60 years!

Did your wife have any reservations at all about the
wedding?

My wife had loved the saat phere ritual and had seen
her sister as well as cousin follow it. So I myself found a
pandit in my locality aur phere lagwa liye.

And what about a nikaah?

‘We had a nikaah too, which is essentially a ritual that
ascertains that you are not marrying under pressure
or force.

And how much is a religion followed in your house
today apart from the festivals?

My wife does puja, and when I am the mood, I too offer
namaaz!

Didn’t your Muslim relatives object to all this?
(Shakes head) Not at all! They know I am different! They
cannot talk on this topic with us if they do have any
issue! When I decided to marry, I did not even have to
ask anyone in my house. Nobody could ask me, yeh kya
kar rahe ho? In that sense, no one could have any con-
trol over me if they did have any objection. And they all
know I am different! Like they don' touch alcohol. I
occasionally do!

Any other differences are there?

From Indore until today, we have never had beef.
Beefis eaten by most Muslims as it is the cheapest
meat! Some even buy it to feed pet dogs. But in the
teachings of prophet Mohammed, he has clearly stated
thata cow’s milk is a substitute for mother’s milk and it
is a mufid (beneficial) cheez. He has stated that cows
should not be killed and beef is forbidden. Prophet
Mohammed has adopted good things from every
religion. Like eating only halaal meat which was
adopted from the Jews, who call it kosher. He has pos-
tulated that every religion is good and believes in a
Supreme Power like we do.

Have you read the holy Guran?

Yes, but in English, as the original text is in Arabic. I

read it only to find if there was any difference in the

teachings of Islam and the Quran. And I was very happy

that there was no difference. Both have the same dos

and don'ts and finally they both state that all religions
are the same and that insaniyat was the key.

Vinayaki is a rare and
often overlooked
female deity, revered
as the feminine form
of Ganesha. Despite
her obscurity,
Vinayaki's origins are
ancient, with her
earliest mentions
found in Puranic texts
like the Matsya
Purana, where she is
described as a
‘Shakti’ of Lord Shiva,
and the Agni Purana,
where she’s
considered
Ganesha'’s power. She
is also linked to the
Yogini and Tantric
traditions, appearing
in many of the
Chausath Yogini
temples across India.

group or multitude). However, the
Puranas and Upanishads offer explicit
references to him. The Ganesha
Purana, Mudgala Purana, and
Ganesha Atharvashirsha contain
extensive descriptions of his various
forms and birth stories. The famous
legend of Ganesha acting as a scribe
for sage Vyasa while writing the
Mahabharata highlights his status as
the deity of knowledge. However,
many scholars believe this story was
added to the epic at a later time.

Initially, Ganesha found his place
within the Shaiva tradition. He was
first counted among the ganas of Lord
Shiva and later became Ganpati, the
lord of these ganas. During the Sutra
period, his significance grew
immensely. The one who was the lord
of the ganas later became the son of
Shiva and Parvati, elevating his status
even further.

‘Vinayaka’ is another popular name
for Ganesha. According to a story in
the Puranas, the creator deity Brahma
fashioned Vinayaka to create obstacles.
This means Vinayaka was originally an
obstacle-maker, or vighnakarta.

However, later traditions decided to
portray him as the remover of
obstacles, the vighnaharta, and stories
were crafted to support this new role.
This transformation began during the

ord Ganesha is a
fascinating deity,
adorned with

many forms, symbols,
and traditions. The
stories, legends, and
hymns associated with
him continue to capti-
vate people's hearts. He
is not merely a god but
the embodiment of
intellect, success, and
the arts. Each of his
forms conveys a unique
message, making his
narrative truly special
and distinct.

These days, bookings
for Ganesha idols start two to three
months in advance. Everyone wants to
bring home an idol that perfectly
matches their preference. In many
public celebrations, Ganesh mandals
compete to have the most unique and
grand idol. We see idols of Ganesha
seated on a horse, a fish, or a swan, or
depicted in the form of ‘Malhar’ or
‘Krishna’ Some idols even show him
dressed as Lokmanya Tilak, Sai Baba,
or a police officer.

But in this race for novelty, do we
ever consider what constitutes the
‘true’ or traditional form of Ganesha’s
idol according to scripture?

