Madhya Pradesh has quietly
achieved a major milestone—
exporting goods worth 366,218
crore to the United States --in

the financial year 2024-25.
Among the five major coun-
tries MP trades with, the US
topped the list.

Pharmaceutical companies
were the biggest contributors
to the success, clocking ship-
ments worth 11,968 crore. Of
this, pharma units based in In-
dore, Dewas and Pithampur
alone accounted for 4,202
crore (approximately USD 496
million).

The figures were revealed in
the ‘Export Analysis of Mad-

hya Pradesh 2024-25’ report,
released by Federation of In-
dian Export Organisations
(FIEO). The data was compiled
by Directorate General of
Commercial Intelligence and
Statistics  (DGCIS), under
Union Ministry of Commerce.

For MP, 2024-25 fiscal
marked a record-breaking
year, with exports rising to
366,218 crore—up from
365,255 crore in the previous
year.

U.S. President Donald Trump
on Wednesday signed an
executive order imposing an
additional 25% tariff on all
goods imported from India.
This comes on top of an ear-
lier 25% levy, effectively
doubling the total tariff
burden to 50% — the highest
rate applied to any U.S. trad-
ing partner. Both India and
Brazil, another BRICS nation
have been slapped the same
amount.

The White House cited
India’s ongoing purchase —
both direct and indirect — of
Russian oil as the reason for
the action. According to the
executive order, India’s con-
tinued energy trade with
Moscow “contributes to an
extraordinary threat to the
national security and foreign
policy of the United States.”

“Ifind that the Government
of India is currently directly
or indirectly importing Rus-
sian Federation oil,” Trump
stated

“Accordingly, and as con-
sistent with applicable law, ar-
ticles of India imported into
the customs territory of the
United States shall be subject
to an additional ad valorem
rate of duty of 25 percent.”

In a pointed rejoinder to US
President Donald Trump
that India is a “dead econ-
omy”, the RBI Governor San-
jay Malhotra on Wednesday
declared that the nation con-
tributes nearly 18% to the
global economic growth an-

nually, which is more than
the 11% of the
US share.

Malhotra said, “We are
doing well, and we’re con-
tributing 18% to the global
growth, which is more than
what the US economy is be-
lieved to be contributing.”

In October 2023, IMF had
projected that India’s con-

tribution to the global
growth would touch 18% by
2028.

“The above normal south-
west monsoon, lower infla-
tion, rising capacity
utilisation, and congenial fi-
nancial conditions continue
to support India’s economic
activity.

Demand made for inclusion of
new advocates in welfare schemes

Former president of the In-
dore Bar Association, advocate
Gopal Kacholia, has urged the
Madhya Pradesh State Bar
Council, Jabalpur, to include
newly enrolled advocates who
joined after July 2024 and have
cleared the All India Bar
Examination (AIBE) in the Ad-
vocate Welfare Scheme 1989
and Family Welfare Scheme.
As per the Supreme Court’s
order dated July 30, 2024, in a
Writ Petition (Gaurav Kumar

vs Union of India & Others),
the Bar Council has revised its
membership fee to Rs 750 for
General/OBC and Rs 125 for
SC/ST candidates.

However, Kacholia pointed
out that the new member-
ship forms issued after this
order no longer include op-
tions to enroll in the Advo-
cate Welfare Scheme 1989
(earlier available to advocates
up to the age of 45) and the
Family Welfare Scheme (ear-
lier optional and available up
to the age of 35).

Due to this exclusion, new

advocates are being denied
membership in  these
schemes, which will also pre-
vent their nominees from
claiming death  benefit
amounts under the schemes in
the future.

Kacholia has appealed to
the Bar Councils president
and secretary to take prompt
action and allow all new AIBE-
qualified advocates to join
these welfare schemes upon
payment of the applicable fee,
ensuring they receive the
same benefits as earlier
members.

PHED struggles to
provide water by
cutting channel

The level of water in Gambhir
Dam has come down to less
than 170 Mc Ft, leading to the
water crisis. To save the dam’s
water, the Public Health En-
gineering Department (PHED)
is bringing it near the intake
well by channel cutting. This
will enable water supply for a
few days.

On Wednesday, only 167 Mc
Ft of water was left in the dam,
while the water consumption
remains around 5 Mc Ft a day.
The PHED has started the
work of channel cutting be-
tween Kharotiya and Fazalpur
village. Through this, water
can be taken for supply from
the intake well of the dam. On
Wednesday morning, under
the channel cutting, only four
feet of water was left between
Kharotiya and Fazalpur vil-
lages on Badnagar Road. The
contractor’s people stood on
the silt and cleaned it so that
water could move forward.

If water does not come from
Indore’s Yashwant Sagar dam
even after channel cutting,
then there may be a drinking
water crisis in the city. The rea-
son for this is that the work of
connecting Gambhir Dam di-
rectly to the Narmada line has
not been completed, as the
PHED has not been able to get
permission to lay the line

under the bridge.

PHED in-charge MiC
member Prakash Sharma said
to the Free Press that a JCB
machine was pressed into ser-
vice to bring about 100 Mc Ft
backwater or dead storage
water from the catchment area
of the Gambhir reservoir. He
said that as of now, the Yash-
want Sagar dam has been
filled up to 10-11 ft, and still 8 ft
of water is empty there. Gamb-
hir dam will get water only
when Yashwat Sagar dam
overflows, and till then, the
availability of potable water
has to be managed through
channel cutting. He said that
connecting the Narmada
water pipeline with the Gamb-
hir water pipeline between Lal
Pull and Bhukhi Mata Mandir
Road was assigned to Ahme-
dabad’s Adi Acqua Company at
Rs 1.80 crore a couple of years
ago.

