HC: 
Voluntary... 
“OMs do not constitute a 
‘law’ issued under Article 
13(3)(a) of the Constitution of 
India, more so when they are 
issued on a piece of paper by 
the subordinate officers of 
the Central Government 
purportedly in the name of 
the sovereign,” the court ob-
served.  

Recently, the central gov-
ernment removed the men-
tion of RSS from the 
impugned OMs on July 9, 
2024 and filed an affidavit in 
the court informing about 
the same. 

The court directed the De-
partment of Personnel and 
Training and Ministry of 
Home Affairs, GOI to display 
publicly on the home page of 
its official website the con-
tents and copy of the circular 
/OM dated 9th July, 2024 as 
filed in the present petition.  

“This is to ensure public 
knowledge and information 
about the issuance of the 
said circular/ OM. Besides 
the above, within 15 days of 
the judgement of this Court, 
the circular /OM dated 9th 
July, 2024 is also directed to 
be transmitted to all the de-
partments and undertakings 
of the Central Government 
across India,” the court said.  

 

‘It took... 
“Aspirations of many central 
government employees of 
serving the countries in 
many ways, therefore got 
diminished in these five 
decades because of this ban, 
which got removed only 
when it was brought to the 
notice of this Court vide the 
present proceedings,” the 
court noted.  

The Court questioned the 
basis of issuance of the im-
pugned circulars/ OMs that 
handcuffed the freedom of 
lakhs of Central Govern-
ment employees of the 
country for almost five dec-
ades from the 1960s till 
2024. 

The court also observed 
“…today RSS is the only na-
tionally established self-
driven voluntary 
organisation outside the 
governmental bureaucratic 
hierarchy, which has highest 
membership drawn from all 
the districts and talukas of 
the country participating 
actively in religious, social, 
educational, health and 
many apolitical activities, 
under its umbrella, which 
have no pertinence to politi-
cal activities of RSS.” 

 

In 8:1 
verdict... 
In March, the Chief Justice 
had asked Solicitor General 
Tushar Mehta, appearing for 
the centre, if this contention 
affects distribution of power 
between centre and states as 
in the Constitution. 

"Why does the statute not 
say 'this is the tax that the 
Union will be charging and, 
to that extent the power of 
state is denuded'... or some-
thing like that?" the court 
asked Mr Mehta. 

"If such tax is imposed, it 
would be invalid or uncon-
stitutional tax. There is an in-
built statutory mechanism 
which says that this will be 
the amount and nothing 
more..." he responded, 
pointing to rates of 300 per 

cent and 500 per cent levied 
before the top court's 1989 
verdict. 

"It is a desirable argument 
- that for uniformity in taxes 
the centre can fix rates... But 
the question is if this im-
pinges on federal distribu-
tion of power..." the Chief 
Justice replied. 

The court subsequently 
said the Constitution does 
not give Parliament an "en-
tire universe" of mineral de-
velopment, and that states 
also had powers to regulate 
and develop mines and min-
erals.

LS adjourned  
Bittu, the Minister of State 
for Railways and Food Pro-
cessing Industries, 
countered by making cer-
tain personal remarks 
against Channi and former 
Congress president Sonia 
Gandhi, triggering an up-
roar.

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Naidu compares Jagan 
Reddy to Pablo Escobar

DRUG LORD: Andhra CM slams Reddy over the state of law & 
order & alleged drug menace during previous YSRCP regime

Andhra Pradesh Chief Min-
ister N. Chandrababu Naidu 
on Thursday launched a 
scathing attack on his pre-
decessor Y.S. Jaganmohan 
Reddy, comparing him to late 
Columbian drug lord Pablo 
Escobar.   

Speaking in the state As-
sembly while releasing a 
White Paper on law and 
order, Naidu said in his 40-
year political career, he has 
not seen a politician like Jagan 
Reddy as he went on to com-
pare him with Escobar. 

"Only one person can be 
compared to what happened 
in Andhra, and it is Pablo Es-
cobar," he said in the Assem-
bly, in an apparent reference 
to the drug menace. 

Naidu’s attack came a day 
after a protest by the YSR 
Congress Party (YSRCP) 
leader in Delhi over what he 
called deteriorating law and 
order situation in Andhra Pra-
desh, and the attacks on 
YSRCP leaders and cadres 
after the formation of the 

TDP-led coalition government 
in the state. 

"Pablo Escobar was a Co-
lombian drug lord... he was a 
narco-terrorist. He turned 
politician and then launched 
his cartel to sell drugs. He 
earned $30 billion at that time, 
which is now worth $90 bil-

lion,” Naidu said. 
The Chief Minister added 

that Escobar was arrested in 
1976 and in 1980, he became 
the richest drug lord in the 
world.  “One can become rich 
by selling drugs as well," he 
said. "Jagan Mohan Reddy 
aimed to become richer than 
Tata and Ambani. That’s why I 
always say few have needs, 
few have greed and few have 
mania and these maniacs can 
do anything,” he said. 

Naidu also spoke in detail 
about the life of Escobar, who 
became an MP 1982. He men-
tioned that Escobar resorted 
to retaliatory attacks when he 
was barred from politics. The 
drug lord was killed by Co-
lombian police in 1993. 

“A series was also made on 
Escobar's life. I want people in 
the state to watch it,” he said.