Roots of iconography

Ancient texts, including the Puranas,
Vedic literature, and the Ganapatya
sect’s traditions, provide detailed
descriptions of how Ganesha’s idol
should be sculpted. While the Vedas
do not directly mention Ganesha, they
do use the word ‘gana’ (meaning a

Ganesha’s sculpture,
Badami caves (6th
century CE)

Gupta period. The
Ganesha we worship
during Ganesh
Chaturthi is, in fact, the
original Vinayaka, also
known as
Siddhivinayaka.

His meditative form
is described as:

UG YU TToiaed

This verse translates
to: "One should medi-
tate upon the god
Siddhivinayaka, who
has a single tusk, ears
like winnowing fans, an
elephant’s face, four
arms, and holds a noose and a goad."

Evolution of forms

In ancient Indian sculpture, Ganesha’s
idols are shown with two, three, four,
or even five heads, and with one to
three tusks. In his earliest forms,
Ganesha had only two arms, one hold-
ing a hatchet (parashu) and the other a
radish (mulaka). As the art of sculp-
ture evolved, he was depicted

with four, eight, ten, or
even sixteen arms. For
instance, in Pune, there
is a temple of the ten-
armed Dashabhuja
Ganesha in Kothrud
and the three-headed
Trishund Ganapati in
Mangalwar Peth.

Ganesha sculpture,
Kushan period
(1st-3rd centuries CE) :

Pandit Mahadev Shastri Joshi, in his
book Bharata’s Murtikala (The
Iconography of India), notes that
Ganesha is a principal deity in the
Shiva pantheon and is also part of the
Panchayatan. His miraculous form,
with a human body and an elephant’s
head, is unique. Most researchers
suggest that Ganesha was not orig-
inally an Aryan deity but belonged to
non-Aryan tribes who worshipped ele-
phants as their gods. It is believed that
this form of worship might have been
the origin of today’s Ganesha worship.

Archaeologist Dr. Madhukar
Dhavalikar, in his book Shri Ganesh:
Asia’s Adorable Deity, provides insights
into how Ganesha is worshipped
across Asia. He also discusses deity’s
origins. According to Dr. Dhavalikar,
"Although many scholars have tried to
trace the origin of the deity Ganesha-
Gajanana, a satisfactory answer has yet
to be found. Even though a large
number of Ganesha idols from differ-
ent periods are available across the
country, along with a wealth of written
and literary evidence, there is no con-
sensus among scholars about his ori-
gin and development.”

Centuries old

The significance of Ganesha began to
grow during the Gupta period, and his
idols were carved on a larger scale.
The Brihatsamhita of Varahamihira
(6th century CE) describes how these
idols should be created. The Puranas
also contain descriptions of Ganesha’s
iconography. Generally, a four-armed
idol holds a broken tusk, a hatchet, a
goad, and a pot of sweets (modak-
patra). However, as the number of his
arms increased and different medi-
tative forms (dhyanas) were created,
such as Nritya Ganapati, other objects,
musical instruments, weapons, devo-
tees, attendants, and kinnaras were
added to the depictions.

The oldest known stone sculpture of
Ganesha dates back to the Kushan
period, from the 1st-2nd centuries CE.
A few years ago, the Curzon Museum
in Mathura housed over 40 Ganesha
idols, three of which were from the
Kushan period (Ist-3rd centuries CE).
One of these was discovered in the
Yamuna riverbed near Mathura.
Carved from the reddish stone found
in the Mathura-Agra region, the idol’s
legs below the knees are broken. It has
two arms; the left holds a pot of
sweets, while the right arm is broken.
The characteristics of Ganesha’s idols
were standardized by the 6th century
CE, as evidenced by Varahamihira’s
Brihatsamhita. By then, he had
become a four-armed deity, typically
holding a modakpot, broken tusk,
goad, and hatchet.

While his form has changed over
time, it is always rooted in history and
tradition. Although there are numer-
ous descriptions of Ganesha’s various
forms in ancient texts, the most popu-
lar is a four-armed seated Ganesha.
His hands often hold a hatchet, a
lotus, a goad, and a tusk. He is also
adorned with jewellery and a

bejewelled crown. Occasionally, he
is depicted with a third eye
on his forehead and the
Chintamani jewel on his
chest.