The company had to lay the
2 km pipeline in a month, but
the NVDA did not give per-
mission. Sharma said they can't
supply the Kshipra river’s
water to the denizens in the
wake of the Kahn river’s pol-
luted water continuously mix-
ing in the Kshipra. “We have
written to the Divisional Com-
missioner and the District Col-
lector to intervene in the
matter so that people get water
from the Narmada directly,” he
added.

Ac-
cording to his complaint,
Abhay Prakash, Fayaz Chi-
kode of Delhi, Harpal Singh
of Ujjain’s Indira Nagar, Hit-
endra Singh Ranawat, and
Pawan Rao of Ratlam lured

him under the pretext of
helping him secure a tender
for solar street and pole
supply in Meghalaya.

In the hope of getting the
tender, Solanki gave them
Rs 73 lakh on July 2, 2024.
Later, Solanki did not get
the tender, and the five ac-
cused kept dilly-dallying
about paying him back his
money for a year. Solanki
then lodged a case of fraud
against the five.

After investigation, Hit-
endra Singh Ranawat was
arrested from Rajswa Col-
ony in Ratlam and pres-
ented in the court. Police
are now searching for the
remaining accused.

A team
raided the location, where
Ayesha was arrested, but
Anwar reportedly managed to
escape.

Two earlier-ar-
rested suspects—Sahil Shaikh
and Altaf—have reportedly
confessed that Anwar Qadri
funded a network aimed at

According to the FIR, the
two accused shared that they
used fake social media ident-
ities like "Arjun” and “Raj" to
befriend and lure women.
Once emotionally involved, the
women were allegedly press-
ured to marry and convert.

Sahil and Altaf further al-
leged that Qadri offered Rs 1
lakh for each girl trapped and
Rs 2 lakh after the marriage
(nikah) was completed. Police
believe this may be part of a
larger, organised network,
and further investigation is
underway to identify addi-
tional suspects.

Dry spell grips Indore
as monsoon skips city

Even as several parts of Mad-
hya Pradesh battle flood-like
conditions, Indore is witness-
ing a worrying dry spell in the
middle of the monsoon sea-
son. The city has received just
0.1 inches of rain in the past six
days, with only light drizzles
reported during this period.

According to a report re-
leased by the Bhopal Me-
teorological Centre, Indore is
now facing a 37% rainfall defi-
cit. Normally, the district
should have received 17.7
inches of rain by this point in
the season. However, only 11
inches have been recorded so
far—placing Indore at the bot-
tom of the rainfall chart across
Madhya Pradesh.

The last significant spell oc-
curred on July 29, when the
city received half an inch of
rain. Since then, from July 30
to August 4, rainfall has

Rising temp
The airport weather sta-
tion recorded only 1.4
mm of rainfall between
Monday morning and
Tuesday morning, occur-
ring during a brief after-
noon shower. For most
of the day, skies re-
mained clear, pushing up
daytime temperature.
On Wednesday, the
maximum temperature
rose to 31.1°C, which is
3°C above normal and
0.1°C higher than Tues-
day.

This bill doesn’t promote ease of doing business; it
promotes ease of breaking the law, Valmik said,
warning that officers, not courts, will now decide

M 2025 was passed with consensus in the Assembly
on Wednesday. Transport Minister Uday Pratap
Singh told the House that the amendment bill aims to im-
prove the transport system in the state. The bill entails
imposing a penalty on the vehicles registered outside the
state. For this addition provision has been included in
section 13 (1). Another amendment allows penalizing ve-
hicles running sans permits or in violation of permit
norms.

With their uniforms caked in
mud and faces lined with ex-
haustion, Indian Army jawans
are relentlessly wading
through nearly 25 feet of slush
and rubble in the devastated
village of Dharali, searching
for signs of life. The aftermath
of the cloudburst that trig-
gered flash floods in Uttar-
kashi has turned the
once-picturesque village into a
zone of destruction. Still, for
residents waiting for word
about their missing loved
ones, the sight of soldiers dig-
ging through debris offers a
glimmer of hope.

"We have not heard from
my brother since the floods.
We know the Army is trying
everything. We still have high
hopes they will find him," said
Devki Rawat, a resident of
Dharali whose 29-year-old
brother went missing during
the deluge.

Another villager, Bal Baha-
dur, whose wife and son have
not returned home since the
cloudburst, said tearfully,
"The road is gone, but the
Army reached us. If anyone
can bring them back, it’s the
jawans. We're clinging to that
belief."

living in the low-lying areas. Torrential rainfall in the mountain states has further
swollen the rivers. In Uttarakhand, rivers like the Alaknanda, Mandakini, and Bhagirathi are
flowing above danger levels in Rudraprayag, Tehri, and Haridwar districts. In Rudraprayag,
the Mandakini is exactly at the danger mark of 1976.8 m, while Alaknanda is 0.6 m above the
danger level. The IMD forecast has also stated that heavy rain is likely to occur at isolated
places across several districts, including Uttarkashi, Rudraprayag, Chamoli, Bageshwar, Pi-
thoragarh, Udham Singh Nagar, Dehradun, Nainital, Champawat, and Pauri Garhwal.

Udaipur Files cleared for release

The Ministry of Information
and Broadcasting (MIB) has
dismissed all revision peti-
tions challenging the certifi-
cation of the controversial
film ‘Udaipur Files: Kanhaiya
Lal Tailor Murder’, thereby
clearing the path for its pub-
lic release.