The evolution of
Ganesha’s iconography is
a journey of tradition
and transformation. His
form has evolved, yet the
core symbols of wisdom
and strength remain,

connecting us to a tradi-
tion that’s both ancient
and ever-present.

shipping Lord Vishnu or Anant.
The story

Yudhistir Govinda Das, Country Director of
ISKCON India, discusses the spiritual signifi-
cance of Anant Chaturdashi, which is observed
on the 14th day of the waxing moon in
Bhadrapada. “This sacred day is dedicated to
Lord Vishnu, known by one of his names as
Ananta, the infinite sustainer of the universe,
who rests on the eternal serpent Ananta
Shesha. The history stems from ancient scrip-
tures, which describe devotees observing the
Anant Vrata to seek Lord Vishnu's blessings for
prosperity, protection, and spiritual liberation.
On this day, devotees tie the Anant thread,
symbolising an eternal bond with the Lord,
and perform rituals to honour his infinite
grace.”

This coincidence with Ganesh Visarjan, the
day of immersion of Lord Ganesha’s idols.
“Worship of Lord Vishnu and Lord Ganesha,
can be called a wonderful union of Lord Vishnu
and his devotee,” he says.

According to Dr Geetanjalii Saxena, a celeb-
rity astrologer and tarot card reader, Anant
Chaturdashi or Ananta Vrata blends devotion
and tradition. “According to legend, a devoted
woman named Sushila tied a 14-knotted thread,
the Anant Sutra, on her wrist as advised by
Vishnu. When her husband removed it
unknowingly, they faced hardships that later
resolved through devotion.” She explains that
devotees make a sacred vow to Lord Vishnu,
praying for protection, prosperity, and help in
overcoming life’s challenges.

For Dr. Yogrishi Vishvketu, founder of
Akhanda Yoga Institute and an author, Anant
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Chaturdashi is one festival that brings together
the multiple strands of India’s spiritual tradi-
tions and has many stories of its origins. “In the
Mahabharata, Lord Krishna advises
Yudhishthira to observe the Anant vow during
the Pandavas’ exile. After 12 years of exile and a
13th year in concealment, the vow of Anant was
said to help them regain their lost kingdom,
teaching that trust in the eternal sustainer
brings resilience during trials.”

He talks about the symbolism of 14 woven
within. “That this very day also marks the con-
clusion of Ganesh Chaturthi adds another
dimension. While Ganesha represents begin-
nings and the physical form, Vishnu as Anant

represents continuity and the eternal. Thus, the
day balances farewell and permanence,
reminding us of life’s cycles of form and form-
lessness.”

The rituals

Dr. Vishvketu highlights how the rituals on this
day represent completion and wholeness. The
sacred thread, called the Anant Sutra, is tied on
the arm during Anant Puja. It is coloured with
turmeric and saffron, and each of its 14 knots
stands for a different part of the universe’s
order. On this day, families cook 14 types of
food, women often fast for Vishnu, and prayers
are offered. All these acts show the importance
of the number 14, reminding us that every part
of life helps create balance and wholeness.
Saxena mentions, “The key ritual is tying the
Anant Sutra, a sacred thread with 14 knots,
after offering it to Lord Vishnu for protection
and blessings. Offerings of Panchamrit are
made while reciting the Vishnu Sahasranama.”

True meaning

“Spiritually, it represents the eternal cycles of
creation, preservation, and dissolution. Lord
Vishnu, in his Ananta Shayana posture, reclin-
ing upon the cosmic serpent, is shown in tran-
scendental rest through the presence of Yoga
Nidra Devi. In times of pralaya, this state of
divine repose is essential to renewal, showing
that rest and regeneration are as sacred as
action and creation,” mentions Dr. Vishvketu

“As with any other festival, this day inspires us
by means of scriptural stories, worshiping Lord
Krishna and bhajans to remember the unli-
mited presence of the supreme lord and seek
his limitless compassion and protection.

Observing vrata, or fasts is meant for purifying
our consciousness and channelling our energies
towards God,” reveals Das.

Saxena feels Anant Chaturdashi has a deeper
meaning. “The immersion of Ganpati is sym-
bolic of surrender. As the clay idol dissolves
back into water, it reminds us to let go of ego
and attachments. For those who worship
Vishnu, the day is about continuity and infinity,
showing us that while forms fade, the eternal
divine always remains. In that sense, the day
beautifully unites endings with eternal begin-
nings, teaching us to embrace change while
staying rooted in the divine.”