This  decision follows
weeks of legal disputes,
multiple appeals, and wide-
spread public attention stem-
ming from the film's alleged
communal undertones and

its depiction of matters still
under judicial consideration.

In its final ruling issued on
August 6, 2025, the Ministry
affirmed several key findings.
The Revisional Authority de-
termined that the Central
Board of Film Certification
(CBFC) had followed due pro-
cess and committed no
procedural errors in granting
certification.

It noted that the film-
makers had complied with
the 55 cuts required by the
CBFC and had also carried
out additional voluntary
edits.

Man pulls trigger
on 25 dogs

A shocking case of animal
cruelty has emerged from Ra-
jasthan's Jhunjhunu district
where more than 25 dogs were
shot dead on August 2 and 3.
The incident came to light
after a disturbing video went
viral on social media, promp-
ting police action.

The incident occurred in
Kumawas village under the
Nawalgarh area, where an in-
dividual was seen roaming
with a gun and shooting dogs
on sight. The viral video
shows the accused firing at
dogs, with their blood-soaked
carcasses later found scat-
tered across the village.

Police swung into action on
August 4 after receiving in-
formation about the viral
video. Head Constable Shubh-
karan was immediately dis-
patched to Kumawas village
for investigation. According
to police, Shyochand Bawa-
riya, son of Surajaram Bawa-
riya, a resident of Dumra
village, has been identified as
the main accused.

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Tragedies in
the Himalayas

A wall of water from an apparent cloudburst has
brought calamity to a picturesque mountain in Uttarak-
hand’s Dharali town, taking the lives of many people and
destroying a large swathe of hotels and houses. For-
tuitously recorded mobile phone videos show the swell-
ing waters descending on habitations after torrential rain
swelled the Kheer Ganga River, catching people by sur-
prise, knocking down buildings like papier maché struc-
tures and burying everything in sight under many feet of
sediment. The initial single-digit death toll appears small,
and, in spite of valiant rescue efforts by the Army and dis-
aster response forces, there are justified fears for the large
number of missing people, including many tourists. Resi-
dents of the state, along with their neighbours in Hima-
chal Pradesh, Jammu, Kashmir, Ladakh and parts of
Nepal, are weary of the repetitive cycle of weather events
bringing death and destruction. There have been
hundreds of extremely heavy rainfall episodes spread
across small and big areas in the region, but the steep,
mountainous terrain contributes to severe destruction
because the windward side captures the rain almost ex-
clusively, leaving the leeward side drier. In recent mem-
ory, the worst extremely heavy rainfall and flooding event
was the death of over 6,000 people in 2013 in Uttarakhand,
with the famous Kedarnath temple at the centre of the
disaster; hundreds of downstream villages also faced the
brunt.

that the activities carried
out by governments of
the Himalayan states to
facilitate more tourism—on which Uttarakhand and Hi-
machal Pradesh depend heavily—are not within the
realm of sustainability. The increase in the frequency of
severe cloudburst events in the region over time, believed
to be linked to a hotter climate, and its vulnerability to
earthquakes make tourism expansion incongruous. Some
researchers believe that the fragility of the mountains is
being overlooked. A number of touristic areas offer a
shaky foundation because they have more recent rock
formations, and this should lead to a cap on the number
of dwellings, including hotels, and no heavy construction
should be allowed. Equally important, vehicular access
should be severely restricted. It is pertinent to ask
whether Uttarakhand has acted diligently on its resolve
to study the carrying capacity of all towns in the state and
propose remedial measures for risky tourism sites. A Su-
preme Court-appointed panel on the Char Dham yatra
recommended a ceiling of 5,000 pilgrims a day at Kedar-
nath a few years ago, for instance, but the actual visitors
to this temple were three times that number post-COVID.
Govts may place greater reliance on better weather pre-
diction capabilities, but they may no longer be able to
avoid biting the bullet during the monsoon season, when
westerly winds and accumulating precipitation are aggra-
vated by local mountainous factors to brew deadly floods.

Allin the name
of religion

H\te is a powerful and destructive emotion, and
when it gets transformed into hate-mongering against an
entire community, it can destroy a country. It happened
back in 1947, and it is happening today. If it turned the
country’s “present” chaotic back then, it is destroying its
future now, and quite literally so.

Last month, the Belagavi district police in Karnataka
arrested Sagara Patil, the Soundatti taluk president of Sri
Ram Sene (SRS), for deliberately poisoning the water in a
government primary school in the Hoolikatte village. The
reason? He wanted the school principal, who was from a
minority community, to get transferred. The price of his
xenophobia was paid by about a dozen innocent children.
Luckily, there were no casualties.

The incident, which was brought to light only a couple
of days ago by a digital news platform based in Bengaluru,
highlights how communal hatred is slow-poisoning
India’s future. Not only are minorities, especially Muslims,
unwelcome in cultural gatherings of Hindus, but there
seems to be growing opposition, among a section of
people, to their presence at workplaces and in public
spaces too. While the extreme bias shown by these young
men against Muslims seems shocking, more shocking is
the total lack of conscience and concern for the young
lives that bore the brunt of this hate-mongering.

The incident points to a deeper malaise that has set in
Indian society: that of growing hatred. Reactions to a dif-
ference of opinion or ideology are no longer limited to
anger or dislike; they result in outright hatred, fuelled by
vested interests.