Message to take

Ganesh Visarjan or Anant Chaturdashi has
more than religious and spiritual meaning to it.
Das says, “One can take lessons from Anant
Chaturdashi that God is omnipresent and that
devotion can be manifested in many different
acts for the pleasure of God. Just like for us to
relish a meal, all different flavours come
together on our plates, Lord Krishna enjoys the
devotion of his devotees through various acts
especially on days like this.”

Dr. Vishvketu considers the Anant
Chaturdashi lessons as deeply relevant in mod-
ern life. “Religiously, it is a day that embraces
both birth and death, beginnings and endings,
reminding us that letting go is as sacred as
starting anew. Spiritually, it teaches surrender,
and each cycle of joy and challenge builds resil-
ience and inner wisdom.” He considers the
surrender to be the active cultivation of bal-
ance and acceptance. “To remember Vishnu as
the eternal sustainer while immersing Ganesha
as the beloved form is to live the essence of
Yoga: integrating presence, equanimity, and
surrender into every cycle of life.”

From better sleep to
boosted metabolism,
five benefits of following
a meal schedule

warrior meals, sticking to a sane and

healthy eating schedule can add more
benefits than worry. For people constantly
on the run or those who don't possess the
cooking talents, developing a healthy meal
pattern and sticking to it can be quite chal-
lenging. However, when you feel yourselves
reaching for that “Order” button, a rem-
inder of all the long-term benefits that
come in tow with a regular eating schedule
can help you stay on track.

Here's a look at the physical, physiologi-

cal and mental benefits of sticking to a
schedule when it comes to body fuel:

In circadian-sync

“A consistent meal schedule helps us func-
tion in sync with our circadian rhythm
(your internal clock) that governs metab-
olism, hormones, digestion, and even men-
tal clarity," shares Nikita Tulsian, a nutrition
and fitness coach based in Delhi. “Eating
small meals within a 2 to 3 hour gap can
prevent energy crashes, cravings, mood

Be it intermittent fasting or gorging on

swings, and helps keep your blood glucose
stable. It helps balance and sync hormones
like insulin, ghrelin (hunger hormone), lep-
tin (satiety hormone) better so that you
become less likely to overeat or snack mind-
lessly.”

Think of your digestive system as a
machine. When your body knows when to
prepare itself for churning and breaking
down complex materials, the process
becomes more efficient compared to unpre-
dictable jolts of work.

Better sleep patterns

When and what you eat impacts not only
your day’s run but also how your body takes
rest at night. “Eating heavy meals closer to
bedtime can cause indigestion, bloating or
acid reflux making it harder to fall asleep
and disturbing your sleep-wake cycle.
Erratic eating disturbs melatonin produc-
tion, which is a key hormone to get sound
sleep. Inconsistent eating can affect your
mood and recovery, making your next day
less productive,” Nikita reveals.

Needless to say, a disturbed sleep schedule
takes a toll on your mental and physiological
health, leaving one even more drained and
unprepared for the following day. Instead,
getting at least 6-8 hours of minimum daily
sleep can bode better results in the long run.
“For better sleep, finish your last meal two to
three hours before bedtime, avoid caffeine
and high sugary foods after 4 PM, dinner
should be light with complex carbs and pro-
tein, add magnesium-rich food (found in
foods like nuts, leafy greens, whole grains,
pumpkin seeds, dark chocolate, dairy, soy

¥ products) in your diet as it can help
you sleep longer,” adds Nikita.

Avoid overeating

Snacking and overeating are two of the key
causes of a disrupted meal schedule. Those
who tend to eat only in moments of drastic
need, rather than following a consistent pat-
tern, are more prone to over consuming.
Preparing meals in advance reduces your
tendency to skip out and referring to nutri-
tion supplementals after consulting a doctor
can help fill the gap. Rather than reaching
out for over-processed foods each time you
feel slightly hungry, keep a bay of healthy
snacks like yoghurt or fruit at hand to help
deal with cravings in a healthy fashion
instead of constantly functioning on a sugar
rush. Regular meditation and exercise,
among other coping techniques, helps
reduce the habit of eating out of boredom.

Boost in metabolism

As Nikita puts it across, “Your metabolism
thrives on routine.” Responsible for convert-
ing matter into fuel for your body, this pro-
cess becomes key to dictating how your
body uses the food being fed to it. When
asked about the correlation between metab-
olism and irregular schedules, Nikita said,
“The body becomes inefficient in processing
food, resulting in sluggish and poor gut
health. The body doesn't know when to
expect fuel so it conserves energy, leading to
slower metabolism which makes it more dif-
ficult for a person to lose weight. Skipping
meals or eating at inconsistent timings sends
stress signals to your body resulting in
higher cortisol (stress hormone) levels which
increases fat storage, especially around the
belly. Irregular meal intervals cause the body
to store fat instead of burning it.”