This is not the first time that members of Sri Ram Sene
have resorted to violence to make their stance clear on is-
sues related to Indian culture and Hindutva. The fringe
group is a firm believer in might is right and has a long list
of criminal cases registered against its members, includ-
ing its founder Pramod Muthalik, an ex-Bajrang Dal
member. The group came into prominence way back in
2009 when some SRS members assaulted women at a pub
in Mangalore. The act was applauded by Muthalik, who
said, “Girls going to pubs is not acceptable.” Since then,
the organisation has been actively involved in incidents of
moral policing, opposition to interfaith marriages, and
cow slaughter, and has grown in numbers and influence.
In fact, it is allegedly linked to the murder of journalist-ac-
tivist Gauri Lankesh. However, this is the first instance
where children have been at the receiving end. And with
this act the forces of Hindutva have fallen to a new low.

A society where children end up paying the price for
the political ambitions of adults is essentially a dead so-
ciety. It is ethically and morally defunct. George Bernard
Shaw had said that the worst sin toward our fellow crea-
tures is not to hate them but to be indifferent to them. We,
as a society, can't remain indifferent to this sin.

t is not the time to

teach basic inter-

national macroecon-

omics to the
President of the United States of
America. Renowned economist
Jeffrey Sachs put it very well in a
public speech. He said that high
trade deficits, which are bothering
President Donald Trump, are not
because of trade policies like low
tariffs. The high deficit simply
means that Americans like to buy
beyond their productive or earn-
ing capacity. It is like a consumer
going on a buying binge with a
credit card. America’s production,
earning, investing, saving and buy-
ing activities are captured by a
basic equation called identity in
the macroeconomics textbook.
The equation says that the trade
deficit is equal to the savings-in-
vestment imbalance. In other
words, the excess of imports over
export earnings of America is just
the mirror image of the excess of
investment over domestic savings.
This basic equation identity is un-
altered by any changes in import
tariff rates, any sanctions imposed
on Russia or China, or any military
spending or aid given to Israel or
Ukraine. It reflects consumer be-
haviour and investor preferences.
It is not an expression of business
sentiment such as that expressed
by the stock market. We may ob-
serve that America’s stock market
remains at historic highs despite

the tariff mayhem unleashed by
President Trump.

The above equation identity
means that any dollar shortfall
needed to pay for the trade deficit
is supplied by foreign investment
inflows, which is the savings-in-
vestment imbalance. But that in-
flow comes at a cost. If it is as debt
capital inflow, it increases the in-
debtedness of the country. No
wonder the aggregate debt of the
US sovereign alone is $37 trillion,
representing 125 per cent of its
GDP. The cost of this debt, i.e., the
long-term interest rate, is close to 5
per cent, even though inflation is
quite low. The difficulty of continu-
ing to attract foreign inflow of capi-
tal means interest rates will remain
stubbornly high. The other vari-
able that can affect the trade deficit
is the dollar exchange rate. Since
no other currency in the world is
seriously considering
strengthening their own currency,
the dollar will remain strong,
keeping the trade deficit high.

The bottom line is that harsh tar-
iff policies against trading partners
of the USA will not drastically re-
duce the size of the deficit but will
hurt domestic imports because of
higher costs and will hurt ex-
porters from foreign countries, as
their net earnings and net export
volumes may go down. Production,
volume of imports and exports (to
some extent), and incomes will go
down, hurting the GDP in the

Commission of India (ECI) and the
possible decision over the dis-
qualification of Shinde’s MLAs.

That there has been some inter-
nal conflict between the consti-
tuents of the Mahayuti alliance in
Maharashtra is known to all. The
BJP, with its own 132 MLAs in the
House and with the support of an
additional five MLAs, is now dic-
tating terms over fund allocation
as well as other issues of pre-
rogative. An open conflict was
seen between the members of the
BJP and those of Eknath Shinde’s
Shiv Sena.

Last week a minister from the
Shinde camp, Sanjay Shirsat, ob-
jected to deputy minister (MoS)
Madhuri Misal, of the BJP, holding
meetings with the officials of his
department and taking some deci-
sions in his absence.

The general impression seems
to be that the BJP is not letting any
opportunity go to corner Shinde
or hisleaders or to signal that they

medium term. The tariffs are not a
tax on foreigners but are paid by
importer companies in the US,
who pass along the cost to their
customers via higher prices.

The tariff of 25 per
cent on all merchandise exports to
America plus unspecified penalties
makes India’s position worse than
peers like Vietnam, Indonesia or
Mexico. It will bring down the GDP
growth by 0.2 to 0.3 per cent and
badly affect the exporting sectors
of textiles and garments, gems and
jewellery, electronics, mobile
phones, auto components and
metals, steel and aluminium.

India chose to draw the line on
three things: First, no liberal access
to agriculture and dairy markets in
the country. This is especially for
maize, corn, soybeans and dairy
produced from cattle fed with ani-
mal protein. Second, no access for

perhaps do not need him any-
more, like the way they did be-
tween 2022 and 2024.

On Tuesday, there was buzz at
the state headquarters, Mantra-
laya, in Mumbai that Eknath
Shinde is again headed to New
Delhi to meet the BJP top brass to
discuss some issues. This will be
his sixth visit to New Delhi in the
past three weeks. Everybody at
Mantralaya is wondering what
exactly is happening between the
BJP and Shinde? That the BJP
leadership has expressed deep dis-
pleasure over Shinde’s ministers
getting into various controversial
things in the past month or so is
obvious. It seems to have made
clear that the way Manikrao Ko-
kate, cabinet minister from NCP,
faced action when his portfolio
was changed by the government,
ministers of the Shinde camp may
also face some action. This has
brought in a lot of restlessness in
the Shinde camp.

Moreover, the uncertainty over
the Supreme Court decision re-
garding the plea on the election
symbol being given to Eknath
Shinde’s party has added to the
anxiety in the Shinde camp. This is
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genetically modified crops or agri-
cultural products.