Higher energy levels

Perhaps the most primal reason for consum-
ing food would be to derive energy. As the
dot that connects all your daily tasks, the
kind of food you pick becomes an important
determinant of your energy levels as well. “A
steady meal rhythm equals more mental
clarity, stable mood, and sustained energy. A
healthy, structured and timely diet promotes
a healthy gut, which communicates with the
brain through what is known as the gut —
brain axis,” explains Nikita.

Since your food ultimately determines
your ability to finish tasks, following a regu-
lar pattern improves efficiency and prevents
crash-outs. In order to ensure your energy
scales stay at the top, Nikita advises, “Eat in
every 3 to 4 hours to prevent energy crashes
and irritability. Include protein and healthy
fats in every meal as it stabilises blood sugar
and supports happy hormones like seroto-
nin and dopamine. Eat within one hour of
waking up. Don't skip breakfast as it sets the
tone for the day. Stay hydrated to minimise
fatigue, headache and mood dips.”

Develop a diet pattern, stick to it and see
your body reward you in due time.
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Caught in the loop of emotional binge eating? Identify if you are genuinely hungry

1l human emotions elicit binging or
Astarving. Love and hatred - they both
can put you in a spin or a binge. Love
and hatred can also make you starve. But
starving may work sometimes as fasting
cleanses but binge eating, certainly won't
work, whether in love or in hate.
Extreme hunger also increases your irrita-

bility. We can get agitated when the hunger
has grown more than an hour plus and when
food hasn't been made available or ingested.

Binge eating is an out of control eating pat-
tern because the strong emotions, whether
positive or negative, govern you in a way that
they control your mind and there is no stop-
ping because mindless eating will certainly
make you keep eating without realising that
you have crossed limits of your capacity to
digest or you make wrong choices of food.

In both cases, damage to health, damage to
healing processes and damage to wholeness
happens. Wellness goes for a toss. We lose
the equilibrium of our body. We lose the state
of homeostasis and thus, biological loss,
physiological deterrence and most impor-
tantly, bio chemistry going hay wire.

Binges typically throw your digestive sys-
tem out of gear. Not only that, the capacity to
absorb, the capacity to assimilate, process
food and eliminate toxins get compromised
big time. This big-time compromise can ruin

your health and could be the cause of your
de-generation, dis-ease, dis-integration, de-
cay and eventually death of energy, death of
life force.

Mind is a place of emotions. Yoga can defi-
nitely help with binge eating as it trains the
mind to control the senses. It helps to expand
your awareness and understanding.

With regular practice of workout, yoga,
breathing and meditation, you can find trans-
formation in yourself and therefore, in your
pattern of eating. With sattvic food habits,
one's biology, chemistry and complete mind-
set changes.

Fad diets, restricting intake and abstaining
from certain foods result in increased crav-

ings and may trigger episodes of binge eating.

The right way could be:

® Focus on making healthy changes. Eat
more whole foods, such as fruits, vegetables,
legumes, nuts and seeds and whole grains.

Limit intake of refined, processed, packaged
foods. This can help reduce binge eating and
promote better health.

® Starting each day with a healthy breakfast
might reduce the risk of binge eating later in
the day. Avoid skipping meals as again it can
increase cravings and the risk to overeat. Set
a regular eating pattern. Eat slowly with a lot
of reverence and gratitude.

® Staying hydrated and drinking plenty of
water through the day is a simple way to curb

cravings.

® Eat more fibrous foods to keep you satiated
and feeling full longer. It can also help to
reduce cravings.

® Avoid having junk food or trigger foods at
home in the kitchen as it can make it easier to
binge eat.

® Limiting unhealthy foods and keeping
healthy foods on hand can reduce your risk of
emotional binge eating.

® Eating right foods can help keep full and
curb cravings throughout the day.

® Don't consider binge as sinning. Food
binges are done in special circumstances and
is fine, especially when you are celebrating.
It's much better then because your mood is
good, you are in a revelry and you are laugh-
ing and enjoying.