An ad-
ditional fourth point, proving to be
sticky, is India’s continued insist-
ence on its freedom to import
crude oil from Russia. This seems
to have irritated the President the
most, since he sees it as a direct af-
front to sanctions against Russia.

India must now ponder on what
its response would be to Trump’s
harsh and negative actions. It is a
testament to Trumps peculiar
strategy that he always puts the
other side in a reactive mode. Most
of the trading partners end up
either giving too much for too little
(like the UK, EU or Indonesia) or
using leverage to counter-strike
(like China with the rare earth ex-
port ban). India was tilting toward
giving in too much, given the criti-
cal importance of the US market
and it being the only large econ-
omy with which India enjoys a sub-
stantial trade surplus.

This mini crisis must be used to
accelerate the progress on various
economic, administrative and
other reforms. This is certainly not
a 1991 moment of crisis, when
India had to beg for short-term for-
eign credit to fill its forex coffers.
There is size, resilience, diversifica-
tion and a united will that can
withstand the shock of Trump’s ac-
tion.

But let us not lose sight of worry-
ing economic signs. Near-zero net

foreign direct investment, stagnant
private sector investment spend-
ing, 30 per cent unemployment
among college graduates, who
scramble for UPSC jobs, low pro-
ductivity (half the world average)
across agricultural crops, water
stress as water tables sink deeper
and free electricity keeps pumps
working overtime, the increasing
burden of doles to beneficiaries,
the large mismatch between skills
demanded (in an age of Al and
automation) and the output of edu-
cational institutions, and, most im-
portantly, the continued shackling
of the farmer, who remains at the
mercy of procurement policies,
fickle bans, prohibition on forward
trading and illiquid land markets.
The farm laws need a consensus
and consultative approach. The la-
bour laws passed in Parliament
need to be applied and imple-
mented via the four codes in all
states. And the education sector
needs massive reforms, whose
spirit is embedded in the National
Education Policy but which awaits
full implementation to make the
education-to-employment path-
ways effective.

Use this Trump tariff alibi to
push forth on all these reforms to
make the economy chug faster and
be inclusive for all sections.

Southeast Asia’s export-driven
economies are facing new un-
certainty from US President
Donald Trump’s trade war, as
his administration cracks
down on exports directed
through third countries to
avoid his tariffs on China.

Under an executive order is-
sued by Trump last week,
goods imported into the US
face a punitive 40% tariff, plus
penalties and any applicable
country-of-origin duties, if US
Customs and Border Protec-
tion determines they have
been “transshipped”.

Ironically, the new tariffs,
set to go into effect on Thurs-
day, has positioned China as a
more attractive manufacturing
hub.

Manufacturers and expor-
ters, grappling with steeper
costs in alternative hubs, are
now rethinking the shift away
from China, where production

remained  cheaper,
smoother, and more reliable.
Bryant Chan of the Hong
Kong-based equipment
manufacturer Wynnewood
Corp said his firm began
shifting some orders from
China to Indonesia to de-risk
supply chains, but the move is
proving costly, reported the
Financial Times. “It’s kind of a
double whammy,” Chan said.
“We're losing on both sides.”
Under Trump’s latest tariffs,
Singapore is subject to a 10%

rate, while Malaysia, Thailand,
Cambodia, Vietnam and In-
donesia are subject to rates of
19 or 20% - less than the 30%
rate proposed for China under
the White House’s latest tariff
framework.<Trump’s trans-
shipment tariff potentially eats
into that advantage.

Zambia, Malawi
onvisa bond list

‘Washington: Days after annou-
ncing foreign citizens will be
subject to bonds of up to $15,000
for tourist visas, the US Depart-
ment of State has identified Af-
rica’s Zambia and Malawi as the
inaugural entries on the list of
countries covered under the
new rule. Countries will invite
bonds whose citizens have high
rates of US visa overstays. Tour-
ists from those countries would
have to pay between $5,000 and
$15,000 at the time of visa inter-
view. If the tourist departs on or
before visa’s expiration, the sum
would be refunded. The money
would also be returned if the
visa is cancelled, if the travel does
not occur, or if the tourist is de-
nied entry. Should a tourist over-
stay, or apply for asylum or
another immigration-related
programme in the US, the fed-
eral government would keep the
money. —Agencies

US envoy Steve Witkoff held
“useful and constructive” talks
with Russian President Vladi-
mir Putin on Wednesday, a
Kremlin aide said, two days
before the expiry of a deadline
set by President Donald
Trump for Russia to agree to
peace in Ukraine or face new
sanctions.

Witkoff met Putin for
around three hours on a last-
minute mission to seek a
breakthrough in the 3.5-year
war that began with Russia’s
full-scale invasion of Ukraine.

Kremlin foreign policy aide
Yuri Ushakov said the two
sides had exchanged “signals”
on the Ukraine issue and dis-
cussed the possibility of devel-
oping strategic cooperation
between Moscow and Washi-
ngton, but declined to give
more details until Witkoff had
reported back to Trump.

Russian investment envoy
Kirill Dmitriev, who earlier
greeted Witkoff on arrival and
strolled with him in a park
near the Kremlin, posted on
social media: “Dialogue will
prevail”

US cancels $500m
MRNA vax projects

The US Department of Health
and Human Services (HHS)
will cancel $500m in funding
for mRNA vaccines being de-
veloped to counter viruses that
cause diseases such as the flu
and Covid-19.

That will impact 22 projects
being led by major phar-
maceutical companies, includ-
ing Pfizer and Moderna.