After this your body is then capable of
handling the toxins much better and diges-
tion is much better. But try not to binge when
you are feeling low and depressed. Just in
case you wish to eat, do take a small walk or a
small workout or dance, sing a song or listen
to music. Change our mood first and then eat,
enjoy and celebrate.

Even if you are eating fast foods like pizza
and pasta, be very mindful and eat slowly.
Your body awareness will tell you that you've
enjoyed it and now it’s time to stop.
Mindfulness in eating will make you eat

salads, soups along with other foods so that
you can do the balancing act well.

Once we fast for a few hours whether it's
part of the morning or post lunch, or you
haven't eaten at all until evening, you will feel
the real hunger pangs.

The real hunger pangs are when your body
screams for food, and if at that time you were
to eat properly, as in, not over eating, what-
ever you eat slowly and well, would certainly
get digested. If you put the cleanest food in
your stomach, then that will certainly
become a tonic, a nutritional supplement for
you.

Coming to the part of identifying your
hunger and your needs, remember, hunger is
the need of the body and appetite is the lust
for the body. When looking at food, if you feel
like eating, that means you have a lust for
food.

May be, that's okay sometimes but not as
the order of the day. You must feel hungry
and you must be hungry to eat. You must feel
thirst and you must be thirsty to drink. Be
self-aware and listen to your body. Notice
how you feel at the moment.

One ought to be a little more aware of what
one ingests and eats. It is important to make
appropriate sensible intelligent choices. So,
be very mindful of what you consume as food
consumes us and nourishes us.

and given its modern form by Japanese
anime and manga culture. The act of embody-
ing a character is also an act of reimagining
their narrative, free from judgments or expec-
tations. Oblivious to societal norms, cosplay
leads to the dissolution of rigid, inherited defi-
nitions of identity. “My interest in cosplay
piqued when I came across this anime called
JoJo’s Bizarre Adventure. I mostly cosplay male
anime characters, especially the villains. Even
though I'm timid and not as toned, I can pull
off the characters. So cosplay makes me
want to care less about inse-
curities, social anxiety, or
body image,” shares Sailee
Angree, cosplayer and stu-
dent at NIFT Mumbai.
Perhaps one of the subtle gifts
of this art form is fluidity and
the disenthralling sense of
possibility that comes with it.

Freedom in fluidity

At its core, cosplay is a paradox—an art form
of imitation that reveals something greatly
original about the self. August 30 is celebrated
as International Cosplay Day. It's a world
where the boundaries of who you are and who
you want to be are delightfully blurred. The
allure lies in the graceful shedding of the
mundane for the boundless imagination.

The costumes, from the wigs to the robes,
act less as a disguise and more as a catalyst for
genuine self-discovery. It offers an escape from
the social scripts. One gets to test-drive a new
persona, to explore courage without conse-
quence.

Mark Reilly,

Matt Bianco was the name of a person in the band. However,

it was Mark Reilly who founded the British band that came to
be known as Matt Bianco. “We were into spy movie theme tunes of the
50s, 60s, 70s which had a Latin, Jazz, Film noir influences. So for the
concept of the first album we invented our own fictitious character
called Matt Bianco,” states Reilly who is excited to perform in India
next week. Back then in 1983, Matt Bianco consisted of vocalist Mark
Reilly, keyboard player Danny White and Polish emigré singer Basia
Trzetrzelewska. Their music is a blend of Jazz, Latin and sixties’ spy
film music and pop elements.

Reilly began his music career as vocalist with the band ‘Blue Rondo
a la Turk’ where he and keyboardist White played at live shows.
“Danny, myself and Kito Poncioni struck up a song writing collabora-
tion and decided to leave and form our own band. While working on
demo songs, we wanted to get some female vocals on some of the
tracks and Danny suggested we ask Basia who was also in a band
called ‘Bronze' It sounded greatand the sound was complete”.

As a trio, Reilly, White and Basia soon released an album, Whose Side
Are You On? in 1984 which spawned the hit tracks Get Out of Your Lazy
Bed, Holf a Minute, More Than I Could Bear and the title track. Reilly
and White wrote the songs, with Reilly leading vocals on most tracks,
and Basia backed up with harmonies and occasional lead vocals.

The band’s music brings genre-bending musical styles that carve a
niche all its own. “Our mix seems to come naturally as it is a combina-
tion of our influences and musical tastes we have grown up with. We
loved the jazzier side of Latin like Bossa nova and jazz influenced spy
movie theme tunes, R&B soul, mixed with percussion grooves and so
these songs bring all those influences”.