Health Secretary Robert F
Kennedy Jr, a vaccine sceptic,
announced he was pulling the
funding over claims that
“mRNA technology poses
more risks than benefits for
these respiratory viruses”.

Kennedy’s decision to ter-
minate the projects is the latest
in a string of decisions that

have put the longtime vaccine
critic’s doubts about shots into
full effect at the nation’s health
department.

“To replace the troubled
mRNA programmes, were
prioritising the development
of safer, broader vaccine strat-
egies, like whole-virus vac-
cines and novel platforms that
don't collapse when viruses
mutate,” Kennedy said in a
video.

But infectious disease ex-
perts say the mRNA technol-
ogy used in vaccines is safe,
and they credit its devel-
opment during the first
Trump administration with
slowing the 2020 coronavirus
pandemic. Future pandemics,
they warned, will be harder to
stop without the help of
mRNA.

A Paris-bound Iberia
flight was forced to make
an emergency landing
after returning to Mad-
rid Barajas Airport fol-
lowing a bird hit it,
damaging its nose and
engine on Sunday.

Iberia told AeroTime, an avi-
ation news outlet, flight IB579
struck “a large bird on the front
section of the aircraft and one
of its engines” shortly after de-

parture. The impact was so
strong that the aircraft’s nose
cone was shattered triggered
smoke in the cabin. Videos cap-
tured the tense moments of the
smoke-filled cabin, with the
sound of a crying baby and
panicked people gripping
oxygen masks.

New York: WhatsApp has
taken down 6.8 million ac-
counts linked to scammers
targeting people around the
world in the first half of this
year, its parent company Meta
said.

Many were tied to scam

centres run by organised
criminals in Southeast Asia,
who often used forced labour
in their operations, according
to the social media giant.
Meta made the announce-
ment as WhatsApp rolled out
new anti-scam measures to

alert users to potential fraud-
ulent activity, such as a user
being added to a group chat
by someone not in their con-
tacts list. The crackdown tar-
gets an increasingly common
tactic in which criminals hi-
jack WhatsApp accounts or

add users to group chats pro-
moting fake investment
schemes and other scams.
Meta said WhatsApp “pro-
actively detected and took
down accounts before scam
centres were able to oper-
ationalise them.”

Nasa to put N-reactor on

Moon by ’30:

S space agency Nasa

will fast-track plans to

build a nuclear reac-
tor on the Moon by 2030, ac-
cording to US media. It is part
of US ambitions to build a
permanent base for humans
to live on the lunar surface.

According to Politico, the
acting head of Nasa referred
to similar plans by China and
Russia and said those two na-
tions “could potentially de-
clare a keep-out zone” on the
Moon.

But questions remain about
how realistic the goal and
timeframe are, given recent
and steep Nasa budget cuts,
and some scientists are con-
cerned that the plans are
driven by geopolitical goals.

Nations including the US,
China, Russia, India and
Japan are rushing to explore
the Moon’s surface, with some
planning permanent human
settlements. “To properly ad-
vance this critical technology
to be able to support a future
lunar economy, high power
energy generation on Mars,
and to strengthen our na-
tional security in space, it is
imperative the agency move
quickly,” US transport secre-

US report

tary Sean Duffy, who was ap-
pointed temporary head of
Nasa by President Donald
Trump, wrote to Nasa, ac-
cording to the New York
Times.

Duffy called for proposals
from commercial companies
to build a reactor that could
generate at least 100 kilowatts
of power. This is relatively
small. A typical on-shore
wind turbine generates 2-3
MW.

The idea of building a nu-
clear reactor as a power
source on the Moon is not
new.

In 2022 Nasa issued three
$5m contracts to companies
to design a reactor.

And in May this year, China
and Russia announced they
plan to build an automated
nuclear power station on the
Moon by 2035. Many scien-
tists agree it would be the best
or perhaps only way to pro-
vide continuous power on the
lunar surface. One lunar day
is equivalent to four weeks on
Earth, made up of two weeks
of continual sunshine and two
weeks of darkness. That
makes relying on solar power
very challenging.

‘We’ll maintain sufficient liquidity’

The Reserve Bank of India
(RBI) on Wednesday said it
will continue to be nimble
and flexible in its liquidity
management.

“We will endeavour to
maintain sufficient liquidity
in the banking system so that
the productive requirements
of the economy are met, and
transmission to money mar-
kets and credit markets
remains smooth, said RBI
Governor Sanjay Malhotra.

System  liquidity, as
measured by the net position
under the liquidity adjust-
ment facility, has been in sur-
plus, on an average of Rs 3.0
lakh crore per day since the
last MPC, as compared to an
average daily surplus of Rs 1.6
lakh crore during the pre-
vious two months.

As the CRR cut announced

in the last policy comes into
effect in a staggered manner
beginning September, it
would further support liquid-
ity conditions.

The comfortable liquidity
in the banking system has
reinforced transmission of
the policy repo rate cuts to the
money, bond and credit mar-
kets during the current easing
cycle. In the credit market,
the weighted average lending
rate of scheduled commercial
banks declined by 71 bps for

fresh rupee loans (of which 55
bps is due to interest rate
reduction) and 39 bps for out-
standing rupee loans from
February 2025 to June 2025.

On the deposit side, the
weighted average domestic
term deposit rate on fresh
deposits moderated by 87 bps
during the same period.
Moreover, the transmission to
lending rates has been broad
based across sectors.