However, after just one album, the band split in 1985. “Danny and
Basia became a couple and wanted to concentrate on Basia as a solo
artist, so we disbanded and I moved on’, states Reilly.

Keeping alive Matt Bianco, Reilly brought in keyboardist Mark
Fisher as his collaborator. They released a 1965 cover song Yeh-Yeh
originally recorded by Georgie Fame.

In 1988, at the insistence of Warner Brothers, Fisher and Reilly
collaborated with Gloria Estefan’s husband Emilio and released an
album Indigo which spurned the super hit Don't Blame It on That Girl.

After 15 years of touring the world and recording seven albums,
Reilly and Fisher parted ways in 2000. Three years later Basia, White
and Reilly reunited for a new album, Matt’s Mood with Reilly, this time,
offering Basia a prime spoton the vocals. “It was the idea of our first
manager and A & R man to get back together and make a new album,”
recalls Reilly about the reunion. But soon after a world tour to
promote the album, Basia and Danny once again left Matt Bianco.

Reilly reconnected with Fisher to keep the band alive. But a few
tragedy struck in December 2016, when Matt Bianco suffered a blow
when Mark Fisher died from cancer. Reilly decided to work with a big
band sound in the Dutch jazz ensemble, New Cool Collective, and
released a Matt Bianco album Gravity in 2019. In June 2022, the band
released a double album The Essential Matt Bianco — Re-imagined,
Re-loved that features new versions of 15 of the band’s classic songs.

“It was an opportunity for me to revisit all those songs in the Covid
lockdown and present the songs in a way that represents how I
perform them now.”

So what’s on the table for the show next week? “We will be
performing a mix of our hits from the past mixed with new songs
from the current albums”, says Reilly ahead of his performance at the
Jamshed Bhabha theatre, NCPA, on September 7.

Clean your copper vessels: You
need salt and a lemon. All you have to
do is dip a half cut lemon in the salt
and then rub it on the vessels prop-

erly. Now let the scrub sit for 10 min-
utes. Rinse it with water and there
you have it — your shiny, brand-new
copper vessel is ready.

Defog your glasses: Glasses fogging
up after leaving AC? If your specs fog
up the moment you step out of an air-
conditioned room or car, try this
simple trick. Take a regular bar of
soap, rub it gently on both sides of the
lenses and wipe off excess soap with a
tissue. Now clean it with a soft cloth
until clear. The soap leaves a thin
layer that prevents fogging. It’s not
100% perfect, but it reduces fog by
about 80%, which means no more
walking around blind.

Clean your wet shoes: If your shoes
are wet from the rain, here is the
quickest way to dry them and remove
any bad smell. First, remove the
insoles. If they are dirty, gently scrub

with warm soapy water and let them
dry separately. Second, crumple up
newspaper and stuff it inside the
shoes — it absorbs moisture fast.
Leave for 2-3 hours, then replace with
fresh newspaper if still damp. Third,
for odour removal, put coffee
grounds in tissue or a small bowl and
place inside the shoes to absorb the
smell. Note: Wash your shoes every 1-
2 weeks during monsoon to keep
them fresh.

After removing the stickers from
any bottle, there is a little residue that
we always struggle with. Here is a
simple trick to get rid of that sticki-
ness. Apply oil to the sticky surface.
Scrub gently with liquid soap to
remove greasiness. Rinse with water
and watch the magic happen!

Shrekking or
settling?

The quirky dating trend raises
questions about attraction, com-
patibility, and whether ‘dating
down’ truly brings happiness

A quirky new dating term inspired by the animated classic Shrek is
making waves online, but not in the way fans of the film might
expect. Known as “Shrekking,” the trend is being used to describe
entering a relationship with someone perceived as ‘less attractive’
in hopes of finding lasting happiness. While it may sound playful,
experts caution that the concept is problematic and could harm
one’s mental well-being.

What does ‘Shrekking’ really mean?

In the Shrek storyline, the ogre Shrek wins the love of Princess
Fiona, proving that beauty isn't everything. However, the modern
dating spin on “Shrekking” flips this message on its head. It refers
to intentionally dating someone who is considered less physically
attractive, assuming that the relationship will be easier or more
fulfilling.