An internal working group
has reviewed the RBISs’ extant

liquidity management frame-
work,  operative  since
February 2020. The weighted
average call rate (WACR) is
found to be highly correlated
with other overnight money
market rates in the collateral-
ised segments. Further,
WACR is also found to be
effective in transmitting sig-
nals to other money market
instruments across matur-
ities. Therefore, the group has
recommended continuation
of overnight WACR as the
operating target of monetary
policy. The group has, inter
alia, also recommended to
continue with the variable
rate auction mechanism for
repo and reverse repo oper-
ations of various tenors with
the objective of maintaining
the operating target rate at
the policy rate.

The system-level financial
parameters related to capital
adequacy, liquidity, asset

quality and profitability of
scheduled commercial banks
continue to remain healthy.
Credit deposit ratio for the
banking system at the end of
June 2025 was 78.9%, broadly
similar to that a year ago.
Similarly, the system-level
parameters of NBFCs too are
sound, with adequate capital
position and improved GNPA
ratios, RBI added.

Bank credit grew at 12.1%
during 2024-25.While it is
slower than the growth rate
0f 16.3% in 2023-24, it is higher
than the average growth rate
of 10.3% recorded in the ten-
year period preceding 2024-
25. Moreover, while the flow
of non-food bank credit dur-
ing the financial year 2024-25
reduced by about Rs 3.4 lakh
crore from Rs 21.4 lakh crore
to almost Rs 18 lakh crore, the
flow from non-bank sources
more than made up for this
decrease.

And now, retail investors are
allowed to start Systematic
Investment Plans in the
Treasury Bill (T-Bill) segment
of the RBI Retail Direct plat-
form. “The apex bank is
expanding the functionality
in RBI Retail-Direct platform
to enable retail investors to
invest in treasury bills
through systematic invest-
ment plans,” RBI announced
on Wednesday.

“It is the people of India,
including those at the bottom
of the pyramid, who are our
raison d'etre, or the reason for
our being,” the RBI chief said.

Apart from opening new
bank accounts and re-KYC, the
camps will focus on micro
insurance and pension schemes
for financial inclusion and cus-
tomer grievance redress.

The RBI will be standardis-

ing the procedure for settle-
ment of claims in respect of
bank accounts, and articles
kept in safe custody or safe
deposit lockers of deceased
bank customers. This is
expected to make settlement
more convenient and simpler.

“The RBIs move to allow
individuals to start SIPs in the
T-Bill segment of the RBI Retail
Direct platform is welcome.
Those who are zero risk-toler-
ant can choose this option to
meet their liquidity needs with
a risk-free return. NRIs are
allowed to buy and sell the gilt-
edged securities under the
platform, while the majority of
the government savings
schemes are restricted to
them. With the consistent and
proactive policy, the regulator
is supporting India's growth
story,” said R Madhusoodanan,
a former SBI official,” said R
Madhusoodanan, a former SBI
official.

Rate cut pause: Relief
for retail depositors

The retail bank depositors are
relieved due to the pause in
the rate cut, as they do not
expect any further reduction
in the deposit rates.

As expected, the policy-
makers made a unanimous
decision to keep the repo rate
unchanged, while maintain-
ing a neutral stance. This
means, in the future, the RBI
will take a view on rate cuts
based on key indicators like
growth, inflation, and other
internal and external factors.

The RBI had made a jumbo
cut of 50 bps, and announced
its decision to reduce the CRR
by 100 basis points in four
tranches, starting from
September 2025, to ensure
liquidity and credit flow.
About 2.5 lakh crore is
expected to be released to the
banking system, which is a
bonus for the banks as the RBI
doesn't pay any interest to the

CRR kept with it.

Corporates are avoiding
banking channels and resort-
ing to other cheaper means
for their financial require-
ments, banking experts said.

“With the liquidity easing
measures of the regulator,
more flow is expected to
happen in the sectors like
agriculture, MSME, Pharma,
exports and affordable hous-
ing etc. While the rate of
interest is a factor, a need-
based delivery is very impor-
tant to these sectors,” analysts
said. Apart from affordable
and timely credit, factors like
market, infrastructure facil-
ities, import policies, export
incentives, tax sops, etc also
play an important role.

RBI issues revised directions
on co-lending arrangements

The Reserve Bank on
Wednesday issued revised
directions on co-lending

arrangements (CLA) to pro-
vide specific regulatory clarity
on the permissibility of such
arrangements and address
some of the prudential as well
as conduct-related aspects.
Regulated entities (REs),
including banks, NBFCs, and
All-India Financial
Institutions, can enter into a
lending arrangement with
other REs for extension of
credit to the borrowers, sub-
ject to compliance with the
extant prudential regulations.
While there is no generic
regulatory framework for
such lending arrangements,
co-lending involving banks
and NBFCs has gained trac-
tion in the wake of a specific
regulatory framework being

—
prescribed for the purpose of
priority sector lending.

CLA refers to an arrange-
ment, formalised through an
ex-ante agreement, between
an RE which is originating the
loans and another RE which is
co-lending, to jointly fund a
portfolio of loans in a pre-

agreed proportion, involving
revenue and risk sharing.

"Each RE under a CLA shall
be required to retain a mini-
mum 10 per cent share of the
individual loans in its books,"
said the Reserve Bank of India
(Co-Lending Arrangements)
Directions, 2025.

It further said the credit
policy of a RE shall suitably
incorporate provisions relat-
ing to CLAs, including the
internal limit for the propor-
tion of their lending portfolio
under CLAs; target borrower
segments; due diligence of the
partner entities; customer
service and  grievance
redressal mechanism.

"The interest rate and any
other fees/charges on the
underlying loans charged to
the borrower shall be based
on the contractual agreement,
subject to the regulatory
norms applicable to the REs,"
the RBI said.