Dating coach Amy Chan, author of Breakup Bootcamp: The
Science of Rewiring Your Heart, explained it bluntly to USA Today,
“In this plotline, youre dating an ogre without the princess treat-
ment.” She further clarified that while prioritising qualities beyond
appearance can be healthy, the idea of “dating down” just for secur-
ity can backfire. Many people wrongly believe that being with a
partner who is less conventionally attractive guarantees better
treatment, which isn't necessarily true.

Why it can be harmful?

Experts point out that the main flaw in this trend is its focus on
appearances rather than compatibility. Judging a partner pri-
marily by looks ignores deeper qualities such as kindness, values,
and emotional availability.

Relationship expert Emma Hathorn noted that stepping outside
one’s “type” can be positive, but doing it with the wrong mindset
often leads to regret. True connection, she explained, develops
when two people share similar goals and values, not when one per-
son believes they are “settling” in exchange for loyalty.

Additionally, experts warn that “Shrekking” could discourage
people from exploring meaningful relationships outside of superfi-
cial attraction, reinforcing narrow standards of what dating should
look like.

What to do?

According to Chan, the solution isn't to go back to only dating con-
ventionally attractive people. Instead, individuals should focus on
developing better relationship assessment skills. This means look-
ing for qualities like emotional maturity, shared values, and long-
term compatibility.

“Physical attraction matters in romantic relationships,” Chan
emphasized, “but it shouldn't be the inverse predictor of good
treatment that some people assume it to be.”

In other words, instead of lowering your standards based on
looks, the focus should be on raising your standards for character.

The rise of “Shrekking” reflects a broader truth: modern dating has
become so complex that people constantly invent new terms to
explain their experiences.

tion. And while they seem harmless,
even responsible at times, they come with a
hidden cost.
In personal finance, doing nothing isn't
neutral — it’s expensive.
Because when it comes to investing, plan-
ning, and protecting wealth, later often
becomes never, and never becomes regret.

Psychology of delay

We humans are not wired for long-term
thinking. Behavioral science calls this “pres-
ent bias” — the tendency to prioritise short-
term comfort over long-term benefit.

This is why:
® People delay starting SIPs, thinking a lump
sum later will make up for it.
® They skip buying term insurance because

death feels distant.
® They postpone writing a will because "I'm
still young".

Financial procrastination isn't about laz-
iness — it’s about emotional discomfort. We
delay decisions that make us confront mor-
tality, discipline, or reality.

But time, unfortunately, doesn't wait.

Real-life story

Meet Archana, a 34-year-old marketing pro-
fessional in Pune. In 2020, during the first
wave of COVID, she attended a webinar on
personal finance. Moved by the session, she
promised herself to start a 10,000 monthly
SIP from the next month.

She didn't. Over the next two years, she
received promotions and raises, but each
time, she postponed the SIP — citing travel
plans, Diwali expenses, or market volatility.

In January 2023, she finally began her SIP.

What did the delay cost her?

If she had started in Jan 2021, assuming an
11% CAGR, her SIP wouldve grown to 32.53
lakh by Jan 2023.

Instead, she started from zero — with
higher expenses and reduced runway.

More importantly, she lost two years of
compounding, which could have added 14—
15 lakh to her final corpus over 20 years.

The compounding truth: Early
wins, late regrets
Let’s do a quick math comparison:

Starting SIPs or investing: “Let me save a
bit more and then start.”

Buying term insurance: Until theyre older
— premiums get higher, health risks creep
in.

Making a Will or nomination: Death is
uncomfortable to think about.

Emergency fund creation: People wait
until a crisis strikes.

Tax planning: Last-minute decisions lead to
suboptimal choices.

Cycle of delay

Here’s how procrastination snowballs:
® You delay action.
® You feel guilt or shame about it.
® That emotional weight makes you avoid
the topic.
® Time passes — and the stakes get higher.
® Eventually, the action becomes too big,
too scary, or too late.

This is not just financial — it’s psychologi-

Track opportunity cost: List delayed
decisions and their cost. Seeing the impact
triggers action.

Get accountability: Tell someone your
plan — friend, advisor, or spouse. Shared
goals push you to act.

Final thought

In finance, “later” is never just later —
it’s lost time, lost returns, lost peace of
mind.

Whether it’s that SIP you keep postpon-
ing, the insurance you think you don't need
yet, or the estate plan you'll “do someday”
— remember this:

The biggest financial mistake is often not
what you did — but what you didn't do.

So don't wait for the perfect time.