RBI issues norms to
expand infra finance

The Reserve Bank of India on
Wednesday issued directions
to "harmonise and consoli-
date” non-fund based credit
facilities across all entities to
broaden the funding sources
for infrastructure financing.
Non-fund based facilities are
services extended by banks in
terms of guarantees instead
of loans, giving an assurance
to the third party or seller.
The norms will be effetive
from Apr. 1. The RBI had on
Apr. 9issued draft guidelines
on non-fund based credit
facilities across all entities.
The regulator has stipu-
lated that a regulated entity's
credit policy must include
comprehensive provisions for
issue of non-fund-based facil-
ities, limits granted, and
credit appraisal. The policy
should also outline security
requirements, fraud preven-

tion measures, and an overall
monitoring mechanism that
encompasses post-sanction

monitoring mechanism
including post-sanction
monitoring, delegation

matrix, audit and internal
controls, compliance to uni-
form standards issued by
standard setting bodies and
other safeguards, the regula-
tor said.

A regulated entity shall not
issue a non-funding based
facility to any entity assuring
redemption or repayment of
funds raised by any entity via
deposits, issuance of bonds,
or in any other form, unless
specifically permitted under
any regulatory guidelines
issued by the Reserve Bank.
Further, it said that a regu-
lated entity shall put in place
suitable internal aggregate or
individual  ceilings  for
issuance of guarantees in gen-
eral and unsecured guaran-
tees in particular.

“The pharma sector under-
performed, emerging as a
notable casualty of the tariff
warnings. As expected, the
RBI maintained a neutral
stance and kept policy rates

unchanged, acknowledging
global headwinds while

emphasizing India’s domestic
resilience, fiscal prudence,
and strong rural demand. The
inflation outlook has turned
more favourable, supported
by a good monsoon and
healthy kharif sowing. In
anticipation of improvement
in consumption, private
investment, and continued
government-led capex, the
domestic economy appears
well-positioned for a better
second half, reinforcing inves-
tor confidence despite exter-
nal uncertainties,” said Vinod
Nair, head of research, Geojit
Investments.

President Trump’s rhetoric
and actions will continue to
weigh on markets in the near-
term. India’s response to the
rhetoric and actions, so far,
has been subdued and, of late,
strong and measured.

This means
there will be short-term pains
for the economy in terms of
lower exports and a marginal
hit to our GDP growth in FY26
with the GDP growth declin-
ing to around 6.2% from 6.5%
estimated earlier.

US tariffs: Goldman Sachs
lowers India's growth rate

India's economic trajectory is
facing fresh turbulence after
US. President Donald Trump
slapped a 25% "reciprocal” tar-
iff on Indian goods.

In its revised outlook,
Goldman  Sachs lowered
India's real GDP growth pro-
jection marginally by 0. per-
centage point for calendar year
2025 (CY25) to 6.5% and by 0.2
percentage point for 2026
(CY26) to 6.4% year-on-year.

However, the report adds
that "In our view, some of
these tariffs are likely to be
negotiated lower over time,
and further downside risk to
the growth trajectory mainly

emanates from the uncer-
tainty channel. "Even as
growth slows, the brokerage
firm noted that inflation is
going down. It revises India’s
inflation forecasts lower by 0.2
percentage points for both
calendar year 2025 and fiscal
year 2026, now sitting at 3.0%
year-on-year. The cooling
prices are largely attributed to
softening vegetable costs. But
the report warns that these
projections lie in "the left tail
of India's historical inflation
distribution,"” pointing out that
such low levels are rare and
could be vulnerable to unex-
pected shocks. -ANI

According to the market
regulator, the number of reg-
istered portfolio managers
rose from 361 at the end of
FY21 to 479 as of June 30, 2025.

Trump launches Olympic Task
Force, receives 1984 LA Medals

From Past Glory to Future Games - LA Gears Up for 2028

ANI
WASHINGTON DC

In a symbolic nod to the
past and a commitment to
the future, US President
Donald Trump was pres-
ented with three medals
from the 1984 Los Angeles
Olympics by Casey Wasser-
man, Chairman of the 2028
LA Olympics, during a
White House ceremony on
Tuesday.

The gesture came as
President Trump signed an
Executive Order establish-
ing a Task Force for the
2028 Summer Olympics and
Paralympics, which will be
co-hosted by the United
States in Los Angeles.

The Olympic Task Force
will be chaired by Trump
himself and co-chaired by
the Vice President. It will
coordinate crucial federal
operations including secur-
ity, transportation, immi-
gration, visa facilitation,
and inter-agency collabora-
tion to ensure the seamless
organization of the global
sporting event.

“This Task Force will en-
sure our nation is fully pre-
pared to host a safe,
successful, and spectacular
Olympic Games,” the official
statement said.

Key members of Trump’s
Cabinet will be part of the
Task Force, including the
Secretaries of State, De-
fense, Commerce, Home-
land Security, the Attorney
General, FBI Director, and
the FCC Chairman. Addi-
tional federal agency repre-
sentatives may be added as
needed.

The executive director, to
be named by the President,
will oversee daily oper-
ations, reporting to the
chair through the deputy
chief of staff for strategic
implementation.

The order emphasises
smooth coordination be-
tween federal, state, and

local authorities, identifying
regulatory hurdles, and en-
suring a welcoming process
for international athletes,

officials, coaches, and
media.
The Task Force’s mandate

will run through the con-

clusion of the 2028 Games,
with an official expiration
set for December 31, 2028,
unless otherwise extended.
